Silverton Leads In 
Sales Tax Rebates

Silverton is leading area 
communities in increases in 
retail sales for the year, 
according to a report of 
statewide sales tax rebates 
released by Comptroller Bob 
Bullock.

While expecting a rebate of 
$934 this month, sales in 
Silverton are reported to be 
up nearly 12 percent from last 
year with sales taxes totaling 
$21,097 for the year, Bullock 
said.

The next highest increase 
was reported by Hale Center, 
which last month led the area 
with an increase of nearly 15 
percent. This month, Hale 
Center is expecting a rebate 
of $796 for total sales taxes 
this year of $32,201, up 11.24 
percent from the same period

in 1981.
At the same time, Plain- 

view’s rebates will total $972,- 
410 with an expected rebate of 
$54,036 this month. The total 
represents an increase in sales 
of 3.13 percent from a year 
ago.

The rebates, based on tax­
able sales in October reported 
to Bullock by the end of 
November, are part of $42.1 
million due to be sent to more 
than 970 cities in Texas this 
month.

The one percent local sales 
tax is collected by merchants 
along with the four percent 
state sales tax and refunded 
monthly to the cities in which 
the tax is collected.

Briscoe, Swisher
Top Area Voters

Voters in Briscoe and Swis­
her counties led Plainview- 
area counties to the polls 
during the November general 
election, with greater than 60 
percent of the registered 
voters in those counties cast­
ing ballots, according to a 
report by Secretary of State 
David Dean.

In an analysis of the 1982 
general election released De­
cember 15, Dean indicated 
that 957 Briscoe County vot­
ers, more than 63 percent of 
the registered voters in the 
county, went to the polls 
November 2. In neighboring 
Swisher County, 2,910, or 
nearly 62 percent of the 
registered voters there, cast 
ballots.

Statewide, 49.5 percent of 
the registered voters, almost 
3.2 million, voted in an elec­
tion which included virtually 
every major statewide office 
and state and congressional 
representatives.

Dean noted in an introduc­
tion that participation in the 
November election was 34 
percent higher than the 1978 
gubernatorial race when 47 
percent of the voters went to 
the polls.

In the 1981 constitutional 
amendment election, only 12.2 
percent of the registered 
voters in the state cast ballots 
and only 24 percent of the 
voters participated in the May 
primary.

Traditionally less than 50 
percent of the state’s register­
ed voters vote in non-presi- 
dential elections, the secre­
tary said.

In only two area counties, 
Floyd and Lamb, did less than 
50 percent of the voters 
participate in the election. In 
Floyd County, 45.9 percent, or 
2,157 persons voted, while in

Lamb County, 40.5 percent or 
3,641 voters went to the polls.

Some 7,576 Hale County 
voters, or 53.4 percent of 
those registered, went to the 
polls.

In Castro County, 54.5 
percent, Or 2,541 voters, cast 
ballots.

West Texas’ major popula­
tion centers, Lubbock and 
Potter counties, also drew 
more than 50 percent of their 
voters to the polling booths. 
In Lubbock, 18,704 persons, or 
52.8 percent of those register­
ed, voted; in Potter County, 
18,704, or 52.8 percent.

The Texas electorate con­
siders itself “overwhelmingly 
conservative,” noted Dean in 
an accompanying post-election 
survey of 1,000 registered 
voters conducted under the 
supervision of Dr. Linda Gol­
den of The University of 
Texas.

In that survey 68.1 percent 
of those polled said they 
considered themselves politi­
cal conservatives. That is 
consistent with prior elec­
tions, said Dean, with about 
70 percent of those polled 
following the May primary 
election and the 1981 constitu­
tional amendment election 
terming themselves conserva­
tives.

The study also found that 
those persons who voted in 
the November election were 
slightly more educated than 
those who did not. Some 70 
percent of the voters said they 
had at least some college 
education, while 68 percent of 
the nonvoters, 485 of those 
polled, had some college level 
education.

In addition, the study 
found, those who voted in the 
November election tended to 
be older than those who did

not vote. Nearly 50 percent of 
the voters were over age 45 
while 70 percent of the 
non-voters were younger than 
45. Also, about 81 percent of 
those sampled were white, 
while 10 percent were black, 8 
percent Hispanic and 1 per­
cent “other.”

About 33 percent of the 
voters reported that their 
annual income was greater 
than $40,000 compared to 30.5 
percent of the non-voters. 
Some 35.5 percent of the 
voters and 33.3 percent of the 
non-voters had incomes be­
tween $20,000 and $40,000, 
while 10.8 percent of the 
voters and 17.7 percent of the 
non-voters reported incomes 
of $10,000 or less.

