.missed the mark much.
' "He also reminds us that single

h schoolscovering half a dozen square
miles may contain more than three
billion herring; yet many schools

irhave been recorded that covered an
farea of 20 square miles.

"The herring family includes not
Fonly the-- herrings, but also the sar--

dines, the nlewivcs, the shads and the
'menhadens.
if ninfrllmtoil thrnmrhniit thn entire
North Atlantic ocean,,the herring,

tclupea harengus, is probably the
rjnost important food fish in the

rorld.
"With so many other species In

'competition, the herring has never
? attained the popularity on the Amer
ican dinner table that It has on those

of Europe, where it forms a staple
diet for millions; but even In our wa-

ters it is widely taken north of Cape
Cod. Most of the fish Tiro sold fresh,
either for human food or cod bait.
Immensequantities of the young ones
aro packed and sold as sardines.

"Years ago Professor Huxley esti-

mated that three billion herring were
being caught annually. With tho
growth of the fishing catch now ex-gro-

of the Industry In European
waters, it has beenestimated that tho
annual catch now exceed ten billion.
A single shoal sometimescovers ten
equaromiles arfd Is estimatedto con-

tain at least half as many herring as
tho whole world catches In a year.
Many such shoals are known to ex-

ist.
"Tho herring, unlike most fishes,

is particularly fine-flavor- at spawn--
,. in tlp6, and tho fisheriesare carried

on DUjdly during that season.Usually
the'Tidrrlng is taken with gill

below the surface of the wa-
ters, in which so many are sometimes
enmeshedas to sink tho buoys. Oth-

er forms of taking It aro by meansof
weirs and torching. Tho latter is
particularly resorted to when cold
weather sets in. ' A torch is sot In the
bow of tho boat. Tho fish rise to the
surfaco as tho vessel glides swiftly
along, and are scooped in without
difficulty.

"Tho food of the herring consists
principally of 'red feed,' a minute
surface swimming crustacean, and
shrimp. They" are in turn preyed on
by a list of enemiesas long as the

' moral law. ranging from finback
whales, porpoises and seals to cod,
dogfish and squids.

"When schoojs of enemy fish 'at-

tack the herring tho sea gulls are ai-

rways on tho Job to gather up tho
scraps of the fray.

"The life history of the horrlng has
novor been" completely workod out,
The facts known indicate that it lives

.In deep water off tho coasts,coming
Inshore to spawn. There soems to be
a number ot distinct races, differing
as to size, spawning time, and various
other qualities and traits, each raco
swimming In a separato school and
having Its own particular time and
ground for spawning. The number
of eggs laid by a female ranges from
10,000 to 50,000, It is said."

BUREAU SHOWS,

'Washington, Jan. 20. An average
of $68.87 for every man, woman and
child in the United States was col
lected In taxes in 1922 by the nation,.
state, county and city governments
and all other civil divisions having
power to levy and collect taxes.Taxes
collected in that year amounted to
17,433,081,000, the censusbureau an-

nouncedtoday.
Taxes collected by the federal gov-

ernment In the fiscal year beginning
July 1, 1922 amountedto $3,204,133,-00- 0

which was almost five times the
amount collected In 1912. The per
capita amount of tho government's
taxes was $29.47.

The sourcesfrom which tho federal
government's taxes cam were: cus-

toms duties $562,189,000; income and
profits taxes $1,691,090,000, other
miscellaneous Internalrevenue taxes
$935,699,000; tnx on circulation of
natlonal'banks $4,309,000 and federal
reserve franchise taxes $10,861,000.
