| USDA Ofters Special

“Harvest For PIK” Cotton Loans

The U. S. Department of

“ Agriculture will offer special

“Harvest for PIK” loans to cotton
farmers who do not have enough
upland cotton under CCC loan to
satisfy their PIK requirements,
Everett Rank, executive vice
president of the Commodity
Credit Corporatxon, has announ-
ced.

Rank said a special procedure
will be available for those
producers who are required to
harvest 1983 cotton for PIK but
do not want a regular loan. Two
options are available at the time
the loan is made: the producer
may receive the PIK cotton
immediately .and the proceeds
from the sale of cotton to CCC

. after the PIK availability date, or

receive the proceeds immediate-
ly and the PIK cotton after the

_PIK availability date.

CCC will pay warehouse stor-

age charges through the date the

producer redeems his loan to
satisfy his PIK requirements

unless the producer elects not to
pay the loan service fee.

“With this procedure,” Rank
said, “producers will be permit-
ted to obtain their PIK commodi-
ties before the PIK availability
date but will not receive pay-
ment for 1983-crop cotton sold to
CCC to satisfy PIK requirements
until the PIK availability date.”

Rank said CCC also will offer
to purchase cotton that has been
ginned but has not been classed
and is not stored in an approved
warehouse. In this instance, the
purchase price will be based on
the 1983 loan rate for the base
PIK quality for the area where
PIK was earned. The cotton
purchased by CCC will be used to
satisfy the producers’ PIK on a
pound-for-pound basis.

Rank said producers should
contact their local Agricultural
Stabilization and Conservation
Service office for further details

on their loans, which will be

available soon.

AUSTIN—Until recently,
there has been no uniform way
for consumers to compare
prices and quality of tires.
Marketing terms, such as
“premium’’ and ‘“‘first-line,”
which have no agreed-upon
meaning, have resulted in con-

fusing consumers rather than
helping them choose tires
suitable for their driving
needs.

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manufacturers are now re-
quired to rate all bias-ply
passenger tires according to
Uniform Tire Quality Stan-
dards. The standards evaluate
treadwear, traction and
temperature resistance so that
consumers can compare these
qualities and prices among
various manufacturers.

The treadwear rating is
designated by a number such
as 80, 90, 100. It will not tell
you exactly how many miles
your tires will last; however, it
will help you sort out tires
that wear better or worse
under the same driving condi-
tions. The higher the number,
the longer the expected life of
the tire. A tire graded at 150,
for example, should give 50%
more mileage than one graded

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at 100, when driven under the
same conditions, and when it
is properly inflated and
balanced.

Traction, rated by the let-
ters, A, B or C, measures how
well a tire will stop on wet
pavement. Tires rated ‘“A”’

will allow the shortest
distances and tires graded

“C" require greater distances.

Temperature resistance is
also rated by A, B and C with
“A” being the highest grade.
The rating will indicate how
well the tire will stand up to
excessive temperatures, from
under inflation or high speed
driving, for example, which
may lead to blowouts and
tread separation.

The grades must be molded
onto the sidewall of each tire.

When you shop for replace-
ment tires, be sure to compare
prices and quality trades
available from various manu-
facturers. Remember that
each 10-point jump in the
treadwear grade represents a
10% increase in the tread life
which may account for. the
higher price. Note too, that
the tread life should be com-
pared with the traction and
temperature resistance
grades, so that one quality is
not featured at the expense of
another.

NOTE: Tires are tested by
individual manufacturers, and
standards may vary slightly
from manufacturer to manu-
facturer.

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Sales Tax Rebates Down
In Many Texas Cities

State Comptroller Bob Bullock
Thursday sent checks. totaling
$35.1 million to 974 cities that

levy thé one-percent city sales-

tax.

“Our total payments to cities
so far this year are still running
about one percent behind last
year,” Bullock said in sending the
July checks to the cities. “Texas
was slow to enter the national
recession and we are still lagging
behind in the recovery. Most
major Texas cities are beginning
to show higher tax receipts than
last year, but the border and oil
and gas producing areas are still
substantially behind.”

Houston received the largest
check—$6.8  million—bringing
this year’s total to $75.8 million,
down nine percent from 1982.

Dallas’ payment totaled $4.2
million for a total $45.9 million,
up eight percent from last year.
San Antonio’s payment was $2.1
million, putting 1983 receipts at
$22.6 million, a nine percent
increase.

