End-of-Year Crop, Livestock

The Texas Crop and Livestock
Reporting Service will begin
contacting farmers and ranchers
across the state in late Novem-
ber for final 1983 crop acreage,
yield and production totals and
end-of-year livestock and poultry
inventories.

State Statistician Dennis Find-
ley reported that producer com-
pliance with the current farm
programs reduced crop acreage
across the state, and many
farmers and ranchers are de-
pending on this survey informa-
tion for an accurate picture of the
1983 agricultural situation.

Findley explained that the
confidential interviews, conduc-
ted by mail or in person by field
enumerators, provide informa-
tion used by producers to make
their production and marketing
plans for the coming year.

“Without these reports, farm-
ers and ranchers would have to
rely on other sources for crop
and livestock information,” he
added.

To reduce survey costs, Find-
ley is urging farmers and ranch-
ers to return the mailed ques-
tionnaires as soon as possible.

Reports Due Soon

The reported information will be
combined for state as well as
county estimates.

Annual county estimates are
published for livestock, dairy,
poultry, cotton, field crops, small
grains, fruits and pecans, vege-
tables and cash receipts from the
sale of farm products.

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KEEP FINANCIAL RECORDS

Before serious financial plan-
ning can take place, families need
to assess their spending habits,
says Nancy Granovsky, a Texas
A&M University Agricultural
Extension Service home econo-
mist.

Examine past spending pat-
terns for at least two to six
months. Use old receipts, check
stubs or other records to show
where the money has gone and
how much has come in during the
same period. Or, keep close
records for two to three months.
Then determine what percentage
of spending income has gone for
major categories such as housing
utilities, non-mortgage -credit
payments and food. If more than
25 percent goes for “miscellan-
eous” you will need to keep
better records for a while in
order to accurately track your
spending for budget purposes,
says the specialist.

Get out from under the smok-
ing habit . . . for the health of it.

Hightower Backs
Amendment Three

Houston--Texas Agri-
culture Commissioner Jim
“Hightower joined State Rep.
Leroy Weiting at a Houston
press conference last week to
advocate voter approval of
Texas Constitutional
Amendment Three, which
will be voted on Tuesday,
November 8th.

“In essence, Amendment
Three simply allows farmers
to assess themselves a small
fee on each of their sales to be
used to promote their
products. It will cost
taxpayers nothing, it will help
Texas farmers market Texas
agricultural goods, and we
hope it will help our farmers
make a few extra bucks,”
Hightower said.

“The collections from the
farmers will be voluntary,”
Hightower said. “It takes a
two-thirds vote of producers
in each commodity area to
approve the point-of-sale
collection of the assessment,
and individual farmers who
do not wish to participate may
file for a refund and get all
their money back.”

There presently are seven
organized commodity groups
in Texas, including producers

of corn, wheat,
sorghum, pecans,
peanuts, and pork.

The revenue collected by
the assessment may only be
used by the farmer-controlled
commodity groups to finance
programs of marketing,
promotion, research and
education related to the
individual commodities.

“This amendment really
just allows Texas farmers the
chance to promote their
products a little better with
the hope of improving their
economic situation,”
Hightower said.

*“The expense.. of.ithe
commodity promotion will be
borne entirely by the farmers
who wish to participate,”
Hightower said. “Taxpayers
will not be out a single dime,
and there is no pass-through
of this cost to consumers. The
potential benefits of this
program could be felt
throughout the whole Texas
economy, since the collections
will be used in an effort to
increase the sales of Texas-
produced commodities,
which could result in millions
of extra dollars coming into
our state.”

FAMILY BUDGET BUILDS
FINANCIAL SECURITY

Many people think living on a
budget is like going on a
starvation diet, but a budget is
simply a financial plan that
enables families to achieve finan-
cial security and reach their
goals, says a home economist
with the Texas A&M University
Agricultural Extension Service.
Actually, a budget is more like a
road map for charting where you
want to go than a spending diet.

One of the best things about
the budget process is that it
gives families the chance to
discuss and establish long-term
and short-term financial goals.
Goals like obtaining financial
security or saving for Christmas
gifts, a downpayment, a new car
or college tuition can be achieved
by small actions over a long
period of time. But families must
plan their financial actions to
achieve these goals.

