TEXAS POTATOES 
ARE SPUDTACULAR

The homely tuber is not only 
American’s most popular vege­
table, it is also one of the most 
misunderstood and misrepresen­
ted vegetables. For years the 
potato has been considered a

high fat, high calorie, starchy 
food, sure to increase the pounds 
around our waist.

Norgold Rus­
set and Red La Soda are the main 
varieties of potatoes grown on 
the High Plains.
