U. S. Senate candidate Lloyd
Doggett spoke to the District 3
Banquet in Crowell on Septem-
ber 1 and claimed that he
supported a Farm Bill that
targeted family farmers for
relief.

Can vitamins
prevent cancer?

HOUSTON, TX. — Lots
of folks think vitamin sup-
plements will protect them
from all sorts of problems,
including cancer.

“There is no conclusive
scientific proof yet that any
particular vitamin or com-
bination of vitamins can
prevent a specific kind of
cancer,’”’ says Dr. Guy R.
Newell, director of cancer
prevention programs at The
University of Texas M. D.
Anderson Hospital and
Tumor Institute.

He hastens to add,
however, that important
new information is being
obtained all the time about
how some naturally occur-
ring vitamins in the foods
we eat appear to have pro-
tective features for a few

tremendous odds. Running ag-
ainst former Congressman Bob
Kreuger and Lubbock Congress-
man Kent Hance, Doggett was
given little or no chance of even
getting in a run-off in the May 5,
1984 Democratic Primary with
his two well-known opponents.

Doggett emphasized his com-
mitment to the Texas Farmers
Union, saying, “I have fought for
the family farmer in the Texas
legislature, and will continue to
do so in the U. S. Senate. I agree
with Jim Hightower (Commis-
sioner of the Texas Department
of Agriculture) that we are near
the last chance to save the family
farm.”

The political action committee
of the Texas Farmers Union,
TAGPAC, announced its en-
dorsement of Doggett for the U.
S. Senate seat earlier in the day.
Board member Pat Cox of Hays
County called Doggett “the clear
choice for farmers and ranchers
in Texas.”

“Lloyd Doggett is a cut above
Phil Gramm on agricultural
issues,” says Cox. “We are
urging all farmers and ranchers,
no matter what party they
belong to, to cast their vote for
Doggett.

Doggett Details Gramm Social
Security Cuts In Briscoe County

As a part of his campaign in
Northwest Texas, Democratic U.
S. Senate candidate Lloyd Dog-
gett today detailed the impact of
Phil Gramm’s Social Security
budget cuts on the citizens of
Briscoe County and slammed a
proposal embraced by Gramm to
close rural post offices.

“Political candidates too often
address national problems with-
out understanding or caring how
they affect real people. Phil
Gramm’s Social Security cuts are
but one example of his insensi-
tive actions that are hurting
hundreds of people in Briscoe
County,” Doggett said.

Doggett revealed that as a
result of legislation authored by
Phil Gramm and his ten votes
against Social Security, 699
senior citizens and dependents in
Briscoe County have lost an
average of $771 since Gramm’s
Social Security cuts became law.
Statewide, Gramm’s cuts have
cost 1.6 million Texans more than
$1.1 billion.

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What about
stress and cancer?

HOUSTON, TX. — Does
stress play any part in
causing cancer?

“That’s an increasingly
important question,
especially with our fast-
paced worlds getting more
hectice every day, but we’re
just at the beginning of
having some answers,”’
replies Dr. Guy R. Newell,
director of cancer preven-
tion programs at The
University of Texas M. D.
Anderson Hospital and
Tumor Institute.

Some scientists say there
may be at least an indirect
link between excessive
emotional, physical and-or
chemical stresses and cancer
mediated through the
immune system. In simple
terms, this means
individuals involved in
sustained stressful situa-
tions—loss of a loved one,
divorce, being fired, drug
abuse or serious illnesses,
for example—are more
vulnerable to certain
cancers because their
immunological defenses
are below par.

So-called helplessness-
prone women had a higher
incidence of cervical
cancers in one study while
another investigation found
a higher lung cancer rate
among people unable to
express their emotions.

Dr. Newell says stress is a
general, ‘non-specific term
for a complex physiological
phenomenon which may
cause the adrenaline level to
soar and interrupt the
normal immune mechanism

so vital to fighting off

diseases.
‘‘Anyone who has
undergone prolonged

periods of stress should pay
close attention to warning
signs for cancer. Moreover,
these people should seek
help for coping with their
stresses in much the same
way they get advice on how
to manage their financial
affairs,”’” Dr. Newell says.

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Farmers Home Assists 420
Swisher, Briscoe Farmers

The Swisher-Briscoe County
Office of the Farmers Home
Administration assisted 420 far-
mers with farm loans and subor-
dinations during the 1984 fiscal
year, FmHA County Supervisor
August H. Hesse III said today.

The loans and subordinations
totaled $21,064,194.62 during the
twelve months ending Septem-
ber 30. “The loans were made to
farmers who needed credit but
did not qualify for loans from
private lenders,” Hesse said.
“The loan programs of the
Farmers Home Administration
helped these farmers continue
their operations.

