As the new chief of safety for the wing, I am extremely impressed with the attitude
toward safety on this base. The statistics from FY 91 show that everyone chipped in and
did their part to prevent accidents and injury. Last year we had no class A or B flight
mishaps (knock on wood) and we lowered our ground mishap rate (lost duty time due to
accidents) by over 50 percent — an amazing accomplishment.

Last year’s solid performance was a real team effort. I think the most important part
of that team was the commanders and the first line supervisors.

I have learned from experience that safety is only as important as the commander
makes it. I am ecstatic about this job because Col. Bill Henny, our wing commander,
makes my job very easy. It seems every other word out of his mouth has something to
do with safety. That attitude is shared by the group commanders, who, in turn, pass it to
squadron commanders, who get the word out to the troops through their first line

Because of that kind of emphasis-on common sense, thinking before acting and
holding individual commanders responsible, Reese has developed a total attitude about

This also includes the contract for base
engineer requirements, better known as the
“SABER” contract. That projectalone is worth
up to $10 million alone over the next five
'years. '

One contractor who has gotten a number
of these projects is Daniel Ortega Construc-
tion Co. Inc. Having done projects like the
Fourth Street fence and the current main gate
work, company officials said they appreciate
the work they get here. Dr. Siew Liew, com-

pany project manager, said Reese contracts
accounted for 15 percent of the business’s
income in the past year.

“We enjoy working there,” he added.
“They (wing members) are good people to
work for.”

Other contracting areas, such as services
and supplies, also impact the local area. Maj.
Randy Clark, contracting squadron com-
mander, said that total contracts awarded in
Lubbock for fiscal 1991 were worth $8.76
million.

That figure doesn’t tell the full story of

Reese’s impact on the surrounding area.
Texaswide, Reese awarded contracts total-
ling almost $23.7 million. The Texas figure
includes the Lockheed contract, Major Clark
explained, because that corporation has its
home office in Arlington. Despite this how-
ever, the Lockheed payroll is spent largely in
Lubbock.

The base’s total economic impact for fis-
cal 1990 totalled more than $160 million. The
fiscal 1991 figures are due out in February,
according to the Reese Financial Analysis
Branch.

officers, a cadet’s primary focus has to be on
military and academic performance. There
are no physical education majors or underwa-
ter basketweaving courses offered. Everyone
graduates with a bachelor’s degree and must
complete a rigorous curriculum. The many
hours needed for studies and practice leave
players with little time of their own, therefore
requiring considerable dedication to the pro-
gram.

Although every service academy team
strives for victory in every game of the sea-
son, the level of intensity increases markedly
when one academy plays another.
