LOOK FOR TIIE Merkel Bad­

gers to be In a pretty onery 
•nwod when they take the field 
’ ’ the Bears Den Friday night, 
^.ey’ll be on the rebound after 
their unpleasant outing at 
Clyde last Friday night.

Until playing Clyde, Merkel 
was rated among the best Class 
A teams in the state. Besides 
spoiling their record, the loss to 
Clyde is certain to hurt the 
Badger’s stock In all the polls.

It all adds up to Merkel be­
ing In much fiercer frame of 
mind for Baird this week than 
the team was for Clyde last 
week.

From all Indications the sta­
dium will be packed Friday 
night for the tilt. Not only will 
it be the first home game of the 
season, but It looks more than 
ever like a first-rate match Is 
on the schedule.

Bears Open Home
The road gets rockier Friday 

at 8 p. m. when the Baird Bears 
host the frustrated Merkel Bad­
gers for the first football game 
of the season In the Bears Den.

Merkel, still smarting from a 
14-12 setback suffered at the 
hands of Clyde last Friday, is 
expected to come to town with 
the intention of giving vent to 
dampened feelings.

The Badgers rated high In

state polls until their downfall 
in Clyde last week.

While Merkel was being sur­
prised by Clyde, the Bears 
opened their season with an 
easy 45-12 romp over outman- 
ned Santa Anna. So complete 
was Baird’s domination of the 
game that the first unit saw 
action for less than 20 minu­
tes for the entire night.
Baird’s offense, highlighted by 

crisp downfield blocking, blast­

ed out 25 points in the first 
quarter and coasted home, 

j Wally Harris turned in three 
of "the Baird touchdowns on 
dashes of 10, 11 and 14 yards, 
although running mate Eddie 
Childers was the night’s leading 
rusher with 118 yards In 10 car- 

, rles. Harris collected 62 yards In 
112 plays.

In all. 10 backs lugged the 
leather for Baird. Joining Harris 
In the scoring parade were full­

back Richard Windham, who 
returned an intercepted pass 35 
yards for a TD, Childers on a 
40-yard masterpiece, quarter­
back Tommy Barton with an 11- 
yard keeper, and halfback Maxie 
Gordon on a three-yard blast.

Windham gained 33 yards 
against the Mountaineers while 
Steve Stanley stepped off 44 In 

; nine plays.
I Sophomore J. D. Faircloth was 
■ next in yards with 27 In five 
! plays.

Eddie Jones, the Mountaineer 
quarterback, scored one of the 
Santa Anna markers and passed 
to Gary Williams, a halfback, 
for the other. The pass and run 
play covered 70 yards.

The easy victory helped erase 
memories of last year’s Santa 
Anna upset win In Baird.

Baird came through the tus­
sle without serious injury, and 
Coach Vernon Townsend Is ex­
pected to go with the same

starting eleven that opened 
against the Mountaineers.
Line starters will probably be 

Stanley McGowen, 173, at cen­
ter; Jimmy Collins, 164, and 
Bruce Bell, 160 at guard; Ron­
nie Price, 162, and Bobby Black, 
177, at tackle; Kelton Jones, 135 
and Thomas Robbins, 154 a t 
end.

In the backfield it will likely 
be Barton at quarterback, Hards 
and Childers at halfback and 
Windham at fullback.

IN THE EFFORTS to secure
another doctor for Baird, offi­
cials of the chamber of com­
merce have come across a re­
cent survey which shows the 
Impact a physician can have on 
a community’s economy.

The survey was taken In Ste- 
phentown, N. Y„ a town very 
near In size to Baird and locat­
ed near the Massachusetts line.

It shows that last year about 
26 patients per day visited doc­
tors In other towns, and that 
11.4 per cent of the Stephentown 
area residents were hospitalized 
In towns from 17 to 30 miles 
away.

Some quick multiplication 
shows that people In that small 
New York town collectively tra­
veled more than 209,000 miles 
during 1963 to visit a doctor.

The survey also shows an es­
timated $34,860 spent by the 
town's residents on office calls 
only during the year, and an 
additional $26,145 on medicines. 
This adds up to more than $60,- 
000 spent out of town, because 
the town had no doctor.

Added to that, Stephentown 
patients spent an estimated $4,- 
198 for gas and oil while driving 
to visit doctors in other towns. 

^A n d  finally, It is estimated
it on their trips to visit the 

tnJctor, Stephentown residents 
spent over $26,000 on supplies 
and groceries while they were In 
other towns.

It all adds up to about $100,- 
000 being spent In other places 
by residents of that one town 
because there was no doctor for 
them to visit.

’ As we said, Stephentown, N. Y. 
appears to be very similar to 
Baird In population, economy 
and distance from other towns.

