“People suggested a lot-of
smarter ways we could do busi-
ness,” said Captain Williams.
“This really fallsin line with the
Quality Air Force program,and
theramificationshavebeenvery
positive.”

Energy conservation is vital

I saw a cartoon the other day which showed four
individuals standing around and pointing at each other —
one of those that you add your own caption to. I looked at
it for a while and came up with the caption, “Who is in
charge of energy in your area”. There are two ways of

- looking at this cartoon to try and understand the idea

being portrayed. The first idea implies the “not me”
attitude by everyone pointing fingers at each other. I saw
it in a different light. The idea I was trying to convey is

" *that we are all in charge of energy.

As we enter fiscal year 1993 we need to look at ways to
improve how we do business. Everyone will be looking at
their budget constraints, manpower availability and work
load. I would like to add one more item to that list —
facility energy conservation. Energy conservation is one of
the most overlooked “targets of opportunity” and needs to
be planned well in advance of the others. Reese’s energy

budget is one of the largest budgets on base and it
affects manpower and work load.

Every day I go out to a facility and just walk around
to see how energy is being used. On the average,
heating and air conditioning use 40 percent of the
annual energy budget, lighting another 22 to 25
percent. That leaves approximately 385 percent for all
the miscellaneous items like computers, copiers, coffee
pots, fans, water coolers, refrigerators, etc.

During my walk through:I have noticed several
potential energy wasting operations. Offices which
provided space for three people now enly contain one
person and all the lights are on; unoccupied offices with
lights on; and multiple coffee pots. The list could be
extended greatly. We all should be more aware of our
surroundings, look for energy wasting items and become
our own energy managers.

Please remember to be aware of the energy you use -
every day. If you’re not using it, shut it off.

Tapping into the job market

Reese Transition Office helps people begin new careers

Aprogram at Reese is help-
ing retirees and other separat-
ing military members prepare
to TAP into the-civilian world.

TAP, or Transition Assis-
tance Program, brings mem-
bers up to date on education,
government and private sector
employment programs, medi-
cal and dental coverage, finan-
cial planning and relocation
assistance that is available to
them or that they will face out-

- side the military.

The Jrogram has been on-
going at Regse since October
1991 as part of a five-year pro-
gram established to make the
transition from the military to
the civiliém -sector” easier for
people. S

Over 450 clients have been
assisted by the Reese Transi-
tion Office since January.

“The main focus of the pro-
gram is to provide the member
and his or her family with
techniques, confidence and
know-how for successful job
hunting,” said Mario Manfre,
transition program manager
here. “I think the results we

are getting go to show that this
isn’t just another one of those
programs. It is doing what it
was intended to do...get re-
sults.”

Jose J. Perez, a recently re-
tired master sergeant, went
through the first TAP class at
Reese in February. When he
retired Oct. 9, he had a job
waiting on him.

“At first I was apprehensive
about the program because of
the drawdown. I thoughtit was
justanother programyou have
to go through before you get
out,” said Mr. Perez. “When I
gotintoitI was shocked by how
detailed they covered the dif-
ferent job opportunities and
benefits. It really put me on

the right track.”

According to Mr. Manfre, the
program helps members write
professional resumes, as well
as link members up with the
Transition Bulletin Board and

-the Defense Outplacement Re-

ferral System.

TBB is a computerized clas-
sified job list that is updated
daily at the Reese Family Sup-
port Center. Members and their
families can scan the list for
actualjobopenings nationwide
and contact employers directly.

The DORS program is a
mini-resume system that
matches qualifications and de-
sired work locations with re-
quirements of prospective em-
ployers nationwide.

Mr. Perez said the program
not only put him in the right
direction, but also helped his
family prepare for the changes
ahead.

“They (transition office) did
everything they could to help
us prepare,” he said. “I would
advise anyone who's getting out
of the military to go through
the program. It builds a foun-
dation of what you need that
you otherwise wouldn’t know
about. It’s made a real differ-
ence.”

The next TAP workshop will
be held Dec. 8 through 10.

To be eligible for TAP, you

must be within 180 days of

separation, retirement or de-
parture from the area.

“I think we’re going to see a
lot more success stories from
users of the program,” said Mr.
Manfre. “We are evaluating the
quality of the program by the
results we are getting, and so
far, the results are excellent.”

The education grant pro-
gram, begun four years ago,
provides $1,000 grants to sons

over the age of 60, and Title 10
reservists on extended active
duty (all other reserve and
ANG are not eligible). This
¢zar, 5,003 young men and

women received grants to help

them pursue their educational
goals.

MSgt. ‘Don Minnis, Reese
Family Support Center, said
zveral Reese people benefited
from these grants last year,
and applications for this year
are available.

The program was initiated
by the society’s board of direc-

_ tors in 1988 in response to the
’rising cost of education, espe-
cially for the transient Air

Force community. In its fiest

year, the program was re-

stricted to children of active
duty personnel and 804 awards
~were provided. But the over-
“ whelming response, reflected
by the number of applicants,
led society officials te expand
the program to children in
other categories. The number
. of possible awards has in-

5,000 education grants for the

upcoming academic year.

Locked out by housing

The day before the adjustor
was due to return, all the people whose homes
were missed the first time were phoned at work
or home regarding the inspections.

When we were unable to reach some of the
residents, we should have contacted their com-
manders and made sure we contacted those
people before entering their homes. We didn’t
do this and we apologize. The inspection was
necessary but our handling of it was wrong.

In the future, housing personnel will not en-
ter any home without prior permission. Sorry
for our shortcomings.
