Department of Agriculture’s Ag-
ricultural Stabilization and Con-
servation Service will determine
which counties are eligible to
participate under this special
acreage conservation reserve
provision. Farmers in the eligible
counties need to apply to their
local ASCS county office for
permission to hay and graze their
reserve acres. A request to hay
and graze conservation reserve
acres in Briscoe County has been
made. :

I'm sorry this renewal is late. I
haven’t been able to think of
anything for so long. My dear
husband, Jim, went (back) to
hospital for surgery January 21,
was in ICU for a month (had two
more surgeries) and a fatal
infection took his life February
23. He was buried February 26 at
Forest Lawn in Covina Hills,
Covina, California (just two or
three miles from our home). He
had just retired December 31,
1984 from the engineering firm
he had worked for for over: 24
years. He was 65 October 8, 1984.

I still feel he will be coming
home—either from a hospital or
from one of his business trips—
or that I will wake up and
discover it was just another bad
dream!

Our (only) daughter is here
with me—has been for five or six
weeks. I don’t know what I would
do without her! My husband did
all the record keeping, etc. I'm so
lost! I never dreamed I would be
left alone! (We had been married

46 years December 10, 1984).

My daughter has to go home
next week (to Chama, New
Mexico) to her husband and two
sons, ages 12 and 16. I can’t even
think about being here in this big
house, all alone! We have lived
here 23 years April 1.

I know I must learn to live
alone—then I can go and/or do
whatever or wherever I decide—
but just now I'm afraid if I leave I
won't be able to come back.

God only knows the loss and
pain I feel but with His help, I
know I can make it aloné as so
many others have done and are
still doing. I know it’s not easy!

Sorry, I started out to just
write a short note of explanation
about my renewal.

Appraisal District

Mrs. Hill noted that the
Texas Property Tax Code, Chap-
ter 33.04, pertains to special
delinquent tax notices which
MUST be mailed in each year
divisible by five. The code states
that penalties and interest can-
not be collected if the collector
has not delivered the required
notice. In view of this fact, the
board discussed several alterna-
tives as proof of mailing, includ-
ing sending letters by certified
mail and/er publishing delin-
quent taxpayers in the local
newspapers. The motion carried
to send the delinquent tax
notices in certified letters, return
receipt requested, if necessary.
Those taxpayers whom the tax
office cannot locate, or whose
certified letters come back un-
claimed, shall be published in the
local newspaper.

Board of Review members
were discussed. Wayne Nance
will be serving the second half of
his two-year term this year, but
two members need to be elected
by the board of directors. It was
decided to table this election

_until the April meeting.

Mrs. Hill explained to the
board that some additional office
equipment is needed by herself
and her staff. The motion carried
authorizing her to purchase
whatever equipment she deems
necessary for the operation of
the office.

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Educators Gather
Fifth ATPE Conference

Approximately 1,000 educa-
tors from throughout Texas
convened for the fifth annual
convention of the Association of
Texas Professional Educators
(ATPE) March 14-16 in Fort
Worth, where they elected new
state officers and spoke with
state education officials about
current Texas school reforms.

Sue McGarvey, a Hallsville
government teacher, was elected
president of the 42,000-member
association for 1985-86. Jann
Bogenschutz, Daingerfield, was
elected vice president. Tony
Diaz, Corpus Christi, was elected
treasurer and Marion Wagamon
was elected secretary.

Jon Brumley, chairman of the
State Board of Education
(SBOE), delivered the conven-
tion’s keynote address. Brumley
told ATPE members about the
SBOE’s latest efforts to imple-
ment the sweeping education
reforms mandated last summer
by the Texas Legislature. He
also talked of reducing teacher
paperwork, the teacher career
ladder and smaller class sizes.

“We're going to keep remind-
ing the Legislature that if they
really want reform, that’s where
they’ve got to put the priority of
the money,” Brumley said of the
board’s commitment to smaller
classrooms.

Dr. Nolan Wood, director of
professional assessment for the
Texas Education Agency (TEA),
gave ATPE members a progress
report on the agency’s work to
develop the state-mandated tea-
cher competency test.

Dr. Thomas Anderson, one of
TEA’s deputy commissioners,
gave a status report on imple-
mentation of Chapter 75, the
state’s new curriculum law.

The association also awarded
Educator of the Year awards for
outstanding teachers. Joyce Ear-
ly, Hurst-Euless-Bedford, and
Cindy Petty, Cypress-Fairbands,
each received the Elementary
Educator of the Year award.
Duane Snyder and Nancy Key
tied for Secondary Educator of
the Year, and Fred Dillard,
Garland, was named Administra-
tor of the Year. Karen Smith,
Marble Falls, received the Spe-
cial Services award, and Eliza-
beth Samways, Cypress-Fair-
banks, was named associate of
the year.

Judy Coyle, Irving, received
the Texas Liberty Award for
outstanding contributions to pub-
lic education and professionalism
in teaching.

