Hay supply near 50-year low, prices near record highs

Cardboard recycling comes to Friona

Hay supplies remain 
short and prices contin-
ue to rise as Texas cattle 
ranchers try to feed herds 
through winter. The U.S. 
Department of Agricul-
ture Jan. 27 Texas Hay Di-
rect Report priced large 

round bales of good-
to-premium Bermuda 
grass between $70 and 
$175 each with prices 
for the same quality 
hay reaching $410 per 
ton in the Panhandle. 
Most counties across 
the state are reporting 
decent quality bales 
above $100. 

Deeper than usual 
culling in preparation 
of that winter feed-
ing shrunk Texas cat-
tle numbers and the 
national herd to lows 
not seen since 2012, 
said David Anderson, 
Ph.D., AgriLife Exten-
sion economist, Bryan-
College Station. Cattle 
producers expect good 
calf prices in the future 
but feeding cows un-
til spring forages are 

ready to graze is the 
concern now.  

Anderson said 
drought and high fer-
tilizer prices were the 
two major factors that 
led to near-record low 
hay production. Grass 
needs soil moisture to 
grow during the sum-
mer hay season, but 
pastures also need fer-
tilizer, especially ni-
trogen, to maximize 
growth and yields. 

Vanessa Corriher-Ol-
son, Ph.D., AgriLife Ex-
tension forage special-
ist, Overton, said $160 
per bale was around 
the breakeven point 
during the 2022 season 
for hay producers who 
maintained pastures 
with average inputs 
due to the cost of fer-

tilizer, weed and pest 
control applications. 

“It’s no shock that 
hay prices are so high,” 
she said. “The drought, 
poor range and pas-
ture conditions and 
high feed costs have 
all worked together 
against producers.” 

Hay yields, supplies 
near 50-year low

Anderson said Texas 
pastures produced the 
lowest amount of hay 
since 2011. Hay yields 
averaged nearly 1.95 
tons per acre over the 
last decade but totaled 
1.56 tons per acre in 
2022. Texas produced 
4.44 million tons of 
hay in 2011 compared 
to 6.5 million tons in 
2022.

Fentanyl test strips backed by 
lawmakers

Test strips that would deter-
mine whether pills, powders, or 
other forms of drugs are laced 
with deadly fentanyl might be 
legalized, if a bipartisan group 
of lawmakers have their way. 

The percentage of overdose 
deaths tied to fentanyl has risen 
to 97%, according to a report in 
the Austin American-Statesman 
. Gov. Gregg Abbott has ended 
his opposition to legalizing the 
strips, and several nearly identi-
cal bills have been filed in both 
the House and Senate as a re-
sult. 

“They deserve action, action 
that will save other innocent 
families from the devastation 
they have suffered,” Abbott said 
in January. “And they will get 
that action this session.”

Legislators are also consid-
ering measures to increase 
the penalty for manufacturing 
or delivering fentanyl even in 
small amounts to a third-degree 
felony. Right now, it is a state 
jail felony.

Meanwhile, the state comp-

troller’s office is being pushed 
to speed up distribution of more 
than $1 billion in funds from the 
Opioid Abatement Settlement 
Fund, intended to mitigate 
the fentanyl crisis. The money 
comes from settlements with 
opioid manufacturers and dis-
tributors.

“We’ve somewhat sacrificed 
expediency in getting dollars 
out the door,” Hegar said. “We 
have to create a system that 
treats everybody fairly and ev-
erybody understands the pro-
cess.”

DSHS data indicates 1,569 
Texans died of a fentanyl-relat-
ed overdose last year, according 
to the Statesman report.

Housing cost burden exam-
ined

The Texas Demographic Cen-
ter has used census data to ex-
amine housing cost burdens in 
the state. That is when a house-
hold spends more than 30% of 
its monthly income on housing 
costs, including rent or mort-
gage payments, utilities and 
other costs.

The center concludes that 
counties with the highest per-
cent of households dealing with 
housing cost burdens are in the 
so-called Texas Triangle along 
the Austin-San Antonio cor-
ridor, as well as some border 
counties. 

