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The Friona City Council met in 
regular session on Monday April 
10, 2023 at 6:30 p.m. in the City 
Council Chambers at 617 Main in 
Friona, Texas. The meeting began 
with roll call, an invocation, and 
the Pledge of Allegiance.

There were no public com-
ments. The Minutes of the March 
20, 2023 meeting were reviewed 
and approved.

Two agenda items concerning 
bid approval for the Friona Day-
care Center Building Renovation 
Project and approval of a lease 
agreement with Happy Tribe 
Academy for the Daycare Services 
Project were tabled until the next 
council meeting.

A motion was passed to approve 
a permit for Dynamite Fireworks 
to operate in the city limits on city 
property from June 24th until July 
4th.

A water provider agreement 
with Panhandle Community Ser-
vices was approved regarding 
participation in the Low-Income 
Household Water Assistance Pro-
gram. PCS will receive grant mon-
ey to help pay water bills for low 
income households. The program 
ends September 30th at which 
time the agreement will be reas-
sessed.

A site lease agreement was ap-
proved with Joe’s Restaurant at 
622 Main to use the north wall of 
the building for a mural project.

The Council approved an 
amendment passed by the Frio-
na Economic Development Cor-
poration to strike wording in the 
FEDC’s bylaws (Sec. 8.03) that 
states “applicants must go to the 
small business development cen-
ter for assistance with a business 
plan.”

A request by Sea Scrolls LLC for 
an extension until July 2024 to 
finish Phase 3 of the Housing De-
velopment Project was approved. 
The Council also approved the 
FEDC’s addendum for the exten-
sion.

The annual review of the City 
of Friona’s investment policy was 
discussed and approved. 

A motion to amend the 2022-23 
fee schedule by setting a cap for 
carport permits at $150 was ap-
proved.

In other business, the accounts 
payable for March 2023 were ap-
proved. The financial statement 
for March 2023 was approved 
and the 2nd quarter (Jan-March) 
financial statement was also re-
viewed and approved.

All meetings are open to the 
public. Information in this article 
is only a summary.

Council caps carport permit fee

If you would like to 
help provide scholar-
ships for Friona High 
School graduates while 
paying tribute to a for-
mer FHS teacher, you 
now have that oppor-
tunity. A Memorial 
Scholarship Fund has 
been established at the 
Friona Banking Cen-
ter in honor of Benny 
Pryor, former Friona 
High School agriculture 
teacher, who passed 
away September 23, 
2022.

Background
On July 31, 1991 Mr. 

Pryor was honored at 
the annual convention 
of the Vocational Agri-
culture Teachers Asso-
ciation of Texas. He re-
ceived an honorary life 
membership in the as-
sociation and a plaque 
commemorating his 40 
years as an agriculture 
teacher. He began his 
teaching career at New 
Home and Colorado 
City before spending 
29 years in the Friona 
school system.

Even though many 
of his students contin-
ued in agriculture re-
lated careers, Mr. Pry-
or didn’t measure his 
students’ successes by 
whether or not they en-
tered agriculture fields.  
He told the Amarillo 
Globe-News in a 1991 
interview, “I tried to lay 
the groundwork to give 
them [students] the op-

portunity to succeed 
in whatever program 
they go into.” He added, 
“Leadership and com-
municative skills are the 
most important lessons 
agriculture classes have 
to offer. You must be 
able to communicate in 
modern society. Other 
things are secondary, 
really and truly.’’

Mr. Pryor was also 
honored by the Frio-
na Chamber of Com-
merce as its “Man of the 
Year” for 1991. He re-
ceived numerous other 
awards, both on the lo-
cal and state level, dur-
ing his teaching career. 
He served in the US 
Navy during WWII and 
earned a master’s de-
gree in education from 
Texas Tech University.

House OKs $302 billion budget 
The Texas House approved a 

$302 billion budget last week that 
included an amendment prohibit-
ing the use of state money on pri-
vate school tuition — a major set-
back to Gov. Greg Abbott’s plan to 
establish a school voucher system. 
The Austin American-Statesman 
reported that more than 20 Re-
publicans joined nearly all House 
Democrats to pass the amend-
ment, while 11 lawmakers voted 
present. 

The amendment is seen as a re-
buke to Abbott, who has traveled 
the state pushing what he calls 
“school choice.” 

The amendment’s sponsor, state 
Rep. Abel Herrero, D-Robstown, 
said his proposal to block using 
public money for private schools 
boiled down to “public money for 
public schools.”

