Parmer County Com-
missioners Court met in 
regular session on Mon-
day, May 22nd, 2023 at 
10:00 a.m. in the County 
Courtroom of the Par-
mer County Courthouse 
in Farwell, Texas. The 
meeting began with 
prayer and the Pledge of 
Allegiance to the Ameri-
can Flag and Texas Flag.

Parmer County Judge 
Izzy Carrasco recently 
met with Cargill officials 
and received a tentative 
schedule for the upcom-
ing Highway 60 overpass 
project east of the plant. 
Judge Carrasco told the 
Court that the expected 
start date would be Oc-
tober 2023 and would 
consist of eight phases. 
Completion date for the 
project is August 2027 
or earlier depending on 
weather delays or mate-
rial shortages.  

Commissioners ap-
proved a motion to take 
bids on a project to chip 
seal and re-build the 
shoulder of CR 19 and 
Cemetery Road in Pre-
cinct 1. A motion for 
the demolition and re-
moval of two old county 
dwellings in Precinct 4 
was also approved. An 
agreement with John 
Gurley for office space 
rental was not renewed.

Chief Deputy Sheriff 
Mario Vidaurri report-
ed to the Court that the 
Parmer County Law En-
forcement Center is cur-
rently housing nineteen 
inmates of which one is 

a paying customer from 
Dawson County. The 
mutual aid agreement 
between Parmer and 
Bailey County was re-
newed.

A motion to fund a 
full-time secretary po-
sition for the Juvenile 
Probation office was ap-
proved. Parmer County 
will pay 60 percent of the 
salary and Bailey Coun-
ty will pay 40 percent.

In other business, line 
item transfers and bud-
get amendments for 
2022 were approved.

A bond for new Tax As-
sessor/Collector Deputy 
Clerk Kathy Vargas was 
approved. A request to 
join the Region O Water 
Planning District was 
declined.

Items for discussion 
only included possi-
ble renovations to the 
old jail, TXDOT virtual 
meetings, and budget 
workshop dates.

There were no com-
ments from the public 
during the open forum. 
Minutes from the May 
8th meeting were read 
and approved. Commis-
sioners approved the 
payment of the accounts 
payables as presented 
by County Treasurer 
Sharon May. The Trea-
surer’s Payroll Report 
was also approved. The 
next regular meeting is 
Monday, June 12th.

All meetings are open 
to the public. Informa-
tion in this article is only 
a summary.

Summer gas prices 
look to be stable

Average gasoline prices in Texas rose 6.4 cents last 
week, averaging $3.09 per gallon, according to Gas-
Buddy’s survey of 13,114 stations in Texas. Prices in 
Texas are 4.6 cents per gallon lower than a month 
ago and stand 113.0 cents per gallon lower than a 
year ago. According to GasBuddy price reports, the 
cheapest station in Texas was priced at $2.39 while 
the most expensive was $4.17 per gallon.

The national average price of gasoline has risen 2.7 
cents in the last week, averaging $3.55 per gallon. The 
national average is down 3.2 cents per gallon from a 
month ago and stands 105.5 cents per gallon lower 
than a year ago. The national average price of die-
sel has fallen 4.9 cents in the last week and stands at 
$3.91 per gallon.

“Gasoline prices have drifted higher in the last 
week due to some relatively minor refinery kinks and 
low gasoline supply, but it may not be a trend that 
lasts too much longer,” said Patrick De Haan, head of 
petroleum analysis at GasBuddy.

De Haan explained, “As we unofficially start the 
summer driving season, the national average is likely 
to spend much of the summer in the range of $3.35-
$3.85 per gallon, though it could go higher if unex-
pected refinery outages flare up, or we see a major 
hurricane or economic development. While gasoline 
prices have inched up slightly, we’re still faring much 
better than we did last year, when the national aver-
age started to soar after Memorial Day on its way up 
to the $5 per gallon mark. In addition, gas prices may 
temporarily rally if there’s a debt ceiling deal that 
passes through Congress in the weeks ahead, based 
on the optimism that such a deal could avert a ma-
jor recession, keeping oil demand stronger this sum-
mer.”

GasBuddy data is compiled from more than 11 mil-
lion weekly price reports covering over 150,000 gas 
stations across the country.

Renewing your mind

Being Reverent, Part 1

We have a man in our church named 
Bob. Besides making the best peach cob-
bler in the world, Bob is a good, good 
man. He is our acolyte and fix-it man, 
and he takes his jobs seriously. One day, 
Feller and I were talking about Bob. I 
couldn’t find the word I wanted to use to 
describe Bob, and Feller said, “He’s rever-
ent.” But, what does it really mean to be 
reverent, to live a life of reverence?

After doing a little research, I have to 
agree that the best way to describe Bob is 
reverent! 

