Reserve Program is one of 
our nation’s largest conser-
vation endeavors and is criti-
cal in helping producers bet-
ter manage their operations 
while conserving valuable 
natural resources,” Gary Six, 
State Executive Director said. 
“The program marked its 35th 
anniversary this year, and we 
were quite pleased to see one 
of our largest signups in many 
years.”  Over these 35 years, 
CRP has addressed multiple 
concerns while ensuring the 
most competitive offers are 
selected by protecting fragile 
and environmentally sensitive 
lands, improving water qual-
ity, enhancing wildlife popu-
lations, providing pollinator 
forage habitat, sequestering 
carbon in soil and enhanc-
ing soil productivity. Seventy 
percent of the nation’s land is 
owned and tended privately, 
and America’s farmers, ranch-
ers and landowners have will-
ingly stepped up to protect the 
environment and natural re-
sources. This general signup 
included offers for State Acres 
for Wildlife Enhancement 
(SAFE), which allows produc-
ers to install practices that 
benefit high-priority, locally 
developed wildlife conserva-
tion objectives using targeted 
restoration of vital habitat. 
Over 95 percent of SAFE of-
fers submitted were accepted 
under this general signup rep-
resenting more than 487,500 
acres. This acceptance level 
highlights the commitment to 
SAFE as an important part of 
CRP. The 2018 Farm Bill es-
tablished a nationwide acre-
age limit for CRP, with the 
total number of acres that 
may be enrolled capped at 
24.5 million acres in 2020 and 
growing to 27 million by 2023.  
While the deadline for general 
CRP signup was February 28, 
2020, signups for continuous 
CRP, Conservation Reserve 
Enhancement Program, CRP 
Grasslands and the Soil 
Health and Income Protec-
tion Program (SHIPP) are on-
going. The CRP Grasslands 
deadline is May 15, and the 
SHIPP signup begins March 
30, 2020, and ends August 
21, 2020.   Continuous and 
Grasslands enrollments are 
available nationwide.  All 
counties located within the 
Prairie Pothole region states 
of Iowa, Minnesota, Montana, 
North Dakota and South Da-
kota are eligible for SHIPP.     
This spring, FSA will roll out 
a new pilot conservation pro-
gram, the Clean Lakes, Estu-
aries, and Rivers 30 (CLEAR 
30).  USDA Service Centers 
are open for business by 
phone appointment only and 
field work will continue with 
appropriate social distancing. 
While our program delivery 
staff will continue to come into 
the office, they will be work-
ing with our producers by 
phone, and using online tools 
whenever possible. All Ser-
vice Center visitors wishing 
to conduct business with the 
FSA, Natural Resources Con-
servation Service, or any oth-
er Service Center agency are 
required to call their Service 
Center to schedule a phone 
appointment.

Signup  (from Page 1) Xcel            (from Page 1) 
ident, Xcel Energy – Texas. 
“And the new Hale Wind Proj-
ect near Plainview uses the 
power of the free and abun-
dant wind to make electricity, 
further driving these savings.”

In addition to the lower fuel 
costs, Xcel Energy is moving 
ahead with its plan to refund 
$39.4 million to Texas cus-
tomers in June – the third 
time Xcel Energy has refund-
ed fuel costs since January 
2019.

The fuel cost factor collects 
the pass-through costs of 
coal and natural gas that fuel 
area power plants, as well as 
the cost of electricity imported 
into the area from other sup-
pliers. The factor was last 
changed in July 2019, result-
ing in a 5% drop in typical 
residential bills.

The 2019 fuel cost reduc-
tion was put in place after 
the Hale Wind Project began 
supplying electricity from its 
239 turbines in Hale Coun-
ty. Since then, construction 
started on Xcel Energy’s Sag-
amore Wind Project near Por-
tales, New Mexico, in Roos-
evelt County. Wind energy 
from Sagamore will benefit 
both New Mexico and Texas 
customers and reduce fuel 
costs even further in 2021.

New transmission lines 
are also helping to lower fuel 
costs by building efficiencies 
into the regional grid and cre-
ating additional pathways for 
the import of less expensive 
energy from the wider power 
market outside the area.Addi-
tional Detail:

 Fuel costs currently make 
up about 17% of a typical res-
idential bill and are passed 
through dollar- for-dollar to 
customers with no profit to 
Xcel Energy. Base rate charg-
es account for the remaining 
share of a monthly bill, and a 
separate proposal to increase 
base rates to cover grid en-
hancements is pending with 
the Public Utility Commission 
of Texas.

 From 2017 through 2019, 
the Texas average residen-
tial rate per kilowatt-hour de-
clined 7.6% because of lower 
fuel costs.

 Xcel Energy’s business 
and industrial customers in 
Texas also will see lower bills 
related to the April 1 change 
in fuel cost factors.

 The fuel cost factor in 
Texas can be adjusted up to 
three times per year to reflect 
changing market conditions.

 Fuel costs for New Mex-
ico customers and wholesale 
customers such as electric 
cooperatives and municipal 
utilities are adjusted monthly, 
and already reflect the sav-
ings that will reduce Texas 
bills.

 Xcel Energy passes 
along 100 percent of the wind 
energy federal production tax 
credits generated by the Hale 
Wind Project to customers 
through the fuel cost factor, 
further enhancing savings 
from using more wind energy.

 Both the Hale and Saga-
more wind energy plants will 
play large roles in helping 
Xcel Energy reduce carbon 
emissions by 80 percent by 
2030.

 Preliminary analysis 
shows that Xcel Energy’s 
Texas-New Mexico generat-
ing mix in 2019 was 47% nat-
ural gas, 25% coal, 26% wind 
and 2% solar.
