goes on, and their support-
ive nature holds true, even 
after some scuffs have been 
attained) – but the tendency 
is to admire and appreciate 
an unblemished thing. Think 
about it – what provokes 
more awe and inspiration – a 
pristine, untouched mountain 
scene, or that same mountain 
after it has been mined for 
minerals? For most people, 
the answer would be the un-
blemished mountain. I will 
refrain for now from address-
ing the reality that nature ex-
presses itself as a cycle of 
blemishing and healing, and 
leave the concept of “unblem-
ished as simply ‘unused’. So 
the notebook is appealing in 
its integrity - all the pages are 
there, the wire that forms the 
spiral binding is not dented 
or otherwise injured, and the 
cover is impeccable. Note-
books are offered with all 
sorts of colors available for 
the covers. The one I chose is 
blue. Blue does not generally 
rank highly on my list of color 
preferences, but it looks great 
on this notebook, and was 
a much better choice than 
a red or green cover would 
have been. It happened that 

the blue notebook was on 
top of the stack at the display 
rack in the store from which I 
bought the book, but even if 
it were not, I don’t know that 
I could have made a better 
choice. Indeed, I didn’t even 
see what was under the blue 
notebook when I picked it up, 
so satisfied was I with the 
providential circumstance of 
blue being the notebook on 
top when I was there.

The phenomenon of the 
appeal of newness certainly 
applies to my still-unused 
notebook, as it does almost 
all products, but all notebooks 
possess an even deeper al-
lure – that of a seemingly limit-
less potential. The potential of 
any notebook is not limitless – 
indeed mine has a mere 108 
pages, which translates into 
6,156 square inches of writ-
ing space, a plentiful amount 
for a while, but nowhere near 
limitless. But its potential 
gives the appearance of be-
ing limitless. It is waiting to 
contain with whatever I can fill 
it with - simple or profound, or 
profoundly simple, or simply 
banal, whatever the case, my 
pages await my pen. It is 108 
cases of carte blanche, upon 
which I may act as if I were the 
creator of the universe, filling 
them (or not) as I pleased. 
The notebook won’t judge my 
input as to its accuracy or fal-
lacy (or even legibility, thank-
fully), or whether it was worth 
the space it consumed. In a 
sense, each mark I make is 
an act that says “This mark 

is worthy of the pulp that was 
sacrificed in order to allow it 
to be made.” In a way it can 
be thought of as each word 
written being a little scratch, 
or a tiny nick into a tree, and 
that thought makes me feel 
a measure of guilt as to the 
length of these pieces I write 
versus the value (or lack 
thereof) they contain – I think 
if trees could talk they could 
argue convincingly that these 
words are not worthy of sacri-
ficing any amount of plant life 
to bear them in print. 

Regardless, it is this pros-
pect of potential, with respect 
to a new notebook, that is 
the most appealing to me, 
but in truth, this prospect ap-
peals to me wherever I see it, 
and it happens that I see it in 
many places. Each day can 
be seen this way, and I would 
argue that we benefit when 
we view each new day in this 
light. In fact, the times I know 
I may be in for a struggle are 
times when even the prom-
ise of a new day is impeded 
or overshadowed by some 
of yesterday’s troubles, that 
sleep and a new dawn prove 
ineffective at shaking off. 
They become like a “dead to-
morrow, planted yesterday”, 
as a poet said. But the dawn-
ing of a new day is merely a 
convenient example of this 

expression of potential that I 
mentioned. A new car, a new 
job, new idea (or sometimes 
an old idea), some product 
or service purchased – all of 
these are examples of things 
that possess the potential to 
change things, with the as-
sumed intention being to 
change things for the better. 
So in a small way this note-

book represents a vast po-
tential for creation, or maybe 
more precisely it represents a 
receptacle in which to gather 
as much potential as it can 
hold. And when it is filled, I will 
take pleasure in the fact that 
a new one can be had for only 
a few dollars, and the whole 
process then repeats itself. 
But for now, it remains, unal-

tered, prominently located on 
my desk, for my admiration, 
a simple pleasure that con-
tains more significance than 
I thought when I purchased it 
a few hours ago. Like many 
things, and many people, 
their significance and value 
are only properly appreciated 
in hindsight.
