It is hard to cut through the 
noise in the world, in the so-
ciety, in our daily lives. I’m 
not talking exclusively about 
sounds, although that is a 
large and obvious component 
of this concept of noise, but I 
would also extend it to things 
that can infiltrate and occupy 
the mind even in a silent way. 
News reports (many of which 
are coordinated propagations 
of fiction), weather reports, 
the majority of things found 
on the Internet, and almost 
anything to be found on Face-
book, the most harmful tech-
nological creation since the 
advent of the television. Re-
gardless of the source, all of 
it tends to have the effect of 
disrupting a person from what 
they were doing, or what they 

intended to do, or what they 
know they should do, or who 
they are trying to become.

Most of this is by design 
and for the purpose of mar-
keting, and for separating us 
from our attention and from 
our dollars. And that is one of 
the more benign effects of this 
noise. Money can be earned 
again. But when these dis-
tractions, these interferences, 
separate us from those in our 
lives, from what we are or 
what we know we should be 
striving toward, or from our 
true selves, the noise is much 
more damaging.

When these more detri-
mental effects are realized, 
it is all the more critical that 
the noise be reduced, even 
silenced. And yet when this 

need is the greatest, often 
it appears the noise is at its 
most deafening, and turning 
down the volume appears 
most impractical, and uncom-
fortable. Discomfort is almost 
certain to be experienced by 
the individual who is trying to 
tune out this noise. It is part of 
the withdrawal process, I sup-
pose. But I would suggest try-
ing to sit with this discomfort 
and experience it, and trying 
to determine what message it 
is attempting to convey; what 
lesson it is hoping to teach. 
There must be a space for this 
message to be communicat-
ed, and the attempt to create 
that space, or to preserve it 
once created, will be attacked 
by the forces which conspire 
against your living a true, full, 

authentic life. Some might 
call this collusion which works 
against the good of the indi-
vidual a cabal, others might 
call it spiritual warfare; some 
might call it a conspiracy the-
ory. But if you think it does not 
exist, I would suggest turning 
down the noise I am speaking 
of and seeing what percolates 
to the surface.

I am out of words and left 
with the dissatisfying feeling 
of having contributed to the 
clatter, though I will blame 
that on the dullening effect of 
the accumulation of the day’s 
noise up to the time when this 
piece was written. Enough.
