stations and began to look out for
themnelvea, When our boat had been
lowered sbout two-thirds of the way
down we mnoticed that it suddenly
stopped and that t(here was po one at
the lowering wheel, We knew  that
the sallors who had started to lower
us had deserted ue and left us dangls
fag In midair,

After conslderable  waiting, . which
seemed lke hours to us, we decided
that there was nothing to do but to
take our chances and cut the ropes.
Two men began to slash away on them
at opposrite ends of the boat with abao-
luetly no idea as to which one would
cut his way through first,

The ropes, fortunately, parted at ax-
actly the same time. Fate was kind.
A difference of n fraction of & second
woull lave been  sufficient  to end
everything for ue, Ae it wus the boat
struck the water right shile ap amd we
wore greatly cheered by the fact when
we realized that we were  actually
afloat.

We  were  immediately  sorrowed,
however, when we found that in drop.
plug we had struck on top of another
boat which was foll and upset  the
boat so that tho=se who were not cruasn-
ed bad deen stunned and thrown into
the sen.  The darkness made it almost
impossible for us to tell just what was
happeninge.

Next cnme the struggle to get away
from the sipking ship. We konew that
it was necessary to do this because if
it sbould suddenly start to go down
we would be deawn down with it The
waves were high, They were dashing
ur against the side of the ship go vio-
lently that it seemed certain we would
vither be npset or that the life boat
would be crushed. In trying to shove
away we broke four or five oars, This
was (lsheartening, Vecaure we knew
that we were going to need them anll if
we were (o succesd In getting away
from the Doat and out Into open wat-
er. Finally we found ourselves away
from the big boat but with absolutely
no ldea where we were going. 1 recall
distinctly that there was a4 very rell-
glons chap o the stern of the boat. He
wan praying loudly, He never stopped
for n second und the longer he prayed
the louder he pot. This finally reached
the point where mome hard-bolled wai-
lor Ju the boat demanded that he quit
doing #0 much praying and begin do-
ing some real work. In order to make
hin command all the more impressive,
he grabbed the fellow by the neck and
compelled him to get husy.

Our boat tossed about llke an egf
ehell. There must have becn abogt
forty fellows in it., Many of them
were rowing or st feast treing to,
Others were bholdlng on. No one

we could do was to try to keep from
upeelting.

‘While we were floating around and
after we had become somewhat acous-
tomed to the darkness we saw what
we thonght was the periscope of a
submarine. The heavy sea so0n
brought us within a few feet of the
object, when we discovered It was one
of our shipmates who bad been thrown
into the ocean dbut bad succeeded In
¢limbing up on top of an overturned
life bogt. He was floating around In
the darkpess and was In a dased con-
dition when we reacued him amd pull-
ed bim {pto our boat,

T think we were tossed ubout on the
wavea for about two hours. 1 know
It seemed like eternity to most of us.
We had no {dea what was going to
bappen mext. It did not seem possible
that amy of us could get out alive.
There was pothing but darkpoess and
black water around us,

Finally one of the destroyers fn our
convoy returned to the scene of the
explosion, We did not know It, how-
ever, untll we found oursclves in the
path of the slowly moving boat which
was then almost on top of uk. There
were thirteen ships in all wbich were
helng vonvoped across, When the Thas-
cania was struck the others had pro.
cesddi] on their way ue it would have
been the height of folly 10 stop and
expose  themselves to the submarine
which was lurking somewhere in the
viclnity.  As soon as the other ships
were well out of the danger zone, or
what appeared to be the danger zond,
A destroyed or two retarned to gss|st
us,

It was a difflenlt job to get from
the life boat onto the destroyer as it
Wi nevessary to walt antil the waves
brought the life boat up to the level
of the deck of the destroyer. Then It
Wis necessary for us to leap from one
boat to the other, Many of the boys
missed the rail, dropped into the water
and were never seen again. 1 will
never forger the feeling of  lntense
rellef that came over me when 1 feit
the floor of the destroyer under my
feet and realized that 1 was really on
something solid,

We were picked up about 8 o'elock,
The Tuscania was still afloat, bt It
was almost imposible to see her in the
darkness. We steamsd around very
cautionsly, staying ag near the dizabl-
el sbhip as possible in order to pick
up any who might still be floating
aronnd on pieces of wreckage, After
the explosion there had been no lights
in the wicinity with the exception of
ahout five minutes when they sudden-
Iy eame on. They went out  almost
Inmmedintely, howgver, and left the
boat in complete darkness,

By the time the destroyers returned
many of the Hife boats had been blown
awuy from the scene of the disaster.
It wag all that the occupants could do
to keop them headed into the lmmense
winves which kept rolling higher and
higher. Of course no one knew where
these hoats were gand none of the oo
cupants had apy idea whether they
were heing drivem towards shore or
away from it

knew where we were going, About afl B

we were taken on board
the desiroyer we ‘were hurried below
and kept there until we landed, 1 did
not see the Tuscanla gv down, tmt 1
was told that it disappearcd about B
a'clock, and that when it finally dis.
appearad that there was a muffled ex-
ploslon, We stayed In the vicinity un-
til late Into the might and then steam:
wl to sbhore where we landed about
five o'clock In the morning. It was
still very dark and very cold and there
was saow om the ground,
Never will I forget the welcome that
we recelved when we reached shore.
Irish hospitality wax surely in  evl-
dence on that dreary morning. It
seemed llke every onc In town was
uown to meet us, We were first glven
huge bowls of hot tew. 1 never tasted
auything better fn my life! This re-
vived us and took the chill away. Our
clothes were soaked and we were
nearly frozen. As soon ns we had dis.
possd of the tea we were then glven
a bowl of gennlne, olil-fashioned Trish
“mulligan!™  What o digh! 1 will al-
witys think of it with o great deal of
reverence.
The destroyer, however,
found more than two life boats, Ours
was one of them, Other life boats
had drifted away from the scene. 1
do not know just bow far it was from
the Irlsh coast, but it must have heen
fifteen or twenty miles, Anyway the
life boats were driven to shore by the
waves and before scveral of the crews
were aware of the fut that they were
anywhere near shore (hey were dash-
o onto the rock Doumnl  coast  aud
drowned. Probably two huondred or
two hundred and fifty wmet death Io
this manner after rcaching shore, The
rocke made a landing impossible and
very few of the boys pot out alive.
Severnl floated Into shore on pleces
of wreckage only to he killed instant-
Iy as they were dushed against the
rocks by the powerful waves,
Another tragedy of the sea occurred
during the World Wur that appalled
our nation. The U, 8. 8, Cyclops,
10,300 tons displacemcnt, left the Bar-
badoes, West Indles, on March 4,
1018, and has pot been heard of eince.
