The Air Force Office of Special Investigations investigates all types of fraud cases against the govern-
ment. Fraud costs the Air Force millions of dollars annually. Many AFOSI fraud investigations are in the
procurement arena: product substitution/diversion/mischarging, conflicts of interest and bribery. Other
types of fraud involve military and civilian members who have been caught cheating the Air Force. Here

are some examples:

Receiving Unauthorized
Cost Of Living Allowance

SUBJECT: Active Duty USAF Colonel.

SYNOPSIS: Air Force Office of Special Investigations received
allegations that the individual had fraudulently completed re-
certification for overseas housing allowance and cost of living
allowance. A review of the officer’s recertification statement and
request for dependent student travel forms indicated he received
money for two children who were attending college in the CONUS
and not physically residing with him.

RESULTS: The officer was required to pay back $2,192.37 and
retired.

Defense Firm Subcontractor
Guilty Of Defrauding The Air Force

SUBJECT: Civilian Construction Company President

SYNOPSIS: Based on information provided by a former employee
of a major defense contractor, Air Force Office of Special In-
vestigations conducted a joint investigation into allegations that
the former employee was paid more than $15,000 for favorable
treatment on construction subcontracts between his company
and the subject’s company. Preferred treatment included award-
ing sole-source contracts and substantially increasing the dollar
amounts via change orders of contracts that were competitively
awarded to the subcontractor.

RESULTS: The construction company president plead guilty
to conspiring to defraud the Department of Defense. He was ordered
to pay a $200,000 fine, to spend $50,000 renovating a downtown
halfway house, and serve 3 years probation. In addition, the subject
continues to cooperate with investigators as part of an investigation
into further allegations of fraud.

Supplying Defective Parts
SUBJECT: USAF Electron_ics Contractor

‘Conspiracy To Defraud,
Falsifying Testing Of Circuits
SUBJECT: Top 100 Contractor.

SYNOPSIS: Air Force Office of Special Investigations received
allegations that officers of an electronics manufacturing firm
authorized the delivery of defective parts assembled on Maverick
missile launchers. To support these allegations, testing was ac-
complished on three main components of the launchers suspected
of being defective. Twenty percent of a randomly selected number
of launchers were found to be significantly out of tolerance and
failed testing.

RESULTS: The contractor pled guilty to one count of conspiracy
to defraud the US Air Force and one count of mail fraud. While
sentencing is scheduled for a late?date,_t.herc is a maximum fine
of $500,000 for each count. In addition, civil litigation to recover
damages of between $2 and $5_million is still pending.

SYNOPSIS: A joint investigation by Air Force Office of Special
Investigations and the Defense Criminal Investigative Service
was initiated after it was alleged that a major US manufacturer
shipped electrical parts to the Department of Defense that did
not pass quality assurance tests or that documentation did not
accurately reflect the part’s manufacturing history. Air Force
programs which used these circuits were the F-15, Phoenix missile,
F-4, and the AMRAAM missile.

RESULTS: The company was found guilty of conspiring to defraud
the government and was fined $3.5 million and a special assess-
ment of $200.

It’s obvious these offenders chose to commit criminal acts against the Air Force due to a powerful motivator
— greed — which is becoming more prevalent in these budget-tightening days. The impact is felt throughout
the Air Force, and we should all accept the responsibility to prevent fraud, waste, and abuse at every oppor-
tunity.

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Wing earns mishap reduction award

The 64th FTW led the
command in mishap reduc-
tion in 1993, earning the
ATC (now AETC) Ground
Safety Programmed Reduc-
tion Award in the large unit
category.

Command officials said
the year’s safety record at
Reese and other command
bases was “one of our best,
reflecting a superb effort on
everyone’s part to preserve
our precious people and valu-
able resources.” Wing safety
officials echoed that senti-
ment.

“Command influence, su-
pervisor influence and the

hard work of the unit safety -

representatives — all these
things made a difference,”
said Chuck Gerrior, ground
safety manager. “It’s not just
our program; it’s everybody’s
program.”

Reese cut its reportable
mishaps by two-thirds dur-
ing the award period, going
from 12 to four. The award
covered Oct. 1, 1992 to June
30. The cut-off date con-
curred with the stand-up of

AETC, which means next
year’s award will cover a 15-
month period.

Individual -statistics at
Reese have been equally en-
couraging. For example,
thetre has only been one on-
duty military injury in the
last two years according to
Gerrior. Also, there have only
been two on-duty civilian in-
juries this year as opposed
to four at this time last year.

Unit safety representa-
tives, better known as USRs,
have worked to carry the
safety message.

“We really try to empha-
size the information we get
from safety in the weekly
flight briefings,” said SSgt.
Martin Bustos, ground safety
representative for the 54th
Flying Training Squadron.
Barbecuing, diving in unfa-
miliar water, boating safety

were several areas he cited,
noting that the ongoing “101
Critical Days of Summer”
make those topics “hot” at
present. Sergeant Bustos
added that the commander
support he gets is key to his
unit safety program’s suc-
cess.

“Predeparture safety brief-
ings, keeping people current
on their safety responsibili-
ties, in particular, making

sure that supervisors stay in-
volved — these are some of
the things we stress,” said
2nd Lt. Teresa Forest, USR
for the 64th Mission Support
Squadron. Like Sergeant
Bustos and other wing safety
representatives, she praised
her commander’s emphasis
on safety.

All these efforts started
paying off long before the
wing won the 1993 award.

“The number of mishaps
have slowly been coming
down over the last four
years,” said Jon Hataway of
ground safety. “But that
doesn’t mean we can let up
now.” Gerrior added that the
mishaps the wing has had in
recent years have been due
to unsafe acts, not unsafe
conditions.

