Preventing, identifying and correcting fraudu-
lent, wasteful, and abusive practices is critical to
the Air Force mission.

Obviously, some situations will arise in which an

individual will feel more comfortable reporting a

perceived fraudulent, wasteful or abusive act to

an authority outside the immediate chain of

command. What is critical is that the individual

identify the suspected fraudulent or wasteful
practice.

Force simply cannot afford
any unnecessary drain on_
its financial resources.
Therefore, all Air Force
members have a duty to
report known or suspected
fraud, waste and abuse;
this article will briefly

Fraud — any intentional depriva-
tion designed to unlawfully deprive the
Air Force of something of value or to se-
cure from the Air Force for an individual
the benefit, privilege, allowance or consid-
eration to which he or she is not entitled.

How, then, to
report suspected FWA?
A number of methods are
available — disclosure
using Air Force Form 65;
a letter; personal disclo-
sure to appropriate IG
personnel; or use of

review the procedures that
Air Force members can use to do just that.

Before examining those procedures, it may be
helpful to review exactly what the term fraud,
waste and abuse means. Air Force regulations
provide specific definitions of each word.

“Fraud” refers to any intentional deprivation
designed to unlawfully deprive the Air Force of
something of value or to secure from the Air Force
for an individual the benefit, privilege, allowance
or consideration to which he or she is not entitled.
Fraud also includes conflicts of interest cases,
criminal irregularities and the unauthorized
disclosure of official information relating to
procurement and disposal matters.

“Waste” is defined as the extravagant, careless
or needless expenditure of Air Force funds or the
consumption of Air Force property that results
from deficient practices, systems, controls-or
decisions. Similarly, “Abuse” refers to the inten-
tional wrongful or improper use of Air Force
resources. :

An individual who suspects or knows of any
fraudulent, wasteful or abusive practice must
report it to an appropriate authority. Phose
authorities include the individual’s immediate
supervisor, commander, inspector or inspector
general. In addition, the Air Force Audit Agency,
the Air Force Office of Special Investigations or
security police may also be
notified. :

telephone “hotlines”
specifically established to receive FWA reports.
An individual reporting suspected FWA may
remain anonymous or decline to have his or her
name used during the
course of any subsequent

and regulation. Subsequent to the investigation,
the JAG continues to assist the commander in
implementing a remedies program to prevent
similar recurrences of FWA. From a JAG perspec-
tive, two issues may arise: (1) Has the individual
who committed the FWA also subjected himself or
herself to criminal or administrative liability? and
(2) Do any civil or administrative remedies exist
to allow the Air Force to recoup any of its losses?
The JAG will provide the commander with an-
swers to these questions.

With regard to criminal liability, it will come
as no surprise that individuals who commit FWA
are also breaking the law. Military and civilian
personnel who commit fraudulent, wasteful or
abusive acts may violate federal or state crimi-
nal statutes as well as Air Force regulations. In
addition, military members may also violate
provisions of the Uniform Code of Military

Justice.

back information from any
subsequent investigation must identify himself or
herself at the time he or she initially reports the
perceived fraudulent, wasteful or abusive prac-
tice.

No one should fear that reprisals will follow an
FWA report. The right to make such a report
necessarily carries with it a right to do so without

" fear of reprisal. Air Force military and civilian

personnel who believe that their right to make a
FWA report has been impaired or who suspect
that they have been targeted for reprisal(s) after
making such a report should immediately report
specific reasons for their beliefs through either
command channels or to the appropriate griev-
ance or complaint system. In this way, the integ-
rity of the FWA preven-
tion program can be

report has been made,

channels before elevating

way, lower-level commanders and super¥visors 3,
may be able to rectify and correct immediately :

Or that same
commander or supervisor may be able to address
any misperceptions or misunderstandings sur-
rounding the perceived fraudulent or wasteful
practice. -

In any event, however, the reporting indi-
vidual is not required to use command channels.

it’s not unusual for the
judge advocate’s office to get involved with the
investigation. Understandably, a commander
must ensure that an investigation is proceeding
in accordance with Air Force regulations and with
any applicable law; the JAG will assist the
commander and his appointed investigator with
that determination.

Following the investigation, the office reviews

the legal sufficiency of a FWA investigation for
factual completeness and compliance with law

tions could involve
letters of reprimand, nonjudicial punishment or
even a trial by courts-martial for military mem-

bers. For civilians, potential sanctions include
administrative action, demotion, firing and
referral of charges to the U.S. attorney for crimi-
nal prosecution in federal district court. -

The JAG is not concerned solely with any
criminal issues arising out of a FWA investiga-
tion. Equally important is the Air Force’s need to
recoup any available amounts lost to FWA.
Depending upon the circumstances involved, the
Air Force may have civil or administrative
remedies available by which to recover these
funds. The JAG will review the facts of each case
to determine whether any legal remedies exist
and will advise the commander how best to go
about recovering financial resources lost to FWA.

