“You’re on!” cried 
the stage manager to 
W. C. Fields, who, after 
a few pick-me-ups, was 
snoozing peacefully on 
a chair in his dressing 
room. Fields, bleary- 
eyed, sat up with a 
start. “I am?” he 
mumbled. “How am I 
doing?”

With the ink still 
wet on the Hq. ATC 
Quality Air Force 
Assessment and Operational Readiness Inspection 
reports, we have a pretty good idea of how we’re 
doing as a unit. We’re doing excellent!

But, most people need an answer every now 
and then to the question “How am I doing?” With 
the performance feedback worksheet features of 
the officer and enlisted effectiveness systems, it’s 
mandatory. But it shouldn’t be mandatory! It’s a 
commander’s or supervisor’s job to tell people how 
they’re doing — whether good or bad. Unfortu­
nately, many of us duck the task when it’s un­
pleasant. But a major shortcoming in many 
organizations is a failure to recognize those who 
excel based on the accepted standards and a 
failure to praise the person who has performed far 
above his previous efforts.

We should also, on occasions when performance 
is not satisfactory, provide constructive feedback 
with a clear indication that we are confident the 
subordinate can improve. That isn’t a pleasant 
task. Most of us hate to do it. Perhaps that’s why 
we tend to avoid, postpone or neglect this duty. 
Yet this is one of the most useful, fruitful things 
we can do. That is because criticism, used cor­
rectly, can change a pattern. Criticism ju st doesn’t

motivate people as much as praise. With criticism, 
if they try harder, it’s because they have to. With 
praise, people try harder because they want to.

Even when the criticism is called for, try to 
work in some praise. To set the stage, bring up 
the good things a person has done. Then, focus on 
the weak spot that needs improving. Don’t try to 
fool anybody. Say what you mean and mean what 
you say. People don’t like double talk and they 
don’t like liars. Most people prefer a leader who 
gives them straight facts — even when they’re not 
very pleasant.

On the other hand, if work is excellent, recog­
nize it! Let your people know their efforts are 
appreciated. It’s wonderful to get credit for the 
things we do — for the ordinary, everyday things 
as well as the big things. Giving that credit and 
seeing that nobody misses out on it is one of the 
most important things a supervisor can do. But 
you also have to appreciate what people do even 
when they aren’t necessarily the “greatest” or 
“best.” With a little praise and appreciation, 
people will try harder because they want to.

A lot of a commander’s or supervisor’s time goes 
toward administrative and disciplinary actions.
But you must also make time to spend with those 
people who perform in a satisfactory or outstand­
ing manner. Recognizing them is a more important 
function of command. If the boss doesn’t give 
thanks and appreciation, who will? The best 
supervisors are great cheerleaders. They realize 
that praising the good things people do provides 
far more stimulus than criticizing the bad.

People have a natural need to feel they’re 
wanted and their efforts are appreciated. They 
like to know that what they do is significant and 
thabthey are an important part of the team 
effort. Sincere praise fills this need. Most people 
like increased challenges and responsibilities, a 
chance to be more important to the organization. 
That’s why praise is such an effective tool for 
getting better results.

Quality Air Force

We all know that aircraft can’t fly without essential spare parts that generally 

cost a great deal of money.
However, many times the parts problems come down to relatively inexpensive 

items with which we can more readily associate (e.g., specialized bolts, screws and 
the like). These relatively small, inexpensive items are used to repair larger, 
expensive items and their nonavailability can cause the large items to sit idle in 
base repair shops. The result is degraded aircraft availability.

In the logistics community, we refer to the lack of these bits and pieces as 
“awaiting parts,” or more commonly, AWP.

In October 1992, Air Force bases began paying for the expensive spares on 
aircraft that were previously funded by our air logistics centers. This has resulted 
in a more focused effort to repair more aircraft spares at our bases, rather than 
return the unserviceable spares to depot and the resul tant loss of base operations 
and maintenance funds.

Hence, AWP bits and pieces have taken on new importance: bases prefer to 
purchase small, inexpensive parts to repair the more expensive item, rather than 
purchasing the end item itself.

. While this is a simple philosophy, the AWP process itself is complicated with 
numerous system interfaces involving various agencies- With this in. mind, a 
process action team was formed last spring to evaluate and improve the AWP 
process.

The team consisted of representatives from the ATC headquarters supply and 
maintenance divisions, T-37 and T-38 program managers at Kelly AFB’s San 
Antonio Air Logistics Center, a representative from the Defense Logistics Agency, 
and the AWP monitor from the 12th Supply Squadron at Randolph AFB, Texas.

Members of the team evaluated both the flow and management of AWP 
requirements. The analysis ranged from a retail and wholesale perspective to see 
where improvements could he made to support our customers — ATC maintainers 
who repair systems or items which couldn't he repaired on the flightline.

During the initial meeting there was skepticism about how we could make 
any improvements in the Air Force-wide system. At first glance, the task at 
hand seemed too large and involved to handle. However, during the second 
meeting one could see the enthusiasm building.

Base-level people began learning more about how the supporting depots 
worked, and our wholesale friends got an understanding of the positive impact 
on an ATC base when AWP bits and pieces are available.

As our study expanded and we followed the incremental steps of a quality 
approach, we found our “monster” of a project was actually manageable. Even 
more important, team members saw their ideas and efforts made a difference.

