Extensive testing has shown
that the survivability rate in a mishap is much
higher when using the devices. You should use seat
belts to prevent injury to your body. ;

riders are buckled up.

the safety of their children by keeping them
secured in the proper size child restraint devices.
If your children outgrow their first restraint
device, don’t wait to get another of the proper size.

Develop the habit of fastening your seat belt
before starting the engine. It only takes a few
seconds. Your worries about surviving on the road

Safety officials stress
value of restraint devices

will be reduced, plus your chances of surviving a
crash will increase tremendously.

In automobiles with airbags, seat belts are still
required to ensure you survive the crash. An
airbag is a “supplemental restraint system,”
designed primarily for a head-on crash. When
struck from the side, you need your seat belt
fastened to hold you in place.

It’s been proven time and time again that seat
belts can save lives. Use yours and don’t become
another statistic. Since January, there have been
several seat belt “saves” for personnel assigned to
Reese. On more than ene occasion their vehicles-
were totally destroyed, but they walked away with
minor injuries or none at all.

Mosquito season here again

Mosquito season is upon us once again.

Mosquitoes have many natural breeding
sites such as tree holes, ponds, temporary
pools and leaves. Additionally, humans pro-
vide artificial breeding sites like tires, cans
and bottles. Also, weeds and uncut grass serve
as protection from the wind and sun. All of
these breeding sites allow mosquitoes to
launch their feeding frenzy upon unsuspect-
ing human victims.

To stop the mosquito assault, we can elimi-
nate their breeding sites by picking up those
tires, cans and bottles. Also helpful is pulling
weeds and keeping the grass cut short. Sec-
ond, we can protect ourselves by using insect

repellents (odorless repellents are best) and
wearing long pants and shirts, especially in
the evenings.

Mosquitoes are a nuisance, they cost the
government millions of dollars each year to
control. They can also transmit diseases such
as encephalitis and dengue. Fortunately, mos-
quitoes cannot transmit the AIDS virus. Mos-
quitoes are most active when there is high
humidity and a moderate temperature. Also,
most are attracted to carbon dioxide, which is
what humans and other mammals exhale
when breathing.

Only the female mosquito bites. In addi-
tion to feeding herself, the blood is used to
lay her eggs and continue the mosquito life
cycle.

Once again, it’s the time of year for ticks
to be active, and we should be aware of how
to avoid tick bites and what to do if we are
bitten.

- It is not practical to avoid the tick habitat
(grassy, brushy or woodland areas) all sum-
mer long; however, we can avoid tick bites.
It’s important to realize the vast majority of
ticks are not infected with a disease, ready to
transmit it to humans.

So why should we be concerned about ticks?

O They can transmit diseases such as lyme
disease and Rocky Mountain spotted fever.

O The bite wounds that ticks leave can

become infected.

QO They can transmit diseases to your dog
or cat.

How do you avoid tick bites? If you are

going to be in a grassy or wooded area you

should do the following:

O Tuck your pants into your socks or boots;
tuck your shirt into your pants. The idea is to
keep the tick on the outside of your clothing.

Q Inspect your clothes for ticks often. Also,
inspect your head and body thoroughly when
returning from the field or woods.

O Frequently inspect your pets for ticks, as
they could bring them into your home.

0 Wear tick repellents.
