General Habiger

RANDOLPH AFB, Texas — President Bush has nominated
Maj. gen. Eugene E. Habiger, vice commander of Air Training
Command since July 1991, for promotion to lieutenant general,
the Air Force announced recently. Pending confirmation by the
Senate, General Habiger will pin on his third star and remain
ATC’s vige commander.

Gen‘;:'gaT Habiger was born in Oakland, Calif., June 11, 1939.
He graduated from Oakland Technical High School in 1957.

He earned a bachelor of science degree in clinical psychology
from the University of Georgia in 1963 and a master’s degree in
systems management from George Washington University in

- 1974. His professional military education accomplishments in-

clude Squadron Officer School, the Air Command and Staff
College, the Industrial College of the Armed Forces and the
National War College.

General Habiger completed pilot training at Williams AFB,
Ariz., in 1966, then went on to fly the B-52 Stratofortress at

several locations, including Castle AFB, Calif., Wurtsmith AFB,
Mich., and 74 combat missions in Southeast Asia. He transitioned
to the C-7TA Caribou cargo plane in 1971, then returned to
Southeast Asia to fly an additional 76 combat missions.

From there, he went to Langley AFB, Va., as intelligence
support officer for the F-15, A-10 and Airborne Warning and
Control System, AWACS, weapon systems. In 1975, he became
a squadron operations offieer in the bombardment wing at K. 1.
Sawyer AFB, Mich.

In 1977, General Habiger moved to Strategic Air Command
headquarters at Offutt AFB in Omaha, Neb. In 1980, he as-
sumed command of the 325th Bombardment Squadron at
Fairchild AFB, Wash., later becoming the assistant deputy
commander for operations for the 92nd Bombardment Wing
there.

here’s a communica-

tions experiment

which you may have
participated in at some
time. It goes like this.
One individual relates a
story to another indi-
vidual. That person, in
turn, tells another, and so
forth. When the last
individual in the chain
recounts the story as they

heard it, it rarely re-

sembles the original.

This experiment is not unlike a phenomenon
which we routinely encounter in our society, the
perpetuation of rumors. While it may be human
nature to speculate on events in our lives, it is not
productive to communicate your speculations as fact.

I’'m not an alarmist by nature, and I know a
certain amount of rumors are unavoidable, especially
on a small base like Reese. But I feel there are a
couple of rumors circulating that must be stopped
dead in their tracks.

First, 'm sure you’re aware of Lubbock’s attempts
to win site selection for a regional Department of
Defense Accounting and Finance Center. The rumor
mill is if Lubbock wins its bid for site selection, then
an uncertain futuré lies ahead for Reese. Whoever
started this rumor theorized that two job-creating
facilities should not be located in one city; therefore,
if one comes in, the other goes out.

The other rumor making the rounds is that some
of base housing is not being opened to our people
because, again, Reese’s long-term future is uncertain
at this time. The theory goes: why should the final
phase of houses be upgraded if they won’t be occu-
pied?

Both of these rumors are just that: rumors, pure
speculation that began with one or more people
putting their ideas together about how the govern-
ment functions. Most everyone has an opinion on
almost any topic you can conceive and Reese mem-
bers are no different. But let me assure you, no one
on this base has an “inside track” when it comes to
decision-making about base closure.

Rare is the moment when rumors serve a positive
purpose. And in the examples I've cited, they’ve only
served to perpetuate further wild speculations,
which, in turn, lead to more rumors. The power of
communication is incredible when you stop to think
that because of a single person’s need to publicly
express his or her opinion as a basis in fact, wide-
spread uncertainty can ensue.

I'm asking for your help in stopping these rumors.
All you have to do is simply refuse to participate.
Consciously take yourself out of the game by not
spreading rumors about Reese’s future when you
hear them.

Again, we will never be able to eliminate rumors.
However, we can control the spread of these rumors
by applying the common sense test to them. Gener-
ally there is a logical explanation for events in our
lives, which doesn’t mean we have to agree with the
outcome. Use common sense and recognize rumor
and speculation for what it is.

Safety key to QAF program

RANDOLPH AFB, Texas — Since the birth of the
Quality Air Force program — a system focusing on
customers to improve products and services — safety
has been fundamental in the program’s growth.

Safety has been rooted in Quality Air Force
objectives since its beginning. The focus hasn’t
changed, but the scope widens continuously. From
supervisors to the lowest ranking person in the
organization, continuous improvements can be made
by everyone.

