Maijor Provisions Of 1986
Disaster Payment Program

Your local ASCS office has
been instructed to publicize the
provisions of the 1986 Disaster
Payment Program.

Briscoe County HAS NOT
been designated as eligible for
this program; however, there is a
good possibility that it will be.

All producers who expect the
yield on any program crop to be
less than 50% of their farm
payment yield must file a request

for disaster designation (ASCS-

574), report production and/or
disposition of the affected crop
by December 15, 1986. Program
crops for this purpose are wheat,
barley, oats, corn, grain sor-
ghum, cotton, soybeans and
peanuts.

The acreage of program crops
that will be eligible for disaster
pay will be the sum of the
planted acreage, on farms that

what circumstances the line
verification charge will be
