Commissioners Hold Court 
A t Two M ay Meetings

The Knox County Commissioners 
Court met twice in May, once in a 
regular meeting on May 14th and 
again in a special meeting on May 
21st. Both meetings were held at 
the Knox County Courthouse in 
Benjamin and were presided over 
by County Judge Travis Floyd.

In attendance at the May 14th 
meeting were Knox County Judge 
Travis Floyd, Commissioners 
Johnny Birkenfeld, Johnny 
McCown, Dan Godsey, Jimmy 
Urbanczyk, Sheriff Dean Homstad, 
Treasurer Rosie Ake, County 
Attorney Bobby D. Burnett, Court 
Coordinator Janet Reed and Janice 
Tolson on behalf of the Benjamin 
Ex-Students Association.

The court heard a presentation 
by Janice Tolson by the Benjamin 
Ex-Students Association to have 
the lots south of the Courthouse that 
were deeded to the County for the 
Museum, to be given to them for the 
purpose of building a pavilion and 
other improvements. After consid­
ering the matter, the Court agreed 
to look into the legalities of letting 
them make the improvements.

Brian Kuehler and David Albus 
were appointed to four year terms 
as Directors for the Rolling Plains 
Groundwater Conservation District.

Other items coming before 
the Court was the adoption of 
29C.F.R.553.24, 207(k) for Law 
Ignforcement Exemption, which

passed imanimously; the bond­
ing of Laura McCanlies for the 
Clerk’s office, which passed; the 
acceptance of the Proclamation for 
the Resolution proclaiming July 1- 
4, 2007 as The American Family 
Reunion, which passed; the open­
ing of the bids on the 2000 Ford 
Excursion. A bid of fifty two hun­
dred dollars was accepted. Bank 
bids were tabled until a Special 
Session held on May 21st. The 
court also voted unanimously to 
pay all bills and approve the finan­
cial statements.

On May 21st, the Court met in 
Special Session to consider sev­
eral items before them. In atten­
dance were County Judge Travis 
Floyd, Commissioners Johnny 
McCown, Jimmy Urbanczyk, 
Johnny Birkenfeld, Dan Godsey, 
Knox County Attorney Bobby D. 
Burnett, Sheriff Dean Homstad, 
County Clerk Annette Offiitt, 
County Treasurer Rosie Ake, 
County Court Coordinator Janet 
Reed, Chief Appraiser Mitzi Welch, 
County Tax Assessor Linda Parker, 
representatives from First National 
Bank of Munday Lyndle Reeves, 
President and Debbie Kennedy, 
Head Cashier and Sharon Cypert, 
President of Citizens Bank of Knox 
City.

The Commissioners first con­
sidered the issue of bank bids. The 
Court heard presentations from

representatives of both First National 
Bank in Munday and Citizens Bank 
in Knox City. Commissioner Godsey 
made the motion and Commissioner 
McCown seconded to stay with 
the Citizens Bank of Knox City. 
The motion failed two to three. 
Commissioner Urbanczyk made 
the motion to move the Depository 
to First National Bank in Munday. 
Commissioner Birkenfeld seconded 
and the motion carried three to two.

Knox County Tax Assessor Linda 
Parker discussed hiring extra help 
for the Tax and Appraisal District. 
It was also decided that extra help 
would work part time in the County 
Clerks Office. It passed unanimously 
to hire Laura McCanlies as this full 
time county employee.

The county also hired Robert 
Espinosa as full time Road and 
Bridge hand.

Other decisions made by the Court 
were to dismiss the Application for a 
Neighborhood Road, to move a leak­
ing ice maker from the Aging Center 
to the County Bam, and reconsider­
ing and not accepting any bids made 
on the 2000 Ford Excursion, but to 
take it to auction in Abilene. The 
Court also canvassed election votes 
at this time. No changes were needed 
and the canvass was approved.

The next Commissioners Court 
meeting will be held on June 11th 
at 1:30 p.m. at the Knox County 
Courthouse in the Assembly Room.

“Strawberry Quick” Latest 
Version O f M eth

learned o f an alarming trend in meth 
manufacturing.

Makers o f meth are adding ingredients 
such as cola, chocolate and drink mixes 
during the cooking process to cut the 
harshness o f  the drug for first time and 
younger users and to broaden its appeal 

The latest version o f methamphetamine

is ^Strawberry Quick” - the street name for  
pink, fruit-flavored methamphetamine.

