The Cotton Pickin’ Wonder
Area farmers were intro­

duced last week to progressive 
cotton harvesting equipment 
when a Case IH Module Express 
625 was delivered to a Knox 
County farmer who purchased 
the machine earlier through 
Parker Implement in Munday. 
The equipment was viewable at 
Parker Implement upon arrival 
in Knox County, and later, was 
seen in action in one of the new 
owner’s fields. What makes the 
Module Express 625 so unique? 
It builds cotton modules while 
simultaneously picking cotton. 
The standard method of picking 
cotton involves the convention­
al six row cotton picker pick­
ings the cotton, which is then 
dumped into a boll buggy. The 
buggy is then taken to the mod­
ule builder once full, and made 
into a module, which is then 
moved by truck to the gin.

The Module Express 625 can 
do the job of at least one module 
builder, one' boll buggy and two 
tractors in its innovative design. 
This cuts costs from extra em­
ployees and fuel dramatically

Since the 625 builds gin- 
ner-friendly modules, the gins 
are not out any money making

Case IH Module
modifications to accept these 
modules built by the Case ma­
chine.

There are currently only 47 
Case IH Module Express 625s 
in the United States and only 
one in the Knox County area. It 
is currently not a regular sales 
item, and there are not anymore 
available. According to Ricky 
Ake, sales manager at Parker 
Implement in Munday, where 
the machine was purchased, 
other farmers are interested in

Express 625
the machine, but more won’t be 
available until next year. They 
will most likely be built to order 
for the time being. Cost for the 
machine runs about $150,000 
more than the conventional six- 
row picker. While this is the first 
year that the machine is avail­
able for retail sale, it has been 
tested for about four years. Last 
year. Case IH ran about thirty 
of the pickers in field trials, ac­
cording to Ake.

Strong Econom y W ill A llow  State To Give Tax Credit In 2008

AUSTIN - About 370,000 
employers in Texas will re­
ceive an estimated $170 mil­
lion in surplus state tax cred­
its next year. Gov, Rick Perry 
said.

A strong Texas economy 
pushed the state Unemploy­
ment Compensation Trust 
Fund to a $376.7 million sur­
plus, Perry announced Oct. 9.

For the second year in a 
row the trust fund’s ceiling 
has been exceeded, enabling 
the state to return excess taxes

back to employers. Perry said.
Eligible Texas employers 

filing quarterly unemploy­
ment tax reports will receive a 
tax credit beginning with their 
first quarter 2008 tax return.

To receive the credit, em­
ployers must meet eligibility 
requirements, including hav­
ing payroll during 2007 and 
having paid all taxes due.

Report details water 
pollution

Goals o f  the federal Clean 
Water Act o f  1972 are to elim­
inate discharge o f  pollutants 
into waterways and make those 
waterways safe for swimming 
and fishing.

'But in 2005, more than 53 
percent o f  industrial and mu­
nicipal facilities across the 
state discharged more pollu-. 
tion into waterways than their 
Clean Water Act permits al­
low.

That statistic comes from 
“Troubled Waters: An Analy­

sis o f  Clean Water Compli­
ance,” a new report released 
Oct. 11 by Environment Texas, 
an Austin-based non-profit.

“As the Clean Water Act 
turns 35, polluters continue 
to foul our rivers, lakes and 
streams,” said Brad Hicks o f  
Environment Texas.

“With so many facilities 
dumping so much pollution, 
no one should be surprised that 
more than half o f Texas water­
ways are unsafe for swimming 
and fishing. But we should be 
outraged.”

Environment Texas used 
the federal Freedom o f Infor­
mation Act to obtain data on 
facilities’ compliance with the 
Clean Water Act between Jan. 
1 and Dec. 31, 2005. Environ­
ment Texas researchers found 
that:

• Texas had 318 facilities, 
more than any other state, 
report exceedances o f  their 
Clean Water Act permits.

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These facilities reported a total 
o f 1,340 exceedances.

• Facilities in Texas often 
exceeded their Clean Water 
Act permits by extraordinary 
amounts.

On average, facilities ex­
ceeding their permits did so by 
143 percent, nearly 2.5 times 
the legal limit.

• Polluters in Texas reported 
64 instances in which they ex­
ceeded their Clean. Water Act 
permit by at least 500 percent 
over the legal limit.

“Over the last three and a 
half decades, this landmark 
environ-mental law has made 
significant improvements in 
water quality, but the original 
goals have yet to be met,” ac­
cording to Environment Tex­
as.

Dallas-based TXU Corp. on 
Oct. 11 announced its merger 
agreement with Texas Energy

Future Holdings Limited Part­
nership, a group o f private in­
vestors who reportedly paid 
$32 billion.

The power company is now 
doing business as Energy Fu­
ture Holdings Corp. Shares o f  
TXU common stock ceased 
trading at the close o f the mar­
ket Oct. 10 and will be delist­
ed.

A  Woman's Work Is Never Done

He was a good Dakota 
rancher with the stubborn Nor­
wegian determination that al­
lowed him to break even in the 
unforgiving country north of 
Mobridge.

