AUSTIN - Hurricane Dolly
hit the Texas coast at South
Padre Island on July 22, caus-
ing wind damage, power out-
ages and flooding that affected
an estimated 1.5 million peo-
ple.

Levees along the Rio Grande
withstood rains of up to 12
inches that pelted the region.

Gov. Rick Perry "pre-de-
ployed" a wide range of state
agencies and other aid-pro-
viding groups to South Texas
communities before the hurri-
cane made landfall.

On July 23 the governor

tion from President George W.
Bush. U.S. Sens. Kay Bailey
Hutchison and John Cornyn
backed Perry up by asking the
president to expedite assis-
tance from FEMA, the Federal
Emergency Management
Agency.

On July 24, Bush signed
a Major Presidential Disaster
Declaration covering Aransas,

Bexar, Brooks, Calhoun,
Cameron, Hidalgo, Jim Wells,
Kenedy, Kleberg, Nueces,

Refugio, San Patricio, Starr,
Victoria and Willacy counties.

Dolly weakened to a tropi-
cal depression on July 24, but
dumped heavy rains on Laredo
and Eagle Pass on its way
west.

An early estimate of proper-

' ty and infrastructure damages

was $750 million.
Grand Jury Indicts Ranch
Suspects

Texas Attorney General

Greg Abbott on July 22 an-
nounced the Schleicher County
grand jury had that day issued
indictments containing nine
counts of sexual assault, biga-
my and related charges against
six suspects associated with
the Yearning For Zion ranch
compound near Eldorado.
Warren Jeffs, leader of the
polygamist sect that occupies
the ranch, was charged with
sexually assaulting a child,
a first-degree felony. Jeffs is
incarcerated in Arizona and

awaiting trial on separate
charges.
Also indicted were four

other suspects charged with
felony sexual assault of girls
under age 17. One of the four
suspects was charged with
bigamy.

Yet another suspect was
charged with three counts of
failure to report child abuse.

The indictments are part of
a criminal investigation com-

In early April, after hearing
allegations of child abuse at the
ranch, a San Angelo state dis-
trict judge ordered law enforce-
ment and state agency person-
nel to take custody of more
than 400 children who resided
on the 1,700-acre property.

Nearly two months later,
Judge Barbara Walther rescind-
ed her order after an Austin state
appellate court and the Texas
Supreme Court found insuf-
ficient evidence to merit state
intervention at the level imple-
mented. The children soon after
were returned to their parents.

New Secretary Of State Is
Named

Gov. Perry on July 23 named
Esperanza "Hope" Andrade of
San Antonio as Texas' 107th
secretary of state.

The secretary serves as the
state's chief elections officer,
the governor's liaison on border
and Mexican affairs and Texas'
chief protocol officer for state
and international matters.

In 2003, Perry appoint-
ed Andrade to the Texas
Transportation =~ Commission,
the body that oversees the Texas
Department of Transportation.

Andrade succeeds Phil
Wilson, who served from July
1, 2007, to July 6,2008. Wilson
resigned to accept a position
with Luminant, a Dallas-based
energy company.

Clothing Tax Holiday
Coming Up

Texas Comptroller Susan
Combs reminds shoppers they
will get a break from state and

local sales taxes Aug. 15-17 in
the annual sales tax holiday.

A law passed by the Texas
Legislature in 2007 exempts
most clothing and footwear
priced under $100 from sales
and use taxes. Backpacks un-
der $100 and used by elemen-
tary and secondary students
also are exempt. Not included
are luggage, briefcases, ath-
letic, duffie or gym bags, com-
puter bags, purses or framed
backpacks.

State Executes Third
Prisoner

Derrick Sonnier, 40, was
executed by lethal injection on
July 23 for the 1991 murder
of a woman and her 2-year-
old son. Sonnier was the third
Texas death row inmate to be
executed in the current year.
The state of Texas also ex-
ecuted convicted murderers,
Carlton Turner, 29, on July 10'
and Karl Chamberlain, 37, on
June 11.

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Texas Counties Are Among the
Top Spenders of Medicare Money

Dallas, TO (July 24, 2000) O
Texas is right behind Florida and
California in spending Medicare
dollars and some Texas coun-
ties are among the highest in the
nation, according to a study by
the National Center for Policy
Analysis.

Medicare, the federal insur-
ance program for the elderly
and the disabled, spent [(1]200
per beneficiary, on the average,
in 2005.
average spending was EDEDJ
Seven Texas counties spent
more than [10,000.

“If Medicare spending in
every county in the country
were no greater than spending
in the lowest spending coun-
ties, Medicare’s budget would
be cut by ,one-fourth,” said
Andrew Rettenmaier, the econo-
mist who co-authored the study.
Rettenmaier is a NCPA senior
fellow and is the executive as-
sociate director at the Private
Enterprise Research Center at
Texas ACJM [niversity.

