Proposed Water Tax Goxqq Regains Possession of School Building 
Bill Explained

It was 1970 and the first 

water was taken out of the 
dam to the citizens of Knox & 
Haskell Counties. Because of 
the NC70 and later NC 74, Bond 
Issues passed in 1969 to build 
the Miller Dam and then tax the 
water that was drained into the 
townships to repay the original 
costs of the project (3.4 million 
for the initial project which 
was the NC70 Bond amount & 
a supplemental $265,000 later- 
covered by NC74).

The last payment on those 
bond issues will be made in 2010, 
which is just around the comer, 
a few flips of the calendar away. 
So, when a debt is paid off, it is 
time to quit making payments, 
right? That is what some would 
think, which is why the issue has 
come up for the people’s voice 
to be heard.

The North Central Texas 
Municipal Water Authority has 
proposed that the member cities 
of the Water Authority (Munday, 
Goree, Knox City & Haskell) 
continue to pay this tax, even after 
the Bond issue expires. This tax 
money will then be ciphered into 
a “just in case” fund and be used

for any repairs of deterioration 
on the dam, malfunctions or 
up-keep that may come in the| 
future. The tax will also ensure j 
the member cities water rates 
will remain consistent and not 
fluctuate because of unforeseen j 
problems.

This tax will not affect 
member cities very much as 
of what they are paying now. 
Each city has the right to put a j 
surcharge on their water, which j 
is not part of this tax bondj 
proposition. There are 7 other: 
townships, which get water out 
of the Miller Creek deal, but are ■ 
at the mercy of fluxuation (yet, 
as of now, the charge seems to 
equal out the same for members 
and non-member cities because 
of the tax versus the extra charge 
for non-members).

The M&O Tax proposition, 
as the continuation on the Bond 
tax is called will be kept at $.10/ 
unit, and will continue as long as 
the Miller Creek dam is in tact. 
There is no end date.

The public has a voice in 
whether to continue to pay this 
tax or go to a open ended pay

Parents Talk Back to Pharma

The most dramatic moment 
for the 70 doctors and 200 spec­
tators attending June FDA hear­
ings about approving new psy­
chiatric drugs for children came 
when two bereaved mothers ap­
proached the open mike. i

Liza Ortiz of Austin, Texas, 
told tii'e"advisory panel her 13- 
year-old son died of Seroquel 
toxicity in an ICU days after be­
ing put on the antipsychotic. "His 
hands twisted in ways I never 
thought possible," she said.

Next was Mary Kitchens of 
Bandera, Texas, who described 
Seroquel's lasting effects on her 
13-year-old son Evan after being 
given the antipsychotic without 
her knowledge or permission by 
a residential treatment center.

But for Kitchens the most 
dramatic moment came after the 
hearings when she approached 
Dr. Robert Temple, the FDA's 
director of the Office of Drug 
Evaluation, who had officiated 
on the panel.

"Can I show you the stamp 
on these Seroquel samples that 
proves my son was given an 
unapproved drug in 2CK)3?" she 
asked him, displaying the origi­
nal drug packaging, which she 
also showed at open mike. "The 
panel is considering whether 
these drugs should be approved 
for children--and I can show you 
they've been marketed to kids 
for years!"

"I'm sorry, ma'am —I can’t 
talk to you," replied Temple, 
making a quick getaway.

Tf 44-year-old Kitchens 
seems angry, she is.

"The committee was will­
ing to talk 'openly' with report­
ers who quite frankly did not 
know what questions to ask, 
but a mom who traveled 1,3(X) 
miles was not allowed to ask one 
simple question at the press con­
ference! The vote was already 
in and I was completely devas­
tated realizing that every child in 
America is going to be affected 
by this. That's why I followed 
Dr. Temple down the hall," she 
says.

The Psychopharmacologic 
Dmgs Advisory Committee 
considered in June approval 
of three "atypical antipsychot­
ic" drugs for use in children: 
AstraZeneca's Seroquel (quetia- 
pine) for the acute treatment of 
schizophrenia in adolescents 13 
to 17, acute treatment of bipolar 
mania in children 10 to 12 and 
adolescents 13 to 17; Pfizer's 
GeTodon (ziprasidone) for the 
acute treatment of manic or 
mixed episodes associated with

bipolar disorder, with or without 
psychotic features, in children 
and adolescents ages 10 to 17 
and Eli Lilly's Zyprexa (olan­
zapine) for the acute treatment of 
manic or mixed episodes associ­
ated with bipolar 1 disorder and 
I acute treatment of schizophrenia 
in adolescents. The committee 
ultimately voted to approw' the 
drugs.

