machine which he pulled with a 
Harley-Davidson motorcycle, his 
only mode of transportation for 
business and his family.

In 1944 he went into the 
custom harvesting business, and 
in 1946 he and his partner, the 
late Orlee Mills, bought their 
first self-propelled combine and a 
well drill.

Davis and Mrs. Mildred Wil­
liams Mills were married in 
Abernathy on July 1, 1949, and 
on April 10,1967 he was critically 
injured in a near electrocution 
when his drilling rig came into 
contact with a highline wire. He 
underwent amputation of his 
right leg, left foot and part of one 
hand as a result of the accident, 
but returned to the active 
management of his well drilling 
business. A very inventive per­
son, he developed and patented 
an irrigation valve, the Sight 
Check, which is in use on many 
farms in this area and elsewhere.

Following his retirement from 
the well drilling business, he 
enjoyed spending as much time 
as possible at the home he had 
under construction at Lake Mac­
kenzie.

He was a member of the 
Silverton Church of Christ, and 
through the years had taught 
occasional welding classes at 
Silverton High School. Following 
his accident in 1967, he had used 
his creative mind to devise items 
to increase his comfort and 
mobility.

Adopt-A-Highway Litter Program

Wade and Zoe Steele recently 
were honored with a supper in 
appreciation for the part they 
have played in the continued 
strength of the church which 
they attend at Rock Creek. Wade 
is the eldest man and Zoe 
next-to-eldest woman, and possi­
bly they have been members of 
that church longer than any 
other person.

The highway department’s Ad- 
opt-a-Highway Program is a 
resounding success.

Ten months ago, the State 
Department of Highways and 
Public Transportation inaugurat­
ed a statewide program that 
encouraged local groups to adopt 
stretches of highway for litter 
pickup.

To date, some 850 groups have 
responded, including civic organ­
izations, garden groups, high 
school and college clubs, organi­
zations within the military, vol­
unteer fire departments, and 
employee associations.

“What we’ve seen is a tremen­
dous grass-roots effort to keep 
the bottles out of the bluebon­
nets,” said Raymond Stotzer, 
engineer-director of the highway 
department.

“It’s exciting to see people so 
enthusiastic about keeping Texas 
clean. At Texas A&M, they’ve 
got a tradition they call ‘the 
twelfth man.’ It started on the 
football field. It means that 
everyone can be a part of 
activities, either as an active 
participant or as an enthusiastic 
supporter of the program. These 
Adopt-a-Highway groups are the 
highway department’s twelfth 
man,” Stotzer said.

Under the program, groups 
select a stretch of highway—-us­
ually two or three miles in 
length—and take responsibility 
for picking up the litter along 
that section at least twice a year. 
The highway department pro­
vides plastic bags for trash and a 
truck and driver to take the 
collected trash to the dump. The 
group is required to hold a safety 
meeting before each cycle of 
work.

Once an organization has adop­
ted the roadway, the highway 
department places signs at each 
end of the section, giving credit 
to the adopting group. After the 
group has maintained the road­
way for a year, the department 
presents them with a certificate 
of service.

Thus far, over 1,500 miles of 
state-maintained roadway have 
been adopted.

The Adopt-a-Highway Pro­
gram started early last year in 
East Texas. The department’s 
district engineer for the Tyler 
area inaugurated the program as 
a means of getting local civic 
groups involved with the litter 
program. Because of the success 
in the Tyler area, the depart­
ment extended the program 
statewide last March.

The program is apparently the 
first of its kind in the nation, but 
indications are that it is definite­
ly not the last. The department 
has received queries from high­
way departments from Hawaii to 
Pennsylvania, and several coun­
ty governments in Texas have 
already begun similar programs. 
The General Land Office is now 
organizing an “Adopt-a-Beach” 
campaign modeled after the 
highway department’s program.

The Adopt-a-Highway pro­
gram dovetails with the highway 
department’s “Don’t Mess with 
Texas” antilitter campaign. 
Through the various programs 
within the antilitier campaign, 
the department has been able to 
reduce litter along the roadways 
by 29 percent in the past year.

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Coleslaw Is ‘Hot 
Item’ For 1987

People who claim to spot food 
trends are saying 1987 will be the 
year that cabbage—in the form of 
coleslaw—becomes king. “Food 
and Wine,” a sophisticated na­
tional magazine, says, “Coleslaw 
of every variety—cold, hot, with 
red peppers, green peppers and 
black pepper,” will be among the 
more popular food items in the 
year ahead.

