On May 8th, the long 

awaited locaL elections were 
held in many of the Knox 
County cities. Benjamin, 
having no one run opposed 
for their local seats neither in 
the school board nor on City 
Council, had the opportunity 
to sit this election process out. 
Sylinda Meinzer, will serve 
the community of Benjamin 
for another two years as 
mayor; as well as Fred Carver 
and Lorene Powers will both 
serve another term as Council 
Members.

That 
is the largest turnout for a 
blood drive in several years.

“We have seen an 
increase in blood usage at 
the hospitals we serve,” 
said Frances Baker, donor

recruiter. “We feel that this 
trend will continue as the 
Baby Boom population gets 
older. There is no artificial 
substitute for this precious 
resource, so we must rely 
on volunteer donors to give 
us enough blood to take car 
of every patient in need of 
a blood transfusion,” Baker 
continued.

Archer, Baylor, Clay, Knox, 
Wichita & Wilbager Counties 
are 6 of one hundred and four 
counties in Texas recently 
named by the secretary of 
Agriculture, eligible for 
loans to cover part of actual 
production and/or physical 
losses resulting from a 
Drought, Above Normal 
Temperatures & Associated 
Wildfires on January 1 -

Kelley R. Boone said 
farmers may be eligible for 
loans of up to 100% of their 
actual losses or the operating 
loan needed to continue 
the agricultural business, 
whichever is less.

"I encourage all Texans 
to begin at home - ensuring 
that we are taking the very 
best care of the seniors in our 
lives, reaching out to the el­
derly in communities across 
Texas and, again, reporting 
any suspicion of senior abuse 
to the proper authorities," 
says the Governor in his 
proclamation.

Adult Protective Services 
(APS) is echoing that mes­
sage in its 5th annual Every­
one's Business campaign. In 
May, the campaign focuses 
on educating Texans about 
the pervasive problem of 
abuse, neglect, and exploita­
tion of the elderly and adults 
with disabilities.

“Protecting vulnerable 
adults is everyone’s busi­
ness,” said Beth Engelking, 
DFPS assistant commissioner 
for Adult Protective Services.

May I take you for a 
ride?

Maybe you’re thinking 
that’s what I always do. 
But this time we’ll go on 
horseback.

We’ll cross the Red 
River from Oklahoma to 
Texas at Doan’s Crossing, 
a strategic point on the old 
Western Trail that went 
from Texas up to Dodge 
City in the days of the 
great cattle drives.

Why? Because I ’m 
too tired to write about 
anything else. A trail 
ride can do that to a 
tenderfoot.

I 'made the trek both 
ways last weekend, 
accepting an invitation 
from a guy named Bull to 
ride a horse named Cisco 
across the quicksandy 
river to the 127th Doan’s 
May Picnic pioneer 
celebration.

Six days later 
memories of the ride are 
still very much with me 
and my saddle sores are 
probably going to be just 
as indelible. So here’s a 
horseback travelogue — 
a view of the world over 
the black-tipped ears of 
Cisco.

If you’ve ever ridden 
a horse, or even plowed 
behind a mule, you know 
what I mean. You’re 
always looking over 
a stretch of mane and 
between a couple of ears. 
To wit, Cisco’s ears are 
in several of my pictures 
— at least in the ones I 
shot straight ahead as 
Cisco and I kept company 
with 80-something other 
riders.

At one point I realized 
I was capturing mostly the 
other riders’ backs and 
horses’ rear ends. So I 
tried holding my phone up 
backwards and shooting

the riders behind me. I got 
my own ear.

There’s an art to taking 
pictures with an iPhone 
from the back of a horse. 
If I knew what it was. I ’d 
tell you.

Just talking on a cell 
phone is also not that easy 
if you’ve got a set of reins 
in your non-phone hand 
and river water is swirling 
underneath you up to your 
stirrups. Bull was talking 
on his phone when he and 
his horse suddenly went 
down close to the south 
bank.

No doubt many people 
utter their very last words 
on a cell phone just before 
they crash their cars. I 
don’t know what Bull was 
saying when his horse went 
in that hole, dumping him 
and his phone in the river. 
I ’ll bet it was interesting.

Bull regained his 
footing first. The horse 
took longer, but he finally 
got up too. As for the 
phone, it’ll be a curious 
artifact by the time 
anybody finds it.

Artifact. I feel like 
one myself. Even though 
my horse didn’t toss 
me anywhere along the 
way. I ’m still sore. At 
least I ’m getting over the 
hallucinations.

