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Plans ongoing 
for salinity 
solar ponds
Truscott Brine Lake 
could provide electricity 
for AFBs, jobs for Knox

A  plan to pu t Truscott Brine Lake 
saltwcater to  w ork to  generate electricity 
isn’t dead in  the water.

Far from  it.
Things could start happening as early 

as May, and the eventual result could be 
50 to 70 good-paying perm anent jobs 
for Knox C ounty  and neighboring Foard 
County.

C ounty  Judge Travis Floyd spoke 
Tuesday o f  the status o f a project backed 
by G ood E arth  M echanics, a N ew  
H am pshire-based com pany w ith  a plan 
to  utilize the nine-acre artificial lake to 
create salinity-gradient solar ponds.

“M aybe you though t everything was 
dead,” Floyd said. “I t ’s no t dead. Things 
are m oving forward.”

The mechanics o f  creating electricity 
from  the solar ponds depends on a natu­
ral saltwater phenom enon. In  shallow, 
salty lakes, such as Truscott Brine Lake, 
the salt on the bottom  o f  the lake traps 
heat rather than  letting  it circulate up ­
ward via convection as it would in fresh 
water.

The naturally occurring heat, som e­
tim es nearly enough to boil the water, 
can be utilized to  generate electricity us­
ing m echanical systems th a t are similar 
to  refrigeration systems —  a low-cost, 
low -m aintenance way o f  producing elec­
tricity once the equipm ent is in  place. 
Even though G ood E arth  M echanics is 
a private company, politics still are part 
o f  the scenario.

“T hat’s one o f  the things th a t’s slowed 
it dow n,” Floyd said.

Expense is also a factor, bu t it hasn’t 
stopped the project.

“I t ’s $500,000 ju st to  pu t the appUca- 
tion through,” Floyd said. “They do have 
funding for that. They’re ready to  go.”

G ood E arth  cannot launch the proj­
ect w ithout a long-term  contract from  a 
custom er w illing to  buy electricity.

“They’re only asking for five m ega­
w atts,” Floyd said.

Sheppard A ir Force Base is w illing to 
be the customer. Buying salinity-pond 
electricity from  G ood E arth  w ould en­
able Sheppard to  m eet its requirem ents 
for m eeting a certain percentage o f  its 
energy needs w ith  power produced from

H e’s following 
Ronnie W hite  as city m an­
ager o f Benjamin.

The two worked on a water 
leak Friday close to down­
town, both getting muddy.

“I t ’s a one-m an job here,” 
Sealy said.

The city manager does 
virtually everything, in other 
words.

W hen  it comes to water, 
it’s about more than fixing 
leaks. Sealy m ust oversee 
both the system that supplies 
residents w ith water and 
also the wastewater system. 
W hite  has both a waterworks 
license and a wastewater li­
cense, per the requirements 
o f the Texas Commission on 
Environmental Quality, the

state agency that regulates 
water systems and enforces 
environmental regulations 
that protect the state’s water 
resources.

Sealy is working on get­
ting both licenses. W hite, 
appointed to fill the City 
Council position vacated by 
Sealy w hen he took W h ite’s 
job, is helping Sealy as he 
learns the ins and outs o f the 
work o f city manager.

“W e just traded places,” 
Sealy said.

Sealy’s previous job was 
manager o f the nearby 
Spikebox Ranch, where he 
worked 24 years.

“I look forward to serving 
the citizens o f Benjamin,” he 
said.

W h ite’s role as Sealy’s 
m entor will fade as Sealy 
l ^ n s  the ropes and gets the 
required licenses from  the 
state.

Benjamin recognized 
W hite  for his years o f ser­
vice at a retirement party 
last Thursday at the W ood­
en Nickel in Knox City. I t 
wasn’t  W hite’s first tim e to 
quit the job. Over a 34-year 
period. W hite  has been city 
manager off and on, spend­
ing a total o f 19 years in the 
position.

“I told them  yesterday (at 
the''^retirement party) this 
was the first time I hadn’t 
been run off,” W hite  said, 
smiling and reporting that 
one councilman said, “You 
seen it a cornin’.”

But W hite, usually in 
overalls, wiU continue to be a 
presence in Benjamin.

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Munday restaurant owner’s bread recipe a close-guarded secret

(Editor’s note: Knox City  
butcher Cecil Bingham 
was the focus last w eek  
of the first story in a 
th ree -p art News-Courier 
series inspired by the  
nursery rhyme about “ the  
butcher, the baker and 
the candlestick m aker.” 
This w eek, the spotlight’s 
on Karen Shahan, a baker 
in Munday. Next w eek, a 
story about local candle 
m aker Stephany Rowland 
w ill conclude the series, 
a tribu te  to three special 
people whose talents  
make Knox County a 
b e tte r place to live .)

