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Hospital, clinic to drill water wells

The Knox County Hospital Board o f D i­
rectors approved installation of two water 
wells on the grounds o f the hospital and 
Knox C ity clinic. Due to water restrictions 
imposed by the drought, the well water will 
help off-set the need for municipal city wa­
ter.

Board meiiiber JoAnn Albus and hospital 
M aintenance Director, Rick Fetsch helped 
determine the best location to drill. Using an 
often referred to as old-fashioned method, 
JoAnn and Rick used metal dowsing rods to 
“witch for water.” After several walkovers, at 
the conclusion o f their independent results, 
“X ” marked the spot.

Local contractors dug two 60’water wells, 
one at the hospital and one at the clinic. W a­
ter was successfully reached at 30’. The sites 
have been prepared with concrete founda­
tions, electric subversive pumps and pressure 
tanks with sand separators. W hen the instal­
lation is complete, protective sheds will be 
built to keep the equipment protected from 
the weather.

Right now, the well water is in use for pur­
poses o f maintaining the landscaping and 
grounds. W hen  asked about a plan for well 
usage in the wake o f an external or inter­
nal disaster, hospital administrator, Stephen 
Kuehler said, “That’s what we installed the 
wells for.” Should the water supply further

Early voting 
begins Monday 
throughout Texas

Early voting in the state constitutional amendment 
election begins next week.

Registered voters wishing to cast ballots ahead of 
the Nov. 5 election may do so from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. 
M onday through Friday at the County Courthouse.

The last day to request a ballot by mail is Oct. 25.
A  new requirement this election is for each regis­

tered voter to show a valid photo ID  in order to cast 
a ballot. For those who do not have any acceptable 
forms o f identification, then an Election Identifica­
tion Card can be obtained from any Department of 
Pubhc Safety location at no charge.

I f  you are voting by mail, you do not have to submit 
photo identification and if you have a documented 
disability, you may apply to your county voter registrar 
for a permanent exemption from the photo identifi­
cation requirement. I f  approved, you will not need a 
photo ID  in order to cast a vote.

There will be nine proposed amendments on the 
ballot for the Nov. 5 election in Texas. W hile most 
will be related to a variety of amendments regarding 
ad valorem tax exemptions, most W est Texas residents 
hkely will be concerned with Proposition 6, which 
would ensure proper water resources be allocated to 
the communities that need them most.

The amendment proposes providing for the creation 
o f the State W ater Implementation Fund for Texas

Knox County 
Brazos river bridge 
nearing com pletion

KNOX COUNTY -  A  section of the Brazos River 
SH-6 Bridge in Knox County, just north of Knox City 
and south of Benjamin was partially completed recently 
and is now open to through traffic. The project is ongoing, 
but most of the major constmction is completed and the 
newly designed, much wider bridge, is now functioning.

While the new bridge has recently become available 
for public use, the project is still ongoing and remains in 
phase two of constmction. “Even though the new bridge 
is now available, we are still working on transitions that tie 
the new roadway to the old roadway,” said Barbara Seal, 
our Knox County Txdot Spokeswoman. “The $4.3 mil­
lion dollar project is approximately 80% complete with a 
final completion date set for Nov. 2013,” Seal continued.

Annual Sausage Fest 
is a labor of love

R H IN ELA N D  —  I t’s a tradition 41 years 
and still going strong. Members o f St. Joseph’s 
Knights of Columbus gathered Saturday to pre­
pare for their largest annual fundraiser to make 
sausage by hand.

This year, a volunteer group of about 30 C ath­
olic men of all ages participated in making G er­
man sausage, each having a specific job to do. 
Various stations were set up in the old Rhineland 
store, ranging from unpacking boxes of pork, 
sorting and cutting, seasoning, grinding, sleeving, 
weighing and packaging.

Customers place advanced orders and some 
just drop by to purchase the homemade sausage 
by the 5-pound or 10-pound bag for German 
sausage or by the 2-pound sleeve for breakfast 
sausage.

In anticipation o f the large number of people 
who show up annually to purchase the sausage 
and attend the dinner the next day, the Knights 
of Columbus men purchase about 2,500 poundsr

of pork; prepare and cook more than 600 pounds 
o f sausage; and about 800 pounds of chicken 
each year close to Columbus Day.

