USDA Reminds Producers 
of 2014 Acreage Reporting 
Requirement

KNOX CITY  —  U S. Department of Agriculture 
(USDA) Knox County Farm Service Agency (FSA) 
Executive Director Nancy Birkenfeld reminds agricul­
tural producers that July 15,2014, is the deadline to file 
an acreage report for spring seeded crops. Planted acres 
must be reported to FSA by July 15,2014. The Agricul­
tural Act o f2014 (2014 Farm Bill) requires producers on 
a farm to submit annual acreage reports on all cropland. 
“Although some federal farm program enrollments have 
not yet started, timely acreage reports for all crops and 
land uses, including prevented and failed acreage that 
producers submit to their local FSA office, are impor­
tant to ensure program eligibility,” said Birkenfeld.

Acreage reports to FSA are considered timely filed 
when completed by the applicable finaTcrop reporting 
deadline, which may vary from state to state. Perennial 
forage crops intended for grazing or haying were re­
quired to be reported last fall, whereas perennial forage 
crops with an intended use of cover only, green manure, 
left standing, or seed, must be reported by July 15.

Although July 15 is the most common deadline to 
report acreage for spring seeded crops, this date may be 
different in locations with climates that are warmer or 
cooler than average.

USDA Announces 
Support for Beginning 
Farmers and Ranchers
For The News-Courier

USDA has announced the implementation of new Farm Bill 
measures and other policy changes to improve the financial secu­
rity of new and beginning farmers and ranchers. USDA also un­
veiled www.USDA.gov/newfarmers, a new website that will pro­
vide a centralized, one-stop resource where beginning farmers and 
ranchers can explore the variety of USDA initiatives designed to 
help them succeed.

USDAs www.usda.gov/newfarmers has in depth information 
for new farmers and ranchers, including: how to increase access 
to land and capital; build new market opportunities; participate in 
conservation opportunities; select and use the right risk manage­
ment tools; and access USDA education, and technical support 
programs. These issues have been identified as top priorities by 
new farmers. The website will also feature instinctive case studies 
about beginning farmers who have successfully utilized USDA re­
sources to start or expand their business operations.

Todays policy announcements in support of beginning farmers 
and ranchers include:

• Waiving service fees for new and beginning farmers or ranchers 
to enroll in the Non-Insured Crop Disaster Assistance Program 
(NAP) for the 2014 crop year. NAP provides risk management 
tools to farmers who grow crops for which there is no crop insur­
ance product. Under this waiver, announced via an official notice to 
Farm Service Agency offices, farmers and ranchers whom already 
enrolled in NAP for the 2014 crop year are eligible for a service fee 
refund.

• Eliminating payment reductions under the Conservation Re­
serve Program (CRP) for new and beginning farmers which will al­
low routine, prescribed, and emergency grazing outside the primary 
nesting season on enrolled land consistent with approved conserva­
tion plans. Previously, farmers and ranchers grazing on CRP land 
were subject to a reduction in CRP payments of up to 25 percent. 
Waiving these reductions for new and beginning farmers will pro­
vide extra financial support during times of emergency like drought 
and other natural disasters.

• Increasing payment rates to beginning farmers and ranchers 
under Emergency Assistance for Livestock, Honeybees and Farm- 
Ridsed Rsh Program (ELAP). Under this provision, beginning 
and farmers can claim up 90 percent of losses for lost livestock, such 
as bees, under ELAP. This is a fifty percent increase over previ­
ously available payment amounts to new and beginning farmers.

In the near future, USDA will also announce additional crop 
insurance program changes for beginning farmers and ranchers -  
including discounted premiums, waiver of administrative fees, and 
other benefits.

ATHENS -  Texas boaters 
are now required to drain all 
water from their boat and on­
board receptacles before leaving 
or approaching a body of fresh 
water anywhere in Texas.

The new Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department regulation 
is designed to help combat the 
further spread of zebra mussels 
and other inwisive species. It 
applies to all types and sizes of 
boats whether powered or not: 
personal watercraft, sailboats, 
kayaks/canoes, or any other 
vessel used on public waters.

The regulation requires the 
draining of liveweUs, bilges, 
motors, and any other receptacles 
or water-intake systems coming 
into contact with public waters.

Live fish, including personally 
caught live bait, cannot be 
transported from the water body 
where the fish were caught in or 
aboard a vessel in water from 
the water body where the fish 
were caught. Personally caught 
live bait can be used in the water 
body where it was caught.

