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Navy Asks Congress For 17 Billions

Knox Asserts
1942 Will Be

Critical Year

Appropriation Bill
Largest In History
Of United States |

WASHINGTON. (P)—Congress re-
ceived Monday a $17,722,565,474 ap-
propriaticns bill, largest in the na-
tion’s history, te finance the Navy's
war objective of attaining ungues-
tioned supremacy above, below and
on the seas through a gigantic ship

and plane building program.

In scnding the huge outlay pro-
posal to the House for debate the
appropriations committee dealt in
superlatives — “stupendous” and
“staggering”—to describe its aims,
but expressed full confidence in
their accomplishmients “with unbe-
lievahle dispatch.”

An accompanying 313-page tran-
seript of tesitimony before the com-
mittee by Sceretary of Navy Knox
and' high ranking naval officials
disclosed their conviction that 1942
would prove the critical year in the
battle for wvictory.

“If we can hold our own, and
even advance a little, then we will
be ready for whatever the expanded
production will enable us to do in
1943 and 1944,” said Admiral Ernest
J. King, commander in chief of the
fleet.

Outlines Plans

«Just what that expanded produe-
tion is intended to “enable us to
do”. was laid down later by Admiral
H. R. Stark, chief of naval opera-
tions, in a terse, over-all, summation
of the Navy’s hopes and plans to:

1. Increase its power to the pointl'
of unchallengable supremacy wher-
ever it may operate.

2. Gain command of the sea by
destruction of the enemies’ seago-
ing forces.

3. Ccoperat with our own mili-
tary forces and with the naval and
military forces of our allies.

4. Destrey or shut off the ene-
my’s commerce in order to effect

economic  strangulation, thereby
promoting disaffection inside his
borders.

The omnibus measure carried an
additional -$4,292,225,500 in new ap-
propriations for the fiscal year end-
ing June 30 and $13,430,339,974 for
the. year beginning July 1. On top
of vast sums already voted for this
year it would swell the 24-
month Navy total to $24,751,758,471.

The outcome of this conflict de-

It was evident that the Germans
and Italians were rushing heavy re-
inforcements and that the British
may be in for an even more difficult
time. .

The Ifalians announced the ar-
rival of another important convoy
at Tripoli, despite heavy British
bombing and torpedo attacks which
were acknowledged to have sunk one
large liner.

The Germans said Malta  had
been bombed heavily again, and
eight British fighter planes shot

down, They sald their bombers also
intercepted a British fleet near
Tobruk and hit a light cruiser.
Russian scldiers fighting their
way forward in the coldest weather
in decades were reported mopping
up vast areas of the Russian front
after virtually wiping out the win-
ter line established by Adolf Hitler.
There was no information just
how far the Rusisans were from
Smolensk but the British radio
broadcast a Stockholm report that
Hitler had moved his headquarters
from Bmolensk 200 miles west fo
Minsk, capital of White Russia.

United States naval and'air forces
joined in the attack on the follow-
ing day and the hot, equatorial
waters of Macassar Strait were
churned by bombs and torpedoes
from flying fortresses, light and
heavy bhembers, submarines, cruis-
ers and cestroyers.

And If We Fight For Freedom-—?

Inconspicuous, hiding like a shy violet in the crowding
news columns, is a brief story that Britain and Ethiopia
have completed a new agreement providing restoration of
full sovereignty for that country under Haile Selassie.

This is more important than the shy little news item indi-
cates. Have we forgotten 1935, when Mussolini invaded the
helpless little country? How the League of Nations, of
which Ethiopia was a member, protested, backed and fill-
ed, proposed sanctions, and how all the great powers (in-
cluding ourselves) backed down on really putting pressure
on Italy to stop? How the bloody and unequal struggle
went on, with reluctant young Neapolitans driven to vie-
tory over the tatterdemalion forces of the Negus?

This,r 1935, was when the policy of naked aggression,
begun four years before by Japan in Asia, reached Europe.
Six years later, six years during which the world has
known no peace, Ethiopia again becomes independent. It
joing Free Syria, given last September the independence
which the League promised it after World War 1.