A plurality, 43.4 percent of 
the voters and 42.6 percent of 
the non-voters, identified 
them selves as Democrats, 
while about 36 percent of the 
voters and 32 percent of the 
non-voters said they were 
Republicans. About a quarter 
of those questioned identified 
themselves as “other.”

Based on questions in the 
survey dealing with changes 
in election procedures, Dean 
said the next session of the 
Texas legislature should con­
sider election law reforms 
which could increase voter 
turnout and decrease the cost 
of elections. Those suggested 
reforms call for:

■"Consolidation of all state 
and local elections On Satur­
days;

■"Holding all local elections 
on a few specified dates;

♦Prohibiting the personal 
use of unspent campaign 
funds by political candidates 
and office holders;

♦Requiring office holders 
who have more than one year 
remaining in their term of

office to resign before running 
for any other office;

♦Electing state judges with­
out regard to political affilia­
tion or on a non-partisan 
basis;

♦Allowing initiative and ref­
erendum;

♦Holding presidential pre­
ference elections the same day 
as regular primary elections;

♦Holding primaries for each 
political party in one location 
in each precinct;

♦Requiring the Secretary of 
State to distribute written 
summaries of proposed consti­
tutional amendments to all 
registered voters;

♦Holding constitutional am­
endment elections only in 
conjunction with either guber­
natorial or presidential elec­
tions;

♦Requiring a 25 percent 
minimum voter turnout in 
constitutional amendment el­
ections in order to pass any 
proposed amendments.

AUSTIN -- Benjamin 
Franklin was the first per­
son in the U.S. to suggest 
promoting the economic 
stability of agriculture, and 
the nation’s welfare, 
through a sound system of 
crop insurance. This pro­
gram was designed, in 
Franklin’s words, to “pre­
vent much poverty and dis­
tress.”

However, it was not until 
the Federal Crop Insurance 
Act of 1980 that this plan 
was given the legislative 
means to allow for wide­
spread availability. The pro­
gram has been improved 
yearly since then, with crop 
insurance currently available 
on 28 crops in virtually 
every agricultural producing 
county in the U. S. For 
1983, the Federal Crop

Insurance Corporation 
(FCIC) is once again pro­
posing several new changes 
that, we feel, will enhance 
the attractiveness of the 
program.

The Individual Yield 
Coverage Program (IYCP) is 
a system by which top pro­
ducers can establish their 
own yields; thereby making 
increased insurance available 
to them. For 1983, (spring 
planted crops) the producer 
will use a revised yield 
formula that is felt to better 
reflect the true production 
capabilities of top pro­
ducers.

There will also be various 
policy revisions for 1983. 
Three of these will specifi­
cally deal with corn, soy­
beans and cotton. Among 
the most significant changes 
in the revised corn policy is 
the elimination of the pro­
viso for the reduction of 
coverage when acreage is 
unharvested. Also, a re­
planting provision was 
added to cover the actual 
cost of replanting a corn 
crop up to a maximum of 
$20 per acre when in the 
best interests of FCIC. The 
50% coverage penalty was 
eliminated for cases when 
the damaged corn acreage is 
planted with another in­
surable crop that will be 
harvested the same year.

The soybean policy, too, 
was revised to eliminate the 
coverage penalty for not 
harvesting and to limit the 
replanting payment to the 
actual cost of replanting up 
to a maximum of $20 per 
acre.

Of major significance to 
insured cotton producers 
will be the increase in 
coverage levels brought 
about by changing the stage 
guarantees.

FCIC eliminated the re­
duction in guarantee on 
cotton for unharvested 
acreage and combined the 
second and third stage guar­
antees. The first stage guar­
antee was increased to 60%. 
Coverage was established at 
100% of the full guarantee 
for both the second and 
third stages.

FCIC has revised its defini­
tion for the first stage of 
cotton. The first stage now 
ends “after blooms are shed 
or 50 days after the final 
planting date, whichever 
comes first.”

This definition should 
satisfy the growers’ 
complaint that they must 
keep poor cotton stands 
until the blossoms are shed 
regardless of the time lapse 
from the planting date.

Other measures being 
established include a Late 
Planning Agreement Option 
which will allow coverage to 
be extended up to a maxi­
mum of 20 days after the 
final planting date. The 
policies are also being re­
written in layman’s terms 
and the FCIC has developed 
simplified methods of pro­
cessing documents: all to 
provide a faster and better 
service to the farmer.

We feel that crop insur­
ance is a worthwhile pro­
gram that deserves the 
attention of both govern­
mental representatives and 
producers. If they work to­
gether to improve this sys­
tem, the entire nation will 
greatly benefit. We would 
like to hear your opinions 
on federal crop insurance.