Austin’s July payment was
$1.5 million, bringing the year’s
total to $15 million, 15 percent
over last year. Fort Worth
received $1.3 million to put the
city’s 1983 total at $14.8 million,
up eight percent from 1982. El
Paso’s check was $798,000, with
1983 payments down 10 percent
from last year.

Locally, Silverton’s -sales tax
payment amounted to $1,078.36,
making the total received to date
in 1983 $10,492.24. The payment
for the comparable period last

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year was $658.84, for a 1982 total
of $11,790.29. Thus, Silverton’s
sales tax payments are 11.01%
behind so far for 1983.

Quitaque received no payment
for this period, and the 1983
payments to date for that city
amount to $3,638.00. At this
same period last year, Quitaque
received $535.78, for a 1982 total
of $6,598.03.

SOCIAL WORK CERTIFICATION

AUSTIN - The Texas
Legislature has approved
legislation we sponsored
which calls for changes in
the state’s social work
certification process.

a Ph.D. or a master’s degree.
We believe the grandfather
clause is important to allow
for certification of those
individuals who have
worked in the field of social
work for ten, twenty, thirty
years or more and contrib-
ute a great deal towards
understanding and respon-
sibilities of child care.

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Medicaid
Sanctions
To Be Imposed

AUSTIN—An estimated
$1 million a year in Medicaid
sanctions will be imposed on
nursing homes which are not
in compliance with federal
and state standards, under a
policy adopted Thursday by
the Texas Board of Human
Resources.

The - sanctions would be
levied against nursing homes
when deficiencies pose an im-
mediate threat to the health
and safety of recipient pa-
tients, when deficiencies are a
health hazard, when there are
deficiencies in general opera-
tions, and when nursing
homes are deficient twice in a
12-month period.

The new policy is subject
to public hearings and adop-
tion of final rules.

An estimated 50 nursing
homes could suffer cancella-
tion of their contracts to fur-
nish Medicaid health care to
low-income elderly, blind,
disabled, and mentally re-
tarded Texans. An estimated
150 nursing homes could lose
Medicaid payments for an
average of 30 days each.

About 1,100 nursing
homes furnish Medicaid
health care to roughly 72,000
impoverished Texans at a
cost of $496.6 million.

At present, the department
enforces nursing home com-
pliance with standards by
temporarily withholding
Medicaid reimbursements or
cancelling contracts to care
for needy Texans.

The reimbursements even-
tually are released to the fa-
cilities after standards are
met. The department sets
nursing home standards and
pays for Medicaid health
care. The Texas Department
of Health inspects nursing
homes for compliance with
standards.

Under the new DHR pol-
icy, when deficiencies are
found that affect the imme-
diate health and safety of pa-
tients, the department will
immediately withhold Medi-
caid payments for existing
patients and notify the home
that its contract is being can-
celled. No payment will be
made while the homes is with-
out a contract. Then, during
a 30-day probationary con-
tract period, the department
still will not pay for care of
new Medicaid patients ad-
mitted by the home. If a
Health Department survey
shows the nursing home has
remained in compliance with
standards for the 30-day pro-
bationary period, a non-
probationary contract could
be negotiated.

Hazardous deficiencies
could result in withholding
Medicaid payments for up to
60 days while the nursing
home is attempting to remedy
its problems. The facility
would yiot be reimbursed for
new Medicaid patients until it
has complied with state and
federal standards. If the
home’s contract is being can-
celled, no reimbursement
would be made for new Medi-
caid recipients during a

30-day probationary period,
when a new non-probationary
contract could be entered if
the facility remains in com-
pliance.

Nursing homes would have
30 days to correct deficiencies
in general operations. If the
deficiencies are not corrected
within that time, the depart-

ment would withhold Medi-
caid payments for up to 60
days. If corrections are not
made within the 60 days,
DHR would cancel the con-
tract. Payments for new
Medicaid patients would not
begin until the nursing home
entered a new non-probation-
ary contract, following a 30-

day probationary period.

If patient-care deficiencies
cause withholding of Medi-
caid payments twice in a
12-month period, the nursing
home’s contract would be
cancelled. The same 30-day
probationary period would
be observed prior to negotia-
tion of a new non-probation-