AVOID TAP WATER SCALDS

Tap water that’s too hot can be
hazardous to your health, says
Dr. Mary Ann Heussner, a health
education specialist with Texas
A&M University’s Agricultural
Extension Service.

Each year, thousands of people
are scalded by tap water. Those
most likely to be injured are pre-
schoolers, the elderly and handi-
capped.

Tap water scalds are usually
more extensive than other burns
because many occur in the

' bathtub or shower where larger

portions of the body are exposed

' at one time to the hot water.

Small children and the elderly
or handicapped may be unable to
react quickly enough to get out of
water that is too hot before it

' scalds, says the specialist. But

hot water burns don’t have to
happen if homeowners will sim-

Big-Spending Push To Thwart Cotton

Synthetic fiber companies will
spent $80 million this year to
spur consumer sales and try to
slow cotton’s momentum at re-
tail.

This 16 to 1 spending advant-
age over cotton producers by
their competitors for marketing
was the focus of a challenge
delivered at the annual meeting
of the Cotton & Grain Producers
of the Lower Rio Grande Valley
recently by R. J. Boslet, Cotton
Incorporated vice president,
Marketing Services /Communi-
cations.

Urging that cotton producers
keep their dollars in Cotton
Incorporated, their research and
promotion arm, Boslet told the
producers that recent gains by
cotton have triggered the syn-
thetic’s onslaught to regain mar-
kets with aggressive advantage.

Recent figures from the Mar-
ket Research Corporation of
America show that cotton’s mar-
ket share is up to 38 percent
during the first half of this year
for total textiles, compared to 37
percent for last year for the same
period.

The economic recovery has led
to increased volume of both
domestic and imported goods,
with cotton increases strongest
for domestic goods.

Pointing out that cotton has
regained markets through ag-
gressive research, advertising
and promotion by Cotton Incor-
porated, Boslet added that cotton
needs “to keep the pressures up”
through hard hitting messages
for the consumer.

lending institutions. The loans
are to be repaid in full, plus
interest, to the U. S. Govern-
ment. FmHA has more than
2,000 field offices throughout the
country with 137 in Texas.

Preliminary figures show that
nationally the Agency provided
more than 60,000 loans to famil-
ies across the country who were
without safe, decent and sanitary
housing. Another 20,000 families
were afforded an opportunity at
better housing through 1,000
loans that financed rental hous-
ing construction.

The total amount of FmHA
housing loans for the fiscal year
was $2.6 billion. In Texas, FmHA
provided 2,465 single family
home loans totalling $71,740,660,
Futech said. Forty-two rental
housing loans totalling 1,350
units were made for $35,625,520.
Total housing loans for the year
amounted to $107,366,180.

FmHA Assisted
6,700 Farmers
In 1983

The Farmers Home Adminis-
stration (FmHA) provided loans
to 6,700 Texas farmers in fiscal
year 1983 which ended on
September 30, 1983, FmHA
State Director J. Lynn Futch
announced.

FmHA is a credit agency of the
U. S. Department of Agriculture.
It provides loan assistance to
farmers who need credit but
cannot get it from a private bank
or other lending institution. The
loans are to be repaid in full, plus
interest, to the U. S. Govern-
ment. FmHA has over 2,000 field
offices throughout the country
with 137 offices in Texas.

Early, preliminary figures
show that nationally the Agency
provided about 75,000 loans to
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farmers across the country. The
total amount loaned through
FmHA farmer programs was
approximately $3 billion.

The breakdown of farmer
program preliminary totals show
that Texas FmHA provided 4,790
farm operating loans for $174,-
160,000; 220 farm ownership
loans for $18,902,000; 1,580 nat-
ural disaster emergency loans for
$88,637,000 and 27 soil and water
loans for $325,600 for a total of
6,617 loans for $282,024,600.
“Some farmers received more
than one type of loan,” Futch
said.

AG ENERGY OUTLOOK

At a time when even the
slightest hint of good news for
agriculture has a major impact,
farmers should be pleased with
the energy outlook for the year
ahead.

If projections hold true, farm-
ers should face steady energy
supplies at lower costs in 1984,
says an economist with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service,
Texas A&M University System.

Gasoline prices should drift as
much as four percent below the
1983 average, diesel fuel should
dip up to six percent, and
electricity prices could decline
about two percent.

However, LP gas is not
expected to drop in price but
should increase no more than five
percent while natural gas prices
will likely increase six to nine
percent.