Breakdown of the loans for
Swisher-Briscoe Counties is as
follows: :

209 Operating and Emergency -

loans totaling $8,802,040.00

Farm Ownership and Soil and
Water Loans totaling $118,000.00

In addition to the actual dollars
loans through Farmers Home
Administration, there were 265
guaranteed loans and subordina-,
tions totaling $12,144,154.62.

Nationally, preliminary figures
show FmHA provided 110,425
farm loans totaling $4.4 billion
during the fiscal year, Hesse
said.

FmHA is a credit agency of the
U. S. Department of Agriculture.
It provides loan assistance to
farmers and ranchers who need
credit but cannot obtain it
elsewhere. All loans must be
repaid in full, plus interest.

Farm Credit Initiatives
Set To Go Into Operation

Regulations for implementing
President Reagan’s Farm Credit
Initiatives have been completed
and are being distributed to
Farmers Home Administration
(FmHA) field offices, Charles W.
Shuman said today.

The regulations provide for a
one-time debt set-aside program
for FmHA borrowers and loan
guarantees for non-FmHA bor-
rowers.

In addition, Shuman has devel-
oped guidelines which County
Supervisors will use in signing
contracts with local non-Govern-
ment lenders and farm manage-
ment specialists. These special-
ists will provide additional advice
and assistance to financially
distressed farm borrowers.

A farm debt restructuring
program for farmers experien-
cing severe financial difficulty
can be in operation in most areas
of Texas this week, J. Lynn
Futch, State Director for the
Farmers Home Administration
(FmHA), said today.

Debt restructuring is a key
part of the farm credit initiatives
announced by President Reagan
on September 18.

Under the program, FmHA
can set aside up to 25 percent or
$200,000, whichever is less, of an
FmHA borrower’s debt for five
years without interest. For a
non-FmHA borrower, the agency
can guarantee part of a new loan
if the lender will write off a
minimum of 10 percent of the
existing debt. In both cases, the
goal is to restore the borrower to
a positive cash flow situation.

Futch said FmHA field staff in
Texas will be trained in the
operational details of the new
program.

Borrowers will begin receiving
letters in a few days asking them
to contact the FmHA County
Office about an appointment to
review their loan, the first step
in the restructuring process.

AMENDMENT 8

AUSTIN — The amend-
ment at the bottom of the
constitutional amendment
ballot on which Texans will
vote on November 6 would
change the way in which
legislators are paid expenses
in completing their official
duties.

A member of the legisla-
ture presently receives $30
per diem payment when the
legislature is in session.
Amendment Number 8
would tie the amount of the
per diem payment to the
maximum daily federal in-
come tax deduction allowed
for a state legislator’s ex-
penses.

Those favoring the amend-
ment say the $30 per diem
adopted in 1975 is out of
date. Significant inflation
has occurred dramatically.
The existing allowance does
not begin .to reimburse a
member of the legislature
for the cost of maintaining
two residences during a
legislative session.

Tying the amount of the
per diem to the federal
income tax deduction
allowed for a state legislator
ensures that the amount will
always be reasonable. The
per diem will be increased
or decreased in accordance

with changes in the federal
allowance. The change
would also eliminate the
need to keep adjusting the
amount of the per diem
through the costly consti-
tutional amendment pro-
cess.

Those opposed to the -
amendment say that the
allowance granted under
existing law is satisfactory
to. offset ordinary living
expenses. At $30 a day, a
member of the legislature
receives a legislative salary of

$600. The amendment
would, under current
federal law increase the
amount to $2,250 per

month.

They add that the amount
of the per diem compared
to federal law is too
indefinite. The state has no
control over the amount of
federal allowance.

There are a total of eight
constitutional amendment
proposals on the general
election ballot on November
6. The people are the final
judges on changes in the
constitution and making
your wishes known on these
amendments is just ' as
important as your other
votes on choosing elected
leaders.

Are any cancers
inherited?

HOUSTON, TX. —
Should people worry about
inheriting cancer?

‘““Generally speaking,
no,”” says Dr. Guy R.
Newell, director of cancer
prevention programs at The
University of Texas M. D.
Anderson Hospital and
Tumor Institute.

There are some excep-
tions, such  as childhood
retinoblastomas, tumors of
the eye. Hereditary factors
are associated in some adult
cancers of the breast, colon
and certain melanomas.

‘“What we do know is
some individuals are at an
increased statistical risk for
developing cancer when
there is a familial history of
malignancies. That is true
for women whose female

relatives had breast
cancee. - Dr.- Newell”
explains.

Scientists around the

world are checking
numerous clues that suggest
as yet unclear familial fac-
tors. Such common ground
as unusual hormonal pat-
terns, abnormal immune
system functions and insuf-
ficient enzyme levels are
just a few of the leads being

followed.

Dr. Newell notes that an
increased risk for develop-
ing some type of cancer
based on family history can
serve to keep many people
on their toes to early warn-
ing signs. In addition to
female breast cancer, men
having brothers who
develop cancer of the large
intestine before the age of
45 should have a complete
checkup for possible colon
polyps which predispose to
cancer.