Signup Time Is Near in County 
For 1965 Allotments of Wheat
A check list to help Callahan 

wheat producers make a deci­
sion on their 1965 wheat acreage 
has been prepared by the coun­
ty office of the Agricultural Sta­
bilization and Conservation Ser­
vice.

The office reminds wheat pro­
ducers that:

Any producer (except those 
with a Soil Bank Contract) may 
devote the entire acreage on the 
farm to wheat in 1965 without 
any penalties, such as a market­
ing quota penalty or loss of 
wheat acreage history in future 
years. Wheat farmers that re­
mained overplanted in 1964 will 
have their 1966 allotments re­
duced.

Producers who desire to par­
ticipate In the wheat program 
will sign up to plant within their 
1965 wheat allotment and de­
vote the minimum required 
acreage to a conserving use. 
This grower will qualify for 
price support and marketing 
certificates valued at 75 cents 
(domestic) and 30 cents (ex­
port) per bushel.

Where a producer signs up to 
participate in both the 1965

wheat and feed grain programs 
and diverts at least the mini­
mum required acreage he may 
plant either one or a combina­
tion of the crops on the com­
bined acreage of the wheat al­
lotment plus the remaining feed 
grain base. In other words, a 
wheat producer who signs up In 
both programs may plant his 
combined wheat allotment and 
remaining feed grain base all 
to wheat.

If a producer signs up In the 
wheat or feed grain program on 
one farm he must comply with 
the wheat allotment and/or 
feed grain permitted acreage on 
all other farms in which he has 
an Interest.

Where a wheat producer signs 
up In the 1965 program, he may 
also request that an oat-rye 
base be established for hts farm 
and devote this acreage, less the 
minimum required dl v e r t  e d 
acreage, to wheat.

Small wheat producers may 
divert all of th^ir allotment up 
to 15 acres.

Final date to slgn-up in the 
1965 wheat program is October 
1st.

In Book Circulation for Summer

from the Callahan County Lib­
rary at Baird shows a substan­
tial gain In use of the varied 
types of reading material found 
there.

Mrs. Rosa Ryan, librarian, 
said that during the three vaca­
tion months just ended, the to­
tal number of books circulated 
to readers from every section of 
the county was 4,974.

Two books were given for the 
Memorial Shelf -- “Our Incre­
dible Civil War” by Burke Davis, 
given In memory of Earl C. Hays 
of Clyde; and “Family Album 
for Americans,” by M. and V.

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AUSTIN — "Interbasin diver­
sions," the process of moving 
water from where it Is to where 
it Is needed, Is being talked 
about more and more In Texas 
where half of the state’s water 
supply Is centered in the east­
ern one-seventh of the state.

It will be the topic of three 
speakers at the Association of 
Western State Engineers In Aus­
tin on Sept. 21.

Speakers are Frank Rabb of 
Oklahoma, David Hale of New 
Mexico and William Warne of 
California. All three are water 
officials In states which have 
turned to interbasin diversion 
to solve some water problems.

Some moving already has ta­
ken place In Texas. In the Trin­
ity watershed, for instance, Dal­
las is completing a pipeline and 
treatment plant for moving Sa­
bine River water from Lake Ta- 
wakonl to Dallas. Also Houston 
has signed a contract with the 
Trinity River Authority to move 
Trinity water to Houston.

Interbasin diversion will be­
come the subject of more con­
versations for Texans when the 
U. S. Bureau of Reclamation 
releases its pending report. It 
proposes a 400-mlle canal to 
move surplus water from the 
Sabine and Neches basins, south 
to link all. major rivers in Texas 
and meet the needs of the Gulf 
Coast to a point below Corpus 
Chrlstl.

Gov. John Connally has asked 
the Texas Water Commission to 
speed up water planning to seek 
alternatives to the Bureau of 
Reclamation’s forthcoming pro­
posal. But the commission Is 
strapped by the bounds of a 
budget inadequate for such a 
study, unless the 1965 Legisla­
ture Increases Its funds.

I NS UR ANC E  INTEREST 
CHARGE UPHELD — An effort 
by the Allstate Insurance Com­
pany to knock out the State 
Board of Insurance order re­
quiring a minimum charge of 6 
per cent Interest on Insurance 
premiums paid by Installments 
has failed.

Board said it found nothing 
In the hearing to change its 
mind. It reported that abuses of 
Texas laws, prohibiting induce­
ments to prospective policyhold­
ers and prohibiting discrimina­
tion between policyholders, were 
taking place under deferred 
payment plans.

"Net costs of handling pre­
mium payments financed by In­
surance companies at cut-rate 
interest, or no interest, will ul­
timately be paid by all insureds,’’ 
said Board Chairman Hunter 
McLean. “Those electing deferr­
ed payment plans should bear 
such costs . . .”