The Alafair Hammet Media
Award was given in several
categories to new media and
reporters for excellence in educa-
tion reporting. Winners were
Jorjanna Price, Houston Post,
and Barbara Holsomback, Fort
Worth Star-Telegram, both in
the daily newspaper category.

For

Other recipients were the Lam-
pasas Dispatch-Record in the
semiweekly newspaper category,
and radio station KROO, Breck-
enridge, in the broadcast cate-
gory.

The Mexia ATPE unit was
named Local Unit of the Year.

The convention  marked
ATPE'’s fifth anniversary. The
association was formed in 1980
by the merger of the Associa-
tion of Texas Educators and
Texas Professional Educators.
Since its inception, ATPE has
grown from an initial member-
ship of 18,000 to more than
42,000 educators in 373 local
units, making it the state’s
second-largest and fastest-grow-
ing teacher association.

“ATPE’s phenomenal growth
indicates that it represents the
professionalism -and integrity
teachers want in a professional
association,” said MecGarvey.
“We are confident that this
growth will continue until ATPE
soon becomes the largest teacher
association in Texas.”

Approximately 94 percent of
ATPE’s members are classroom
teachers. Administrators, sup-
port personnel and student and
retired members make up the
remainder of the membership.

PESTICIDE REGULATIONS

Questions about the Revised
Pesticide Regulations which be-
came effective January 21 for
Texas, have been common lately.
Producers have been concerned
as to methods of warning work-
ers, prior notification of neigh-
bors, and re-entry intervals. The
commercial applicators have re-
ceived the information from the
Texas Department of Agricul-
ture.

Texas currently has enforce-
able pesticide-application stan-
dards to prevent unnecessary
risk to farmers, farm workers
and other rural residents.

The regulations on re-entry
intervals and warning methods
will apply only to labor-intensive
activities which require workers
to make substantial contact with
pesticide residues. They do not
apply to activities which do not
require workers to have substan-
tial contact with pesticide resi-
dues. Examples of crops which
ordinarily do not require sub-
stantial contact are cotton, rice,
wheat, hay or grazing crops,
peanuts, rye, safflower, sesame,
sugarcane, sorghum, corn, bar-
ley, soybeans, sugar beets, oats,
sunflowers, alfalfa and guar. Nor
will applications made to live-
stock be affected.

These standards include:

RE-ENTRY INTERVALS

*Establishes 24-hour re-entry
periods of Toxicity Category
chemicals (those labeled ‘Dan-
ger’) and procedures to set
24-hour re-entry periods for
chemicals that cannot demon-
strate an absence of undue
chronic effects.

*Sets interim re-entry inter-
vals of 48 hours for 15 chemicals
and seven days for one chemical.

WARNING METHODS

*Establishes an oral warning
as the standard method of
alerting workers to stay out ol a

‘hot’ field. The posting of flags or .

signs at designated points of
access where workers enter a
treated field is required when
the re-entry period is seven days
or less only if workers are sent
into the fields before expiration

of the re-entry interval. Further-

more workers who enter treated
fields before expiration of the
re-entry period, must receive an
oral or written warning of the
dangers involved, and must wear
appropriate protective clothing.
However, neither posting nor
protective clothing is required if
workers are kept out of fields
during the re-entry period.
*Requires posting of flags only
for those pesticides with re-entry
intervals longer than seven days.
TDA is not placing any chemicals
in this category at this time.
PRIOR NOTIFICATION—
AERIAL APPLICATION ONLY
*Allows neighbors to request
in writing that they be notified
the day before pesticides are
used on land immediately adja-
cent to theirs. ]
*Allows persons with certified
‘health problems to ask for prior
notifications of spraying within
one-fourth mile of their property.
*Allows farmers to give gener-
al notice to adjoining landowners
by posting a flag.
*Provides exemptions from
prior notification rules for emer-
gency pesticide applications.

For you producers who have
questions about the regulation,
or need to find out how to receive
either the private applicators’
license, or a commercial applica-
tors’ license, contact the County
Extension Office.

Telling someone where to go in
Texas isn’t the easiest thing in
the world.

One of the best tools travel
counselors have is the Official
Highway Travel Map produced
by the State Department of
Highways and Public Transpor-
tation. %

It remains, year after year, the
most popular piece of travel
literature produced by the de-
partment. About a million re-
quests a year for the map are
fulfilled by mail and at 12 tourist
bureaus and visitor centers oper-
ated by the department.

But the map does pose some
puzzles. For example:

Some of the logic our forefath-
ers displayed in naming places in
this big state was flawless.
Dallas, the city, is in Dallas, the
County. Victoria is in Victoria, El
Paso in El Paso, Lubbock in
Lubbock, Childress is in Child-
ress and so on.

But wait. Houston, the city, is
in Houston County, right?
Wrong. :

Houston is in Harris County.
Crockett is the county seat of
Houston County up in East
Texas, and Crockett County? It'’s
way out in West Texas, sur-

rounding the city of Ozona.