The study found that nearly 
half of Texas renters – 1.7 mil-
lion — spent more than 30% of 
their income on housing costs 
from 2017-2021, with a median 
monthly housing cost of $1,146. 
Among homeowners, 21% expe-
rienced housing costs burden 
during the same period, with 
median monthly housing costs 
of $1,747.

Texas ranked 10th in median 
gross rent from 2017-2021. Ha-
waii was the most expensive 
state, followed by California.

The number of hay acres cut 

and baled was also down to 
4.19 million compared to a 10-
year average of almost 5 million 
acres. 

U.S. hay production followed 
the Texas trend. According to 
the December 2022 hay stock 
reports, the 71.9 million tons of 
hay on hand was the smallest 
amount since the USDA began 
tracking forage supplies in 1973. 
Texas hay supplies were 37% 
below the December 2021 re-
port and other Plains states like 
Oklahoma, Kansas and Nebras-
ka were all at least 30% below 
their stocks last year. Hay stocks 
in southeastern states were also 
down except for North Carolina. 

“So, you have less hay pro-
duction in Texas, but you also 
have less production in all the 
states around you that might be 
a source to have bales shipped 

in,” Anderson said. 
Long-term outlook depends 

on rain, pasture management
Corriher-Olson said supplies 

are the concern now, but that 
pasture management will de-
termine the long-term produc-
tion in pastures. Many hay pro-
ducers avoided input costs like 
fertilizer and herbicides during 
the drought. Some pastures re-
ceived reduced fertilizer ap-
plications while other fields re-
ceived nothing. 

The reduced management and 
overgrazing during the drought 
could cost producers this sea-
son, she said. Whatever the case 
may be, Corriher-Olson said hay 
producers should be ready to 
capitalize on appropriate man-
agement, whether that is apply-
ing fertilizer or monitoring and 
treating weeds and pests like fall 
armyworms. 

Cutting corners now could 

hurt future calf crops
Jason Cleere, Ph.D., AgriLife 

Extension beef cattle specialist, 
Bryan-College Station, said high 
grain prices have compounded 
the short supply of hay and high 
winter feed prices. 

Whatever producers incorpo-
rate into their winter feeding 
plans, Cleere said they need to 
maintain cow body condition 
scores well enough to ensure 
those cows are ready to breed 
following this spring calving 
season. 

“It’s a challenging year, but 
indications point toward ex-
tremely good prices for next 
year’s calf crop,” he said. “I sus-
pect producers are going to be 
short on hay if we don’t get an 
early spring green-up. My main 
message would be: Don’t cut 
too many corners now that you 
can’t take advantage of good 
calf prices in the future.”

National Potato Lover’s Day

Garlic Butter Potatoes

February 8th is National Potato Lover’s Day.  The following is a twist on a regular baked potato but 
made especially delicious by covering every piece of the potato with buttery, garlicy goodness.

Average gasoline prices in Texas fell 3.1 cents per 
gallon in the last week, averaging $3.05 per gallon, 
according to GasBuddy’s survey of 13,114 stations in 
Texas. Prices in Texas are 21.0 cents per gallon high-
er than a month ago and stand 3.1 cents per gallon 
lower than a year ago. According to GasBuddy price 
reports, the cheapest station in Texas was priced at 
$2.27 while the most expensive was $4.17 per gallon.

The national average price of gasoline has fallen 
4.4 cents in the last week, averaging $3.44 per gallon. 
The national average is up 17.5 cents per gallon from 
a month ago and stands 1.7 cents per gallon higher 
than a year ago. The national average price of die-
sel has fallen 5.2 cents in the last week and stands at 
$4.60 per gallon.

“For the first time in 2023, the national average 
price of gasoline has seen a weekly decline, primarily 
thanks to a sharp and sudden drop in the price of oil,” 
said Patrick De Haan, head of petroleum analysis at 
GasBuddy.