The House’s budget now heads 
to the Senate, which has passed 
an education reform bill calling 
for $8,000 in state funding a year 
for a student who attends a private 
school. Since that funding is not in-
cluded in the House budget, the is-
sue could lead to tense conference 
committee negotiations between 
the two chambers. Some lawmak-
ers have speculated the conflict 
could lead to a special called legis-
lative session after the regular term 
ends on Memorial Day.

Among the highlights of the 
House budget are record funding 
increases for public schools and 
highway construction, as well as 
raises for state employees.

Controversial electric grid plan 
passes Senate

The Texas Senate has passed a 
controversial plan to build more 
natural gas-powered plants in the 
state, despite widespread opposi-
tion from critics who say the two 
bills could lead to billions in added 
costs to customers. The goal of the 
bills, according to its sponsors, is to 
avoid another massive power out-
age such as the one in the winter of 
2021 that killed more than 200 peo-
ple, the Texas Tribune reported.

Houston Chronicle columnist 
Chris Tomlinson reported that 22 
out of 24 people who testified on 
Senate Bill 6 voiced opposition. 
The plants would sit idle at least 
97% of the time.

“The Association of Electric 

Companies of Texas found com-
mon ground with the Sierra Club. 
Texas Competitive Power Advo-
cates agreed with the South Texas 
Electric Cooperative. Energy giant 
NRG joined the consumer advoca-
cy group Public Citizen in declar-
ing SB 6 a lousy idea,” Tomlinson 
wrote.

State Sen. Charles Schwertner, 
R-Georgetown, the lead sponsor of 
both bills, said the measures were 
“in memory of the hundreds of 
Texans that died and the millions 
of Texans that suffered.”

Court rules degrees can be re-
voked for misconduct

The Texas Supreme Court re-
versed previous lower-court rul-
ings and ruled last week that Texas 
universities can revoke previously 
awarded degrees for academic 
misconduct, the Statesman re-
ported. The University of Texas at 
Austin and Texas State University, 
in separate cases that were consol-
idated, argued they should be able 
to revoke doctorate degrees from 
students who committed academ-
ic misconduct to “protect their rep-
utations and the value of degrees 
conferred upon their students.”

Both cases involved students ac-
cused of fabricating data that was 
discovered after the degrees had 
been conferred. Both students 
sued their respective universities 
after their degrees were revoked.

“The only difference between 
expelling a current student for aca-
demic misconduct and revoking 
the degree of a former student for 
the exact same academic miscon-
duct is one of timing,” Justice Deb-
ra Lehrmann wrote.

Temps topped 100 degrees in 
Texas prisons

The indoor temperature inside 
at least 15 state-operated jails and 
prisons exceeded 100 degrees last 
summer, according to a report by 
The Dallas Morning News. The 
data indicates that both inmates 
and staff are exposed to dangerous 
levels of heat in the state’s facilities 
that do not have air conditioning.

A lack of climate control has con-
tributed to the deaths of nearly two 
dozen inmates between 1998 and 
2012, according to the Texas De-
partment of Criminal Justice, as 
well as the heat-related illnesses of 
dozens of prison guards.

The News reported that state 
standards say county jails and ani-
mal shelters should get no hotter 
than 85 degrees, but Texas prisons 
are not required to have air condi-
tioning.

While previous attempts to fund 
air conditioning for the state’s pris-
ons have failed, the House budget 
passed last week sets aside more 
than a half-billion dollars for that 
purpose. In addition, two bills to 
install cooling systems in the pris-
on system were approved in com-
mittee.

Tentative settlement in Texas 
church shooting

The Justice Department last 
week announced a tentative $144 
million settlement with the fami-
lies and victims of a 2017 mass 
shooting at a church in Suther-
land Springs, the Associated Press 
reported. More than two dozen 
people were killed when a former 
U.S. airman opened fire during a 
church service. It was later deter-
mined that the gunman had been 
able to purchase firearms despite 
a criminal history. Three years ear-
lier, while in the Air Force, he was 
convicted of assaulting an ex-wife 
and stepson, cracking the child’s 
skull. He was discharged for bad 
conduct.

The Air Force had previously 
acknowledged it was remiss in 
not putting the felony conviction 
for domestic violence in into the 
FBI database, which could have 
prevented the shooter from buy-
ing guns from a licensed firearms 
dealer.

The settlement is still subject to 
court approval.

“No words or amount of money 
can diminish the immense tragedy 
of the mass shooting in Sutherland 
Springs,” Vanita Gupta, associate 
attorney general for the Justice 
Department, said in a statement. 
“Today’s announcement brings 
the litigation to a close, ending a 
painful chapter for the victims of 
this unthinkable crime.”