Got Questions says, “Reverence is 
honor and respect that is deeply felt and 
outwardly demonstrated. Because of the 
Lord God’s awesome power and majesty, 
He is deserving of the highest level of rev-
erence (Leviticus 19:30).”

Cindi McMenamin says, “The Bible 
uses reverence and fear interchangeably. 
To revere God is to fear Him in the fullest 
sense of the word...to have a wholesome 
dread of ever displeasing the Lord”. “To 
simply respect Him is not strong enough. 
We should fear to disappoint Him be-
cause He’s a Holy God and [we should] 
revere--or worship--Him for His holi-
ness.”

How we live our lives determines 
whether or not we are reverent. Are we 
willing to follow Titus 2:12 and “say NO 
to ungodliness and worldly passions, and 
to live self-controlled, upright and godly 
lives in this present age”? 

We know God does not like us to sin, so 
do we fear sinning and the consequences 
of committing sin? 

Do we fear displeasing God, or disap-

pointing Him? Do you take God serious-
ly? 

Does it bother you to disrespect God by 
saying, “Oh, my God” or OMG, or calling 
Him “the Man Upstairs”, or saying “Jesus 
Christ!” in a fit of anger or amazement? I 
know a man who says he calls God “Bud”. 
Got Questions points out that “we may 
not intend to be irreverent, but when we 
invoke His name in casual chatter, we 
are being just that.” Most of us pray ev-
ery Sunday from Matthew 6:9-13, “Our 
Father, who art in Heaven, hallowed be 
your name.” Got Questions reminds us 
that hallowed “means ‘set apart as holy.’”; 
therefore, “we are to treat the name of 
God with reverence.”

Got Questions points out, “Reverence 
for God is a quality missing in much of 
what masquerades as Christianity to-
day. Instead of the kind of reverence we 
see demonstrated throughout the Bible, 
modern Christianity has adopted a Jesus-
is-my-buddy attitude that grossly down-
plays the holiness, power, and righteous 
wrath of the Sovereign Creator...Once 
we truly know who God is, we reverence 
Him in our hearts.”

Do we always reverence God in our 
hearts? I am encouraging myself, and 
you, to spend the next week looking in 
the mirror. What are the ways you feel 
that you are reverent, and what can you 
do to become more reverent? Next week, 
I am going to share some suggestions 
from Got Questions and McMenamin 
that may offer some help in becoming a 
more reverent person. In the meantime, 
take care, and have a great week!

Romans 12:2 says “Do not be con-
formed to this world, but be transformed 
by the renewal of your mind, that by test-
ing you may discern what is the will of 
God, what is good and acceptable and 
perfect,” (ESV).  One of the blessings and 
curses of our modern age is the abundant 
access to information of all types and 
through various mediums.  Christians 
must be on guard to not become enam-
ored and enslaved by the endless fodder 
of info and entertainment at the expense 
of  not renewing our minds with the truth 
of God.  The businesses that are garnering 
for your attention, such as TV, streaming 
platforms, social media, print media, tic-
tok, youtube, and such   are all commit-
ted to doing what it takes to seize your 
attention and lay hold of it for the sake of 
increasing sales, usage and growing their 
audience.   Their aim to gain a greater 
audience is not some diabolical plan to 
take over the world, but simple business.  
Unfortunately, the dark side of this issue 
is that gaining and maintaining an audi-
ence usually trends toward a path that 
leans into the depraved tastes of the hu-
man heart.  For example, it has been said, 
“Sex sells,” which is true and explains why 
gals in bikinis are a much more effective 

ad campaign in selling alcohol than a de-
lusional man who thinks he transitioned 
to become a girl.   Sexual immorality is 
definitely not the singular theme to grow 
an audience and revenue, but an out of 
balance focus on self, beauty, identity, 
feats of great strength, skill, major fails 
and foolish stunts seems to hold atten-
tion in one minute spans stacked up in an 
endless attempt to keep a viewer hooked.  
Politics has no lack of scandal, corruption 
and dysfunction, while other interests 
such as cooking or sports can easily eat 
up more time in front of a screen than one 
realizes.

In light of all these realities and dan-
gers, what’s the point?  The point is what 
scripture says in Proverbs 4:23 that you 
must “Keep your heart with all vigilance, 
for from it flow the springs of life,” (ESV).

• Text FOOD or COMIDA to 304-304

Organizations partner with TDA to serve meals in areas where more than 
50 percent of children are eligible for free or reduced-price meals in the 
National School Lunch Program. Eligible sponsoring organizations in-
clude schools, faith-based groups, nonprofit summer camps, government 
agencies and other tax-exempt organizations. All meal sites must be spon-
sored by an organization that has a contract with TDA.