“We can put out the word
on what to do and what not
to do, and we can do inspec-
tions around the base, but it
all comes down to the indi-
vidual,” said Gerrior. “It’s up
to them to make the deci-
sions not to drink and drive,
not to overexert themselves
during a sporting event and
so on. The basic responsibil-
ity rests with each one of us.”

Phase II of the fiscal 1994 NCO retraining
program started Aug. 10 and will continue
through Oct. 1, Reese and Air Force personnel
officials said.

The Air Force needs about 2,000 staff
sergeants through master sergeants to retrain
from overmanned career fields to those
currently short of people. Sgt. Lei Carter,
NCO in charge of classification and training
in the Reese Military Personnel Flight, said
only 602 applications (29 percent of the goal)
had been approved by Aug. 5 in phase I, the
voluntary phase of the annual proggam.

“The only difference between phase I.and
phase II is that individual notices will be sent
to NCOs who are at risk for-possible
mvoluntary retraining,” said Sergeant Carter,

“encouraging them to consider voltary
retraining into a skill of their choice.”

Air Force officials said people eligible for
retraining will be retrained mandatorily in a
third phase if phase Il target numbers are
not met. Phase III will be used only for those

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Government issues new ethics rules

Legal officials offer clarification on new guidelines for members

The Office of Government Ethics has issued new
rules governing standards of conduct that apply to
all military officers and civilian employees, Air Force
officials said. ;

While the rules use the term “employees,” that
term is specifically defined to include military offic-
ers. According to officials in the Reese Legal Office,
the new rules supplemerit Air Force Regulation 30-
30, “Standards of Conduct,” which will soon be
ammended to make similar rules apply to enlisted
members as well.

Some new rules are identical to those in the regu-
lation, some expand upon the old rules and some
are entirely new. )

“The rules start with the basic assumption that
public service is a public trust,” said Capt. Cheryl
Thompson, chief of military justice at Kelly AFB,
Texas.

“From this premise flow the basic principles that
the new rules seek to implement,” she added.

As general provisions under the new rules, em-
ployees:

O Must place loyalty to the Constitution, laws
and ethical principles above private gain.

0 Shall not hold financial interests that conflict
with faithful performance of duty.

0 Shall not use non-public government informa-
tion to further a private interest.

0 Shall not use public office for private gain.

O Shall avoid creating the appearance that they
are violating the law or the regulation.

Regarding gifts from outside sources, the new
rules say employees shall neither solicit nor accept
gifts that come from a “prohibited source” or that are
given because of the intended receiver’s position.

Maj. Edmund Bloom, Reese staff judge advocate,
said a “prohibited source” is a government contrac-
tor, anyone seeking any type of official action by
the Air Force or anyone who is potentially in either
of these situations.

“A ‘gift’ is anything of value, including services.
But the prohibition doesn’t include modest items of
food, such as coffee and doughnuts, that are not
part of a meal,” he said.

Also accepted are exchanging greeting cards and
presenting plaques. Additionally, government em-
ployees may accept nominal gifts appropriate for
the occasion, worth $20 or less and worth less than
$50 total per year.

When it comes to gifts between employees, gen-
erally an employee may neither give a gift, make a
donation for a gift to a superior nor solicit a contri-
bution from another employee for such a gift.

As before, Major Bloom said there are exceptions.
A superior may accept: nominal gifts (not cash and
worth $10 or less) from a subordinate on occasions

where gifts are traditionally given, such as Christ-
mas; food and refreshments shared in the office;
and personal hospitality provided at a residence.”

A superior may accept from a subordinate, with-
out strict adherence to the $10 limit, gifts “appro-
priate to the occasion” at infrequent events of per-
sonal significance. These events include marriage,
illness, childbirth or on occasions when superior-
subordinate relationships end, such as retirement
or transfer. “Of course, under no circumstances may
a superior coerce the offering of a gift,” Captain
Thompson said.

Concerning outside activities, she said the basic
rule is employees shall not engage in them if they
conflict with their official duties. These rules are
covered more fully in AFR 30-30.

The Air Force requires employees to coordinate,
in advance, all outside employment, including work
done for their own business. Other subjects the new
rules cover include conflicting financial interests,
impartiality in performing official duties and mis-
use of a government position.

“In general, the rules are not that much differ-
ent from the rules we have followed in the past;
some specific dollar guidance has been given and
some honorary civic organization memberships have
been curtailed,” said Major Bloom. “We have al-
ways required ethical conduct and will continue to
do so.”

operations and plans at the Pentagon.

taskings and problems. “This program
is really helpful because you get to
see how things are really done,” said
Cadet Darion Motivala, Boston Uni-
versity.

Unlike the professional develop-
ment program, the ROTC flying ori-
entation program lasts only two days;
220 cadets took part. The training
takes place every year wherever the
cadets have summer encampments.

The purpose of ROTC flying orien-
tation is to “provide ROTC cadets with
an idea of the mission of the Air Force
and to motivate them,” said Capt. Paul
Johnson, who flew sorties for the pro-
gram.

“The program is pretty intense,”
said Cadet Jason Janaros, Florida
State University. “You get an idea of
how tough pilots have to be.”

Each group of cadets in the flying
orientation program began their ori-
entation with a bus ride from
Sheppard AFB, Texas. Briefings be-
gan here at about 6:15 a.m. The ca-

“I think it’s a good program because
you get good hands-on training, rather
than just classroom lectures,” said Ca-
det J. Michael Frazier, Southwest
Texas State University.