The wing inspector general administers the
FWA prevention program at the base level.
Individuals who have already reported suspected
FWA through their command channels but who
are unsatisfied with that process, or individuals
who are uncomfortable with reporting through
their chain of command are encouraged to meet
with the IG personally to voice their concerns.

Alternatively, the IG has established a 24-
hour telephone hotline to take reports of sus-
pected fraudulent, wasteful or abusive practices.
Individuals may dial 6547 and then use voice
mail to record pertinent details of perceived
FWA.

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ACC vice commander praises Jayhawk

The T-1A Jayhawk'is a “high tech”
aircraft that will greatly enhance the
pilot training program, according to
the vice commander of Air Combat
Command.

Lt. Gen. Thad A. Wolfe made that
observation after flying a condensed
training sortie ih the T-1A here Sept.
10. The flight was part of a special-
ized undergraduate pilot training ori-
entation given the general, who was
also the guest speaker for the gradu-
ation of Class 93-14.

“It’s a magnificent airplane,” said
General Wolfe. “The avionics, the
glass cockpit ... it is just first rate.”

The general, a command pilot with
nearly 4,000 flying hours, sees the so-
phistication of the T-1A as one of the
major advantages the new aircraft
brings to the pilot training program.

“Flying in this aircraft (T-1A) is go-
ing to train these pilots beyond what

many of them will see when they get
out in the operational units,” said

‘General Wolfe. “They are going to al-

ready have a familiarity with many
of the systems that we will be using

as we upgrade cockpits.”

Although the general only flew the
aircraft for a couple of hours, he said
he felt as though he had been given
a good overview of the airlift/tanker
training syllabus. General Wolfe
noted that his sortie was a combina-
tion of what the student would ex-
perience over the length of the pro-
gram.

The general said the SUPT pro-
gram is too new to totally define the
direct benefits the operational flying
commands will receive, but, he said
his intuition tells him there will be
significant advantages to specialized
training.

“For example,” said General Wolfe,
“The students are getting into very
high tech equipment in the T-1A.
That has got to be very helpful, also,
the focus and the challenges being
presented to those flying the T-38 in
the bomber/fighter track and the ag-
gressiveness of that training will cer-
tainly be helpful.”

General Wolfe said he was excited
to see that the crossflow of pilots from
flying commands such as ACC to Air
Education and Training Command is
increasing.

“I have always believed that hav-
ing a good crossflow of operational
pilots back through the training sys-
tem and, in return, gaining people
who have honed their basic airman-
ship skills in the training system is
very helpful,” said the former T-38
instructor pilot.

Citing the recent reorganization
that yielded the new Air Combat
and Air Education and Training
commands, the general gave enthu-
siastic praise for these dramatic ex-
amples of the Air Force’s team
spirit. :

“While we may reside in separate
commands,” he said, “it is the com-
bination of all that the Air Force does
and the tremendous cooperation
among the commands that makes
us the world’s greatest air force.”

CHAMPUS begins
new billing year

CHAMPUS deductible for outpatient care starts
over for the new fiscal year Oct. 1.
For services CHAMPUS patients receive Oct. 1

through Sept. 30, 1994, most beneficiaries will pay
the first $150 (for one person) or the first $300 (for
a family) of allowable outpatient medical bills. The
only exceptions are the eligible family members of
active-duty military sponsors E-4 or below. These
families will pay an annual outpatient deductible
of $50 for one person or $100 for the whole family.

The limit, or catastrophic “cap,” on how much
service families will have to pay for CHAMPUS-
covered medical bills in a fiscal year also starts
over Oct. 1. The cap is $1,000 for active-duty fami-
lies, and $7,500 for all other CHAMPUS-eligible
families.

The cap helps protect families from catastrophi-
cally high medical expenses. The deductibles and
cost-shares paid by the family are applied to the
cap over the period of a fiscal year. When a family
reaches the cap in a fiscal year, CHAMPUS then
pays all additional allowable costs for covered care
for the rest of that fiscal year.

Bills for care not covered by CHAMPUS and
charges beyond those CHAMPUS determines to be
reasonable or allowable must be paid in full by
family members or their sponsors. Likewise, costs
paid by families under CHAMPUS Program for the
Handicapped are not counted toward the cap. De-
pendents of reservists are not eligible for medical
care unless the sponsor has been ordered to active
duty for 30 days.

The CHAMPUS processing center makes every
effort to process claims and mails out explanation
of benefits to patients within 30 days of receipt of
billing information from the patient or provider of
services.