Numerous improvements were derived from studying the AWP process. 
First, a m onthly listing was developed to make depot workers aware of AWP 
requests. Another listing was also developed so management personnel would 
know the age and quantity of AWP requirements.

The group also opted to have the bases identify and produce a monthly list 
of the “Top Ten” items. The identified items — outlined in a list sent to the 
headquarters — caused the largest impact on mission performance.

Further, a recommendation for improving the way AWP requirements are 
measured was forwarded to the Air Staff for consideration. Early results of our 
efforts have shown the average wait time for outstanding AWP requirements 
within ATC has been reduced by 16 percent since the beginning of the process 
action team.

This program has been so successful in the aircraft area ™ excluding 
engine parts ™ that we are presently expanding our scope to include engines.

We found that involvement in a quality initiative requires patience and 
discipline. However, the benefits are worth it ™ our team members made a 
direct contribution to aiding our base maintenance technicians and increasing 
mission effectiveness.

While a decrease in future Air Force funding may lessen the availability of 
AWP bits and pieces, our group members are confident they will also meet this 
challenge through a continual quality approach. (ATC News Service)

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Fighting violence
Fam ily issues discussed 

as abuse prevention 
m onth continues

From our earliest memories 
we are taught th a t the family 
is a warm, loving and protec­
tive place where a person finds 
understanding, support and 
help in which to grow into 
adulthood. Our first picture 
books as children tell us that. 
However, this is not always 
the case.

How do we know this? Until 
recently, violence in the fam ­
ily was not discussed, w ritten 
about or used as a subject for 
television. With the increased 
attention to child abuse came 
the awareness of spouse abuse 
and abuse among other family 
members. Abuse can happen 
to anyone: neighbors, friends, 
family members and co-work­
ers.

The fact is th a t domestic 
violence occurs in all kinds of 
families—the rich, the poor 
and those in between. It exists 
among people of all educational 
levels and of all occupations— 
doctors, m ilitary officers, law ­
yers, ju d g e s , c a rp e n te rs , 
plumbers and the unemployed. 
It is found among persons of 
all religions and ethnic back­
grounds.

There is no single explana­
tion for family violence. Some 
general factors contributing to 
family violence are: stereo­
typed traditional family roles, 
media violence, alcohol and 
drugs, stress and learned be­
havior.

Stress in the family may 
include problems on the job, 
poor communication, financial 
issues, medical problems and 
so on. In addition, learned be­
havior may come from family 
m em bers, social or cultural 
groups, and in some cases 
through mass media. Violence 
in the family produces bad re­
sults for all family members. 
Be informed about the prob­
lem and resources available to 
counteract it. Be aware of the 
signs of a family in trouble. 
Remember:

□  Violence is a learned be­
havior, and the behavior can  
be unlearned.

□  Violence is never an ac­
ceptable way to deal with a 
problem. A marriage license is 
not a license to hit.

□ People can disagree in 
nonviolent ways.

□  Violence in families is not 
ju s t a crime against the family 
but against all of society.

April is Child Abuse Pre­
vention Month. Watch for in­
formation tables at the base 
exchange during this special 
month. Promotional items such 
as books, calendars, book­
m arkers and handouts will be 
available. In addition the fam ­
ily support center and I will 
present a class called “Under­
standing Your Teen” April 29* 
from noon to 3 p.m. at the fam ­
ily support center.

What are you 

doing to 
conserve?

Foreign gift 
policy detailed

Editor’s note: The following was subm it­
ted by the Reese Legal Office.

Although you may not expect a gift from 
a foreign government in the near future, 
would you know what to do in the event 
th a t you become such a beneficiary?

With the foreign train ing requirem ent 
for ATC and Reese, the question is not as 
farfetched as it may seem. The imm ediate 
answer is to seek guidance from Air Force 
Regulation 11-27.

AFR 11-27, paragraph six, requires all 
m ilitary and civilian personnel to report 
gifts receive from foreign governments or 
the ir representatives if the gift has a  re­
tail value of more than  $200. When more 
than  one tangible gift is presented, the 
combined value of the gifts will be used to 
determ ine minimal value. This includes 
gifts th a t will be retained for official use 
or display.

Gifts m ust be reported within 60 days 
of receipt to Hq.

I have received several inquiries about the 
sale of cigarettes at the commissary. The fol­
lowing is provided for clarification on this mat­
ter.

Prior to the establishment of the Defense 
Commissary Agency last year, there was no 
uniform guidance regarding the quantity of 
cigarettes that could be purchased. Each com­
missary, if not restricted by state law, could 
set their own limit. At Reese, the limit was 10 
cartons per sale.

DeCA Directive 40*13, paragraph 7*2.b, dated 
July 10,1292, states, “When no state law ex­
ists, the installation commander will be re­
quested to determine the sales limitations ap­
plicable for the installation. Normally, except 
in unusual circumstances as determined by the 
installation commander, the limit will be set 
at no more than four^cartons of cigarettes.”

The guidance is adequate, clear and neces­
sary to prevent potential abuse. You may re­
quest a waiver, in writing, from my office 
should you feel your personal circumstances 
are unusual. Appropriate paperwork to re­
quest such a waiver is available at the com­
missary.