Accomplishing the mission safely is not only a
commitment by all Air Force and associated civilian
people —it’s a right.

Safety people are continuously searching for better
ways to protect people. Their duty is to preserve Air
Force combat capability by helping commanders
conserve resources throughout the execution of the
mission.

Every safety staff is professionally qualified and
highly trained to direct the commander’s safety
program, which is their primary job. You, the cus-
tomer, expect a safe, mishap-free, working environ-
ment.

The process used to provide this service includes
several tools, but the most important one is a system
of reporting hazards and mishaps.

When a fellow worker is hurt, the first step should
be to promptly notify the individual’s immediate
supervisor. If appropriate, they may take immediate
action to correct any problem and prevent further
incidents.

Next, notify the unit safety representative, who
with the help of the wing or center safety office,
completes the written report. The depth of the
investigation and type of report is determined by the
severity of the mishap. i

The report is then sent to the safety office at
headquarters wher¢ the information is entered into

the mishap analysis computer program. This report
would also go to other agencies for information and
action if the problem is within their functional areas.

Analyzing mishap information is needed to
improve the process because it identifies deficiencies
and measures program effectiveness. Determining
the cause allows the safety staff to plan and use
methods of prevention.

A good example of how this was successfully used
to correct a flight safety problem occurred a few years
ago. An increased number of depressurizations in
ATC’s T-38s caused a rise in physiological incidents.

A close look at the mishap information revealed a
large number of canopy seals were failing. After
buying and installing new seals, both loss of cabin
pressurization and physiological incidents were
reduced.

The headquarters safety office maintains a large
mishap data base used for trend analysis. The Air
Force safety office tracks additional information
which is provided upon request and in periodic
publications.

A summary of mishaps and trends is provided by
ATC to safety offices each month, with an in-depth
analysis of all mishaps provided semiannually to
field commanders.

This reporting system, along with training and
education, mishap investigation and inspections,
provides an opportunity for continuous improvement.

Finally, the cornerstone of the safety program in
ATC is leadership. Leaders must be personally
committed to safety.

The involvement of leadership is reflected in one of
the ATC goals. It states, “Emphasize that the first
echelon of leadership is the key to safe and disci-
plined operations.”

The bottom line is a team of professionals working
to build a safe, quality Air Force. Keep the communi-
cation flowing. Talk to your safety staff and let them
know how they can help improve your Air Force.

Bad weather policy reiterated

Freezing precipitation and high winds
can make traveling, even short distances,
like to and from work, a hazard.

Therefore, the following Reese Inclem-
ent Weather Policy isnow in effect for wing
members:

3 During duty hours: When weather
conditions worsen after the duty day has
begun, senior wing officials will determine
when only mission essential people need to
remain. Units will then release all others
without charging leave.

Unit commanders will determine which
members need to report for swing and mid
shifts.

O After duty hours: If travehng has been
determined unsafe, wing officials will ad-

_ vise the Reese Command Post to initiate a

telephone recall nolater than 5 a.m., which
will advise members that only mission es-
sential personnel are required. The Public

- Affairs Division will provide this informa-

tion to radio stations KFYO-AM (790 KHz)
and KZII (102.5 MHz). Other radio and
television stations will be notified as time
permits.

Once traveling conditions clear, a tele-
phone recall will advise all other personnel

when to report. Again, unit commanders
should provide the guidelines for swing and
mid shift workers.

Civilianemployees who arereleased early
or told not to report because of a wing
decision that only mission essential per-
sonnel report, will not be charged with sick
or annual leave. However, the hours must
be documented on the civilian’s time sheet
as administrative leave.

In the event there is an unusual situa-
tion, such as Reese is clear but Levelland
(Texas) is not, it will become the responsi-
bility of the unit commanders and supervi-
sors to develop a flexible work schedule to
prevent the members who live in Levelland
from excessive loss of leave.

The base will never close completely,
according to wing officials. Essential ser-
vices will be maintained at all times; there-
fore, mission essential units such as fire
department and security police, should es-
tablish a list of personnel required to con-
tinue base operations during bad weather.

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New uniform a ‘winning combination’

WASHINGTON — A new
uncluttered, streamlined wool
blend service dress uniform is
the Air Force’s choice for the
future, the Air Force chief of
staff said Jan. 12.