Jacksboro Man Faces 
Drug Trafficking Charge

A 45-year-old Jacksboro man landed 
himself in Lake V/orth Jail last week 
for allegedly trafficking methamphet­
amine.

According to Lake Worth Police, 
Ronnie N. Smith was parked at a de­
serted Sonic Drive-In along Jacksboro 
Highway shortly before 2 a.m. May 8 
when he was apprehended.

Lake Worth Police Chief Brett Mc­
Guire credits Officer H. Freeze with 
making one of the biggest dmg busts in 
the department’s recent history.

Found in Smith’s red 1995 Pontiac 
Firebird were more than 400 grams of 
“Strawberry Quick” -  the street name 
for pink, fhiit-flavored methamphet­
amine, $1,800 cash, 100 tablets of vari­
ous prescription drugs, marijuana and 
drug paraphernalia.

“That’s a lot of dmgs for one person,” 
commented McGuire.

Other items found in Smith’s vehicle

included a laptop computer, handwrit­
ten notes, scales used to weigh narcot­
ics, small plastic bags used to package 
narcotics for resale, several credit cards 
and driver’s licenses that appeared sto­
len, several purses, cell phones, and 
other items associated with the sale of 
narcotics and ID theft, McGuire said.

“Strawberry Quick ... is a grow­
ing problem in junior high and high 
schools,” McGuire said.

“It’s pink, it actually smells like 
strawberries and it is reported to have 
a strawberry taste.”

Experts say that Strawberry Quick 
contains a powdered drink mix -  such 
as Kool-aid or Nestle’s Strawberry 
Quik -  that gives the drug its color­
ing, while the sweetness of the pow­
der makes the drug more palatable.

“These folks are using it as a market­
ing tool to make it (meth) appealing to 
the younger kids,” McGuire explained.

Freeze became suspicious after noting 
the Firebird had been parked at the fast- 
food restaurant for quite some time.

When she approached him, he ap­
peared to be passed out in the vehicle. 
Smith told her that he had too much to 
drink and had pulled over to rest.

She noted open alcohol containers 
in the car and detected the odor of al­
coholic beverage on his breath. Smith 
gave permission for a search of his per­
son and a small bag containing mari­
juana was found in his pants pocket.

After placing Smith under arrest for 
possession of marijuana, a search of his 
vehicle netted the contraband.

Smith was booked into Lake Worth 
Jail on charges of possession of con­
trolled substance (Penalty Group 1), 
over 400 grams, with the intent to de­
liver, McGuire said.

The charge is a first-degree felony, 
and because of the quantity. Smith, if 
convicted, faces mandatory jail time 
-  a minimum of five years, maximum 
of 99.

Smith was transferred Friday to Tar­
rant County Jail, where he is being held 
on $50,000 bond.

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Legislation Passes, Speaker Survives Challenges

AUSTIN - The 140 day reg­
ular session of the 80th Texas 
Legislature ended on May 28.

The House and Senate com­
pleted the essential task of set­
tling on a budget - $153 billion 
- covering fiscal years 2008- 
2009.

The state budget for 2008- 
2009 includes a set-aside of 
$7.5 billion for property tax re­
lief in 2010-2011.Command­
ing the bulk of attention, how­

ever, was House Speaker Tom 
Craddick’s battle to withstand 
challenges to his authority in 
the final days of the session.

Members from both major 
political parties cited parlia­
mentary precedents and House 
rules in attempts to be recog­
nized on the House floor so 
they could move to conduct a 
vote to vacate the chair.

Had such a motion been 
recognized and a vote taken, 
Craddick, R-Midland, might 
have been forced to step 
down. Then members could 
have elected another speaker 
to serve out the remainder of 
the session.

Three days before the 
session’s end. Parliamentar­
ian Denise Davis and Deputy 
Parliamentarian Chris Griesel, 
who had advised Craddick all 
session long, abruptly resigned 
their posts.

A short time later, Craddick 
appointed former state Reps. 
Terry Keel and Ron Wilson 
as parliamentarian and deputy 
parliamentarian, respectively. 
The pair guided Craddick 
through a maze of questions 
from the floor.

Craddick, Keel and Wilson 
ran down the clock, repeatedly 
responding to members with 
rulings that it is the speaker’s 
absolute right to choose to 
recognize or not recognize a 
member to make a motion. In 
effect, “You will not be recog­
nized to make that motion,” 
was the pat response. Attempts 
to be recognized subsided as 
lawmakers saw the opportuni­
ty to pass legislation slipping 
away.