He raised four children on 
the ranch. They were his cow­
boys, farm hands, truck driv­
ers, fence builders and horse 
breakers.

They also learned to cook, 
sew, can fruit, butcher and do 
laundry. They were all girls.

I, Baxter Black, have known 
many farm and ranch families 
who have had only daughters 
or the girls were better help 
than the sons.

Most dads handle it well 
and soon realize a girl can run 
a hay baler, a squeeze chute or 
spirited horse as well as a boy. 
But it’s a different relation­
ship.

There’s always his nervous 
worry that maybe she won’t 
be able to do it, that his ex­
pectations are too high. In the 
daughter’s case, she actually 
tries harder, and usually be­
comes better to prove herself 
qualified in his eyes.

Anyway, the daughters of 
our good Dakota rancher grew 
up and all married men with 
no cow knowledge or cowboy 
skills. They’d have even made 
poor chore boys.

But all the girls lived close 
enough to the home place to be 
able to come help dad during 
the branding, shipping and fall 
work.

The modules built by the 
machine are 8 foot by 8 foot by 
16 foot that loads individually. 
Standard modules run 32 foot 
in length, that being the only 
difference, but a difference that 
does not add any alterations or 
expense for the gin.

The picker also has a video 
monitor that allows the operator 
to view production in the mod­
ule chamber and also a rear view 
behind the machine. This allows 
the operator to view the ejection 
of the module from the driver’s 
seat while never leaving the ma­
chine. A third camera option is 
available for close quarter op­
eration around drainage ditches 
and fence, for example. A yield 
monitor is also in cab and pro­
vides pounds harvested bales per 
acre and module weight. Fields 
can also be mapped for produc­
tion records, and according to 
Ake, operation of these tools is 
simple to learn.

The machine, while quite 
large with a dry weight of 51,000 
to 52,000 pounds, is still very 
nimble and easy to maneuver, 
said Ake.

The fuel efficient machine 
can easily harvest 12 hours on 
one 200 gallon tank of fuel, ac­
cording to the Case IH website.

Some minor tweaks have been 
made to the machine brought 
into Knox County by the new 
owner, once the picker was in 
the field. Beginning weight 
for the modules were at 9,000 
pounds, said Ake, but after some 
computer changes, the mod­
ules were weighing in excess of 
11,000 pounds. Preliminary gin 
information from the first few 
bales of cottorf produced by the 
machine were at 37.5% -38% 
turnout of clean lint, Ake said.

If there is one question that 
is typically on the mind of 
pastors it is this, “Why don’t 
more people come to church?”

o f  the Texas Utilities Code. In addition, the Company seeks to recover all o f  
its rate case expenses and all city rate case expenses as allowed by law. The 
exact amount w ill not be known until the case is completed.

Police recovered two iPods, credit cards, car radios, and two base­
ball bats from them, DeSpain said.

Buddy! Got
Change For A  Million P”
This story out o f Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania, kind o f echoes this one 

that happened in March of 2004.
A man went shopping at a supermarket there on October 6 when 

he handed a million-dollar bill to a cashier.
But when the Giant Eagle employee refused and a manager con­

fiscated the phony seven-figure note, the man got extremely angry, 
according to police.

The man slammed an electronic funds-transfer machine into the 
counter and reached for a scanner gun, police said. (Was he going to 
point it at the cashier? Scanner guns don’t shoot bullets, you know!)

Police arrested the man, who was not carrying ID and has refused 
to give his name to authorities.

As o f this writing, he is being held in the Allegheny County Jail.
Since 1969, the $100 has been the largest bill in circulation. The 

U.S. Bureau o f Engraving and Printing does not print and never has 
printed a million-dollar bill.

Police think that the bogus bill seized at the supermarket may have 
come from a Dallas, Texas-based ministry.

In 2006, the ministry distributed thousands o f religious pamphlets 
with a picture o f President Grover Cleveland on a million-dollar 
bill.

A man in Bartlesville, Oklahoma, learned the hard way that giving 

a cop a “wet willie” after his arrest on October 4 was a bad idea.
Court records state that the man, identified as 38-year-old Louis 

Carlos Perales, had another assault-and-battery-on-a-police-officer 
charge added to his rap sheet after he put his finger in his mouth and 
then into an officer’s ear.

Perales was already under arrest for threats to kill and public in­
toxication at the time of the incident.

According to police, officers were called out to a residence on 
the 200 block o f N. W. Mistletoe in reference to a domestic assault. 
Officers were told that the suspect was not currently at the residence 
but was on his way there.

Officers saw Perales exit a white SUV and “immediately started 
crowding” an officer. The report indicates that Perales was “loud, 
belligerent, and uttering a steady stream of profanity towards his 
wife.” Police allege that Perales told his wife “You better be gone 
when I get out because I’m going to kill you,” in Spanish.

Perales’ wife told police that problems started when her husband 
was drinking at a party in Caney, Kansas.

He reportedly began threatening other party guests before going 
into a rage, pulling her hair and tossing her around. She said that 
she left Perales at the party. When she found out that another family 
member was bringing him home, she called the cops.