Previous studies have found
wide variations in Medicare
spending that appear to have no
impact on the health of patients.
The NCPA study attempts to ex-
plain spending patterns in terms
of the demographic characteris-
tics of patients (age, gender, race
and health status), and health
care market factors affecting the
cost of care. However, the study
finds that even after identify-
ing the effects of these factors,
Texas continues to be one of the
high cost states[]

Overall, Medicare spending
in Texas was [1.billion above
the amount that could be ex-
plained by either patient charac-
teristics, or cost conditions.

This-amountsito-L6[T]above
expected spending per patient,
on the average.

More than half of all Texas
counties are in the top 20 per-
cent of counties in terms of ex-

cess Medicare spending nation-
wide.

For the state as a whole,
Texas has more unexplained
spending than any other state.
Some examples[]

In Harris County (Houston),
spending was nearly (1,200 per
retiree greater than expected
based on the county’s Medicare
population.

O InDallas County, spend-
ing was about (1,051 higher
than expected per retiree.

While the study found that
many Texas counties appear to
be spending more than expect-
ed, based on their costs and pa-
tient characteristics, other Texas
counties appear to be spending
less than expected(]

El Paso County spent [9(T]
less than expected.

Ovalde County spent (122
less than expected.

“There are definite region-
al pockets of low and high
cost Medicare spending,” said
Rettenmaier. “[Ither causes be-
sides those we studied are at
play.”

While health economists
tend to view geographical varia-
tions in spending as a source of
waste, these results may not be
bad from a Texas point of view.

“There may be a silver lining
in this for some Texas communi-
ties,” said NCPA president John
Goodman. “Texas gets far less
than its fair share from Medicaid,
the federal-state health program
for the poor. Maybe we are mak-
ing up the shortfall with extra
Medicare dollars.”

In 2004, Texas had 10.0
percent of the nation’s poverty
population but received only six
percent of federax Medlcald dol-
lars.

Final Order Announced
In CRP Ciritical Feed

Use Lawsuit

Washington, DC 0
Congressman Mac Thornberry
today provided the following
comments on the [Inited States
District Court for the Western
District of Washington’s Urder
entering a permanent injunction
affecting the [1.S. Department
of Agriculture’s (JSDA) man-
agement of the Conservation
Reserve Program’s Critical
Feed [se initiative.

“The Judge found that the
OSDA violated the National
Environmental Policy - Act
(NEPA) when they decided, on
thebasis oftheir ‘Environmental
Evaluation,” that the Critical
Feed Use initiative would have
no significant adverse envi-
ronmental consequences, and
accordingly concluded that a
more stringent Environmental
Assessment or Environmental
Impact Statement was not
necessary,” said Thornberry.
“Fortunately for the many
landowners and ranchers who
relied on the [OSDA’s actions,
the Judge also ‘grandfathered
in’ their participation in the
program.”

According to the Permanent
Injunction, applicants for the
Critical Feed [se initiative
(CFO) who had applied and
been approved for participa-
tion on or before .entry of the
initial temporary restraining
order (TRU) on July [J 200C]
are grandfathered and may
participate in the CFO as the
program was announced, with
the originally stated November

- 10 ending date for haying and

grazing.

Applicants who had applied
but not been approved before
entry of the initial TR, and
who have been or will be ap-
proved subsequently for par-
ticipation in the CF[J, will be
permitted to participate but
must end haying activity by
September [0 and grazing ac-
tivity by [lctober 15.

Anyone who applies to par-
ticipate in the CF[J and can dem-
onstrate detrimental reliance,
by having expended [4,500 or
more, may be approved for and
participate in the CF[J but also
must end haying activity by
September [0 and grazing ac-
tivity by Clctober 15.

There will be no reduction in
CRP rental payments for those
participating in the CF[J.

The clock for managed hay-
ing and grazing will be restart-
ed for any participant who hays
or grazes under the CF[.

“Naturally, I would have
liked to see the injunction lifted
entirely, because I continue to
believe that individual prop-
erty owners are the best stew-
ards of the land,” concluded
Congressman Thornberry. “But
given the circumstances, pre-
serving the contracts of those
individuals who honestly relied
on the [JSDA’s actions is prob-
ably the best result that could
be obtained.”

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Texans Send Letter To USDASay Loss
Of Conservation Reserve Program
Critical Feed Use ProgramWill
Severely Disrupt Livestock Production

Washington, DC -
Congressman Mac Thornberry
(TX-13) announced that he and
other Members of the Texas
Congressional Delegation have
written to encourage the U.S.
Department of Agriculture to lift
a judge's temporary' restraining
order against the Conservation
Reserve Program Critical Feed
Use Program.

"More than 1,000 applications
representing more than 218,000
acres have already been grant-
ed to producers in our region,"
noted the Congressmen. "All of
these decisions were based on a
good-faith contract."

"Much of the land in our re-
gion is experiencing extremely
dry conditions, and the threat
of fire on the dry grasslands is
very high and very real," said
Thornberry. "The Critical Feed
Use program afforded producers
the ability to reduce the threat
of fire through responsible hay-
ing and grazing and, therefore,
be conscientious stewards of the
land."