But, according to Kitchens, 
who admits to calling the FDA 
"almost every’ day," bipolar 
disorder and schizophrenia in 
children are not even found in 
the Diagnostic and Statistical 
Manual of Mental Disorders. 
"I ask them how can there be 
hearings to approve drugs for a 
diagnosis that is not even recog­
nized?" she says. "I understand 
off-label mai'keting and off-label 
prescribing. But now we have 
off-label diagnosing!"

Kitchens'* first radicalizing

Kirsten Gillibrand's 
Washington, D.C., office. Miller 
also began hearing from oth­
er parents, including those in 
whose children Singulair was 
producing bipolar and ADHD 
symptoms.

The tsunami of ask-your- 
doctor drug advertising that be­
gan in 1997 is only one reason 
branded children's dmgs are 
selling like breakfast cereal  ̂
Another is the desirability to the 
pharaiaceutical industry of the 
child "customer"—easily admin­
istered drugs by parents, doc­
tors and teachers —and likely to 
stay on them for life, if started 
young.

But the biggest reason for 
the rash to medicate childrens 
say health policy analysts, eveii 
with dmgs known to be danger­
ous, is private funding for expen­
sive, possibly unnecessary drugs 
is evaporating and the pharma­
ceutical industry has turned to 
public funds to satisfy stock­
holders. A practice Kitchens and 
other irate moms says has gone 
on long enough.

BACKYARD ANIMAL HUSBANDRY
The phenomenon of Backyard Animal Husbandly' is 

spreading among urban folks with no farm background. They are 
choosing to raise fowl and small mammals to eat! The economy 
is the main factor but it apparently appeals to the “Homegrown 
is Better” mentality.

This rediscovery of the truth in the human/animal 
relationship must be agitating to the animal rights groups who 
have spent millions brainwashing the young and gullible, that 
raising animals to eat is somehow abnormal.

But, as the animal rightists are discovering, people aren’t 
stupid. The new urban animal husbandry men are only two 
generations from grandmas that milked cows, butchered their 
own hog, raised chickens to eat and made their own sausage. 
Even if these urban newcomers only do it for a couple of years 
they will learn the importance of proper nutrition, parasite 
control, vaccinations and manure management.

Not that we didn’t already 
know Velva Coffee, who lived 
four miles away -  maybe tlnee. 
She was the wife of Lockwood, 
who was the cousin of the 
father of my friend Sue with 
whom 1 shared a great-aunt 
and great-uncle, Hallie and 
George. Family connections 
aside, Velva took on an eerie 
extra dimension when she 
arrived solo at our place to

dowse for wnter. At least that’s 
how it seemed to me, fairy tale 
aficionado.

A linguistic aside: For the 
first time ever I heard “witch” 
double as a noun and a verb. 
Life is full of surprises like that 
when you’re 5.

For a divining rod, Velva 
used a forked peach tree limb 
trom the orchard. Daddy got it 
for her, trimming it some vvith 
his pocketknife.

The brush couldn’t work because 
the chimney top wouldn’t come 
off.

The son from Whiteface

move the chimney top). The 
proper decision was to use every 
handyman’s favorite tools: 
WD40 and waiting.
It worked, as always. The top 
came off, the brush went down, 
the chimney was cleaned from 
roof top into the stove.

I t’s Everyone’s Business Campaign Targets Financial Exploitation

Adult Protective Services 
(APS), a division of the 
Department of Family and 
Protective Services (DFPS), is 
partnering with banks and other 
groups to educate the public 
about financial exploitation 
of the elderly and people with 
disabilities.

This month, financial 
institutions across Texas are 
hanging APS posters in offices 
to educate their employees on 
the signs of exploitation, such 
as:
Sudden changes in bank accounts 
or banking practices.

Unexplained or unexpected 
withdrawals of large sums of 
money.

Adding names to an elderly 
or disabled person’s ' bank 
signature card.

Unfamiliar people
accompanying bank customers 
to withdraw large sums.

Unauthorized withdrawals 
of funds using an ATM card or 
sudden transfers of assets.