Now Texans may find this 
hard to believe. Farmers here 
grow more cabbage than anyone 
else in the country and frequent­
ly sell it for next to nothing. 
Wholesale prices recently were 
as low as $2.25 for a 50-pound 
sack. Texans also eat barrels of 
vinegar-spiked slaw next to 
plates of barbecue, fried chicken 
and catfish. So what else is new?

Carol Ware, Texas Depart­
ment of Agriculture (TDA) home 
economist, believes the real 
trend is back to “American 
cooking, home cooking” and 
away from nouvelle, California, 
you-name-it food fads. “Coleslaw 
is an authentic American dish,” 
said Ware. “It goes back a long 
way in our history and is eaten— 
with minor regional changes— 
throughout the country.”

Early Dutch settlers in New 
York originated coleslaw or 
“koolsla,” which was shredded 
cabbage with a dressing of heavy 
cream thinned with equal am­
ounts of cider and vinegar. 
Today’s recipes still rely on 
vinegar or creamy dressings, but 
many reflect regional tastes. 
Hawaiians put pineapple in cole­
slaw, while residents of Washing­
ton state add small bits of apple. 
New Englanders lean toward 
boiled dressings. Texans seem to 
prefer a basic, Southern type of 
recipe with bits of carrot, onion, 
and bell pepper in a creamy or oil 
and vinegar dressing.

Never a fancy dish, coleslaw is 
best served with casual meals. It 
is equally at home at a church 
picnic, a fish fry or a hearty 
supper of German sausages. It is 
so versatile, however, it can be 
substituted for a green salad at 
nearly any red meat, poultry or 
fish dinner.

Aside from taste, the best 
news about coleslaw is the high 
nutritional content of cabbage, 
its main ingredient. Like other 
cruciferous vegetables (broccoli 
and brussels sprouts, for ex­
ample), cabbage is being touted 
as a possible cancer preventive. 
It is a good source of fiber and 
the vitamins A and C, and 
contains such minerals as iron, 
sodium, potassium and calcium. 
Be sure to use the dark green 
outside leaves which contain 
more iron than the pale ones 
closer to the core.

Right now Texas is in the 
middle of winter cabbage harvest 
in the Rio Grande Valley and 
Winter Garden area. Quality is 
good and supplies are plentiful, 
according to Art Muchow, Feder­
al-state Market News Office, 
McAllen. Muchow said prices 
paid to farmers have been so low, 
$2.25-$3.00 for 50 pounds, that 
growers are just breaking even. 
But these same low prices mean 
good buys for consumers. Super­
market prices are ranging from 
19-25 cents a pound, lower in 
some areas of the state.

Red cabbage, 10 percent of the 
Texas crop, is doing better for 
farmers at $10 for 50 pounds. 
Considered a specialty item, red 
cabbage costs two to four times 
as much as green at supermark­
ets. It adds attractive color 
contrast to coleslaw.

Ware has these tips for making 
coleslaw:

Coarsely chopped cabbage 
makes a more attractive salad 
with a crunchier texture. Cab­
bage shredded too finely in a food 
processor loses vitality.

Conversely, onion, bell pepper 
and carrot are best finely chop­
ped, preferably in a food proces­
sor. Bigger chunks will overpow­
er the coleslaw.

A stainless steel blade should 
be used to chop red cabbage to 
avoid altering its purple-red 
color.

If you are ready for a mid-win­
ter pick-up at mealtime, try 
these coleslaw recipes from the 
TDA test kitchen.

CREAMY COLESLAW
1 med. coarsely chopped green

cabbage
3 peeled and coarsely grated 

carrots
2 seeded and coarsely grated

green bell peppers 
72 C. sliced green onions
1 C. mayonnaise
V2 C. lemon juice
72 C. buttermilk 
1 T. sugar
2 tsp. vinegar
1 tsp. dry mustard 
74 tsp. cayenne pepper 
Salt and pepper to taste 

In large bowl combine cab­
bage, carrots, peppers and on­
ions. In a separate mixing bowl, 
whisk together mayonnaise, lem­
on juice, buttermilk, sugar, vine­
gar, mustard, cayenne pepper, 
salt and pepper. Pour dressing 
over the cabbage mixture and 
toss to coat. Chill at least one 
hour. Makes 8-10 servings.