The Border Gap 
In Understanding

People who live in Chicago, Washington DC or San 
Francisco inner cities lock their doors at night. They are 
careful where they travel within the city. They aU have fiiends 
who have been mugged, had homes burglarized, cars stolen or 
lives taken. They travel the city in crowds like schools of fish. 
Their safety, like all prey, is in numbers; the odds that someone 
else will be eaten instead of them. In rural communities, small 
towns, and isolated ranch houses we do not think of ourselves 
as prey.

During the election, candidate Obama made a very telling 
comment about bitter, small towns, clinging to their guns and 
religion y  He is from the big city prey mentality. He comes 
from a place that believes that if we take guns away from 
ordinary citizens, they will somehow be safer. His comment 
was interpreted as a slam against small town America, but 
I will give him the benefit of the doubt. He simply doesn’t 
have any way to relate to those who believe each person is 
responsible to take care of himself.

The Mexican border, once a cultural bridge, is now a war 
zone inhabited by kiUers, smugglers, and drug dealers as bad 
as any town in Afghanistan. Rural people who live along this 
poisonous border live with the daily possibifity of death and 
destmction. Thousands of Mexicans have been lolled in the 
drug wars already. The situation, which has been worsening, 
culminated last month with the murder of a rancher by a 
suspected drug smuggler on his way back to Mexico.

He lived in my county along the border. He was known to 
the neighbors and many Mexican illegals as a generous man. 
His ranch has been well traveled by illegals for years. His luck 
ran out. All of us, his neighbors, are saddened but reminded of 
just how fragile normal life has become where many have put 
down their roots.

If the president thinks the community is bitter, he just 
might be right. They are on the front lines in a war to supply 
recreational dmg users their daily toke or weekly snort. The 
smugglers are doing quite weU. I hear of no shortages from 
celebrities and potheads. And, in tmth, I would guess most 
ranchers are ambivalent about dope smokers and drug users. 
Unfortunately they are trying to ranch on the battlefield where 
the self-righteous, self-centered stoners, snorters, smokers, 
shooters and suppliers are fighting The Law.

... bitter, small towns, clinging to guns and religion.
You can see in this Arizona rural community why we 

cling to our guns. We don’t have police cars patrolling our 
neighborhoods. The nearest neighbor could be ten or twelve 
miles away and the criminals pass like ghosts in the night. We 
use our guns because we are not prey, we take responsibility 
for our own lives and livelihood. The president’s unfortunate 
denigration of religion as a source of strength is something 
he probably wishes he could take back. His past church 
membership speaks for his faith. Suffice it to say when we 
turn to God for help it is because He has proven to be more 
reliable than the stream of politicians’ promises that continue 
to pour over us like dirty water sluicing down the drain.

And nobody seems to have a clue.

If you can’t resolve your problem informally with the county appraisal district 
(CAD) staff, you may have your case heard by the apprai.sal review board (ARB).

The ARB is an independent board o f  citizens that reviews problems with apprais­
als or other concerns listed above. It has the power to order the C A D  to make the 
necessary changes to so lve problenvs. If you file a written request for an ARB 
hearing (called a notice o f  protest) before the deadline, the ARB will set your 
case for a hearing. You'll receive written notice o f  the time, date and place o f  the 
hearing. If necessary, you may request a hearing in the evening or on a Saturday or 
Sunday. Prior to your hearing, you may ask to review the evidence the C AD  piaas 
to introduce at the hearing to establish any matter at issue. The C A D  might a.sk 
you fcH' a c q jy  o f  the evidence you plan to present. The law provides that before 
a hearing on a protest or immediately after the hearing begins, you or your agent 
and the C A D  shall each provide the other with a copy o f  any written material 
intended to be ofTcted or submined to the A RB at the h t^ n g .T o  the greatest extent 
practicable, the tearing w ill b e informal. You or a designated agent may ^ p ea r  in 
person to present evidence or you m ay .send notarized evidence for the ARB to 
review at your hearing. The C A D  representative w ill present evidence about your 
case. You may cross-examine the C A D  representative. The ARB will make ils 
decision based on the evidence |»escnted. In most cases, the C A D  has the burden 
o f  esudriishing the prt^jerty’s value by a jjreponderance o f  the evidence presented.

Note: You shouldn’t tiy to ctmtact ARB members outside o f  the hearing. The law  
requires A RB members to sign an affidavit saying that they haven’t talked about 
your case before the ARB hears it.