M U N D A Y —  K aren S ha­
han  bakes for the  L i’l Red 
H en  in dow ntow n M u n d ay ,, 
w here the  fam ily bread rec­
ipe d istinguishes m uch o f  
the  fare, from  d inner rolls to  
loaves for hoagies. H an d ed  
dow n from  a C herokee an ­
cestor w ith  the T rail o f  Tears 
in  her background, th e  trea­
sured recipe isn’t  norm ally 
shared w ith  anyone outside 
the  family. Shahan is the 
exception. She d idn’t  have 
to  m arry in to  the fam ily to

learn  it, b u t she had to  w ork  
for it.

“I was working, a t the  first 
L i’l R ed H e n ,” Shahan  said, 
referring  to  a restauran t 
ow ned by her m o th e r- and 
father-in-law , Phyllis and 
A llen Shahan, in  Evanston, 
W yo.

L ike some young m en 
w ho historically have lied 
about the ir ages to  enlist in 
the  service, teenager Karen 
Shahan  lied about her age to  
get h ired , telling her future 
m o ther-in -law  she was 16 
w hen  she was only 14.

“I p u t her to  w ork,” P hy l­
lis Shanan said. “She w orked 
circles around everybody 
else.”

W h e n  baking becam e 
p art o f  Karen Shahan’s job, 
she was happy to  do it.

“I ’ve always liked to  bake,” 
she said. “I love, do ing  des­
serts. I ’m no t afraid  to  try  
anyth ing  once.”

Now, long since m arried 
to  S tephen Shahan and 
an integral m em ber o f  the  
family, Karen Shahan finds 
herse lf transp lan ted  from  
W yom ing  to  Texas, from  
one small tow n to another, 
arriving in  M unday  in  tim e 
for tw o very h o t sum m ers in 
a row.

“I miss the  change o f  
seasons,” she said. “In  the 
cold, you can p u t on clothes. 
In  the  heat, there is only 
so m uch you can take off. 
W h e n  yo.u bake, you have 
to  bake no m atte r how  h o t
•. • n
I t  IS .

B ut despite the Texas 
heat, Karen Shahan  is still 
m aking a hand  and fitting  
in to  a fam ily th a t doesn’t 
shirk  w hen it com es to  ru n ­
n ing a restauran t —  w ork 
th a t’s hard  enough w hether 
th e  bread and desserts are 
hom em ade or purchased 
wholesale.

The only bread no t baked 
on site at the  L i’l R ed H en  
is the  ordinary  ligh t bread 
used for toast on the break­
fast m enu. O therw ise, all L i’l 
Red H en  bread is from  the 
L i’l Red H en’s own oven, all 
baked by Karen Shahan.

“W onderful cookies and 
cheesecakes and cakes and 
pies, she does all the bread,” 
Phyllis Shahan said, praising 
her daugh ter-in -law ’s work. 
“H oagies, ham burger buns, 
hom em ade biscuits, d inner 
rolls, coneys.”

A nd  if  the  duties o f  bak­
ing weren’t  enough, par­
ticularly during the  holidays 
w hen catering jobs and spe­

cial orders add to  the w ork­
load, Karen Shahan also is 
the  waitress at the  L i’l Red 
H en.

The rem odeled space i t­
self shows her talents, from  
the pa in t on the  walls to  the 
lam inate floor —  the th ird  
such floor Karen Shahan has 
installed.

The nam e o f  the restaurant 
is no accident. I t  reflects the 
philosophy o f  all the  Shah- 
ans, w ho identify  w ith  the 
trad itional children’s story 
about the  self-sufficient L it­
tle Red H en . The legend g lo­
rifies the w ork  ethic o f  the 
hen, w ho go t no help from  
her barnyard com panions 
w hen it  came to  the tasks 
o f  p lan ting  the  seed, reap­
ing the  harvest, grind ing  the 
grain and baking bread.

W h e n  all was said and 
done, the  storybook L ittle 
R ed H en  declined to  share 
her fresh-baked bread w ith  
any o f  the lazy anim als th a t 
w ouldn’t  help her w ith  any 
o f  the work.

N either are th e  Shahan’s 
giving away w hat comes 
from  the ir oven, bu t i t ’s all 
on the m enu for a price, 
served w ith  a smile by the 
baker herself.

Fair enough.

“W e’d usually have a 
stocking -  really a sock -  
filled w ith  fru it and nu ts,” 
she rem em bered.

H e had poured out his sock 
and was delighted w ith the 
treats because fresh fru it 
and a couple o f pieces o f 
hard candy were a bounty 
to those who seldom knew 
treats.

w here he hurd led  a hapless 
W elling ton  defender.

The M oguls w asted little 
tim e racing ou t to  a 13-0 
lead after the  first quarter 
and led 28-6  at the half.

D ockins two long runs 
sealed the  deal in  the  second 
h a lf  o f  the  gam e.

“T hat was probably my 
best gam e o f  the  year,”D ock- 
ins, a senior run n in g  back 
said.