“W hen the event first started over 40 years 
ago,” Elder and Knights o f Columbus member 
Francis Birkenfeld said, “we started in the back 
(of the old Rhineland store). Back then, we did it 
all; nowadays, we buy the meat.”

W hile taking a break, 85-year-old Birkenfeld 
continued to say, “I ’m so happy to see the young­
er men get involved.”

M aking the sausage on this scale takes a team.
A1 Kuehler, another senior sausage maker said, 

“This is our biggest event to raise money for 
charity. Some o f the funds go for the upkeep of 
our hall, but most and more importantly to help 
people.”

O n Sunday, the day of the dinner, folks come 
from aU around, not just from the local com­
munity to enjoy each other’s company over an 
all-you-can-eat meal o f fried chicken, German 
sausage, homemade salads and vegetables plus 
goodies from the dessert table.

About 1,150 meals were served.

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The days of Big Brother are upon us
M any o f you will scoff at this no­

tion, bu t you’re being spied on. 
I f  you are aware o f it, maybe 

you’re ju st not worried.
I ’ve w ritten  before about the vari­

ous agencies obtaining more and more 
inform ation on A m ericans and residents 
o f foreign countries. A nd since these are 
U.S. agencies, we are powerless to stop it, 
especially if  you use any electronic device 

such as a phone or 
com puter or you make 
any transaction tha t is 
no t cash.

T he latest story on 
governm ent spying 
broke M onday as it was 
discovered th a t the N a­
tional Security Agency 
is gathering hundreds o f 
millions o f contact lists 
from  personal e-m ail 

. and instant messaging 
accounts around the

world.
T he collection program  intercepts e- 

mail address books and “buddy lists” from 
instan t messaging services as they move 
across global data links.

Instead o f targeting individual users, 
the NS A  is gathering lists in large num ­
bers —  up to 500,000 a day.

D uring  a single day last year, the NSA’s

lected 444,743 e-m ail address books from  
Yahoo, 105,068 from  H otm ail, 82,857 
from  Facebook, 33,697 from  G m ail and 
22,881 from  other providers. T h a t is a 
typical daily take according to the story.

A lthough the collection takes place 
overseas, senior U.S. intelligence officials 
said the program  ends up sweeping the 
contacts o f millions o f Americans.

A  spokesman for the Office o f the 
D irector o f N ational Intelligence, w hich 
oversees the NS A, said the agency “is 
focused on discovering and developing 
intelligence about valid foreign in telli­
gence targets like terrorists, hum an traf­
fickers and drug smugglers. W e are not 
interested in personal inform ation about 
ordinary A m ericans.”

Sound familiar?
In  June, it was discovered th a t the NS A 

was using a program  to obtain phone 
records o f a huge num ber o f A m erican 
citizens.

T he NSA’s director. G eneral Keith B. 
Alexander, has defended “bulk” collection 
saying, “You need the haystack to find the 
needle.”

You may be o f the m ind th a t you have 
nothing to hide so the governm ent is not 
interested in you. H opefully you’re right, 
bu t I doubt it.

W hen  you have data on Am ericans,

w hether i t ’s about the prescriptions we 
take or perhaps a hunting  license recently 
purchased, i t ’s easy to use your im agina­
tion and realize how this data can be used 
for purposes w hich are less than  benign.

I wish I could inform  you th a t there are 
measures you can take to keep your life 
private, bu t the fact is I can’t.

I f  you’re in public, someone has you 
on camera. I f  you use debit or credit 
cards, they know exactly w hat you buy. I f  
you use Facebook or any social network, 
they know your friends and family. T he 
infringem ents go on and on.

Big B rother is not only w atching us, 
they are rem em bering everything about 
us. U nder the guise o f security or conve­
nience, we are fooled into handing over 
every b it o f our personal inform ation to 
the governm ent and i t ’s wrong.

Speaking o f Facebook, have you heard 
the latest?

Facebook is getting  rid o f the privacy 
feature tha t allows users to lim it who can 
find them  on the social network.