Anglers are allowed to 
transport and use commercially 
purchased live bait if they have 
a receipt that identifies the 
source of the bait. Any live bait 
purchased from a location on or 
adjacent to a public water body 
that is transported in water from

that water body can only be used 
as bait on that same water body.

Anglers participating in a 
fishing tournament confined 
to one water body may 
transport live fish in water 
from that single water body to 
an identified off-site weigh-in 
location, but all water must be 
drained and properly disposed 
of before leaving that location. 
Anglers are required to possess 
documentation provided by 
tournament organizers that 
identify them as participants in 
the tournament.

Movement from one access 
point to another on the same 
lake during the same day 
does not require draining, 
and there is an exception for 
governmental activities and 
emergencies. Marine sanitary 
systems are not covered by these 
regulations.

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Meek Center bloodmobile comes to Knox City

KNOX C IT Y  - A  com m unity blood drive 
took place in Knox C ity last Tuesday. The 
M eek Blood C enter o f Abilene was set up 
directly across from the Knox C ounty H os­
pital and adjacent to the Knox C ity Clinic 
from  1 p.m. until 6 p.m. that evening.

The unique vehicle has come to Knox 
C ity during the summer because these are 
the desperate m onths for all blood banks. 
Red Cross was just on hand in M unday re­
cently conducting a blood drive.

“We are asking donors to please rem em ­

ber tha t the need for blood is constant,” 
said Frances Baker, donor recruiter for 
M eek Blood Center. “Even the m ost regu­
lar o f blood donors get busy in the summer 
w ith vacations and other activities and for­
get to donate blood. Blood donation only 
takes about an hour, and that hour could 
give someone else a lifetim e.”

The bloodmobile was full o f volunteer 
donors and even had five or six people w ait­
ing in line toward the rear o f the medical 
RV.

Knox C ity M ayor Kent Deville checked 
up on the drive him self The staff was 
pleased w ith the positive turnout and was

appreciative to the public. Each donor re­
ceived a cookie, patriotic T -sh irt and a 
com plim entary cholesterol test.

“W e have seen almost ten people so far 
and that is good,” said M eek Blood C en­
ter employee Eiren Decowski, who was on 
hand politely taking hlood from volunteers. 
“We are always hoping for somebody . . . 
anybody . . .  so a good turnout like this is 
always nice during the summer.”

Volunteer blood donors play a vital role 
in the com m unity hy providing lifesaving 
blood transfusions to patients w ith many 
different medical conditions. The biggest 
user o f blood and blood products are cancer

patients who are undergoing chemotherapy 
treatm ent. W hile a cancer patient may re­
quire multiple units o f blood at one time, as 
little as three teaspoons o f blood can save 
the life o f a premature baby.

Changes have been made to streamline 
the screening process and some previous 
restrictions regarding medical conditions 
and medications have been lifted. In  other 
words, it is easier to donate blood today 
than it once was so if  you haven’t donated 
in a while, give it a try, you will be saving 
a life. Those who have eligibility questions 
can speak w ith the M eek Blood Center su­
pervisor at 325-670-2880.

A year after moving into our neŵ  home, 
I can say it’s been a fun experience 
pioneering our piece of northwest 

Texas and dealing with the challenges there­
in. Just building a house and serving as both 
a general contractor and a sub-contractor on 
some jobs proved to be a colossal juggling act 

that took patience and per­
severance. Taking a piece of 
ground from a raw mesquite 
patch to a titled piece of real 
estate isn’t at all impos­
sible from a do-it-yourself 
perspective. It simply takes 
paying attention to details. 
Specifically, understanding 
the title process on a home 
and having a clear under­
standing on the overall work 

plan and timeline of aU your subcontractors. 
Communication goes a long way in solving 
most problems. Despite a few negatives, 
building the house (and now living in it for a 
year) has been overwhelmingly positive.

W here we buUt our house isn’t too far 
out of town but is far enough to be in some 
incredibly rich wildhfe habitat. O n any given 
day you are liable to see a mule deer crossing 
the county road or a whitetail deer hanging 
out in the yard. Cottontail rabbits are abun­
dant and have no fear o f us as they go about 
their business while we are out in the yard. 
Songbirds greet us with their bubbly songs. 
M y favorite song is the simple three note call 
of the bobwhites as they whistle their tune in 
search of mates.

Good Housekeeping (
Mom’s Blueberry Buckle

A  trifecta of cake, berries and streusel topping, 
this dessert is perfect for poduck barbecues.