The independence of these two countries is more or less
nominal today and must be so while the war goes on, for
neither can defend its new-won freedom under conditions
of world war. Nevertheless, it is a start, a sign.

What the allies must do is to magnify, multiply, and give
«iving reality to these small portents.

The best way to rally the world to a fight for freedom is
to demonstrate, not merely with words, but with deeds that
those of us who already fight, fight really for freedom.

It is fortunate, in a sense, that the Japanese have drawn
the line they drew at Pearl Harbor. The long-dreaded war
of the Bast against the West, the brown-and-yellow peoples
of the“world against the white, is not to be. Instead, the
Japanésé have chosen a war of free peoples against militar-
istic aggressors, and lined up the greatest of yellow peo-
ples, the Chinese, and, the greatest of brown peoples, the
Indiang, 'on the side of freedom, while Germany and Italy
have similarly divided the whites by lining up with the
yvellow Japanese on the side of aggression. The line is not a
color or race line; itis a line that divides freedom-seeking
men from robots.

One deed in actually extending freedom to peoples not
yet free is worth ten million words.

No better propaganda, no greater force in uniting the
free world, could be unleashed than actual deeds in mak-
ing freedom an increasing reality among all peoples touch-
ed by the power of the United Nations.

The Other Side Of The Scale

The total debt of a people is the sum of the debt of the
federal government, the state and local governments, and
corporate_and personal debt.

No op-
portunity should be lost to hold the total debt burden in
this way as small as possible, by reducing the elements of
the total debt.

Most states are now co-operating in a campaign which
should have two-fold and equally desirable results. It is
to cut down the speed of autos on the highways.

Connecticut has cut the speed limit from 50 miles an
hour to 40, and many others are ordering state and city
drivers to “hold ’er down” to 85, 40, and 50 miles. People
who burn up their tires at 60 and 70 miles an hour are use-
lessly destroying the national stock of rubber, and the fast.
er a man burns up his tires, the louder he is apt to squawk
for new ones.

Slower driving should have a second benefit—fewer ac-
cidents. People who never would take care of their own
necks for their own sake are now asked to do it for their
country’s sake. Time lost through accidents, or lost forever
through death, is lost to the defense of the country.

Texas Farmers To
Play Vital Part
In War Program

WASHINGTON (#) — The vital
role of the Texas farmer in the war
effort was emphasized by Secretary
of Agriculture Claude Wickard

. Monday.

More beef for soldiers, more wool
for his uniforms, new crops to re-
place those cut off by disrupted
commerce—that’s the Texas farmer’s
assignment during the emergency.

In his annaul report to Congress
the secretary said that demands on
wool stocks are increasing and he
urged the Texas ranchman to help
offset and shortages.

Woel Demand Increases

Last year cash income to the na-
tion’s wool growers was the largest
in more than 20 years. The sec-
retary said that in the year ended
June 20, 1941, requirements of wool
goods for government agencies were
240,000,000 pounds.

The requirement up to June 30
of this year will be 260,000,000.

He urged cattle raisers to market
their beef for slaughter, advising
that “the next year or two
when consumer demand is likely to
be strong because o1 the defense
program may be a better time in
which to sell than the succeeding
period.”

A further reduction in cotton pro-
duction was indicated by Wickard
if the government is to continue the
high-loan system.

Farmers were called upon to pro-
duce great amounts of fats and oils
to offset the 15 per cent loss in
supply that is usually imported.

Texas -will be the pioneer in a
new oilseed crop—castor beans —
Wickard said.

Farmers in eleven blackland coun-
ties north and south of Dallas are
expected te raise castor bean seed,
oil from which < a satisfactory
substitute for tung normally im-
ported from China.

Civilians were removed Monday
from cities in New Guinea and in
the heart of the Solomon Islands as
jungle-trained Austrausan miiitia
battle invasion forces in the hills
of New Britain and New Ireland
and the Japanese hurled new land-
ing forces into the arc of islands
protecting this continent.

Mid-Continent To
Collect Rubber
And Metal Scrap

DALLAS.—A drive to collect all
the scrap metal and rubber of the
Texas petroleum industry was
launched by the Texas Mid-Conti-
nent Oil & Gas Association.