FOUR
bn; issues
AUSTIN -  Thousands of 

bills will be presented be­
fore the Texas Legislature 
in the upcoming 68th 
Session. Many of these will 
be old ideas brought up for 
further examination, while 
some measures will be 
totally new. Out of all of 
these will arise a few big 
issues that could affect 
virtually every Texan. Be­
cause of this, these issues 
will receive a great amount 
of attention.

As all of the bills to be 
presented have not yet been 
written and filed, we cannot 
tell exactly what new big 
issues may surface. How­

ever, by looking at the past 
session and the current 
statewide attitudes we see 
four issues that are sure to 
be big.

WATER -- Texas prob­
lems with water develop­
ment has been brought be­
fore the public many times 
in the last ftiw years. We do 
not have to tell you folks in 
the Panhandle and South 
Plains about the rapidly re­
ducing ground water re­
sources. It is our hope that 
the non-agricultural pro­
ducing areas of the state can 
now realize this crisis situa­
tion and will help us act to 
resolve it. Possible water 
development measures in­
clude state financing of con­
servation equipment, im­
plementation of a statewide 
water plan, and the regula­
tion of water rights.

STATE TAXES -  Texas 
is fortunate to have a tradi­
tion of being able to provide 
quality services while main­
taining an extremely low 
tax base. Sadly, this is 
changing. Due to increased 
population and industrial­
ization in Texas, for the 
first time in many years our 
projected spending levels are 
higher than our expected 
revenues. This means we 
have to do one of two 
things: either increase taxes 
to raise revenue or decrease 
spending to fit our current 
inflows.

DRIVING WHILE IN­
TOXICATED -  As you 
may know, this is an area

that we have been working 
on for almost two years 
now. Growing concern in 
Texas over this long over­
looked problem will un­
doubtedly result in a re­
vamping of the current 
laws. In addition to ours, 
there will be many other 
bills presented to the Legis­
lature concerning DWI. 
These include measures 
that would increase the 
minimum fines and jail 
times for DWI, prohibit 
open containers of alcohol 
in automobiles, and raise 
the legal drinking age to 21.

TEACHER SALARIES -  
Teacher salaries, especially 
for those teachers below 
college level, are currently 
too low to attract and main­
tain the large number of 
qualified people needed. If

these salaries are not raised 
by the Legislature in this 
session, teacher shortages or 
increased local school dis­
trict taxing are likely to re­
sult.

There are many other 
issues currently facing Texas 
that will probably receive 
much attention in the next 
session. These include the 
insanity defense, blue laws, 
pari-mutuel betting,
highway funding, and 
trucking regulations.

These are only a few cf 
the problems that are to be 
dealt with in the short 140 
days of the session. Because 
they are so large and affect 
such a great number of peo­
ple, knowing your opinions 
on these matters is essential 
if we are to represent the 
31st District properly.

AUSTIN—Many Texas con­
sumers overspent their bud­
gets during the recent holiday 
season. If, like so many 
others, you are now staring at 
a tall stack of bills and a short 
stack of dollars, it’s time to re­
examine your individual or 
family fiscal policies.

Our Consumer Protection 
Division attorneys frequently 
see the results of improper 
consumer planning for holiday 
buying—problems with stores 
over bills, difficulties with 
debt collectors, unsuccessful 
attempts to return merchan­
dise that should not have been 
bought in the first place. They 
find that on occasion con­
sumers who consistently live 
beyond their means need pro­
tection, not from others, but 
from themselves and their own 
spending habits.

In order to avoid the post- 
Christmas letdown a pile of 
unpaid debts can bring, not 
only to you but to your 
creditors, start revamping. 
Our attorneys suggest that 
you resolve to do the following 
in the New Year.
-Keep a one-week record of all 
expenses to learn where your 
money really goes.
-Organize shopping and buy­
ing only from a prepared list, 
avoiding impulse buying. 
-Purchase first for necessities, 
then for luxuries.
-Plan ahead for big items 
you’ll need, then save up for 
them and avoid paying in­
terest and carrying charges. 
-Decide what you can afford to 
spend on a major item in ad­
vance and refuse to exceed 
your limit.
-Comparison shop for prices, 
quality, warranty, and finance 
charges.
-Study advertising carefully 
before responding to it.
-Look for a catch if an offer 
sounds too good to be true and 
resist all high-pressure or 
deceptive sales tactics, in­
cluding “last chance’’ deals 
and bait-and-switch selling. 
Examine merchandise care­

fully before buying, to be sure 
it’s what you need and want 
and that it’s in good condition. 
-Follow manufacturer’s in­
structions and care labels, to 
get the best service or wear 
from each product, so you can