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Gas hydrates
new energy source
discovered in Gulf

COLLEGE STATION —
Texas A&M University ocean-
ographers have reported the
discovery of gas hydrates, an
icelike formation of methane
and water that some feel could
be an alternative energy
source, under the ocean floor
in the Green Canyon area of
the Gulf of Mexico.

In the current issue of Sci-
ence magazine released this
week, Drs. James M. Brooks,
Mahlon C. Kennicutt II, Roger
R. Fay, R. Sassen and others
report the occurrence of ther-
mogenic gas hydrates in ocean
sediments retrieved during
geochemical surveys in the
northwestern area of the gulf.
The gases that form these hy-
drates have seeped up from
much deeper reservoirs, Ken-
nicutt said. The samples, he
said, are the result of tempera-
ture and pressure under the
ocean floor.

The temperature and pres-
sure ranges in the sediments
where the hydrates were re-
covered are very close to the
stability limit of methane hy-
drates, Kennicutt said. Their
recovery gives scientists the
challenge of discovering what
conditions allowed the ex-
istence of this frozen gas at
elevated temperatures.

TEXAS CABBAGE PATCH

If the only place you have seen
cabbage lately is in connection
with the advertisements for
“Cabbage Patch Kids,” then
maybe you have neglected this
nutritious, delicious vegetable.

Cabbage is grown year-round
in many areas of Texas. The
harvesting of this vegetable,
which grows best in cool, moist
climates, is winding down in the
High Plains. However, the peak
season for harvesting cabbage in
the Lower Rio Grande Valley is
Between November and April.

Weight conscious individuals
know that cabbage is a good low
calorie vegetable. A geod source
of Vitamin C, cabbage also
contains calcium and a half cup
serving contains only 25 calories.
Delicious cooked or raw, cabbage
is equally at home in summer or
winter recipes. :

When purchasing cabbage look
for firm, round compact heads
that feel heavy, and the color
should be bright. Avoid purchas-
ing cabbage that has wilted
leaves or appears to have dehy-
drated. If unwashed and stored
in a plastic bag, cabbage may be
refrigerated for up to two weeks.

Cabbage is available in many
varieties. Red cabbage is a
variety used primarily in salads
and for pickling. If red cabbage is
cooked in alkaline based water
(baking soda added) then the
cabbage will turn an unattractive
color. Therefore when cooking
red cabbage, add a small amount
of lemon juice or vinegar to help
retain the red color. Using a
knife instead of a chopper when
cutting up cabbage prevents
excessive Vitamin C loss also.

Incorporating cabbage in sal-
ads, main dishes or as a side dish
provides for a good low calorie
source of Vitamin C and who

knows, you may discover that
you are a “Cabbage Patch Kid”
also!

Enjoy these low cost, low
calorie cabbage recipes from the
Texas Department of Agricul-
ture.

SKILLET CABBAGE

1 cup thinly sliced cabbage
1/4 cup finely chopped green
pepper

1/2 cup diced celery
1/4 cup diced onion
1/2 cup chopped tomato
1 tablespoon vinegar
1/4 cup water

Combine ingredients in
large skillet. Cover and cook over
low heat 5-10 minutes. Vegetab-
les should be firm. Yield: 5 - 1/2
cup servings. (25 calories per
serving)

TEXAS CABBAGE ROLLS

8 large cabbage leaves
1 pound ground beef
1 teaspoon salt
1/4 teaspoon pepper
2 tablespoons onion, chopped
1 cup cooked rice :
legg
1 (10"z oz.) can condensed toma-
to soup

3/4 cup water

Pour boiling water over cab-
bage leaves. Let stand for 5
minutes, then drain. Season
meat; add onion, rice and egg.
Roll a portion of filling into each
leaf, fasten ends with toothpicks.
Place the cabbage rolls on rack or
steamer in the pressure cooker.
Pour tomato soup and water over
rolls. Cover, set control and cook
8 minutes after control jiggles.
Reduce pressure normally for 5
minutes and then place pan
under faucet and run cold water
over the pressure cooker before
opening the lid. Serves 4.

Drug treatment
programs successful
according to study

COLLEGE STATION —
Drug treatment programs
seem to be successful in helping
some chronic drug users kick
the habit, according to the re-
sults of a 12-year follow-up
study of almost 500 opiate ad-
dicts nationwide.

Of the 26 percent of the ad-
dicts who reported they had
not used illicit drugs for the last
year before the follow-up,
more than half said they had
been on a treatment program
when they quit, said Dr.
Dwayne Simpson, head of the
Behavioral Research Program
at Texas A&M University
which is conducting the re-
search — one of the few long-
term national studies of chronic
drug abusers.

Sponsored by the National
Institute of Drug Abuse, the
study shows that drug treat-
ment programs may be the key
in disproving the old adage
“once an addict, always an ad-

dict.”