A spokesman for one company 
charged that criticism of ruling 
by the National Association of 
Independent Insurers laid the 
groundwork for "an attack on 
the Texas rating system and 
policy control.” N.A.I.I. claimed 
the order discriminates against 
Texas policyholders, and that 
the board had no authority to 
adopt It.

OUT OF THE RED — State 
government ended Its 1963-64 
fiscal year on August 31 with a 
fat general revenue fund bal­
ance of $73,000,000.

It was the brightest year end 
figure since 1949.

“It looks better than It has for 
a long time," beamed State 
Comptroller Robert S. Calvert. 
Five years of deficits still are 
fresh in his memory. One year 
the State ran $110,000,000 in the 
red.

Calvert declined to speculate 
u»n the amount of surplus which 
will be available for legislative 
appropriation.

Governor Connally predicted 
earlier that the general revenue 
surplus may reach $80,000,000 
next year. Despite the abund­
ance of money, the Governor 
said the Legislature likely will 
have to pass a new tax bill or 
amend the existing rates In 
1985. This because of demands 
for more spending In education 
and other areas.

Calvert noted three factors In

the favorable fiscal 1964 close­
out: a $24,000,000 increase this 
year over 1963 in general sales 
tax revenues; an $8,000,000 Jump 
In the auto sales tax; and a $3,- 
000,000 crude oil tax increase.

Comptroller’s report showed 
state revenue collections during 
1964 were more than $1,600,000,- 
000, compared with $1,500,000,- 
000 In 1963. Expenditures total­
ed $1,500,000,000, compared with 
$1,400,000,000 the previous year.

General economic growth of 
the state; the federal income 
tax reduction designed to prime 
spending; and removal of the 
$10 clothing exemption from the 
state sales tax were seen largely 
responsible for the bigger yield 
from that levy.

CABINET MEETINGS RE­
SUMED — Governor Connally 
has resumed his schedule of un­
official “cabinet" meetings with 
top state agency heads.

He started the sessions last 
October, but had to discontinue 
them when he was wounded by 
the same assassin who killed 
President Kennedy.

Last week’s meeting was held 
in the offices of the Texas Edu­
cation Agency. Emphasized was 
overall operations and financ­
ing of public schools. A general 
discussion of agency problems 
with the governor followed.

These sessions have a two-fold 
purpose: to analyze workings of 
departments one by one; and to 
familiarize the governor and 
other officials with mutual pro­
blems.

HIGHWAY HURRY-UPS ASK­
ED — Citizens from San Anto­
nio, Corpus Chrlstl and other 
counties which connect them 
asked the State Highway Com­
mission to "hurry up” and sche­
dule work on a proposed Inter­
state Highway between the two 
cities so that construction will 
be completed by 1968.

That is the year when San 
Antonio will produce the Hemis- 
Fair; Padre Island National 
Seashore will be in full-scale 
operation and Mexico City will 
host the World Olympics. Nueces 
County Judge Noah Kennedy 
Jr. said, “We would just like to 
be in a position to swap tourists 
with the city of San Antonio.”

"Hurry-up" urgings also were 
heard from Valley leaders who 
pleaded with the Highway Com­
mission to hasten construction 
of the Valley Expressway (US 
83) because the current system 
of routing traffic on access 
roads is hazardous.
Lower Rio Grande Valley Cham­
ber of Commerce vice-president 
Jack H. Drake of Weslaco told 
commissioners the Valley death 
rate has risen 40 per cent this 
year -- compared to a statewide 
rise of 13 per cent — because of 
accidents on the access roads 
adjacent to th e  expressway 
route.
Commission immediately auth­

orized construction of a 1.7-mlle 
section of the expressway with­
in the city limits of Mercedes. 
ANTI-MOSQUITO CAMPAIGN 

— Spurred by the spread of en­
cephalitis. state, county and city 
officials all over Texas are con­
ducting a vast campaign against 
mosquitoes, according to State 
Health Commissioner J. E. 
Peavy.

Although much of the war 
against the disease carriers is 
waged constantly in areas which 
have tax-supported districts to 
combat disease-bearing Insects, 
extra measures are being taken 
In many places, Including Hous­

ton where 75 two-man spraying 
crews are at work.

Dr. Peavy said that as of Sep­
tember 1. a total of 474 cases of 
encephalitis and 19 deaths had 
been reported from Houston; 61 
cases and five deaths in the 
Upper Plains region; and a 
smattering of suspected Infec­
tions In other counties.

He said the 1964 epidemic has 
been the worst since 1954, when 
close to 1.000 cases — most in 
South Texas -- were reported. In 
a "normal” year, only 50 to 75 
cases develop.

Dr. Peevy said he feels that 
the Intensive antl-m o s q u It o 
campaign, and the advent of 
cool weather will combine to 
beat down the disease, which is 
dwindling somewhat.