De Haan explained, “While the decline in both 
gasoline and diesel prices is terrific, it’s not unusual 
to see prices falling in February, which tends to be 
the month with some of the lowest gasoline prices of 
the year thanks to seasonally weak demand. For die-
sel, we’re likely to see more declines, and potentially 
much more significant in the weeks ahead as im-
ports of distillate have accelerated, leading to a sell 
off. And, with warmer weather ahead, demand may 
struggle as well. However, especially for gasoline, 
high levels of coming maintenance and the eventual 
transition to summer gasoline could lead today’s de-
clines to reverse down the road. For now, motorists 
should enjoy the decline, but be wary as we’re likely 
to eventually see increases again down the road.”

GasBuddy data is compiled from more than 11 mil-
lion weekly price reports covering over 150,000 gas 
stations across the country.

The Texas Tribune reported on 
January 9 that Texas lawmakers 
will have $188.2 billion available 
for the next budget after record-
breaking revenue growth. Texas 
Comptroller Glen Hegar provid-
ed the budgetary information. 

 “The amount of projected reve-
nues give the state a remarkable, 
a truly once-in-a-lifetime oppor-
tunity, for historic actions in this 
legislative session,” Hegar said, as 
reported in The Tribune.

Naturally, that surplus comes 
with cautionary advice. Texas will 
prioritize its Rainy Day Fund (the 
Economic Stabilization Fund) as 
well it should. 

To save or to spend should not 
be the only question. It is wise to 
recognize both actions are neces-
sary. 

I would encourage the men and 
women sitting behind those nice 
desks in the chambers of the Tex-
as Capitol to consider two policy 
matters. One would  save money 
by ending the STAAR high-stakes 
testing. The other would call for 

spending surplus funds on need-
ed improvements to the Texas 
foster care program. Both benefit 
the state’s children.

As a result of House Bill 3906, 
students are adapting to yet an-
other change in the STAAR test. 
Since its implementation in 2012, 
STAAR testing has evolved into 
the rating system for schools. It 
is a pressure that often puts chil-
dren at-risk and teachers at-bay. 
Accountability is necessary, but 
the problem with STAAR is that 
results are viewed as an attempt 
to force uniform accountability 
in a state with over 1,026 school 
districts of different geographi-
cal/social/economic/cultural 
demographics.   

Re-allocate the $90 million 
spent annually on STAAR com-
bined with some of the budget 
surplus to tackle another issue 
impacting children.

The Texas foster care system 
was deemed “broken” and un-
constitutional eight years ago by 
U.S. District Judge Janis Graham 

Jack. 
The Texas legislature has tried 

to address the foster care system 
with several bills, but problems 
still exist. Data collection that 
provides the history of abuse chil-
dren have endured is not central-
ized. Many children are unaware 
of the 24-hour hotline availabil-
ity. Private companies have been 
outsourced to assist with CPS 
caseloads, raising the possibility 
of profit over protection.

As of last week, the 88th Legis-
lature has introduced 2,795 bills. 
It appears that only one would 
address the foster care system 
data collection (HB 1342). Sev-
eral bills have been introduced 
which relate to “the academic 
assessment of public school stu-
dents.”

Let’s hope our state representa-
tives and senators use common 
sense and wisdom. Writing, re-
searching, and passing mean-
ingful legislation is what they are 
there to do—not to get bogged 
down in political posturing.

Ingredients
1 1/2 lb. new or small potatoes
1/4 c. butter, melted
1/4 c. extra-virgin olive oil
3 cloves garlic, minced
kosher salt
Freshly ground black pepper
1 c. shredded mozzarella
1/2 c. freshly grated Parmesan
1/4 c. finely chopped parsley

Directions
Preheat oven to 375° and line a 
large baking sheet with parch-

ment paper.  Make small slits in 
each potato, like an accordion, 
making sure not to cut all the 
way through.  Place potatoes 
on a large sheet pan.  In a small 
bowl, whisk together melt-
ed butter, olive oil and garlic.  
Brush mixture over potatoes 
then season with salt and pep-
per.  Bake for 20 minutes, until 
the slits are starting to separate, 
and the potatoes are beginning 
to turn golden.  Brush the po-
tatoes with more of the melted 

butter mixture then sprinkle 
mozzarella and Parmesan on 
top.  Bake for another 23 to 25 
minutes, or until the potatoes 
are crispy on the outside and 
tender on the inside.  Garnish 
with parsley and serve warm.