Average gasoline prices 
in Texas rose 8.5 cents last 
week to $3.23 per gallon, 
according to GasBuddy’s 
survey of 13,114 stations 
in Texas. Prices in Texas 
are 16.4 cents per gallon 
higher than a month ago 
and stand 45.3 cents per 
gallon lower than a year 
ago. According to Gas-
Buddy price reports, the 
cheapest station in Texas 
was priced at $2.50 while 
the most expensive was 
$4.29 per gallon.

The national average 
price of gasoline rose 8.8 
cents last week to $3.57 
per gallon. The national 
average is up 13.0 cents 
per gallon from a month 
ago and stands 52.6 cents 
per gallon lower than a 
year ago. The national av-
erage price of diesel has 
fallen 1.6 cents in the last 
week and stands at $4.15 
per gallon.

“The national aver-
age price of gasoline has 
continued its relatively 
slow climb, with 44 states 
seeing average gasoline 
prices climb over the last 
week. Prices are being 

pulled up not only due 
to continued increases in 
demand as temperatures 
warm, but also pressure 
from oil prices, which 
have risen over 20% in 
the last month, primar-
ily driven by OPEC’s sur-
prise decision a week ago 
to cut oil production,” 
said Patrick De Haan, 
head of petroleum analy-
sis at GasBuddy.

De Haan added, “Ex-
pect the upward trend to 
continue through much 
of the rest of spring, but 
once the transition to 
summer gasoline and re-
finery maintenance are 
behind us, April and May 
jumps could bring June 
slumps. However, for die-
sel, the news continues to 
be good, with the nation-
al average price of diesel 
continuing to drop, now 
at its narrowest differ-
ence to gasoline in over 
13 months.”

GasBuddy data is com-
piled from more than 
11 million weekly price 
reports covering over 
150,000 gas stations 
across the country.

I could pen a few 
words about the civic 
pride in downtowns past 
their glory days but not 
giving up their vital role 
for locals.  Revitalization 
grants for some.

The tres leches 
cake from the bake sale 
was worth the donation 
to their cause, but the 
sweetest thing is know-
ing how much the stu-
dents will learn about 
themselves and our 
country as they tour the 
nation’s capital and The 
Big Apple.

I could write ten col-
umns about my family 
dynamics related to sib-
ling text exchanges. Tak-
ing a road trip means 
my big brother is my 
Big Brother. Scotty cau-
tioned me about driv-
ing late and interacting 
with strangers. After he 
asked me about car-
rying a handgun for 

protection, I posted a 
photo with my dad’s old 
starter pistol (harmless 
but a deterrent). Scotty 
admonished me, “Not 
everyone gets our sense 
of humor” followed by 
“just trying to look out 
for you.” And that’s ac-
tually nice to know.

Be Like Consuela and Walk With Jesus

We have cats; LOTS 
of cats; all sizes of cats; 
a few gentle cats, many 
wild cats; we even have 
two deaf cats; and, we are 
probably going to have 
more cats soon!!! Feller 
sometimes complains 
(but I don’t think he is 
serious) about the cats 
because it costs a lot of 
money to feed them. He 
feeds them in the garden 
twice a day; that way, if 
there is food left over, it 
will attract the raccoons 
to the garden and not to 
the house. Plus, there is 
a trap waiting for the rac-
coons in the garden!

It is interesting to watch 
the morning feedings.  
Nearly all the cats show 
up for that one. They 
know they are going to 
get fed when Feller walks 
out the back door about 
7 a.m., so they start gath-
ering close to the house 
starting around 6:30. 
They know that what lies 
ahead is good, nourish-
ing, fulfilling. And, isn’t 
that what Jesus is to hu-
mans?

Sometimes in anticipa-
tion, while Feller is get-
ting their food, they run 
ahead of him to the gar-
den. When he doesn’t 
come as quickly as they 
think he should, they re-

verse themselves and go 
back to meet him. Then, 
they follow him, or walk 
with him, to the garden. It 
is a scene that is repeated 
every day we are here!

Feller is like Jesus in 
that he is the cats’ pro-
vider and caretaker. He 
knows what is best for 
them, and he leads them 
to what is good, nourish-
ing, fulfilling, and meets 
their needs. He is their 
shepherd. The cats follow 
him because they know 
he is going to take care of 
them and not lead them 
astray, because that is 
what he does every day, 
just like Jesus does for us!

Sometimes though, 
just like our cats, people 
anticipate and get ahead 
of Jesus. We don’t think 
we really need Him be-
cause we can take care of 
ourselves and everything 
else. We think we know 
what is best; we assume 
and take for granted that 
God is going to provide 
for us and take care of us, 
because that is who He 
is! The bottom line is that 
just like our cats depend 
on Feller, we all depend 
on Jesus! And, just like 
Feller knows what nour-
ishes and fulfills our cats, 
Jesus knows what nour-
ishes and fulfills us!