More than 700 people par-
ticipated in a wear test of the
prototype service dress uni-
form, including jacket, trou-
sers and skirt, to see how
servicemembers felt about the
new design, three different
fabrics, fit and comfort.

“The results are in and I
think we have a winning com-
bination,” Gen. Merrill A.
McPeak said. The Air Force
has also opted for the braided
sleeve-style rank insignia for
officers. )

“The officer sleeve braid
links the Air Force with its
rich heritage,” General
McPeak said. As plans devel-
oped to establish an indepen-
dent Air Forece following
World War 11, air power lead-
ers advocated a distinctive
uniform for airmen.

The braid is similar to that -

currently worn by allied air
forces as well as other avia-
tion professionals. =

new Air Force image will re-
flect our ties with the aero-
space profession,” General
McPeak said.

Enlisted members’ rank in-
signia will return to tradition
with the addition of the star
to all chevrons and everyone
in the Air Force — officers
and enlisted — will wear the
same quality uniform.

Enlisted stripes will be
larger and bolder on the new
uniform. Standard four-inch
chevrons will be worn on
outer garments with three-
and-a-half-inch chevrons on
shirts. Women will be autho-
rized to wear either four- or
three-and-a-half-inch insignia
on the service dress coat.

To provide greater recogni-

tion to the top three enlisted
grades, a new design feature
— one stripe taken off the bot-
tom and put at the top, start-
ing with master sergeant —
will clearly designate all se-
nior NCOs.

The wear test of two new
women’s skirts with func-
tional pockets was also in-
cluded in the service dress

coat wear test. The style se-
lected was the skirt with the
zipper in the back, and fea-
turing belt loops, pockets and
a kick pleat.

Individuals will be able to
purchase the coat, trousers
and skirt as separate items
rather than as a uniform set,
making it easier to find the
right size and avoid the cost
of major alterations in
many cases.

With elimination of name
tags, epaulets, metal rank in-
signia and collar insignia, the
new look for the Air Force is
uncluttered, with high-quality
design and materials, officials
said.

The overall cost to buy and
maintain uniforms will be less
once the new uniform comes
on line. With fewer accouter-
ments and less duplication on
the same items, Air Force
people will save as much as
$800 over a 20-year career, of-
ficials said. It will be offered
initially by the Army and Air
Force Exchange Service as an
optional garment in 1994. Air
Force issue uniforms will
start arriving in late-1995
and the new mandatory wear
date will be late-1999. (Air

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Editor’s note: To help clear up some of the confu-
sion about how the base closure process works, the
following information is provided by the public affairs
directorate in the Office of the Secretary of the Air
Force.

Key dates for 1993 base élosure

and realignment process ,

May 1992 — The Deputy Secretary of Defense is-
sued the initial policy guidance for the 1993 closure
cycle to the arméd services and defense agencies. It
recapped the. provisions of Public Law 101-510, its
timing, and the department’s basic policies regarding
the base closure process.

June-November 1992 — The armed services and
defense agencies gathered data on their base struc-
ture and installations for use in the closure study
process. They will determine the manpower needed
and analytical procedures used to arrive at closure
and realignment recommendations. The Department
of Defense will consider all installations meeting the
manpower thresholds equally, without regard to
whether any installation was previously considered
for closure or realignment.

December 1992 — The armed services and de-
fense agencies begin their deliberation process.

Jan. 25, 1993 — Deadline by which the president
must provide the Senate with nominees for
the base closure commission.

Mid-February — Service and defense
agency recommendations due to secretary
of defense for final review.

March 15°— Legal deadline for secre-
tary of Defense to submit his closure/re-
alignment recommendations to the Presi-
dent, to the Base Closure Commission, and
the Congress.

April 15 — Deadline for the General
Accounting Office to submit its report to
‘| the commission and the Congress on the
DOD analysis and selection process.

June 1 — Deadline for the commission

to publish any proposed changes to defense secretary’s
recommendations that add to the list of closures of
realignments or increase the extent of a realignment.
(The commission must publish these changes in the
Federal Register and will hold public hearings ad-
dressing such changes.) :

July 1 — Deadline for the commission to transmit
its report and recommended closure and realignment
candidates to the president.

July 15 — Deadline for the president to approve or
disapprove the commission’s recommendations. If ap-
proved, the president sends the commission’s report
to the Congress.

Aug. 15 — Deadline for the commission to submit
a new report to the president, if the original was dis-
approved.

Sept. 1 — Deadline for the president to approve
the revised commission report. If the President disap-
proves the second report or fails to act on it, there will
be no base closures approved this round.