Craddick said he plans to 
run for a fourth term as speak­
er, but he will face competi­
tion. The list of House mem­

bers who have expressed a 
desire to succeed Craddick 
includes Republican Reps. 
Fred Hill of Richardson, Jim 
Keffer of Eastland, Jim Pitts of 
Waxahachie, Robert Talton of 
Pasadena and Brian McCall of 
Plano, and Democratic Reps. 
Senffonia Thompson and 
Speaker Pro Tempore Sylves­
ter Turner, both of Houston.

The 81st Legislature will 
convene in January 2009. 
Craddick and challengers will 
have 18 months to get promis­
es of support from colleagues.

Major legislation gains 
passage

Despite time lost in efforts 
to unseat Craddick, legislators 
still managed to push through 
and pass about 1,500 bills. 
Here are the effects of a few of 
them:
• A water plan benefiting 
Houston, Dallas, San Antonio

and other thirsty metro areas 
and giving rural areas some 
control over interbasin water 
transfers.
• A $425 minimum pay in­
crease for public school teach­
ers and a set of standards that 
if met can qualify a teacher for 
an additional raise.
• Funding for the Childrens 
Health Insurance Program will 
give coverage to an additional 
127,000 children.
• Enhanced felony charges 
possible for owners of dogs 
that attack other people.
• Elective Bible education 
classes for schools that have 
enough students who express 
an interest in taking them.
• A toll road bill that puts a 
two-year hold on construction 
of the Trans Texas Corridor 
project but allows the planning 
to continue, while granting lo­
cal and regional toll authorities

control over their own road 
projects.
• Random steroid testing of 
Texas high school athletes.
• A requirement for all public 
schools to have at least one 
automated external defibrilla­
tor on campus.
• More than $200 million for 
additional law enforcement 
officers and technology to aid 
in border and homeland secu­
rity operations.
• Constitutional amendment 
letting voters decide in No­
vember if the Legislature 
should be required to record 
each member’s vote on final 
passage of substantive bills.
• Constitutional amendment 
letting voters decide in No­
vember if the state of Texas 
should borrow $3 billion for 
cancer research over the next 
decade. Deadline for the gov­
ernor to veto bills is June 17.

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Humane Society Going 
To The Dogs

How many of you think of 

the Humane Society of the 
United States as a benevolent 
benign group whose focus is 
to rescue, care for, and/or hu­
manely dispose of the hundreds 
of thousands of unwanted dogs 
and cats? So did I.

I have always looked at them 
with respect and lent my sup­
port. I am saddened to see their 
transformation into a radical 
animal rights group now aligned 
with PETA and the Farm Sanc­
tuary.

They are by far the wealthiest 
non-profit animal rights group. 
In 2005 they dedicated $11 
million (9.2% of their budget) 
to “campaigns, legislation and 
litigation,” and $28 million to 
“Regional and local programs.” 
I have seen them in action in my

state.
Why have they taken the ac­

tivist approach? Money. They 
have so much and greed is ad­
dictive.

They display the mask of 
their kindly historical image as 
they continue to seek donations 
and invest their cash.

But behind the puppy face, 
they appear to have a darker 
agenda -  eliminating animal ag­
riculture as we know it.

If they were truly concerned 
about improving the welfare of 
food animals it would be logical 
to assume they might build their 
own hog farm or veal bam.

They could spend some of 
their wealth and effort into try­
ing to understand the complex­
ity of producing food at a price 
affordable to the masses, and 
improve it if they could. Then,

at least, they would have some 
credibility with the produc­
ers they are trying to put out of 
business.

But they are basically a big 
money bully corporation. And 
it has become clear that they are 
not trying to improve modem 
animal agriculture, they are try­
ing to eradicate it.

In my discussions with rep­
resentatives of the anti’s, I have 
observed they have very little 
knowledge, much less experi­
ence in the businesses and meth­
ods they are trying to destroy. I 
would be embarrassed for them 
if they were not so shamelessly 
righteous.

Jesus said about lawyers; 
“...Woe unto you also, ye 

lawyers! for ye lade men with 
burdens grievous to be borne, 
and ye yourselves touch not the 
burdens with one of your fin­
gers.”