. On Tuesday, July 8, a fed-
eral judge in Seattle stopped the

emergency federal program that
allows grazing and hay produc-
tion on millions of acres of farm-
land nationwide that had been set
aside for conservation.

The injunction ordered by
U.S. District Judge John C.
Coughenour could affect 24 mil-
lion acres of conservation lands
across the country, including
grasslands in Texas.

Coughenour ordered the tem-
porary restraining order after
a suit was filed by the National
Wildlife Federation and six affili-
ates over the U.S. Department of
Agriculture's (USDA) decision
in May to allow grazing and hay
production on land now protected
under the federal Conservation
Reserve Program (CRP).

The program, begun in 1985,
pays farmers across the country
not to plant fragile lands, and to
return them to native grasses and
vegetation.

The letter to U.S. Secretary
of Agriculture Ed Schafer
was signed by Thornberry
and Representatives Randy
Neugebauer (TX-19) and K.
Michael Conaway (TX-11).

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Skyrocketing Fuel Prices Mean Turbulence
for Airlines and Passengers

The average Texas family

now spends around $100 to fill
up its truck or SUV, so imagine
the financial burden confronting
our nation's air carriers, as they
struggle to fuel their fleets amid
soaring energy costs - a 737 air-
craft burns more than 885 gallons
of jet fuel per hour at cruising al-
titude. If fuel costs continue to
climb - and without enactment
of a balanced energy policy that
includes domestic production,
they will - the capacity usage
of our domestic air carriers will
diminish further, and affordable
air travel will become a luxury of
the past.
. Our nation's major airlines
report that fuel now accounts for
a whopping 40 percent of their
operating costs. Houston-based
Continental Airlines was spend-
ing $84.99 per second on fuel
in February 2007. Now, their
fuel costs have skyrocketed to
$168.76 per second. As energy
prices hover around $130 a bar-
rel, our nation's airlines are fore-
cast to collectively spend $61.2
‘billion on jet fuel this year - $20
billion more than in 2007 - caus-
ing carriers to incur $10 billion
in losses.

Since December 2007, eight
airlines have gone out of business
and two others filed for bankrupt-
cy. Itis very difficult for airlines
to break even - let alone turn a
profit - in this economic climate.
The Air Transport Association
reported that in the first quarter
0f 2008, average net loss reached
a staggering $10.89 per passen-
ger. As a result, airlines have
taken cost-saving measures,
including limiting the number
of flights on various routes and
replacing large-capacity aircraft
with smaller planes, thereby cut-
ting the number of seats in order
to conserve fuel. The decrease in
supply of seats will drive up pas-
senger airfare.

Smaller cities in Texas, rely-
ing on regional jet service are be-
ing hit particularly hard. Because
of the cost of jet fuel, the smaller
aircraft, some carrying as few as
50 passengers, are not generat-
ing enough revenue to justify the
flights. Wichita Falls, for exam-
ple, is set to lose more than half
its daily flights when American
Eagle downsizes its schedule
from seven flights a day to three.
American Eagle has announced
similar service reductions for
’Longv1ew Tyler, and Waco.

:1 Continental will cut service
to Abilene, San Angelo, and

Airline experts report that,

by fall, passengers will feel the
capacity cuts in larger airports as
well, with Bush International in
Houston expected to lose almost
12 percent of its seats, and an 8
percent cut slated for Dallas-Fort
Worth.

In addition to higher airfare,
diminished capacity will re-
sult in sweeping job losses. On
July 17, Continental reported it
will eliminate 3,000 jobs in the
fall, and American recently an-
nounced a 6,800 person reduc-
tion by November.

The airlines are taking ad-
ditional steps to mitigate the ef-
fects of the fuel price crisis. They
are swapping older aircraft with
newer, more energy efficient
models that burn less jet fuel.
Airlines are also retrofitting ex-
isting aircraft to be more fuel ef-
ficient. To reduce fuel consump-
tion in flight, airlines are remov-
ing heavy ovens when they are
not needed, and are turning to

light-weight meal and beverage -

carts to help lighten planes.

The impending crisis in the
airline industry is one more rea-
son we need a balanced plan that
will help bring down fuel prices
by increasing domestic produc-
tion. Congress must meet the
airlines' fuel savings efforts with
a forward-looking energy policy
to address the underlying issue
of demand for oil outpacing sup-
ply.

Congress should first reverse
the outdated and punitive mora-
torium on off-shore drilling and
open up the Outer Continental
Shelf for exploration. The
President recently lifted the ex-
ecutive ban, but Congress has
yet to do so. Several recent na-
tional polls indicate that over 70
percent of Americans support in-
creased domestic production.

Furthermore, we must bolster
American oil production with
clean renewable sources, in-
cluding nuclear, solar, and wind
power. Lastly, we must work to
conserve the energy we do have,
and continue to encourage tech-
nology and innovation through
tax incentives.

For each dollar increase of
the price of a barrel of oil, every
family with a motor vehicle is
hit hard and each airlines' costs
go up by approximately $45 mil-
lion. It is clear that Congress
must come together and take ac-
tion now. The consequences of
inaction are sky high.