Sudden changes in financial 
document.

Unpaid bills despite having

adequate money.
Sudden appearance of

previously uninvolved relatives 
claiming rights to a person’s 
affairs and possessions.

Abuse of power of
attorney.

APS is also distributing 
brochures and other materials 
that provide tips on how Texans 
can protect themselves and some 
clear examples of exploitation. 
And, APS is holding conferences 
in many communities to further 
understanding of financial 
exploitation and build on the 
efforts of APS, law enforcement 
agencies, and prosecutors to 
combat it.

Everyone needs to 
understand that taking the 
money of an elderly parent or 
a person with disabilities is 
not okay,” says APS Assistant 
Commissioner Beth Engelking.

“We want people to realize 
that if it’s not their money, 
it’s a crime. If you suspect 
exploitation, call 1-800-252- 
5400 and file a report so APS 
and law enforcement can

investigate.”
In addition, APS urges all 

Texans who know someone with 
a disability or who is elderly to 
be on the lookout for signs of 
financial exploitation, because 
stopping abuse and exploitation 
is truly everyone’s business.

“There is an old Spanish 
proverb that I think illustrates 
why everyone has a stake in 
stopping elder abuse,” said 
Engelking. “As you see yourself, 
I once saw myself. As you see 
me now, you will be seen. At 
some point we all need help and 
that is why financial exploitation 
is everyone’s business.”

APS’ It’s Everyone’s 
Business campaign is a statewide 
effort to educate Texans about 
the pervasive problem of 
abuse, neglect and exploitation 
of the elderly and adults with 
disabilities, and to encourage 
citizens to get involved in 
making a positive difference.

It’s Everyone’s Business 
features two main themes:

Adult abuse prevention. 
Financial exploitation 

prevention.

An Adult Abuse Prevention 
Kit, containing 31-pages 
of resources in English and 
Spanish, are also distributed each 
year to hospitals, faith-based 
organizations, libraries, home 
health agencies, senior centers. 
Area Agencies on Aging, and 
other community partners. The 
kit, as well as the new financial 
exploitation poster and 
brochure, are available online 
at WWW .every onesbusiness.

It’s Everyone’s Business 
is a grassroots campaign based 
on working in partnership with 
dozens of local agencies and 
service organizations across 
Texas.

APS Facts and Figures

The mission of APS is to 
protect the elderly and adults 
with disabilities from abuse, 
neglect, and exploitation by 
investigating, and providing or 
arranging for services necessary 
to alleviate or prevent further 
maltreatment.

Texas has more than 2.4 
million residents 65 or older. 
Nearly one out of four people in 
Texas either have a disability or 
are older than 65.

Last year, APS conducted 
68,683 investigations and 
confirmed more than 48,380

cases of abuse, neglect, or 
exploitation involving adults 
living at home.

Last year APS confirmed 
1,772 cases of exploitation.
APS serves those 65 or older, and 
those 18 to 64 with a disabling 
condition.

On Wednesday, November, 11, 2009 at the Knox County 
Veterans Memorial in Bepjamin, Texas, the Family of Corp. 
Dewey J. Honeycutt, P‘ U. S. Army, 144* Inf. Regiment, 36* 
Division, of Truscott (Foard City), will be recognized as the Gold 
Star Family and will place a memorial wreath beneath the archway. 
The archway is engraved with the names of Knox County veterans 
killed in war.

Dewey J. Honeycutt was the son of William Riley and Zilpha 
Durham Honeycutt. He, along with his brothers and sisters, 
attended the Harrisonville School which was moved to Foard City 
after the railroad came.

He enlisted in the Army in 1917 during World War I and was 
killed on the front in France and buried in the town of Thiaucort, 
France, in a military cemetery. He died September, 14, 1918, at 
the age of 18 years, 11 mo., 14days.

His body was never brought back to the states. The 40 acre 
cemetery, named Saint-Mihiel American Military Cemetery, is 
the third largest of the eight American World War I cemeteries 
in Europe, His gravesite was visited in 1984, by Lt. Col. Kenney 
Ownbey, a great nephew, who was stationed in Germany, and 
Bonnie Johnson, a niece visiting there from Crowell, Texas.