BEER COLESLAW
1 med. coarsely chopped green

cabbage
2 peeled and coarsely grated

carrots
1 coarsely grated green bell

pepper
2 T. minced onion 
1 C. mayonnaise 
74 C. beer
1 tsp. celery seed 
Salt and pepper to taste 

In large bowl mix cabbage, 
carrots, bell pepper and onion. In 
separate bowl, combine mayon­
naise, beer, celery seed, and salt 
and pepper; mix well. Pour over 
cabbage mixture and toss to coat. 
Chill at least 30 minutes before 
serving. Makes 8-10 servings.

HOT CABBAGE SLAW
1 med. coarsely chopped green 

cabbage
74 C. tarragon vinegar
1 tsp. sugar 
74 tsp. salt
1/8 tsp. dry mustard
2 med. apples, unpeeled and

coarsely chopped 
Place cabbage in a Dutch oven. 

In separate bowl, combine vine­
gar, sugar, salt and dry mustard. 
Pour over cabbage and toss. 
Cover and cook over medium 
heat, stirring occasionally, 12-15 
minutes or until cabbage is

tender. Remove from heat and 
stir in apples. Makes eight 
servings.

The secret to making coleslaw 
taste the way you like it is 
definitely in the dressing, and as 
you can see the various dressings 
described above contribute to 
very different flavors.

Recently Carver Monroe com­
mented that he would like to 
locate a coleslaw dressing recipe 
that he had enjoyed very much in 
the past. There are coleslaw 
dressing recipes in the Eastern 
Star cookbook that was publish­
ed several years ago, and the one 
submitted by the late Mildred 
Burson might be the closest to 
what Monroe described.

Her recipe:
Beat three eggs with 3A cup 

sugar. Add 72 cup vinegar, 1 
teaspoon mustard, 72 teaspoon 
salt, and pepper to taste.

Cook over low heat until thick 
(stir constantly), about five min­
utes. Keep in covered jar in 
refrigerator. Thin with cream 
when ready to use, if necessary.

Shred cabbage, chop fine 72 
bell pepper, 2 small white onions 
and several pieces of celery.

Ella Leah Riddell’s recipe for 
coleslaw dressing is: 174 cups 
sugar, 2 teaspoons prepared 
mustard, 2 teaspoons salt, 3 
tablespoons finely chopped onion 
and 73 cup vinegar. Mix well 
with mixer while adding two 
cups salad oil slowly. Add 2 
tablespoons poppy seed or celery 
seed last. This will keep in 
refrigerator for a long period of 
time.

Everyone is anxiously await­

ing Governor Clements’ State of 
the State remarks on Wednes­
day, February 4. He is expected 
to layout his plan for a balanced 
budget. There will be some 
surprises. I visited briefly with 
him last Wednesday. I feel he 
will make school officials very 
happy by recommending the 
junking of the teacher testing 
requirements, the Teacher Ap­
praisal System, and the Career 
Ladder mistake. Watch for com­
ments on this subject. I have 
advised him to abolish the 
Teacher Appraisal System. This 
is a 94-page nightmare of some 
educational expert that should be 
fired and then placed in a 
MH-MR center.

We have begun to pick up 
some steam since committee 
assignments. I have met with the 
Appropriation Committee twice 
and had an organizational meet­
ing of the House Administration 
Committee. Next week we will 
organize our County Affairs 
Committee. The work on this 
committee has to do with any 
legislation that pertains to coun­
ty government. Since I have 11 
counties and a part of Lubbock 
County, this is a very appropri­
ate committee for me.

One of the items we discussed 
on the Appropriations Commit­
tee was the budget of the Texas 
Department of Corrections. The 
acting director from Huntsville 
testified. We all realize that we 
are going to have to place a high 
priority on the prison systems. 
Some consideration is being 
given to the construction of a 
modern prison unit in West 
Texas. No details will come forth 
on this until after the legislative 
session. One thing for sure, they 
will not build in an area if the 
people don’t want it.

Jake Hess, McLean, called and 
suggested that the Lake McClel­
lan area would be an excellent 
site—plenty of land and isolated. 
A 2,250-inmate unit is supposed 
to be the most economical unit. 
This would require 800 employ­
ees, plus hundreds more during 
construction.

Some legislators have jokingly 
suggested that we build a 
minimum security unit next door 
to Judge William Wayne Justice 
and place maximum security 
inmates in the unit.