R eview  b y the IXstrict C ourt o r  an  A rbitrator o r  S O  AH  
After it decides your case, the ARB mrea send you a copy o f  its order by certified 
mail. If you’re not satisfied with the decision, you have the right to appeal. If you 
choose to go  to cmirt, you must start the process by filing a petititm within 60  days 
o f  tte  date you receive the A R B’s order. In certain cases, as rui alternative to filing 
an appeal in district court, you may file, not later than tte  4Sth day after you receive 
notice o f  the ARB order, a request for binding arbitration with the county appraisal 
district, in certain cases originating in certain ccamties, as an alternative to filing 
an appeal in district court, you may af^jcal to t te  State Office o f  Administrative 
Hearings (SO A H ). An appeal to SOAH is initiated by, not later than the 30th day 
after you receive notice o f  the A R B ’s order, filing with tte  ch ief apprruser o f  the 
county appraisal district a n t^ce o f  appeal with the applicable filing fee.

You mast pay eitho* t te  amount o f  taxes due on t te  ptxtion o f  t te  taxable valtre not 
in dispute or the amount o f  taxes due on t te  property under the order from which 
the appeal is taken.

USD A Rural Development accepting

Elections Results
and Jason Redwine was re­
elected. The totals for that 
election were: Jason Redwine- 
128, John Myers- 80, and 
Shawn Cude- 75.

On the Munday City 
Council, there were two 
positions that for which 
three hopefuls vied. Adrian 
Fletcher and David Walsh’s 
position’s had come to term, 
and the two incumbent re­
ran for their positions, both 
retaining their seats, beating 
the other electoral candidate, 
Mario Sigala. The final count 
in that election was: Adrian 
Fletcher- 84, David Walsh- 
59, and Mario Sigala- 41.

For the Knox City/ O’Brien 
School Board, two positions 
were up for grabs; long-time 
Board president Dale Turner’s 
seat, as well as Todd Lewis’ 
seat. In a race that divided 
the top three candidates by 
only one vote, Todd Lewis 
was voted off the board to be 
replaced by Jarred Pepper, 
while Dale Turner re-won his 
seat for another term. The 
final numbers on that election 
were: Jarred Pepper- 85, Dale 
Turner- 82, Todd Lewis- 81, 
Trisha Shaver- 42, and Ross 
Shaver- 31.

In Knox City, the Council 
had three seats that had come 
to term, previously filled 
by Danny Reese (who ran 
unopposed for his seat for 
another 2 year term), Steve 
Pepper and Terry Utley, &one 
seat that had been vacated 
before the term of that seat 
was up, which had been 
temporarily filled by a council 
nominated “fill-in” (Cody 
Pack), which needed to have 
a popular vote by the people 
to fill it for the duration of 
that seat’s term (1 year). 
(Knox County News had 
incorrectly reported on this 
subject in last week’s issue, 
referring to Cody Pack as an 
“incumbent”. Cody will not 
be considered an incumbant 
until he has served a fiill 2 
year term. Until now, he has

just been a “fill-in”, now he is 
a Councilman who has been 
voted in by the people.)

After the election on May 
8th, the three two-year seats 
that were at term, were filled by 
Cody Pack, who left his one- 
year “fill in” position, to run 
unopposed for a two year seat, 
Danny Reese ran unopposed 
for his seat, and Anthony 
Adkins ran unopposed for 
the third two year seat. The 
only run off for the Knox City 
Council was for the one year 
termed seat, for which Terry 
Utley and Steve Pepper ran: 
Terry Utley won 68 votes on 
Saturday, while Steve Pepper 
received 52 votes; so Mr. 
Utley will fill the vacated seat 
for the duration of the term.

Although these people have 
been voted into their individual 
public servitude positions, 
the new officers who had not 
previously held an elected 
position will not take office 
until the votes have been 
canvassed at a public meeting 
of the particular board to which 
they were elected, then they 
must be sworn in at tiie next 
regular meeting of that specific 
board. Then they do not assume 
the duties of a Councilpersoil 
nor a School Board officid 
until their swearing in date*. 
So, for example, at the next 
Knox City Council meeting, 
the votes of May 8th will be 
canvassed, Anthony Adkins 
will be sworn in, but will nof 
assume his duties as a council­
man until midnight on The 
following Friday (May 14, 
2010). At that meeting, Steve 
Pepper will still have a voice 
on the council, but Mr. Adkins 
will not. At the next meeting 
(in June), the new council will 
take effect.

This is how it is in all the local 
government boards, although 
their dates are unique to the 
board.