Facebook said last week it is removing 
the setting th a t controls w hether users 
could be found w hen people type their 
name into the w ebsite’s search bar. T he 
company is using the excuse th a t only a 
few m illion even use the feature.

So if  your kids are on Facebook and 
their settings were private, they’re now

out there for predators to find.
Just a word o f caution.
For some good news regarding technol­

ogy:
France’s N ational Agency for H ealth , 

Food and Environm ental Safety says tha t 
cell phones have no detrim ental im pact 
on health.

T he same agency does make the recom ­
m endation th a t children and big users o f 
mobile phones lim it their exposure to the 
devices.

“In  the light o f current knowledge, 
given the rapid evolution o f technologies 
and their uses, (the agency) recommends 
lim iting the population’s exposure to ra­
dio frequency energy —  in particular for 
mobile phones, and particularly for chil­
dren and heavy users —  and to control 
general exposure to relay antennas.”

So basically, they are saying there is 
nothing wrong w ith using cell phones, 
bu t just in case, lim it your usage.

Sounds to me like they need to study 
this more.

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Court rejects case 
against election law

A U STIN —  A three-judge panel o f the 
U S . Fifth Circuit Court o f Appeals on Oct. 3 
rejected a case challenging the constitution­
ality of a 2011 Texas election law regulating 
deputy voter registrars.

In a 2-1 ruling, the majority of the panel 
said the plaintiffs Voting for America Inc., 
Brad Richey, Penelope McFadden and Proj­
ect Vote Inc. “have not made a clear showing” 
that certain provisions of the law violate their 
First Amendment rights or are pre-empted 
by the federal Voting Rights Act.

Plaintiffs challenged these five points in 
the state election law:

(1) Prohibition of non-state residents from 
serving as volunteer deputy registrars;

(2) Prohibition of a volunteer deputy reg­
istrar from serving as such in more than one 
county; '

(3) A  compensation provision;
(4) Prohibition from photocopying or 

scanning voter registration applications sub­
mitted to a deputy voter registrar but not yet 
delivered to the county registrar; and

(5) Prohibition of voter deputy registrars 
from sending completed voter registration 
applications via U S. mail.

The appellate court’s ruling reversed a low­
er court ruling and ordered that the case be 
sent back to the district court level for further 
proceedings. Fifth Circuit Judge W. Eugene 
Davis dissented.

Tax revenues climb again
Texas Comptroller Susan Combs on Oct. 

9 announced that state sales tax revenue in 
September was $2.01 bilhon, up 2.7 percent 
compared to September 2012.

“State sales tax revenue collections contin­
ued to grow at a moderate pace,” Combs said. 
“Growth was led by collections from the con­
struction, telecommunications and retail sec­
tors. State sales tax revenue has now increased 
for 42 consecutive months.”

The state comptroller’s office will send cit­
ies, counties, transit systems and special pur­
pose taxing districts their October local sales 
tax allocations totaling $579.8 million, up 5.2 
percent compared to October 2012, Combs 
said.

DPS gives enforcement count
State Highway Patrol troopers made more 

than 1,600 D W I arrests during a special en­
forcement period recently, which included the 
Labor Day holiday, the Texas Department of 
Public Safety announced Oct. 8. The enforce­
ment effort also resulted in more than 24,440

speeding citations, more than 3,540 seat belt/ 
child safety seat citations, 1,223 fugitive ar­
rests and 977 felony arrests.

The targeted D W I enforcement period 
spanned 18 days and included additional pa­
trol hours funded by a Texas Departm ent of 
Transportation grant.

The precise count of D W I arrests was 
1,682, and 218 of those arrests were a direct 
result o f the increased patrols funded by the 
T xD O T  grant, DPS Director Steven M c- 
Craw reported.

TXDOT plans to name names
The Texas Department of Transportation 

on Oct. 2 announced it is notifying the top 
toll violators and giving them a deadline to 
pay their overdue tolls or be included on a 
list the agency will publish in the next two 
weeks.

Authority to report the names of violators 
publicly and other powers were provided by 
Senate Bill 1792 passed in the recent legisla­
tive session,TXDOT said, adding that drivers 
owe more than $27 million in unpaid tolls— 
money that will be used to pay debt and fund 
operations on these roads.