2 1/3 cups all-purpose flour
2 teaspoons baking powder
1/2 teaspoon salt
3/4 cup (1 1/2 sticks) unsalted butter or 

margarine, room temperature
3/4 cup sugar
1 large egg, lightly beaten
3/4 cup whole milk
2 1/2 cups fresh blueberries
1 tablespoon fresh lemon juice
1/2 teaspoon ground cinnamon
1/4 teaspoon freshly grated nutmeg

1. Preheat oven to 375 F. Grease 9-inch- 
square baking pan.

2. Into medium bowl, sift 2 cups flour, baking 
powder and salt. In large bowl, with mixer on 
medium-high speed, beat 1/2 cup butter until 
smooth. Add 1/2 cup sugar; beat until light and 
fluffy. Reduce speed to medium. Beat in egg 
until combined. Beat in flour mixture alternately 
with milk until combined, starting and ending 
with flour mixture and scraping bowl as needed.

Glyphosate resistance and rains pose 
issues for weed control in cotton

W ild turkeys frequently escape the sun by 
panting in the shade of our porch or next to 
one of the mesquite trees we left in the yard. 
Reptiles are common. Thankfully we have an 
abund ance of Texas horned lizards that are fat 
from gorging on red ants. W e have our share 
of lizards who look comical when they run 
away on two legs when you startle them. In 
addition to the reptiles we like, we’ve also had 
to deal with less desirable reptiles. So far. I’ve 
seen four different diamondback rattlesnakes 
in the front yard alone. There’s no telling 
how many are around that I haven’t seen. 
W ild hogs are present as well. As many as 
twenty or more have been in the yard at one 
time or another: taking their turn eating milo 
from the platform of the bird feeder I placed 
in the backyard.

Living with wildlife has been good despite 
our garden and vineyard being nibbled upon 
by anything that enjoys fresh greenery. It’s 
okay, though. Whatever challenges we’ve 
faced with the home are relatively minor. 
Sitting on the front porch and listening to 
coyotes in the evening make you forget about 
all of them.

3. In bowl, toss blueberries with’ lemon juice.

4. In another bowl, whisk cinnamon, nutmeg 

and remaining 1/3 cup flour, and 1/4 cup sugar. 
Add remaining 4 tablespoon butter, with pastiy 
blender, blend well. Form into large crumbs; 
sprinkle over blueberries. Bake 50 minutes or 
until toothpick comes out almost dean.

5. Cool slightly in pan on wire rack. Cut into 
squares. Serve warm or at room temperature. 
Store, refiigerated, up to 3 days. Makes 9 
servings.

C O L L E G E  S T A T IO N  -  M ore rain 
over the Texas H igh  Plains and Rolling 
Plains continues to improve the growing 
conditions for cotton, bu t also for weeds, 
according to a Texas A & M  AgriLife 
Extension Service expert.

T he weeds are particularly troublesom e 
for cotton growers this year because o f 
two reasons— the tim ing o f the rains and 
glyphosate resistance, said D r. Gaylon 
M organ, AgriLife Extension statewide 
cotton specialist. College Station.

“I th ink  are several reasons we’re seeing 
more w eed-control issues,” M organ said. 
“O ne is th a t we’ve had much better early 
season rainfall than  we’ve had in the last 
three or four years. W ith  the early season 
rainfall, before the crop is well established, 
the weeds are m uch more visible, and 
are m uch more com petitive than  if  they 
emerge later.”

C otton  is very com petitive w ith weeds 
once it is established and growing well, he 
explained. W eeds em erging later in the 
growing season are shaded by the cotton 
leaf canopy and face greater com petition
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for w ater and nutrients from m ature cotton 
plants.

“However, early season com petition 
from weeds is m uch more detrim ental to 
cotton yields than weeds em erging m id­
season,” M organ said. “T his is because 
cotton is a perennial plant th a t develops 
slowly as a seedling and young plant, and 
especially this year w ith cooler than normal 
tem peratures.”

T here are num erous weeds posing 
problem s, bu t the No. 1 weed for m ost 
Texas cotton growers is Palm er am aranth, 
com m only known as pigweed, he said.

“A nd w hat we hear the m ost about now, 
is glyphosate-resistant pigweeds, m eaning 
th a t Roundup or glyphosate will not 
control these pigweeds,” M organ said. “I t 
was in the last four to five years in South 
Texas th a t w e’ve had more and more 
reports o f glyphosate-resistant weeds. I 
believe it was in 2011 th a t the recognition 
o f glyphosate resistant pigweeds really 
became w idespread in the H igh  Plains.”