The campaign is being undertak-
en at the request of the Federal
Government through its Bureau of
Industrial Conservation, George C.
Giibbons, executive vice president of
the association, explained. It will
be carried out by oilmen leaders in
each large producing area of Texas,
the Nation’s principal oil state.

“The Texas petroleum industry is
responding immediately to the gov-
ernment’s request to collect for re-
use all the old iron, steel, alum-
inum and rubber which we have on
hand,” Mr. Gibbons said. “A chair-
man will be named at once for each
important  oil-producing county,
with a committee made up of lead-
ing oilmen from each field in that
county. The committee will work
with the operators as well as field
superintendents and farm bosses to
locate all scrap on the leases, in
yards or at plants, anl make these
materials available for appraisal
and purchase by scrap dealers and
oil supply firms.”

Buyers Cooperate

At the special request of the gov-
ernment all serap will be handled
through experienced scrap buyers
who anre prepared to buy, sort and
ship these materials, Gibbons said.
Leading oil supply manfacturers
will co-operate in the campaign by
sending their own scrap buyers to
purchase the materials and send
them at once to their own plants
for reprocessing into oil field goods,
he added.

“In this way,” Gibbons said, “oil
field serap can go back at once into
manufacture of new pipe and other
supplies vitally needed by our in-
dustry to meet war-time demands.
The situation of some of the com-
panies making oil field goods is al-
ready serious, with only a single
day’s supply of the necessary scrap
on hand. Texas operators have hun-
dreds of tons of scrap materials on
their leases and in their yards and
around their refineries. It is a pa-
triotic service to the Nation as well
as to our own industry to make these
available for re-use. We are sure
the Texas. petroleum industry will
cooperate to the fullest.”

Alicia Hart Prophetically Peers

Into Wartime Gass Of Beauty

The war puts a question mark
around the elastic girdle and metal
lipsticks, two beauty agents that
used to be as basic to our life and
times as griddle cakes and the secret
ballot. Now- alcohol and fats and
cosmetics are rationed. That hits
practically every fragrant freshener
ever brewed—even soap.

Yet everywhere we see that we're
definitely expected to kep up ap-
pearances. Beauty is our duty, trey
say. Also the foibles of fashion can
go, but not the charm.

How?

T’ll tell you what I've decided to
do about it and why. Maybe the
“why” of my personal inventory
of beauty for 1942 will help you
make yours.

Well, first in' general:

I shall cheerfully do without
any or all instruments of beauty
if, as, and when Uncle Sam asks
me to. I'll waste none, hoard none,
rue none—and that’s a strictly
self-interested viewpoint. For one
thing, I value my safety above my
scent. And I always wonder whe-
ther the hoarded thing mayn’t be
replaced, while hoarded, by a sub-
stitute that’s superior. It’s more ob-
vious now, but long before Pearl
Harbor we knew that either a
woman is superior to her decora-
tions or she’s their slave.

While beauty suff is around, of
course I shall use it.

Many Women Are
Seeking Places

At Sloan Field

Young women of all descriptions
are dropping in at Sloan Field these
days, and the man they all come to
see is Lieut. Raymond A. Fitjar.

He has what is probably the most
envied job at the Bombardier Col-
lege of the Air. Lieutenant Fitjar
is Civilian Personnel Officer, and
as such he interviews all the young
women who apply for Civil Service
jobs as stenographers, secretaries
and clerks at Sloan Field.

And since the Bombardier College
is following the Army’s new policy
of employing civilians, and espec-
ially women, in office positions as
much as possible so that Army per--
sonnel may be used for more active
duties, there is a daily flurry of
young women job applicants in
Lieutenant Fitjar’s office.

“The only trouble is,” says the
young lieutenant, “that most of the
young women are Mrs. instead of
Miss.”

At present there are nearly 100
civilian employes working at Sloan
Field, and as operations of the Ad-
vanced Flying School get into full
swing, this number will be more
than doubled. While the majority of
civilian employes are young Wwo-
men, doing stenographic, secretarial
and clerical work, a number of
men also are employed in positions
ranging from janitors and crafts-
men to plumbers and utilities ex-
perts.