HINT:  The easiest way to slice 
the potato is to use the bowl of 
a  large stainless steel basting/
serving spoon. Just lay potato in 
and the sides of the spoon will 
stop knife from slicing through.

Handling Anxiety and Worry

Stand Up and Make a Difference

Length of life, health, 
food, clothing, relation-
ships, crowds and so 
many more things could 
become the breeding 
ground for anxiety and 
worry.  Legitimate care 
and concern is part of a 
responsible life, but anx-
iety and worry are twin 
terrors that seek to hijack 
those cares and con-
cerns and inflate them 
in such a way that they 
cloud your thoughts, 
dreams, plans and inter-
actions in a debilitating 
way.  In our culture to-
day, there is a noticeable 
rise in mental health 
awareness, but the re-
ality is that anxiety and 
worry have been around 
since the fall of man, and 
Jesus gave clear teaching 
and guidance regarding 
them.   

In Matthew 6:33-34, 
in the middle of the ser-
mon on the mount, Jesus 
address the presence of 

anxiety, the promises 
you can trust in light of 
anxiety, and the purpose 
you have in Christ.  Anxi-
ety is not a new phenom-
enon, and Jesus deals 
with the presence of anx-
iety, namely in the areas 
of life, health, food and 
clothing, to the crowd he 
addressed.  Jesus doesn’t 
stop at simply acknowl-
edging the worries and 
anxieties at hand, but he 
also directs one where 
to turn.  When anxiet-
ies, and cares crash in, 
look to the Father’s love 
and care for his creation 
and also his care and 
love for you.  If God takes 
care of birds and clothes 
the flowers, how much 
more will the Lord make 
sure you are cared for?  
The reality is that God 
loves you so much that 
he even sent his Son, 
Jesus, to save you from 
your sins through his 
life, death and resurrec-

tion, and you can trust 
his love, his sovereignty 
and his care for you!  This 
trusting, though is not a 
trust that leads to selfish 
soaking and self admira-
tion, but gives you pur-
pose to move forward.  
The purpose is not found 
deep within your decep-
tive heart, but is found 
in your place in the king-
dom of God and seeking 
first his will and righ-
teousness in your life.  Je-
sus simplifies the matter 
by saying, “Seek first the 
kingdom of God and his 
righteousness, and all 
these things will be add-
ed to you,” Matthew 6:33.  
Since God cares for you, 
sees your anxieties and 
loves you, then seek him 
first!  When you make 
his will and his glory 
your highest priority you 
build a seawall in your 
life that dashes the waves 
that seek to crash in with 
anxiety and worry.

When I was in my 20s 
I had the opportunity 
to work for Hi-Pro Ani-
mal Health in Kearney, 
Nebraska. I was there 
nearly three years. When 
I first moved up to Kear-
ney I followed a snow-
plow for 70 miles only 
to get stuck in my drive-
way in 15 inches of level 
snow. I had never really 
seen level snow before. 
But that was only the be-
ginning. In 1995 I expe-
rienced something else 
I had never really seen 
before a blizzard like 
nothing I could recall. 
It started on a Thursday 
afternoon, it had rained 
all day then around 
3:00pm it went from 37 
degrees to 7 degrees in 
15 minutes. Instantly all 
roads were ice and the 
snow began to blow in 
and take over every ac-

tivity. Ignorant as I was 
I didn’t head home un-
til 5:00pm when I closed 
the store. It was a war 
zone cars stalled every-
where and abandoned. 
In my slow drive home 
a guy jumped out of 
his stalled camero and 
hopped into my pickup 
while I was still moving. 
I said, “Hi, guess you 
need a ride.” I took him 
home and finally got to 
my apartment. The air 
temp was now 20 de-
grees below zero. By 
morning the wind chill 
hovered around 40 be-
low. My nose practically 
froze shut in just a few 
breaths. Life stopped.