Sometimes our cats 
need to exercise a little 
patience and wait for 
Feller to get their food 
and be served, and we 
need to do the same 
thing because Jesus does 
things in His time and 
His way. Sometimes, es-
pecially when life is go-
ing really great, we forget 
about Him completely, 
so we have to reverse our 
lives and go back and 
meet Him where He is. 
Just like Feller is always 
there for the cats, work-
ing to get to the feed 
trough to take care of 
their needs; Jesus is al-
ways with us, working 
and taking care of us and 
providing for us.

The neat thing is we 
have a cat we brought 
from Friona named Con-
suela. Consuela never 
goes all the way to the 
garden. She walks with 
Feller to a certain spot; 
then, she stops and 
waits. When Feller fin-
ishes feeding the cats, he 
and Consuela walk back 
to feed our other Friona 
cats in back of the house. 
We need to be like Con-
suela and wait on, and 
walk with, the One Jesus 
who takes care of us and 
provides for us ALL the 
time!

Mikaela Shiffron is 
probably the most suc-
cessful athlete you have 
never heard of.  The Col-
orado native is a record 
breaking, insanely suc-
cessful alpine skier with 
over 80 wins under her 
skis that include Olym-
pic Medals and World 
Championships.  Her 
career is still going and it 
seems she will continue 
to dominate the arduous 
sport of skiing as she es-
tablishes herself as one 
of the greatest skiers of 
all time. 

In a similar way, some 
of God’s greatest ser-
vants, are men and 
women, who live in ob-
scurity, but their love 
for Jesus shown by their 
faithful service touches 
countless lives, leaving 

a gospel legacy.  They 
won’t write a book, 
be interviewed on TV, 
preach a sermon, or 
even get fifteen seconds 
of fame, but their ser-
vice is noticed by God 
and felt by those around 
them.  These servants 
are following in Jesus’ 
way, instead of their own 
as they live out what Je-
sus said in Mark 10:42-
45, “And Jesus called 
them to him and said 
to them, ‘You know that 
those who are consid-
ered rulers of the Gen-
tiles lord it over them, 
and their great ones 
exercise authority over 
them. But it shall not 
be so among you. But 
whoever would be great 
among you must be your 
servant, and whoever 

would be first among 
you must be slave of all. 
For even the Son of Man 
came not to be served 
but to serve, and to give 
his life as a ransom for 
many.’”  Greatness in 
God’s kingdom equals 
genuine service for the 
Lord, toward others, so 
that God is glorified and 
others are ministered to.  
Greatness in God’s king-

Tex however was pretty good to hang 
with you and he knew just how far to 
back up not leaving any slack. We were 
pretty handy at rose bush ropin’. Then 
there were other days, like the ones 
we’ve had lately where ropin’ the wind 
was the challenge. Often an exercise 
in futility, it seemed to always just slip 
through the loop. 

Life often presents those little chal-
lenges. Sometimes it is as easy as rop-
ing a rose bush that couldn’t get away 
if it wanted to, yet other times, our 
pursuit seems a bit futile and hopes 
get dashed, plans get changed and 
life sends us in a new direction. It is in 
those times that we must trust some-
thing other than our stick horse and 
skills. We must believe. Believe there 
is a God. Believe that He does love 
us and sent His Son as proof, and we 
must LIVE like that belief really mat-
ters. 

Texas Panhandle people are a stout 
bunch. Of course, we have to be or the 
wind would blow us away. We live in a 
tough place, but more times than not 
it brings out the best in each of us. I 
wouldn’t trade the folks around here 
for a calm day ever. Now for a rain…
just kidding that is another story. Be-
lieve, keep moving forward and go 
rope the wind.

On April 15, 1947, Brooklyn “made” history. Twenty-
eight year–old Jackie Robinson became the first Black 
player ever in Major League Baseball. It happened at 
Ebbets Field, the home of the Brooklyn Dodgers at the 
time.

According to History.com, “Jack Roosevelt Robin-
son was born January 31, 1919, in Cairo, Georgia, to 
a family of sharecroppers. Growing up, he excelled at 
sports and attended the University of California at Los 
Angeles, where he was the first athlete to letter in four 
varsity sports: baseball, basketball, football, and track. 
After financial difficulties forced Robinson to drop out 
of UCLA, he joined the army in 1942 and was commis-
sioned as a second lieutenant. After protesting instanc-
es of racial discrimination during his military service, 
Robinson was court-martialed in 1944. Ultimately, 
though, he was honorably discharged.”

Sharon Robinson’s Child of the Dream: A Memoir of 
1963, written by the baseball legend’s daughter, was the 
2020 winner of the Grateful American Book Prize.