Unless rejected by both houses of Congress, the
provisions of the commission’s report take on the force
of law 45 days after the President forwards the report
to the Congress. This 45-day period does not include
days when the Congress is in recess for more than
three days, but it does not last any later than the end
of the first session of the 103rd Congress.

We cannot speculate on cases until the judicial pro-
cess, including any appeals, has been completed.

0 What kind of data is being collected during
this early phase of the BRAC process?

All of the bases which meet the legal threshold for
consideration have submitted replies to a
standardized set of questions, the base ques-
tionnaire, which form the master data base.
(This data has been certified as accurate by
the installation and the major command to
which the base belongs.) This data will be
reviewed and measured by the application of
the eight DOD criteria which are used in
selecting bases for closure or realignment.

(J When will we know if a certain air
force base will be closed?

The sequence of events details the major
steps in the base closure process. The secre-
tary of Defense’s list of recommended bases
will be released no later than March 15.

O Will the commission consider the
desires of the community in making
their final recommendations?

The economic impact on the community
is one of the criteria used to make closure
decisions. However, all other criteria must
also be considered. Interested citizens will

have an opportunity to participate in the public com-
ment and/or public hearing portions of the closure pro-
cess. The law also requires that special emphasis and
consideration be given to any request by a local gov-
ernment requesting closure or realignment of a nearby
installation.

Since Martin Luther
King Jr. Day was first
observed on Jan. 20,
1986, it has evolved into
an international obser-
vance of his birth in
more than 140 foreign
countries.

In November, Arizo-
nans voted to make
their state the 49th to
join the holiday obser-
vance. Legislators in
New Hampshire, the
only holdout, created a

home from work and
does nothing,” Minton
said. “We’d like for it to
be a day where people
get together with fam-
ily, friends and ac-
quaintances to do some-
thing to better their
communities in honor of
Dr. King.”

Last year, only 17 per-
cent of employers closed
their doors and paid
their employees for the
King holiday, according
to a Bureau of
National Affairs survey.
King Day, Veterans
Day and Columbus Day

civil rights day instead

King Holiday Commission in Atlanta.

The third Monday in January is the fed-
eral holiday .observing the slain civil rights
leader’s birth. Born on Jan. 15, 1929, King
was assassinated at Memphis, Tenn., on April
4, 1968.

“King Week 93" will run from Jan. 9
through Jan. 18 in Atlanta, King’s birthplace.
Minton said 1993 is also the 25th anniver-
sary of the King center and King’s Poor
People’s Campaign and the 30th anniversary
of his Birmingham (Ala.) campaign against
discrimination.

“Nov. 2, 1993, will be the 10th anniver-
sary of the creation of the Martin Luther

King Jr. holiday — that’s the date the presi-
dent signed the bill creating the holiday,”
Minton noted.

Events will commemorate the 30th anni-
versary of the March on Washington and
King’s “I Have a Dream” speech.

Each year, the King center and the com-
mission have different holiday themes. This
year, the commission’s theme is: “Living the
Dream, Let Freedom Ring: Building Bridges
of Understanding.”

are the holidays most
ignored, the survey noted. The Fourth of July,
Christmas and New Year’s are the most cel-
ebrated holidays.

“Our mission is to educate and inspire
people, especially young people, to embrace
Dr. King’s values of nonviolence so they will
be empowered to struggle for economic secu-
rity and peace with justice,” she said.

Myriad conferences, seminars, forums and
entertainment programs are held in Atlanta
each year to promote better understanding
and respect between groups forming America’s
melting pot of humanity.

For example, King Week 93 will feature a
social responsibility seminar, American In-
dian forum, public interest hearings and vari-

ous tributes and celebrations. Also sched-
uled are a presidential proclamation cer-
emony, state of Georgia tribute to King, a
national parade, national march of celebra-
tion, a federal employee tribute in Washing-
ton, a State Department reception honoring
King and other events.

ers to deal with problems of violence in the
schools, neighborhoods, homes and commu-

The King center’s
theme is: “Where Do We
Go From Here? Nonvio-
lence: Learning It, Liv-
ing It, Teaching It.”

In explaining the dif-
ference, Minton said the
commission’s focus is com-
pletely different from the
King center’s. “The center
is involved in nonviolent
conflict resolution,
whereas thecommission is
more about institutional-
izing the King holiday,”
he said.