General John J. Pershing,Commander-in-chief of the American 
Expeditionary Forces formed the P* American Army, which was 
given the mission of eliminating the St. Mihiel salient. On the 
12* of September, our troops attacked. The American units were 
highly successful and this great military success had a tremendous 
effect with the combined efforts of all the Allies, bringing World 
War I rapidly to its climax.

The Gold Star family of Corp. Dewey J. Honeycutt will 
be represented by Kenney Ownbey and Duane Johnson, great 
nephews, from Crowell, Texas.

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Boo!
I’m gonna hopefully carve some pumpkins 

with the kids this weekend.
It’s a messy job and one that I’m no real fond 

of digging my hands around in. Good thing I keep 
latex gloves around. For a guy who loves to cook, 
I sure don’t like digging my fingers around on raw 
meat or chicken. Or pumpkin guts for that matter. 
Hence the gloves and shouts o f '‘sissy!”

Most of you with children will be carving 
pumpkins this week as well as we all know 
Halloween is right around the corner.

Can’t carve the pumpkins too soon or they 
collapse on themselves and frankly can begin to 
stink.

Once your artwork is complete, there is a lot 
of mess left. Among the mess is usually a bunch 
of pumpkin seeds. Most of you have likely toasted 
the seeds into a tasty sweet snack. I like to make 
mine a little spicier.

If you haven’t ever tried it, here’s what you 
do.

Toasted Pumpkin Seeds 
Ingredients

2 cups raw, cleaned pumpkin seeds
1/2 tsp. ground cinnamon

1/4 tsp. chili powder 
2 tsp. white sugar 
2 tbs. olive oil 
2 tbs. white sugar

Directions
Preheat oven to 250. Place pumpkin seeds on 

a cookie sheet and spread them into a single layer. 
Roast until brown and crisp, about 45 minutes. Set 
seeds aside in a large bowl.

Place the cinnamon, chili powder, and 2 
teaspoons of sugar in a bowl and set aside.

Place olive oil and 2 tbs. sugar in a heavy 
saucepan over medium-low heat and stir with 
wooden spoon until the sugar turns a light golden 
brown. Watch carefully to avoid burning.

Pour the caramelized sugai’ mixture over the 
toasted pumpkin seeds and stir to coat. Pour the 
cinnamon-chili powder mixture over the seeds and 
toss to coat.

Teddy Roosevelt’s Texas - Part 2 
By Russel] A. Graves

The Wolf Hunt

Teddy Roosevelt’s fame as a commander in the Spanish-American war, of 
course, catapulted his political popularity and was soon elected as the governor 
of New York, then tapped as vice president, and upon the assassination of William McKinley, became 
president of the United States.

While still president, Roosevelt traveled back to Texas for a Rough Riders reunion in San Antonio 
in 1905. After the reunion he made his way back up through Northwest Texas to hunt coyotes in the 
Comanche Territory in present-day Southwest Oklahoma. After train stops and speeches in small 
towns like Quanah, Texas, the presidential procession arrived in Frederick, Oklahoma where, on April 
18th, he joined notable Texas cattlemen like Burk Burnett of the Four Sixes Ranch, Comanche Indian 
Chief Quanah Parker, and Texas Ranger Bill McDonald for a few days of “wolf coursing.”

While most of the hunt took place just across the Red River in Oklahoma, towards the hunt’s end, 
the party relocated to a ranch south of Quanah near the present-day Lake Pauline. Just south of town, 
a county road [Wolf Hunt Road] pays homage to the event.

In his memoir titled, Outdoor Pastimes of an American Hunter, Roosevelt describes a lively hunt 
in which, “...we entered the town after dark, some twenty of us on horseback... We broke into a lope 
a mile outside the limits, and by the time we struck the main street, the horses were on a run and we 
tore down like a whirlwind until we reached the train. Thus ended as pleasant a hunting trip as anyone 
could imagine.”

In all, the group took seventeen coyotes on the hunt. Roosevelt was fascinated by one of the 
hunters. Jack Abernathy, and was impressed by his ability to catch and tie up live coyotes by hand. 
President Roosevelt, in complimentary fashion, was reported to have quipped to Abernathy, “ ...I want 
you to be my guest in Washington, and every time you see a senator grab him and tie up his jaws the 
way you do those wolves.”

Lasting Texas Legacies

While parks and streets in San Antonio bear Roosevelt’s name, one Texas community was named 
in honor him.. Established in 1898 out on the hardscrabble edge of the western Texas Hill Country in 
Kimble County, Roosevelt, Texas was named for the future president after it was reported he visited 
the area with the Rough Riders before heading to the Spanish-American War.