Time to cash in on abundant natural resources

Shale gas is becoming big business in the U.S. and will 
become even larger in the coming years. Even better is the 
fact that Oklahoma and Texas will benefit greatly.

“Over the past decade, a wave of drilling around the 
world has uncovered giant supplies of natural gas in shale 
rock,” according to Amy Myers Jaffe, an expert on such 
matters. “By some estimates, there’s 1,000 trillion cubic 
feet recoverable in North America alone—enough to sup­
ply the nation’s natural-gas needs for the next 45 years. Eu­
rope may have nearly 200 trillion cubic feet of its own.” 

Jaffe is the Wallace S. Wilson Fellow for Energy Stud­
ies at the James A. Baker III Institute for Public Policy at 
Rice University and co-author of “Oil, Dollars, Debt and 
Crises: The Global Curse of Black Gold.”

This is great news for Texas and Oklahoma, which are 
already in better financial conditions than most other states, 
as the two states have a wealth of shale gas deposits.

Shale is nothing new.
“We’ve always known the potential of shale; we just 

didn’t have the technology to get to it at a low enough 
cost,” said Jaffe. “Now new techniques have driven down 
the price tag—and set the stage for shale gas to become 
what will be the game-changing resource of the decade.” 

Jaffe says we’re just scratching the surface when it 
comes to shale.
" “I have been studying the energy markets for 30 years, 

and I am convinced that shale gas will revolutionize the 
industry—and change the world—in the coming decades,” 
Jafe continues. “It will prevent the rise of any new cartels.

It will alter geopolitics. And it will slow the transition to 
renewable energy.”

So what is shale gas and why is it such a hot commod­
ity?

According to moneyenergy.com, “Shale gas is a type of 
unconventional gas asset with significant deposits in both 
the Canadian and U.S. gas markets. Shale gas drillers pro­
duce it from horizontal, rather than vertical, wells into hard 
rock deposits. Fracking is the new technique that these 
oil and gas drillers use to get at the hard-to-extract oil and 
gas. Because of the well’s horizontal exposure, more of 
the well is exposed and capable of being produced.

“Fracking refers to the process of horizontal hydraulic 
fracturing. The Track’ is a formation that the shale drillers 
put into the cracks in order to help split the rock. These 
are often high-pressure water fracks. John Wright, CEO 
of Petrobank Energy & Resources explains that when they 
drill a well, ‘we drill down to the target zone; we run a 
steel pipe beside the hole and cement it in place, then we 
put perforations in that pipe in the area that we want to 
produce the oil or gas from, and in the case of a fracture- 
stimulated well we actually will go in and pump fluid un­
der high pressure into the formation and that effectively 
cracks the rock...and we pump in some sand... that will 
hold those cracks open. And what those cracks become 
are the flow-channels through which the oil and gas can 
reach the well bore.’”

For far too long, the U.S. has been oil-dependent from 
places who really don’t like us very much. Places such as 
Russia, Iran and Venezuela.

“The advent of abundant, low-cost gas will throw all that

out the window - so long as the recent drilling catastrophe 
doesn’t curtail offshore oil and gas activity and push up the 
price of oil and eventually other forms of energy,” Jaffe 
said. “Not only will the shale discoveries prevent a car­
tel from forming, but the petro-states will lose lots of the 
muscle they now have in world affairs, as customers over 
time cut them loose and turn to cheap fuel produced closer 
to home.”

The shale boom may also change the timetable and eco­
nomics of renewable energy.

“It may be a lot harder to persuade people to adopt green 
power that needs heavy subsidies when there’s a cheap, 
plentiful fuel out there that’s a lot cleaner than coal, even 
if gas isn’t as politically popular as wind or solar,” Jaffe 
said.

It is time for the U.S. to become as energy independent 
as possible. The less we have to rely on our enemies, the 
better.

The fact that Texas and Oklahoma have a wealth of shale 
gas makes it a double win for these areas. Contact your 
state and national officials and let them know that if we 
have the resources here at home, then there is no better 
time than the present to make this country energy indepen­
dent, more secure and wealthier at a time when we need it 
most.

S a l t :  T h e  N e w  T o b a c c o ?

Debate strategists typically advise against slippery-slope 

arguments — assigning far-off, outrageous conclusions to 
your opposition only dilutes the urgency of the moment. Still, 
one cannot resist guessing how far beyond its stated goal the 
creeping hand of the Nanny State will reach. Rule of thumb: 
statists always want more than they’re asking for. For in­
stance, once federal and local governments declared war on 
Big Tobacco, even the most dispassionate observer could tell 
that Oreos, Twinkles and Big Macs were not far behind.