“Everyone using our state’s toll roads is 
responsible for paying to use them. Chronic 
violators are ultimately taking from the ma­
jority of motorists who do things right and 
pay their tolls,” said Sen. Kirk Watson, D - 
Austin, the author of SB 1792. “The biparti­
san support for SB 1792 reflects how strongly 
the legislature feels about going after toll road 
abusers who are looking for a free ride.”

Cuckoo protection is proposed
The U S. R sh and Wildlife Service on Oct. 

2 announced its intention to propose to add 
the yeUow-billed cuckoo to a list o f protected 
animals under the Endangered Species Act of 
1973.

Preferred habitat o f the yellow-billed 
cuckoo, according to Texas Parks 6c W ild­
life, includes open woodlands with dense 
undergrowth, overgrown orchards and pas­
tures, moist thickets and willow groves along 
stream banks.

Grand jury does not indict
A  Travis County grand jury on Oct. 4 de­

clined to indict Travis County District A t­
torney Rosemary Lehmberg for her conduct 
after she was arrested on April 12.

Lehmberg, who serves as the state’s chief 
ethics prosecutor, on April 19 pled guilty to 
drunken driving and served about three weeks 
of a 45-day jail sentence.

Lehmberg still faces a lawsuit seeking to 
remove her from office for intoxication.

Diabetes is manageable 
when lifestyle is followed

D iabetes is a chronic disease resulting 
w hen the body does not make enough 
insulin, or the insulin it makes does not 
work properly. I t is estim ated tha t 1.8 
m illion adults in Texas have been diag­
nosed w ith diabetes. A nother 1 million 
adults are believed to have undiagnosed 
diabetes.

D iabetes is the sixth-leading cause of 
death in Texas, and many experts feel this 
is underestim ated because o f the num ber 
o f undiagnosed cases and the num er­
ous diabetes-related com plications tha t 
may be identified as the prim ary cause o f 
death. Type 2 diabetes is by far the m ost 
com m on form o f diabetes, accounting for 
around 95 percent o f all cases.

T he current obesity epidemic in the 
U nited  States is contributing  to the num ­
ber o f cases o f Type II  Diabetes and we 
are seeing an alarm ing increase in those 
individuals under the age o f eighteen be­
ing diagnosed w ith type 2 diabetes. T his 
increase is being attributed  to prim ar­
ily two factors: G enetics and Sedentary 
Lifestyles.

W e cannot change our genetics bu t we 
can make lifestyle changes. Knowledge is 
the key to m aking lifestyle changes and 
controlling and m anaging diabetes. The 
19th annual D iabetes Texas Style w ork­
shop will be Nov. 2 in the Shelton B uild­
ing, 2000 Pine Street, H endrick  M ed i­
cal C enter in Abilene.

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Knox City hands Harrold defeat
G re y h o u n d s  h a m m e r H a rro ld  H o rn e ts , 49-0

KNOX CITY - Paint Creek forfeited what 
would have been Knox City s varsity Homecom­
ing game, so the Harrold Hornets graciously ac­
cepted an offer to host the Greyhounds. While 
the game started out slowly and scoreless, the 
Knox City eventually came together in a major 
way and came away with the win, 49-0.

An eventless first quarter kicked-off the game, 
with neither team putting up any points at first. 
While the defensive gridlock ensued for the re­
mainder of the first quarter, the Greyhounds of­
fensive would eventually come together and put 
up some big numbers in the second quarter.

W ith 9:49 left in the second. Heath Welch 
immediately and ran for s 26-yard touchdown, 
while Zach Rodriguez made good on the fol­
low up two-point kick, putting Knox City on 
the board, 8-0 over the Hornets. Then, with 5:39 
left in the second quarter, Chris Lewis broke free 
from Knox City’s own 30-yard line for a long run 
into the end zone. Knox City’s extra point attempt 
was no good and the score was now 14-0, with 
the Greyhounds quickly gaining momentum. 
Harrold defense slowly began to lag, and with 
2:13 remaining in the first quarter, Israel Rodri­
guez split the defense with a 41-yard touchdown 
run, while Zach Rodriguez again made good on 
his two-point Idck, putting the score at 22-0. 
One more Knox City score came in before the 
end of the first,'wfien alternate quarterback Elias 
Nevarez connected a 37-yard touchdown pass to 
Zach Rodriguez. While the extra two-point kick 
by Israel Rodriguez fell short, the score became 
28-0 and the first half came to an end.