“T he publication basically outlines the 
different approaches for m anaging or 
preventing glyphosate-resistant pigweeds 
in co tton ,” he said.

Make Ice 
Cream in a Bag

Many of my childhood summer memories are based on aank- 
ing the handle of ice-aeam makers at picnics and family reunions. 
Nowadays, when you ask kids about ice cream, they are more likely to 
associate it with the cold, hazy doud coming out of the supermarket 
freezer than with the sound of ice swirling around in an ice-aeam 
maker on a hot summer evening.

You don’t need a commerdal machine to make the real thing. For 
an unconventional method, use plastic bags, a simple old-fashioned 
redpe and your kids’ energy. Here’s the latest scoop on how to make 
a basic, no-cook vanilla ice cream.

SHAKE-AND-MAKE ICE CREAM
Serves 2

1 gallon-size sturdy, zipper-style plastic bag
2 pint-size zipper-style plastic bags
Several cups of cmshed ice to fill the large bag halfway fiill
1/2 cup coarse salt such as kosher salt, or rock salt for ice aeam
Ingredients:
1 cup half-and-half cream, or mix half-and-half cream with heavy 

whipping cream
1/2 teaspoon vanilla extract
2 tablespoons sugar

1. Stir together aeam, vanilla and sugar in a bowl. Add an optional 
extra if you wish. Pour into one of the smaller bags. Press out as much 
air as possible, then seal it. Slip that bag into a second pint-size bag, 
release air and seal.

2. Scoop enough ice into the larger bag to generously cover the bot­
tom. Sprinkle some salt over the ice. Set the small sealed bags inside 
the large bag, then add more ice and salt. Release air and seal.

3. Hold the large bag with both hands and turn it over and over, 
massage it, and gently shake it consistently for 15 minutes. Since it 
will feel very cold, you may wish to wrap it in a towel or wear mittens 
as you work.

4. When the mixture turns into ice cream, carefully unseal the outer 
pint-size bag before opening the inner bag, making sure that ice and 
salt don’t get into your batch of ice aeam. Spoon into bowk and en­
joy. If you wish to eat it later, spoon it into a storage container and put 
into the freezer.

TIP: Add optional extras such as 1/4 cup cmshed ripe strawberries 
or peaches, mini chocolate chips or a squirt of chocolate symp

F ourth o f July 
Safety Tips

Be a safe swimmer. W ater sports and fireworks 
are two o f  the b iggest pastim es for F o u rth  o f  July 
celebrations, and these are b o th  linked to num erous 
deaths and injuries each year. N ever swim alone and 
m ake sure th a t k ids’ w ater play is adequately supervised 
at all tim es. M any drow nings occur w hen parents and 
o ther adults are nearby, so always have a designated 
chaperone for w ater play and don’t  assume th a t others 
are w atch ing  the kids. S tatistics show  th a t m ost young 
children  w ho drow n in pools have been out o f sigh t for 
less th an  five m inutes.

If fireworks are legal in your community 
and are a part of your celebration, be sure to 
store and use them safely. Keep the kids away 
from  the fireworks at all tim es, and keep spectators at a 
safe distance. A tten d in g  fireworks displays organized by 
professionals is always safer th an  trying to p u t on your 
own show.

Use alcohol responsibly. A lcohol and fireworks 
can be a hazardous and dangerous com bination . A lso, 
have a designated  driver to  bring  partygoers hom e 
from  the festivities. R em em ber also th a t alcohol and 
sw im m ing can be as dangerous as drink ing  and driving.

Lakes, waterways and seas will be crowded 
with boats. Review safe boating  practices, and don’t 
d rink  and drive your boat. A lcohol consum ption  while 
operating  boats or o ther m otorized w ater vessels is illegal 
and you can be arrested for a B U I (boating  under the 
influence!). Be sure th a t you have an adequate num ber of 
life preservers on hand  for extra guests. Becom e fam iliar 
w ith  the boating  laws in  your area.

Cover food and beverages outdoors to 
discourage bees and wasps from attending 
your party.

Even 
those w ith  darker skin should use a sunscreen w ith  a 
m inim um  sun p ro tec tion  factor (SPF) o f 15 according 
to recom m endations from  the A m erican A cadem y of 
D erm atology. C heck  prescrip tion  m edications you are 
tak ing  to assure you w ill no t have a sun-sensitiz ing  drug 
reaction  to  the m edication.