In addition to headquarters of-
fices, the young women are em-
ployed in the sub-depot, air corps
supply and quartermaster offices.

row straits where a huge Japanese
expeditionary force apparently was
ambushed and trapped between the

Dutch islands of Borneo and Cel-
ebes.

It was a bhattle of annihilation
and the length of time covered by
the action reported from Washing-
ton and Java raised the possibility
that the United Nations had block-
ed the retreat of the hapless ex-
pedition and was systematically
cutting it to pieces.

There was a confused picture of
the destruction wrought in the Ma-
cassar fighting but the supreme
command of the United Nations in

the Southern Pacific gave this ac-
colade to the fighters:

“The losses inflicted on this Jap-
anese convoy are the heaviest the
enemy has suffered in any single
operation since the war began™

Fighting ships of the U. S. Asiatic
Fleet have sent seven Japanese ves-
sels to the bottom and Dutch and
American bombers, some of them
likely based on secret Dutch bases
in Borneo, accounted for at least
another two. Five more sinkings
were listed as probable.

Perhaps for military rea.son the
exact extent of the havoc was left
in doubt by the weekend commu-
niques issued in Washington and
the South Pacific. But it was made
clear that the Allied attackers es-
caped almost without a scratch—

one warship sustained slight dam-)

age and no planes were lost.
Cheer MacArthur’s Action

Americans cheered another bril-
liant action in.the western Pacific
—what the U. S. War Department
officially called the.“smashing suc-
cess” of Gen. Douglas MacArthur’s
soldiers in a counter-attack: upon
the Japanese.

As it setting up a bn'thday anm-
versary present for the general, his
soldiers yesterday hit the unpre-
pared Japanese on his extreme right
while they were concentrating on
developing an attack on MacAr-
thur’s other flank and drove the
Japanese from their pos}tions in
disorder.

The War Department said the
Japanese left hundreds of dead and
large quantities of supplies and
equipment on the battlefield.

The maneuver relieved the pres-
sure on the left but the War De-
partment acknowledged that the
Japanese, pouring men into the bat-
tle to crush MacArthur, could bhe
expected to renew the attack as soon
as a reorganization is effected.

General MacArthur celebrated his
62nd birthday anniversary Monday.
Capture Haiu Pahat

In the Malayan battle for Singa-
pore, the Japanese pounded steadily
with the help of swarms of bombers,
and the British acknowledged that
the  invaders had captured Batu
Pahat, the western anchor of the
British defense line, 60 miles north-
west of Singapore.

Earlier there were reports that the
Japanese had resorted once more
to their familiar infiltration tactics
to turn the British left flank at
Batu Pahat.

Fighting was also heavy near
Kluang, 50 miles north of Singapore,
where the Japanese are attempting
to move down the main railroad to
Singapore.

The British said that early Mon-
day an enemy convoy, including
warships and two merchant ships,
was sighted by British planes off
Endau, 85 miles north of Singapore
on the Malayan east coast. The
British already have fallen back
from Endeau.

No Japanese activity was report-
ed by the British from the Mersing
area, 20 miles south of Endau. Brit-
ish reports Sunday said the Jap-
anese were held on the north bank
of the Mersing River.

The Japanese said Sunday they
had captured the town of Mersing,
and Parit Sulong, a town 67 miles
northwest of Singapore.

The British made no attempt to
minimize the seriousness of the sit-
uation along the 80-90 mile front
but declared that there were “some
nasty surprises” ‘in store for the

Triuble for the Japanese appear-
ed in the making in Southern China
and Burma.

Masses of Chinese troops were
reported gathermg along the Yun-
nan border and in Burma in posi-
tions which would put them in line
for an attack on French Indo-China
and Thailand, both occupied by the
Japanese.

Airmen of the United Nations
dumped tons of explosives on Jap-
anese bases at Bangkok, Trailand,
and Hanoi, Indo-China, during the
weekend.

The British, meanwhile, fell back
in the Moulmein sector, 100 miles
east of Rangoon, before the “sheer
weight of numbers” of the Japanese.