It was devastating. 
Cattle died, people 
were stranded and all 
we could do was wait. I 
learned a valuable les-
son that weekend: Nev-

er underestimate the 
weather and always be 
prepared. 

Life can come at us 
fast. It can hit us with 
such devastating force 
that we are almost frozen 
in the experience. What-
ever the event that blows 
in we struggle with why, 
we struggle with suffer-
ing through, we are al-
most unable to function. 
No one can be prepared 
for all that can come at 
you in life. But we can 
have faith. For us to be-
lieve God is good we 
do not have to have all 
the answers. Faith is the 
anchor, the shelter, the 
hope that allows us to go 
on knowing that because 
God is good, one day all 
will be made right. So, 
when life hits you hard, 
lean into the wind and 
wait in faith on the Lord.

I love(d) Hallmark 
movies. They all have 
the same story line, just 
a different setting. It 
doesn’t take an ounce 
of brain power to watch 
one of their movies, and 
they always have a hap-
py ending. 

Several years ago, I 
began to notice hints 
of homosexual rela-
tionships in their mov-
ies. It was subtle, at the 
end of the movies, and 
a child could watch it 
without noticing what 
was going on. Then, 
they started putting gay 
couples in minor roles, 
and I would change 
channels. At Christmas, 
I read several times that 
Hallmark was putting 
out its first movie with a 
gay couple in the lead-
ing roles; that is when 
I started my boycott of 
Hallmark movies and 
cards.

The reason I am boy-
cotting Hallmark is be-

cause they are push-
ing the gay agenda on 
people. I have writ-
ten before and quoted 
Scripture saying ho-
mosexuality is a sin. 
By having gays in their 
movies, making it look 
“normal” and good, 
Hallmark is encourag-
ing people to sin. I can’t 
be a part of something 
that encourages people 
to sin.

On February 10, 1763, 
the French and Indian 
War ended.

State Sales Tax Revenue Totaled Record $4.11 Billion in January
Texas Comptroller 

Glenn Hegar announced 
on February 1st that state 
sales tax revenue totaled 
$4.11 billion in January, 
6.6 percent more than in 
January 2022. The ma-
jority of January sales 
tax revenue is based on 
sales made in Decem-
ber and remitted to the 
agency in January.

“While state sales tax 
collections reached an-
other all-time high, it 
is important to note 
that the rate of growth 
from the previous year 
was the lowest in the 22 
months since the end of 
pandemic restrictions,” 
Hegar said. “This re-
flects slowing in the rate 
of inflation and slowing 

growth in real economic 
activity as well. Unfor-
tunately, inflation con-
tinues to erode the pur-
chasing power of Texas 
consumers as the con-
sumer price index rate 
for December was 6.5 
percent.

“Gains in tax receipts 
from sectors driven 
by business spending 
continued to lead the 
growth, with the largest 
gains coming from the 
mining sector compared 
with a year ago. Receipts 
from the manufactur-
ing, construction and 
wholesale trade sectors 
continued to grow ro-
bustly year over year, but 
at lower rates than in re-
cent months as inflation 

subsides for items such 
as construction materi-
als.

“Overall, retail trade 
receipts grew only 
slightly and at less than 
the rate of inflation 
for consumer goods. 
Within the retail sec-
tor, remittances from 
the electronic shopping 
segment led the way as 
people celebrated the 
holidays. Receipts from 
big box retailers and 
department stores de-
clined, while receipts 
from dollar stores were 
up sharply from a year 
ago — with consumers 
choosing lower-cost re-
tail options over other 
outlets during the peak 
of the Christmas shop-

ping season.   
“Receipts from restau-

rants were once again 
about in line with infla-
tion in food away from 
home.”