Perhaps the long lasting influence that Teddy Roosevelt had on Texas was his strong conservation 
ethic and bis leadership in bringing conservationist principles to the forefront after the excesses of 
market hunting decimated wildlife populations in the 19th century. , »

Founded in 1887 by Roosevelt and a handful of other like-mined individuals, the Boone & 
Crockett Club was formed to promote fair-chase in hunting and lobby for conservation minded hunt­
ing regulations. Additionally, the Boone & Crockett Club established standards by which big game 
animals are judged. The Boone & Crockett scoring system is the most widely used system for objec­
tively establishing a measurable score for antlered and homed mammals.

Interest in big deer has shaped the way most Texas hunters think and a huge deer hunting culture 
has emerged. Today, Texas is recognized internationally as being one of the top states for hai vesting 
free range whitetail deer with the potential of making the Boone & Crockett Club record books.

In 1903, President Roosevelt paved the way to set aside lands for the protection of wildlife when 
he authorized the creation of the first National Bird Preserve on Pelican Island, Florida. The move 
eventually paved the way for the national wildlife ref­
uge system and today, Texas is home to fifteen National 
Wildlife Refuges encompassing more than 400,000 
acres.

While Roosevelt was a New Yprk^byjbirth^liis"^ 
impact on Texas culture and folklore'is 6naOTime. As 
a soldier, conser\^ationist, hunter, and president, he held 
Texas and Texans in high esteem and his impact on our 
state lasted well beyond his passing.

when livestock or wild animals 
are seen on or near the roadway. 
Seeing or missing something 
on the roadway happens so 
quickly that before the motorist 
has a chance to react or gather 
their thoughts about what just 
happened, they are half a mile 
away and just happy to have 
survived, but what about the 
other vehicles on that roadway? 
Not much can be done about the 
wild animals walking across or 
along the roadway, nor about 
the motorists driving through 
our county on the roadways, 
sometimes well over the speed 
limit even at night, but we, as 
citizens, can call in and report 
where we have livestock grazing 
on a wheat pasture or have just 
pastured throughout the year. 
One advantage to that is if your 
cattle get out, maybe someone 
will wall you and tell you about 
it before some unsuspecting soul 
has a collision with the animal. A 
description of the livestock you 
have helps identify the livestock 
when they wander several miles 
away, or end up in the river and 
come to a highway a few miles 
in whatever direction. If your 
neighbor doesn’t call in with their 
information, you do it. It might 
help to keep the wrong party 
from being called on a “dark and 
stormy night”.

It would be great to have 
everyone who has cattle to give 
livestock description, ear tags 
or brands, color, size, location, 
who to call and phone numbers. 
A location can be as easy as the 
Farm to Market road and nearest 
County Road, not referred to 
as the “old so-and so- place”.

which few people would actually 
recognize as a location, partially 
because they don’t want to be 
bothered late at night when most 
cattle would seem to get out, but 
probably because some lease 
out their land for grazing and 
don’t feel responsible for the 
cattle because they don’t actually 
take care of them. That’s all 
well and good, but it shouldn’t 
stop the landowner from letting 
the sheriffs office know who 
is responsible for looking after 
the cattle. Now, don’t get me 
wrong, there are a few, and I 
repeat, a FEW, farmers, ranchers, 
cowboys or others interested that 
will get out no matter what to 
help locate an owner or just try to 
take care of a livestock problem, 
even if the cattle or horses are not 
theirs.

The Knox County Sheriffs 
Office spends a lot of time 
looking into cattle reported as 
being out, working accidents 
along with the Department of 
Public Safety when a passing 
vehicle finds the livestock, and 
calling the wrong party to try 
and find an owner. Why call 
the wrong party you say, well, 
that may be the latest reported 
information that is available to 
us at that time, because no one 
reported a more recent owner or 
caretaker for the cattle. It doesn’t 
make the dispatcher very happy 
when they are cursed at or fussed 
at for calling the wrong party, 
but without some assisting with 
information, that continues to 
occur. Please, if you are in any 
way responsible for livestock, 
advise the Knox County Sheriffs 
Office of the information listed 
above, and help make our 
roadways safer and everyone’s 
job a little easier. Have a good 
day.