In 2006, New York City banned transfats, found in many 
snacks, cakes, pastries and fast foods, and a group of Har­
vard scientists recently advised the UK that following the 
lead of New York (and a host of European countries) will 
save thousand of lives. Even football greats Peyton and Eli 
Manning, pitchmen for Oreos, were slammed on a healthy 
living website for “pushing junk food to children,” and with 
the Marlboro Man dead and buried, the do-gooder police are 
now gunning for Ronald McDonald. Corporate Accountabil­
ity International recently called for the clown’s retirement 
as a company mascot, for marketing unhealthy, fatty food to

children.
Is it just me or are liberals no dam fun (yes, protesting out­

side a McDonald’s is a liberal thing)? This week, the Institute 
of Medicine urged the FDA to set limits on the amount of 
salt that restaurants and food manufacturers can add to their 
products. The IM recommended that the FDA increase staff 
and funding to implement the changes. You know the drill, 
it’s all in the name of public health, by reducing heart disease 
and lowering medical costs.

However desirable that goal, the lingering notion remains 
that every social ill requires a government cure. The IM would 
argue that 40 years of voluntary efforts to reduce salt content 
have failed, thus the necessity for government action. But, in 
fact, for quite some time the public has demanded healthier 
menus, and even that venue of the killer clown, McDonald’s, 
has responded (though many of us crave the option of the 
deep-fried apple pie, replaced in the 90s by the baked vari­
ety). It is choice, knowledge and competition that promote a 
healthy population, not the edicts of know-it-all bureaucrats.

Liberals, who have spent the last eight years detailing the 
cost to our freedom of waging a war on terror, utter barely a 
peep about the sacrifice of individual autonomy in the name

of protecting us from a Super-Size order of fries. Tme, in a 
completely laissez-faire society, the irresponsible actions of a 
few can negatively impact the majority (such as higher medi­
cal and insurance rates), but even the strictest of government 
regulations cannot contain foolhardy behavior.

We just don’t want the government 
kibosh on individual tastes and preferences and we fear that 
our favorite foods will soon offer about as much zing as the 
latest alert from the Institute of Medicine, if not the paper it’s 
written on.

T h e  E n d  o f  t h e  O i l  B o o m ?

The Deepwater Horizon accident in the 
Gulf of Mexico drew limited headlines upon 
its occurrence, with the biggest news at the 
time being the 11 workers missing after the 
rig’s explosion and fire. It wasn’t until the 
discovery that crude oil was leaking into the 
Gulf because of a faulty shutoff valve that the 
story moved to front-page headline status.

At a rate of perhaps 5,000 barrels per 
day, the spill -  more properly described as a 
gusher akin to the proverbial Texas oil strike 
because of the pressure bearing from beneath 
the Gulf floor -  may turn out to rival the 
amount of oil lost in the 1989 Exxon Valdez 
shipping accident.
I  Obviously the immediate environmental 

damage from the oil spill will be severe and 
economic damage to the local seafood indus­
try catastrophic; fortunately, we also know 
from the Exxon Valdez accident that eventu- 
ajly the region will be able to recover. Since 
chide extracted from the Gulf is relatively 
li^ht in weight, the oil isn’t the thick black 
gunk most people think of when they think 
of an oil spill; rather, the result is a silvery 
sheen on the surface which may be easier to 
(Asperse through chemical means.
; Long-term impact on the oil industry 

iflay be more disastrous. Needless to say, en­
vironmentally conscious Democrats called 
cm Obama to drop his proposed offshore 
exploration program in the wake of the ac­

cident, and White House adviser David Axel­
rod agreed, saying, “no additional drilling 
has been authorized and none will until we 
find out what has happened here.” Axelrod’s 
response to the accident, ironically occurring 
on the eve of Earth Day, suggests the open- 
ended nature of the moratorium may lead to 
more regulatory hurdles for oil operations in 
the Gulf.

For decades, exploration in the Gulf of 
Mexico had progressed without incident, and 
the more than 3,5(X) platforms already pro­
ducing in our portion of the Gulf routinely 
endured shutdowns brought on by approach­
ing hurricanes and regular maintenance. In 
these cases the shutoff valves did their job, 
making the Deepwater Horizon incident an 
outlier. Nor can the prospect of sabotage or 
terrorism be ruled out given the enticing tar­
get presented by what was essentially a sea­
going vessel tenuously rooted to a wellhead 
5,000 feet below the surface.