Harrold came out in the third quarter with 
a strong defensive performance, keeping the 
Hounds at bay for almost the first four minutes. 
This defensive streak was broken when Israel Ro­
driguez made a 33-yard dash for another touch­
down with 6:43 left in the third quarter. Knox 
City’s extra point attempt was good and'the score

was now 35-0. Defensive performances on both 
sides shut down each team’s follow-up offensive 
drives, keeping each team scoreless for the re­
mainder of the third quarter.

Fourth quarter action began as qmcldy as it did 
in the second, when a 3-yard pass by Anthony 
Estrada connected with Christian Abila for the 
Knox City touchdown only four seconds in on 
the first play. Zach Rodriguez put up a successful 
two-point kick and brought the score to 43-O.The 
Greyhound defense stayed tough throughout the 
fourth quarter and once again put a stop to the 
Harrold follow up drive and forced the Hornet 
turnover. W ithin two minutes of the Hound’s 
last score, and with 7:24 left in the game, it was 
Anthony Estrada again, this time running in die 
Greyhound touchdown and effectively clenching 
the victory. The extra point attempt was no good 
and the game came to a premature end via the 
45-point mercy rule, 49-0.

The Greyhounds ultimately had 218 yards 
mshing, with 98 yards passing. The defense man­
aged one interception and forced two fumbles.

Israel Rodgriguez rushed for 84 yards on four 
carries with two touchdowns, while Chris Lewis 
rushed for 69 yards on six carries and one touch­
down. In addition. Heath Welch ran for 26 yards 
on one carry and one touchdown.

Zach Carter passed for 16 yards with one 
completicp on four attempts, while Elias Neva­
rez passed for 37 yards with one completion on 
two attempts. Also, Anthony Estrada passes for 
35 yards with two completions on two attempts.

Krys Campos had 48 yards receiving with two 
receptions, while Zach Rodriguez had 37 yards 
recdving on one reception.

This win brings the Greyhounds record to 6-1 
for the season, while the Harrold Hornets go to 
1-6 for the regular season. Knox City will have an 
open week coming up, but will be back in action 
on Friday Oct. 25, at 7:30 p.m. when they will 
be hosted by Bryson if you would like to come 
out and support your Knox City Varsity Grey­
hounds.

K nox C ity junior varsity vexes 
Pirates for H om ecom ing victory, 51-0

KNOX C IT Y  -  There 
was some great football 
action for the G reyhounds 
during this last hom ecom ­
ing week, as the varsity 
Paint Creek Pirates trav­
eled to Knox C ity  to take 
on their jun io r varsity. 
T he JV  G reyhounds came 
away w ith  the win over the 
Indians by the end o f the 
first ha lf via the 45-poin t 
mercy rule, 51-0.

In  w hat would be a 
strange turn  o f events, the 
Varsity Paint C reek Pirates 
forfeited to the Varsity 
G reyhounds and elected to 
go up against their Junior 
Varsity instead, hoping for 
a fairer m atch. However, 
the Pirates plan may have 
been ju st as disastrous as 
their originally scheduled 
game, w ith the Knox C ity 
JV  dom inating the game 
from  start to finish. Fur­
therm ore, the Pirates only 
had 6 men total on their 
varsity squad, and were 
forced to play two-way 
iron man football.

T he Knox C ity  JV  came 
out strong, and w ithin the 
first 30 seconds o f the 
game, T ristin  Salas broke 
free for a 20-yard dash and 
fell ju st short o f the end 
zone. T his was followed 
by a lobed pass by quarter­
back Tyler M ills th a t con­
nected to Ryan H eard for 
the Knox C ity  touchdow n 
w ith 9:18 left in the first 
quarter.