If you'll be hiking or camping in an area 
where ticks are abundant wear long-sleeved, 
light-colored shirts and long pants tucked 
into socks or boots to protect yourself from 
tick-borne diseases. F or your skin you can use a 
tick  repellen t w ith  no m ore th an  30% D E B T  according 
to the m anufacturer’s instructions. P roducts contain ing  
D E B T  should no t be used on children  less th an  2 
m onths o f  age and should no t be applied to the hands or 
face o f  young children . C heck  yourself (and your pets) 
for ticks at the end o f  the  day.

Spend adequate time indoors or in the shade 
and drink plenty of fluids to avoid heat illness 
in extremely hot climates. T h e  risk o f  heat illness 
is increased w hen partic ipa ting  in strenuous activity 
or sports and those w ith  chronic m edical conditions 
and the elderly are also at an increased risk o f  heat 
exhaustion an d /o r heat stroke. A lcohol consum ption 
can also prom ote dehydration  and increase the risk.

Keep children away from campfires and 
grills. G as leaks, blocked tubes and overfilled propane 
tanks can be a cause o f  grill fires and explosions.

Don't leave the picnic spread out all day.
A llow ing food to sit in ou tdoor tem peratures can invite 
foodborne illness. T h e  U .S. F D A  suggests never leaving 
food out for m ore th an  one hour w hen the tem perature 
is above 90 degrees F  and no t m ore than  two hours at 
o ther tim es. Foods th a t need to be kept cold should be 
placed in a cooler w ith  p len ty  o f  ice or freezing packs 
and held at a m axim um  tem perature  o f  40 degrees 
F. W hile  m ayonnaise and o ther egg dishes are often 
associated w ith  food poisoning, any food can potentially  
becom e contam inated . A dequate hand  w ashing and food 
prepara tion  can also help prevent food poisoning.

Financial Review at Mid-Year

H ow  is your financial year going? A re you on target 
w ith  your goals? H alfw ay th rough  the year is a good 
tim e to  assess w here you are, and w here you’re going. 
H ere  are some suggestions:

• H ave you started  p u ttin g  m oney away for the 
holidays? N o, it’s no t too  early to  start. Saving m oney 
each m on th  now  can keep you from  runn ing  up expenses 
in  D ecem ber and paying in to  next spring i f  you need to 
use cred it cards.

• H ow  is your rate o f  saving? H ave you been able to 
keep up w ith  your goal? R enew  efforts to  p u t m oney 
in to  savings and consider w hether you can increase th a t 
am ount, no m atter how  small.

Y ou’ll pay early- 
w ithdraw al penalties to  take ou t your m oney. O p t for a 
sh o rt-te rm  C D  w ith  an autom atic rollover.)

• A re you close to paying o ff  one or m ore cred it cards? 
W h e th e r you choose to  pay o ff  the sm allest balance first

or the  one w ith  the h ighest in terest rate, ge tting  a card 
paid  o ff com pletely will free up m ore funds to pay on 
o ther cred it cards.

• I f  you m ade a vow to m ake use o f  grocery coupons, 
have you kept it up? A t the  bo ttom  o f  each receip t 
you’ll find the am ount you’ve saved by using coupons. 
C onsider th a t extra m oney to  pay o ff credit cards or pu t 
in to  savings.

• H ave you m ade use o f  a com puter software budgeting  
program ? A fter in p u ttin g  all your data, you can sort your 
types o f  expenses w ith  the click o f  a few bu ttons.

• C heck  your 2013 tax return . D id  you pay or d id you 
get a refund? I f  you paid or go t back thousands o f  dollars, 
you could need an ad justm ent to  your deductions and 
exem ptions.

I f  there  are changes, 
tu rn  in a new  W -4  form  to your em ployer.

Out on a  Limb

Producers should contact 
their county FSA office if they 
are uncertain about acreage re­
porting deadlines. Birkenfeld 
said that failed acreage must be 
reported before the disposition 
of the crop and that prevent­
ed acreage must be reported 
■within 15 calendar days after 
the final planting date for the 
applicable crop.

For questions on this or any 
FSA program, including spe­
cific crop reporting deadlines 
and planting dates, producers 
should contact their county 
FSA office or seek information 
online at -www.fsa.usda.gov.

Today’s announcement was 
made possible through the 
2014 Farm Bill, which builds 
on historic economic gains in 
rural America over the past 
five years, while achieving 
meaningful reform and bil­
lions of dollars in savings for 
the taxpayer. Since enactment,