Domei, Japanese news agency, re-
ported in a dispatch from Bang-
kok that Thailand declared war on
Great Britain and the United States
and had ordered 100,000 Thai troops
to advance into Burma.

The dispatch made no mention of
the fact that Thai troops already
have been in action with the Jap-
anese against British Burma.

In the Australian area, a com-
munique from Melboure admitted
the Japanese occupation of Kavieng,
in New Ireland, and the Japanese
in Tokyo announced the town had
been completely taken over.

The Dutch acknowledged Japan-
ese landings—ai Kendari, in South-
ern Selebes, and at the ruined Bor-
neo oil port of Balik Papan.

AUSTIN (#)—An increase in the
demand for Texas crude during Feb-
ruary was reported by purchasing
companies at a statewide proration
hearing before the State Railroad
Commission here Monday.

968,009 barrels daily, compared with
1,962,154 for January, an increase of
5,855.

Meanwhile, Jerry Sadler, com-
mission member informed operators
federal oil regulatory officials had
been discussing desirabiliyt of a uni-
versal 40-acre well spacing ruie, and
expressed the opinion “pool-
ing” could not be forced.

Discuss Tanker Situation

The tanker situation came in for
brief discussion along with recent
action of the Humble Oil Company
in reducing its purchases from West
Texas fields by approximately 20,-
000 barrels daily.

Rex Baker of Houston, represent-
ing the Humble, said, in answer to a
commission question, the pipeline
to the East, proposed some months
ago and never built, would be a
“god-send.” .

Spokesman for some West Texas
operators voiced hope any adjust-
ments in allowables in view of the
war program would be statewide in
application.

Sadler announced he would leave
for Washington in a day or so and
asked suggestions on the spacing
proposition. l

| Ask Bids On Highway

North From Stanton

STANTON (Sp)—Bids on the
completion of the paving on High-
way 303 10 miles, from Stanton
northward, have been called for
January 30, by the State Highway
department. County authorities are
now seeking to secure-right-of-way
for a 120-foot road for this stretch,
but as yet agreements have not
been completed with all property
owners.

Oil Consumption Is
Up, Though Domestic
Requirements Down

WASHINGTON (#)—The Interior
Department forecast Monday that
discontinuance of new car produc-
tion, control of rubber stocks and
rationing of tires would reduce do-
mestic crude oil requirements next
month to 4,101,800 barrels daily, or
36,600 less than the average daily
consumption in sanuary.

The figure for February neverthe- -
less, was 547,200 barrels more than
daily actual demand in February,
1941, the department reported.

Total crude oil requirements
for February were estimated at
116,850,000 barrels of this amount,
47,700,000 barrels are eXpected to
be used for motor fuel, an increase

of about 10 per cent over February,
1941.
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It dwarfed even the previous record

appropriation of more than $12,500,-

000,000 for Army planes which was
passed by the House only last week.

Build Many Warships

Close to 50 per cent of the total
appropriation will go to construct
950,000 tons of warships plus 500
small craft and 1,799 miscellaneous
naval vessels such as patrol boats,
and swift-ranging, death-dealing
torpedo boats which already have
been authorized by Congress.

As a gauge of how much the ex-
pansion will add to the punch of
Uncle Sam’s two-ocean fleet, Rear
Admiral W, H. Blandy, chief of the
Bureau of Ordnance, told the com-
mittee 150,000 tons authorized less
than a month ago would permit
construction of two aircraft carriers,
two light cruisers, 16 destroyers and
23 submarines.

Rear Admiral J. H. Towers, chief
of the Bureau of Aeronautics, said
the Navy was increasing the num-
ber of the fleet’s plane carriers and
auxiliary carriers, and that it plan-
ned to speed up naval air factory
production of planes from “500 a
month to 1,500 a month, 18000 a
year.”

Stark testified that ingenuity of
American plane builders had made
the Navy’s newest carrier fighter
‘equal in speed and firepower to any

land-based plane in Europe,” despite |-

the limitations imposed by ship-
board operations.

Again and again, the Navy men
stressed the need for around-the-
clock production by the nation’s in-
dustry.