Total sales tax revenue 
for the three months 
ending in January 2023 
was up 9.4 percent com-
pared with the same 
period a year ago. Sales 
tax is the largest source 
of state funding for the 

state budget, accounting 
for 56 percent of all tax 
collections.

Texas collected the 
following revenue from 
other major taxes: (1) 
motor vehicle sales and 
rental taxes — $566 mil-
lion, up 18 percent from 
January 2022; (2) motor 
fuel taxes — $311 mil-
lion, up 5 percent from 
January 2022; (3) oil pro-
duction tax — $486 mil-

lion, up 14 percent from 
January 2022; (4) natural 
gas production tax — 
$322 million, down 13 
percent from January 
2022; (5) hotel occupan-
cy tax — $55 million, up 
11 percent from January 
2022; and (6) alcoholic 
beverage taxes — $156 
million, the highest 
monthly collections on 
record, up 11 percent 
from January 2022.

Bernard was born 
April 29, 1934 in Cros-
byton, Texas, the first of 
six children, to Sylves-
ter B. and Minnie Bass 
Gowens. He was a grad-
uate of the 1952 class of 
Lubbock High School. 
He attended Texas Tech 
University in the fall of 
1952, while working at 
Furr’s Supermarket in 
Lubbock to help in the 
support of his family. 
The need to work inter-
rupted his collegiate ca-
reer, but he was at Texas 
Tech long enough to 
become a lifelong Red 
Raider fan. In 1955, he 
was drafted into the 
United States Army. Af-
ter completing Basic 
Training and Advanced 
Individual Training at 
Fort Bliss, Texas, he was 
deployed to the army 
base at Wiesbaden, Ger-
many where he spent 
the next 18 months as 
part of a heavy artillery 
battery, radar specialist 
and mechanic. When he 
returned to the States, 
he continued his edu-
cation at Draughon’s 
Business College in 
Lubbock. There he met 
a pretty redhead from 
Roswell, New Mexico, 
named Maxie Lynn Mc-
Bride. Intrigued, Ber-
nard decided to make 
his move before several 
other young men had 
an opportunity, and ask 
her on a date. They were 
married just six weeks 
later on September 17, 
1957. 

Over the next decade, 
Bernard and Lynn lived 
in Roswell, NM, where 
he worked as book-
keeper for a local radio/
television station, and 
in Tulia, Texas, where 
he worked for the next 
five years as a staff ac-
countant for Brown, 
Graham & Company, 
Certified Public Ac-
countants. While work-

ing in Tulia, he took a 
number of accounting 
classes at West Texas 
State University, and 
sat for his CPA exam in 
1966, which he passed 
on the first attempt. Be-
fore long, Bernard was 
promoted to a Senior 
Managing Partner of the 
firm. 

Bernie and Lynn 
(as many locals know 
them) relocated to Fri-
ona from Tulia in 1968, 
where he assumed 
management of Brown, 
Graham & Co.’s Frio-
na branch. He served 
in that capacity until 
2001,when the Friona 
office was consolidated 
into the Hereford office. 
He spent another few 
years with Brown, Gra-
ham & Co. Then, from 
2005 to 2013, he worked 
for Donna West CPA, 
PC in Hereford, where 
he retired after a dedi-
cated career as a Certi-
fied Public Accountant. 
After his retirement, 
Bernard was recognized 
by the Texas State Board 
of Public Accountancy 
for 50 years of licensure 
as a Certified Public Ac-
countant in the State of 
Texas. 

Public accounting, 
however, was not the 
only vocation in which 
Bernard was employed. 
In September 1968, he 
was ordained to the full 
work of the gospel min-
istry at Muleshoe Primi-
tive Baptist Church, 
Muleshoe, Texas. Over 
the next 54 ½ years, El-
der Gowens traveled ex-
tensively to serve Primi-
tive Baptist Churches 
in Texas and Eastern 
New Mexico, as well as 
preaching on appoint-
ment in Tennessee, 
Virginia, Florida, North 
Carolina, Alabama, 
Georgia and California.