The Deepwater Horizon was one of only 
about two dozen rigs situated in a water depth 
more than 1,000 meters -  the technology of 
deepwater drilling is still maturing.

Yet billions of barrels of oil lie entombed 
underneath the Gulf of Mexico. Undoubt­
edly there is an argument underscored by 
the Deepwater Horizon tragedy which says 
we need to back down, but when you com­
pare the safety record of Gulf drilling to that 
of shipping 9 million barrels of oil per day 
for our use over many of those same waters

and the prospect for disaster there, the risk is 
worthwhile.

As we stand right now, there is no per­
fectly safe or perfectly reliable form of en­
ergy out there and the Deepwater Horizon ac­
cident points out the possible (but historically 
unlikely) downside of oil dependence. But 
coal also has drawbacks and safety concerns 
as recent mining accidents remind us, while 
the pesky problem of waste arid threat from

radiation dogs proponents of nuclear power. 
Renewable energy is great in concept, but the 
reliability of solar and wind energy obviously 
depends on optimum weather conditions.

Accidents will happen, but there’s no rea­
son to stop oil exploration after this tragedy. 
The record of safety is no longer unblem­
ished but still exemplary, and on balance the 
benefits still outweigh the risks. Let’s get oil 
workers back to work.
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Texas Crop and Weather Report
COLLEGE STATION — With high winds 

and little or no rain, topsoils were drying out 
quickly throughout the state and stressing 
forages and other crops, according to Texas 
AgriLife Extension Service personnel.

In most areas, the situation was reported 
as being troubling but not yet critical. Wheat 
was heading out, and thanks to earlier wet 
weather promised good yields in most areas.

In Southwest Texas, cumulative rainfall 
totals for the last month were down about 40 
percent, but wheat farmers were expecting to 
make a good wheat crop for the first time in 
five years.

Where they had irrigation in place, farm­
ers were watering crops heavily. According 
to reports from AgriLife Extension agents, 
the situation was becoming more critical in 
East Texas, with its Sandy soils that quickly 
dry out.

Randy Reeves, AgriLife Extension agent 
in Harrison County, northeast of Longview, 
said people are becoming concerned as the 
area is already 6 to 8 inches below normal 
rainfall accumulation for the year.

“One dead giveaway that we can tell it’s 
real dry without just looking - - and I think 
any county agent can testify to this - - is nor­
mally this time of year we’re covered up with 
vegetable disease problems,” Reeves said. 
“And the fact is that it’s so dry, we’re just not 
seeing them.”

Of bigger concern in East Texas, which is 
cow/calf county, is that Bermuda grass pas­
tures are burning up.

The first cutting of warm-season hay is 
usually the last week of May, first week of 
June, but it’s unlikely to happen this year. 
Reeves said.

“We’ll get it (eventually), but it’s gong to 
be late. A lot is going to depend upon what 
happens later this week and this coming 
weekend. If we don’t get a rain soon, it’s re­
ally going to set us back,” he said.

Forecasters are predicting 15-25 mph 
winds for the rest of the week, with a chance 
of rain later. Reeves said.

“We need it bad,” he said. “The wind defi­
nitely does not help.”

The following summaries were compiled 
by AgriLife Extension district reporters:

CENTRAL: High winds rapidly depleted 
topsoil moisture. Small grains began to turn 
color, which indicates harvest will likely 
start the last of May. However, many crops 
showed signs of moisture stress. Oats were 
looking good and should yield much better 
than average. Warm-season grasses need­
ed higher temperatures and more rain for 
growth. Some producers fertilized pastures

but the lack of rain has prevented any grass 
growth. Calf weights were above average for 
this time of year.

COASTAL BEND: Most row crops under 
irrigation were being watered. Warm, windy 
weather dried topsoils, but soil moisture 
was still adequate at 2-3 feet deep. Rain was 
needed. Farmers continued to apply fertilizer 
and cultivate crops. Livestock were in good 
condition.

EAST: The region needs a good rain. 
Soils continued to dry out quickly under the 
constantly windy conditions. AgriLife Exten­
sion agents reported many producers were 
concerned the region will have another dry 
summer. Producers cut ryegrass and clover 
for hay, but with the lack of moisture and low 
nighttime temperatures, Bermuda grass was 
slow to grow. Producers fertilized hay fields 
hoping for rain. Livestock were in good con­
dition. Feral hogs continued to be a problem.