drives. W ith  2:41 left on 
the board, Ryan H eard 
broke free from  three d if­
ferent tacklers at once w ith 
an epic spin maneuver, fi­
nally being brought down 
at the 10-yard line by a de­
term ined Paint Creek de­
fender a fraction his size. 
Pirates defense managed 
to pu t a stop on the next 
two runs, bu t the G rey­
hounds stayed vigilant and 
w ith just 2:20 rem aining 
in the first quarter, Justin  
Thom as runs in a touch­
down. T he extra point was 
good, m aking the score 
19-0. Paint Creek’s next 
offensive drive would be 
their m ost effective o f the 
night, bringing the ball all 
the way to the Knox C ity 
1-yard line. T his strong 
offensive effort was offset 
by the Greyhounds im pen­
etrable defense, and they 
did not let the ball break 
the plane to cross the goal 
line. A  quick fumble on 
the goal line was recovered 
by the Paint Creek quar­
terback. A nother Pirate 
fumble was forced, only 
this tim e the G reyhounds 
recovered and started 
m oving up field. A  catch 
by T ristin  Salas from  quar­
terback Tyler M ills moved 
the Knox C ity  offensive 
drive to m idfield, ending 
the first quarter.

O nly 12 seconds into 
the second quarter Justin  
Thom as dashed around 
the Paint C reek defense 
from  the same midfield 
position at w hich the pre­
vious period ended. T he 
extra point was good and 
the score 26-0. A  15-yard 
blocking in the backfield 
penalty was called against 
Knox City, and the P i­
rates took their k ick-off 
position at their own 30- 
yard line. Paint Creek also 
picked up an illegal p ro ­
cedure penalty th a t cost 
them  five yards. W ith  8:52 
rem aining in the first half, 
the Knox C ity  defense 
once again stopped the 
P irate offensive drive and 
they were forced to turn 
the ball over on downs 
at the 50-yard line. T he 
Greyhounds again capital­
ized on the turnover w hen 
T ristin  Salas burned by 
four defenders to run in

another Knox C ity  touch­
down w ith 8:39 left in the 
quarter. Justin  Thom as 
ran in the extra point, and 
the score was now 33-0. 
Knox C ity  defensive ef­
forts rem ained tough all 
night, culm inating w ith a 
powerful sack on the Paint 
Creek quarterback by Ty­
ler W eldon for a huge loss, 
bringing up 4 th  and 16. 
Defensive pressure built 
and the Pirates were again 
forced to tu rn  the ball over 
on downs w ith 7:01 left in 
the half. A nother big run 
from  Tristin  Salas from  
35 yards out into the end 
zone got Knox C ity  anoth­
er touchdown. T he extra 
point was no good and the 
G reyhounds w ent up 39-0. 
O nce again the Knox C ity 
defense did their job ef­
fectively, no allowing any 
points on the board and 
forcing the turnover. O nly 
this tim e around it was 
Skyler Neil who, w ith  3:43 
left in the first half, ran in 
the G reyhound touchdow n 
from  30 yards out. W ith  
the tw o-poin t kick falling 
short, Knox C ity  w ent up 
45-0 over the Pirates. For 
a m om ent it seemed as if 
Paint C reek was going to 
pick-up a touchdow n as 
they managed to break 
free from  the Knox C ity 
defense, only to be stopped 
dead-in-their-tracks w ith 
a huge tackle by Tristin  
Salas. Salas was a th reat on 
both  sides o f the ball all 
n ight long. However, w ith 
only :54 seconds rem aining 
in the half, it was Jaylon 
Roberson who ran in the 
Knox C ity  touchdow n this 
time. T he extra tw o-point 
was blocked and the game 
came to an end w ith Knox 
C ity  over Paint Creek 51- 
0 .

T ristian Salas ran in 
three touchdowns, while 
Justin  Thom as ran in two 
touchdowns. Ryan H eard, 
Tyler W heldon , Jaylon 
Roberson, and Skyler Neil 
all ran in one touchdown.

T he Knox C ity  defense 
forced five turnovers on 
downs, w ith Tyler W h e l­
don getting a m onster sack 
on the Paint C reek quar­
terback for a 15 yard loss.

T he Knox C ity  Blue 
G reyhound Junior Varsity 
will have an open week 
coming up, bu t will return 
to the field on Q ct. 24 to 
take on the Junior Varsity 
Bryson Cowboys in Bry­
son if  you would like to 
come out and show your 
support.