FAR WEST: Days were hot with high 
winds and no precipitation. Soil-moisture 
levels were dropping and young rangeland 
plants were severely wilting. Most wheat 
and oats were harvested for hay. Farmers 
were irrigating fields to maintain subsurface 
moisture in preparation for cotton planting. 
Some farmers put cotton in dry, planning to 
irrigate it later. Cover crops were plowed un­
der in preparation for other plantings. Grow­
ers were planting chile peppers, beginning to 
harvest onions and baling alfalfa.

NORTH: Soil-moisture levels were ade­
quate. Crops progressed but remained behind 
normal after late planting due to wet weather. 
What com that got planted was in fair to good 
condition. Because of the rain, only about 30 
percent of normal wheat acreage was planted. 
That wheat looked good, but it was also be­
hind schedule. All wheat should be headed 
out by now, but only 50 percent was. This 
means harvest will be later this year, but it 
still has good yield potential. Growers were 
planting cotton,’and oats were being har­
vested. Soybeans and sorghum were in fair 
to good condition. Peaches and strawberries 
looked good. Planting of summer annuals 
was under way, and ranchers began to cut 
and bale ryegrass. Warm-season gasses were 
progressing well with the recent rains. The 
weather was clearer, but the nights remained 
cooler than normal which has slowed pas­
ture growth. However, pastures were look­
ing good, which was fortunate for livestock 
producers as hay stocks were nearly depleted. 
Livestock were in fair to good condition. In­
sect populations were increasing, and feral 
hogs remained a major problem.

PANHANDLE: Topsoils dried out be­

cause of lack of rain and strong winds. Grow­
ers started to cut some wheat for hay. Dryland 
wheat needed moisture, and some irrigated 
wheat showed signs of disease, but most 
wheat was in fair to good condition. Com 
was 65 percent to 100 percent planted and 
about 50 percent emerged. Producers started 
planting sorghum, cotton, peanuts and silage. 
Rajjgeland grasses were emerged and grow­
ing, providing good grazing for cattle.

I ROLLING PLAINS: The rain stopped for 
avfhile, and the wind picked up with a ven­
geance, drying out the top couple of inches 
of soil. However, deeper moisture remained. 
Producers planting sudan or cotton were hop­
ing there was enough moisture in the top 2 
inches to germinate the crops and get suitable 
stands. Some farmers were replanting grain 
sorghum where it had been washed out by 
earlier rains. Wheat continued to mature, but 
yields were not thought to be as good as ear­
lier expected due to excess moisture and cool 
conditions while the crop was in the dough 
stage. Farmers were plowing to try to stop 
the sand from blowing and re-listing fields 
that were washed out after the heavy rains. 
Ranchers have been enjoying the moisture as 
pastures were greening up and were in good 
to excellent condition. Peanut producers 
were busy planting. Many producers have cut 
their wheat and alfalfa and started baling hay. 
Stocker cattle inventories were dropping as 
ranchers pulled them off grazing and started 
shipping. Cows were calving. Horn flies were 
becoming an issue. ' ‘ ^

SOUTH: The region did not receive any 
rain. Warm tempe^^itures promoted good 
grass growth in rangeland and pastures. Some 
field crops were doing well, but dryland com 
was stressed due to the hot weather and no 
rain. Soil moisture levels ranged from 45 to 
100 percent adequate in all counties except 
for Zavala County where they were at 100 
percent short. Producers in the northern part 
of the region began irrigating com and sor­
ghum. Producers expected to harvest wheat 
and oats in that area in the next couple of 
weeks. The potato harvest continued in the 
northern counties as well. In the eastern part 
of the district, crops were in good condition, 
hay grazer was growing well, grain growth 
was outstanding and cotton was improving. 
In the western part of the region, warm to 
hot days gave cotton a big growth boost. The 
warm weather was also favorable for wheat 
and oats that had matured but needed to dry 
down before harvesting. Also in that area, 
com and sorghum crops were doing very well 
with little to no insect pressure. Onion grow­
ers began harvesting. The cabbage harvesting

was ongoing. In the southern part of the re-1 
gion, spring vegetable crops were doing well'. 
Hay producers were cutting and baling. Live­
stock were in fair to good condition, and sup­
plemental feeding was at a minimum. There 
was some concern of stock tank water levels 
dropping because of high evaporation rates 
as temperatures reached 100-10^ degrees.

SOUTH PLAINS: Weather was mixed; 
cool at the beginning of the reporting period 
and warming towards the end. Temperatures 
ranged from 60 to nearly 100 degrees during 
the days and 40 to 65 degrees at night. Soil 
moisture was adequate. Com planting was in 
full swing. Some producers began planting 
cotton but stopped due to the cool weather. 
They also began planting peanuts, sunflow­
ers and sorghum. Winter wheat was in fair 
to good condition and headed out. Pastures 
and rangeland were in fair to good condition. 
Livestock were also in good condition.

SOUTHWEST: Year-to^ate cumulative 
rainfall was just below the^ong-term aver­
age, but cumulative rainfall |fhce mid-March 
was down about 40 percent. Additionally, hot 
dry winds were aggravatip^ the dry spell, 
and farmers had to begin J b  irrigate heav­
ily. Irrigated fields wefe Iriaking excellent 
progress, though. Dryland crops continued 
to make good progress, but more rain was 
needed very soon if they are to produce de­
cent yields. Wheat was drying down, and the 
harvest was expected to start soon. Producers 
were expecting a bumper crop after five years 
of very little production. Forage availability 
was above average, but pastures and ranges 
need more rain to produce an average spring 
forage crop. The spring onion harvest was 
gaining momentum. The cabbage and broc­
coli harvests were ongoing. Potatoes made 
excellent progress. Growers were planing to 
start planting peanuts soon.

WEST CENTRAL: High winds accom­
panied warmer weather. Soil-moisture lev­
els were still good in most areas, but most 
crops could use a rain. Producers were plant­
ing cotton into irrigated fields, and dryland 
producers were expected to begin planting in 
a couple of weeks. Preparations for cotton, 
sorghum and hay crops were ongoing. Small- 
grain crops were generally in very good con­
dition and above-average yields were expect­
ed. Hay producers were cutting and baling 
some small-grain crops. Farmers were apply­
ing fertilizer on improved grasses. Livestock 
were in good to excellent condition. Grazing 
on rangeland and pastures conditions contin­
ued to improve. Pecan growers began spray­
ing and irrigating in orchards.

Paint Rock Pictographs

A while back, I had the experience o f traveling to Paint Rock, Texas to 
phott>graph an incredible lady who owns an incredible piece o f  land- Kay 
Campbell and her husband Fred owns the ranch along the Concho River and 
it hiw been in Kay’s family since the 1870’s. While their place looks like 
any other from the road, it is what’s on the property’s interior that makes it 
unique.

On their ranch is a thousand foot-long cliff that is home 
to more than 1300 Native American pictographs that range 
in age from 200 to 500 years old. From the ground, tlte rock 
art looks as if  they are just random symbols painted along 
the broad cliff face. To bear Kay Campeil tell it, the art 
means much more than just a random collection o f drawings.

For those unfamiliar with Paint Rock, it is a small 
town on the southern bank o f the Concho River in Concho 
County, Texas, Located about 70 miles south o f Abilene, 
the town rises from the hardscrabble scrublands o f the Texas
midwest. About a mile north o f the county courthouse is one o f the most extensive collections of 
rock art found in Texas.

Spread out over the entire surface o f the south facing cliff are hundreds o f ochre and black
painting depicting alt sorts o f things like an archer, an outline 
o f a band, turkey, a Kokopelli, a buffalo, groups of people, 
and other self-explanatory drawings. What wa.s fascinating, 
however, were the paintings that were more abstract in nature 
- and there were plenty o f them.

According to Mre. Campeil, the abstract paintings are 
an astrological map that outlines stellar constellations, pre­
dicts the summer and winter solstices, marks the bi-annual 
equinox and indicates the change o f the seasons.

While I was there, 1 worked my way slowly across 
the cliff to sec each piece o f artwork that I ctwld. On the 

summer day I was there, rattlesnakes were all around and the prickly pear patiently waited for me to 
brush against it so I was careful.

Looking at tlic artwork, I was inspired and confounded all at once. Studying the hand outline 
was humbling, I couldn’t help but wonder about the person who traced their hand so long ago. And 
the astrological maps... How did ancient people figure out how to use rocks to make shadows that 
point to the center o f the some o f the drawings on the first day o f  winter and the first day o f sum­
mer*,̂  How could they be savvy enough to understand the stai^ and constellations when ttxlay most 
can’t even comprehend the magnitude of the heavens?

Obviously I leave with more questions than answens. That’s oktty, though. It the incessant 
fascination that keeps me yearning for more adventures and I can’t wait for my next one.
