Price Fixing Measure
WASHINGTON. (/P)—Everytliing 

that Americans buy at the stores 
became liable to rationing Wednes­
day and legal price fixing was only 
one short step aWav-

’D'o War Production Board dele­
gated to Acting Price Administrator 
Leon Henderson full power to ration 
retail commodities, only a short 
time before the Senate completed 
Congressional action on a much- 
amended price control bill and sent 
it on to President Roosevelt.

Democratic leaders said they ex­
pected tlic Chief Executive to sign 
ihe measure, although some of its 
farm price sections were known to 
be distasteful to liim. He asked for 
the legislation more than six montlis 
ago. as a check against iiiiTation. 
.Living costs have risen more Mian 
11 per cent sjuc.e September. 1929. 
government economists say. and 
parall'-’l prices rises have added 
several billion dollais lo Mu; cost 
of the nation's aiMuainenl program.

The capital generally conceded 
tliat Henderson would be retained 
in tire price administration post he 
now holds by virtue of an executive 
order. The added rationing au- 
tliority, given him with Mr. Roose­
velt’s approval, virtually guaran­
teed that the name of Henderson 
ill Mie next few weeks would become 
a by-word in the kitchens, corner 
stores and offices of America.

Further rationing, the WPB board 
observed, “seems inevitable.”

There they waited until other em­
ployes reported for work, lined them 
up and locked them in the vault 
which they forced Forrest to open. 
The cinployss were in the vault 
about 20 minutes.

It was the first time the bank, 
which will be 60 years old next 
week, ever was robbed.

Herman Hugh Philipp, son of Os­
wald Philipp, died in Western Clinic 
Hospital about 3:22 p. m. Tuesday 
afternocn of accidental gunshot 
wound. The child, who would have 
been seven years old on Feb. 14, 
and his brother were reported 
to have been playing with the 
gun when tfiie wound was 
received, the bullet ranging 
through lungs and hcai’t.

More activity in the new deep 

Permian area northwest of Shafter 
Lake in Northwestern Andrews 
County was seen Wefeiesday when 
Fullerton Oil Company announced 
locations for two wells and started 
testing its discovery producer.

Fullerton No. 1 H. M. Wilson, 
opening a deep pay 990 feet fx’om 
the south, 1,650 from the east line 
of section 15, block A-32, public 
school land, is testing for water 
shutoff after plugging back to 7,290 
feet from total depth of 8,005 feet 
in lime and chert. Schlumberger 
survey was run at total depth. If 
shutoff of bottom-hole water is 
successful, operator plans to cement 
5 1/2-inch casing at 7,290 feet with 
250 sacks. Casing then will be gun- 
perforated with four shots per foot 
from 7,210-80 feet. After a natural 
test, the well will be acidized with 
1,000, then with 4,000 gallons. Log 
of the well shows broken pay from 
6,810 to 7,290 feet. The well had In­
dicated large production when it 
flowed an estimated 20 to 40 bar­
rels of 27.6-gravity oil per hour on 
drillstem. test from 7,222 to 7,324 
feet. Heavy volume of sulphur water 
was found by deepening.

Aa a west offset to No. 1 Wilson, 
Fullerton will drill its No. 2 Wilson 
660 feet from the south and oast 
lines of the southwest quarter of 
section 15, block A-32, public school 
land. It is scheduled to spud wit^ 
rotary Feb. 5 and drill to 7,400 feet'. 
The firm also staked No. 3 Wilson, 
660 feet from the north and west 
lines of Mie southea,st quarter of

M-68 has at last begun definitely 
to take its toll of completions. Last 
week 480 were reported of which II5 
were dry holes. This represents a 
decline of 73 from the preceding 
week, of which 63 were oilers, and 
10 were dry holes. Prom all di.stricts 
came reports of continued shut­
downs, of lack of new locations, and 
particularly in the absence of ex­
ceptions permitting noi'mal drill­
ing operations. On the surface, 
things do not appear alarming. 
Completions this year are - still in 
excess of the corresponding period 
of 1941. Production is being main­
tained at a high level. Wildcats are 
still being drilled and discoveries 
are being madei with uniform regu­
larity.

Many commentators have referred 
to the industry’s folly in stating that 
much adcUtional production could 
be had by simply turning valves. 
The statement was correct and still 
is, although not to the extent that 
it was last summer. The fact is, 
however, that neither the industry 
nor any qualified spokesman for the 
industry claimed that the high rate 
of production could be maintained 
simply by leaving the valves turned 
on. The oil industry was prepared, 
and still is prepared to meet a sud­
den demand for more oil but if 
that demand is long to be continu­
ed, more wells must be drilled to 
maintain the supply. Not merely 
as many wells as in 1941, but more 
wells.

Pi*oduction may be maintained at 
a high level at the present time 
and no enforced falling off may be 
seen for some time. The worst that 
may happen in 1942 is that many 
fields will be overproduced and 
much otherwise recoverable oil will 
be lost. However, the record of all 
producing fields shows that even 
though proration holds down the 
peak and extends the time when 
decline takes place, that decline is 
as inevitable as death and taxes.

Finally, wildcats, even if success­
ful, do not produce much oil. The 
production statistics show no one- 
well fields with important produc­
tion. Once the field is found, it 
must be produced. Many discov­
eries are small and operators may 
not be willing to risk stepping off 
1/4 mile from the discovery unless 
they have a pretty good picture to 
go on. The undrilled locations are 
known. Operators are ready to drill 
them arid reservoirs are losing ir­
replaceable energy while the loca­
tions are lying idle and other wells 
have their allowables stepped up 
to meet the increased demand.

There is urgent need for permits 
to drill for the oil that we know is 
available.

Encouragement for the wildcatter 
is all very well but is only half of 
the encouragement that is needed. 
The producer could do with some. 
The drilling contractor with idle 
tools, some of his men in the armed 
forces and the rest going into other 
jobs because there are no wells to 
drill may find that when he is able 
to drill he will have no trained 
crews. Tlien when more oil is need­
ed it will take more wells to get it 
than are now i-equired.

Shortage Burlap 
Bags Demands All 
Conserve Supply

“It is very important that burlap 
sacks be conserved as a safeguard 
against a probable shortage,” stated 
W. E. Pigg, chairman of the Mid­
land County USDA War Board this 
week.

Shipping between the United 
States and India, from which bur­
lap is imported almost exclusively, 
has been reduced because of war in 
the Far East, the Chairman pointed 
out.

“Although the buying of burlap 
has been reduced, our uses have in­
creased,” Pigg said. New uses in­
clude the packaging of foods for the 
Army and Navy, certain chemicals, 
and other articles as well as items 
shipped abroad under the Lend- 
Lease Act.

About three-fourths of all bur­
lap bags are used to package com­
modities which farmers buy a n d  
sell.

Midland farmers are urged to ob­
serve the following practical ways 
in which they can aid in the con­
servation of burlap sacks and thus 
off-set a shortage: 1. Handle bags 
more carefully so they can be used 
again; 2. Return bags to dealers for 
re-use: and 3. Repair slightly dam­
aged bags.

From the battle amidst the swirl­
ing sand-storms ot the great Libyan 
desert, eastward to the fierce strug­
gle in the wet heat of the Malayan 
jungle north of Singapore, is better 
than sixty-five hundred miles as 
the crow would fly.

It’s a far reach between these 
two scenes of conflict, and it takes 
a stretch of imagination to realize 
they not only aren’t wholly separate 
operations, but are closely and vit­
ally associated as part and parcel 
cf the same world-wide war. They 
cannot be dis.sociated or treated as 
distinct units for military purposes.

So closely are they interlocked 
that it strikes me we can see in them 
the beginnings of a grand Axis 
strategy which envisages a v a s t  
triple squeeze againkt the Allied de­
fense that stretches from the Medi­
terranean to the Western Pacific.

To be sure, the Axis drives at 
Libya and Singapore are to a degree 
separate op>erations in the develop­
ment of the strategy for the 

European and Pacific theater. But 
they also are to my view the flanks 
of a great pincers movement, cal­
culated to be coordinated in the ap­
proaching spring with a German 
drive down into the Caucasus or the 
Middle East towards the oil and 
other supplies which Hitler must 
have to maintain his fighting ma­
chine.
Working Toward Goal

Within the claws of this huge 
huge crushing-machine, if they 
could be closed, would lie the re­
sources and military power which 
would mean victory for the Axis— 
Egypt, the Suez Canal, the Middle 
East, the vast Indian empire, and 
control of the Burma Road upon 
which China is dependent for war 
supplies. The idea seems on the 
grandiose side at first glance, but 
it’s not so far-fetched as might 
appear and there can be no doubt 
that the Nazis and Japs are work­
ing towards that ultimate goal.

Hitler’s efforts to maintain a hold 
on Libya have several strategic rea­
sons back of them, but his chief 
purpose is to secure a base from 
which to strike again from the 
west at Egypt and the Suez Canal. 
This operation would be synchro­
nized with a drive into the Middle 
East, thus creating a pincers move­
ment on Egypt and the canal.

Hitler has been maneuvering to 
carry out that scheme ever since 
Italy came Into the war and made 
Libya available as a base. Now the 
entrance of Japan into the conflict 
gives a chance to expand the idea 
and put another claw on the pinch­
ers.

Hitler may be expected to strike 
at Russia again in the spring, and 
one of his main objectives will be 
to break down into the Caucasus. If

Plenty Harsh Of Voice, But Soft Of Heart

The 'Top Kick' Has To 'Molher' The 
B oys...A nd  IlsAM ighlyToughJob

With the reputation for being the 

roughest, toughest, most heartless 
man in the Army, the squadron top- 
kick actually is the “mother” for 
anywhere from fifty to' several hun- 
di’ed men.

This is on the very good authority 
of a 1st sergeant himself. He is 
Cecil Meadows, top-kick of Head­
quarters and Headquarters Squadron 
at the “Bombardier College of the 
Air.” '

“A 1st sergeant,” he says, “not 
only has his own troubles to v/orry 
about, but those of all his men as 
well.”

It’s no wonder that the top-kick 
gets a reputation for being tough; 
for his joib is one of the toughest in 
the Army. In the squadron he serves 
much the same job as the adjutant 
of a post. He is the buffer between 
the men of the organization and the 
company commander. And it’s his 
job to see that the company com­
mander’s orders are carried out by 
the men.

But that’s only a start.
The 1st sergeant must be con­

stantly on the alert to see that his 
organization makes a good impres­
sion as a military unit. For if things 
don’t run according to the best mil­
itary procedure—bang! Headquart­
ers is on his neck. Then, he’s got 
department heads to keep in touch 
with. The men of his organization 
are assigned to jobs all over the 
field in many different departments, 
and the 1st sei’geant must constant­
ly check on their work. If they are 
not doing a good job, he must find 
out why and make a correction.

The top-kick also must classify 
new men in his organization and 
see that they are assigned to jobs 
they are best ab/e to perform.

“The tough part of it is,” says 
Sergeant Meadows, “that you’re cO'U- 
stantly on the spot. You’re on the 
.spot with the higher authorities be­
cause you’ve got all the men of your 
organization to keep track of and 
keep in line; and you’re on the spot 
with you men because you’ve got 
to issue orders and enforce the or­
ders of higher-ups, no matter how 
unpleasant those orders might be.”

“But the toughest part of it all,” 
he adds, “is that you’re constantly 
running up against something new, 
something j'ou’ve had no previous 
experience in handling.”

The top-kick must “mother his 
men as well as give them orders 
and discipline them. He must listen 
to their personal problems as well 
as try to solve their military troub­
les. And he must be able to advise 
them, sympathize with them and try 
to help them out.

“And yet,” he says, “Everywhere 
you go people think of you as that 
tough top-kick, that hard-boiled 
heartless fellow who just goes 
around thinking up ways to be 
mean.”

Meanwhile, just in case the time 
is hanging heavy on his hands, the 
1st sergeant must include among his 
duties all the little details pertain­
ing to the daily lives of his men. He 
must see that they get the proper 
amount of credit in proportion to 
their pay; he must see that they 
have the proper clothing, bedding, 
and other supplies; he must follow 
them through on their jobs, and if 
they are unfitted, see that they are 
reclassified; he must arrange to 
send them to one of the Air Corps 
schools if the situation warrants; 
he must ari'ange for laundry and dry 
cleaning facilities; and he must see 
that his men maintain their per­
sonal appearance at all times.

The top-kick must even check on 
such things as haircuts and shoe- 
shines. The cleanliness of barracks 
and squadron areas are his problem 
too. He must see that his men have 
a chance to take advantage of post 
and recreational facilities, and when 
his organization is represented off 
the post, he must make sure that 
the proper men are selected.

Sergeant Meadows, himself, is a 
native of Poteet, near San Antonio, 
and he boasts eight years service— 
“all in the Air Corps.” You can say 
anything you like about the sergeant 
and he won’t care, because he’s used 
to it; but no cracks about the Air

Corps. For to Sergeant Meadows, 
the Air Corps is “tops.”

He first enlisted at Kelly Field on 
July 3, 1934, and served there ror two 
and one-half years. His next four 
years he spent at the Air Corps De­
tachment, Oklahoma City, and fol­
lowing that he spent three months 
at Brooks Field. He spent three 
months on detached service at Dun­
can Field, and for eight months be­
fore his arrival at Sloan Field Jan­
uary 15, this year, he was stationed 
at Ellington Field, near Houston.

Sergeant Meadows has been par­
ticularly outstanding in his school­
ing. He completed the Sub-Deport 
Supply Course at Brooks Field with 
a grade of 97, the highest made up 
to that time. In the Air Corps Tech­
nical Institute’s Military Corres­
pondence- Course in Administration 
work he made a grade of 97.58. He 

I also is a graduate of the Draughns 
Business School, San Antonio.

"What is particularly unusual 
about Sergeant Meadows’ career is 
that he’s spent more than seven 
of his eight years’ service under 
one officer—̂ Col. C. L. Gilbert, now 
commanding officer of a new field 
at Lubbock.

Sergeant Meadows is married, 
and he and his wife now reside in 
Midland. He is one top-kick, what’s 
more, who doesn’t intend to stop 
with being a 1st sergeant. He has 
already entered his application for 
appointment as a warrant officer in 
supply.

Asked what he would consider the 
best background for a man who 
might conceivably want to become 
a first sergeant, the top-kick of 
Headquarters and Headquarters 
Squadron said: “’Well, first of all, 
he should have lots of military ex­
perience; and he should thorough­
ly understand why the Army is run 
the way it is, as well as the reasons 
behind Army regulations. On top 
of that he should have plenty of 
experience in handling men.

! “In fact,” Sergeant Meadows add- 
i ed with a chudtle, “A 1st sergeant 

should be a combination phycholo- 
! gist, soothsayer and magician, with 
j a touch of mind-reading and mili­

tary strategist thrown in just for 
good measure.”

Although the sergeant used to be 
quite an athlete, the time element

of his job has limited him to just 
one sport these days. TTiat’s ping- 
pong.

“Probably be­
cause it gives me a chance to get 
away from other people’s troubles 
for a while,” he said.

As for how a man can get along 
with his top-kick, Sergeant Mead­
ows had this to say. “If a man plays 
square with his 1st sergeant, the 
1st sergeant will always play square 
with him and give him more than 
an even break. But you can’t help 
a man who can’t help himself.”

And, we 
must have the pride to all that 
we can, individually and collective­
ly, to push this nation into world 
leadership.”

Shoot Down Planes

“Japanesie fighter aircraft which 
attempted to intercept our bomb­
ers were roughly handled,” Gen. 

“Two 
were shot down and one was dam­
aged.”

Japan’s invasion hordes drove 
perilously closer to Singapore Wed­
nesday as wavering British lines 
executed a new withdrawal, less 
than 50 miles north of the $400,- 
000,000 island stronghold, amid the 
heaviest fighting of the Malayan 
campaign.

A British spokesman said that 
Japanese troops knifing southward 
from the Kluang sector, in Central 
Malaya, were pressing the nearest 
threat to Singaport.

On the west ooast, British, Aus­
tralian and Indian Imperials were 
battling fiercely near Senggarang, 
only 48 miles above Singapore, after 
a 12-mile retreat from Batu Pahat. 
Attack Singapore

Twenty-seven Japanese bombers 
returned to the assault on Singa­
pore itself, attacking a suburban 
area.

Other Japanese raiders struck 
heavily at the port of Emmahaven, 
on the west coast of Dutch Sumatra, 
across the narrow Malacca Strait 
from Malaya, setting two ships afire 
and damaging a third.

The Dutch also conceded loss of 
communication with the city of 
Kendari, on the southeast coast of 
Celebes Island, but declared that 
strong resistance was being exerted 
against the invaders there.

N. E. I. planes again bombed the 
airdrome and storage yards at Jap­
anese-held Kuching, capital of the 
“White Rajah” Kingdom of Sara­
wak, part of British-held Borneo, 
it was announced.

Major attention was restored to 
the Malayan theater of the Pacific 
War by reverses at the British cen­
ter and left flank which caused a 
withdrawal also on the east coast.

The Japanese Fifth Division 
struck at the center between Ayer 
Hitam and Kluang, a railroad town 
in the highlands about 50 miles 
north of Singapore.
Expect Major Battle

A major battle appeared to be in 
the making on the east coast—where 
artillery-backed British infantrymen 
were based at Jemaluang—as the 
Japanese moved up reinforcements 
from transports which reached En- 
dau despite heavy attacks by tlie 
RAF.

Intense aerial activity was report­
ed on both sides.

British Doubt Japs 
Will Attempt To 
Invade Australia

LONDON. (yP) — Any Japanese 
attempt to invade Australia now 
probably would stretch resources of 
the Oi’iental Empire “beyond the 
elastic point,” a British authority 
said W^nesday,

“Such a Japanese effort would 
present great difficulties involving 
an enormous dispersal of effort for 
the already extended war machine,” 
he added. “It is doubtful whether 
the Japanese would tie up shipping, 
air and land forces that such a 
move would entail.”

The Australian government has 
appealed urgently to both London 
and Washington for assistance in 
the fight against invaders who have 
gained footholds on Australian Is­
lands lying from 100 to 800 miles 
north of the commonwealth.)

The authority said the greatest 
menaoe to the Tasman Sea area 
between Australia and New Zealand 
lay in the fact that the Japanese 
now could raid coastal and over­
seas shipping from newly-won bases 
in New Guinea and the Solomon fs- 
lands.

Such raid.s on shipping were de- 
.scribed as potentially more trouble­
some for the Allies than an inva­
sion attempt because they migiit 
reduce the important flow of muni­
tions from Australia.

Oil Men Hope For

By Edward Curtis
TULSA. (JP)—There is a growing 

feeling on the part of some Mid- 
Continent oil men that official sanc­
tion may soon be given for an in­
crease of 10 to 15 cents a barrel 
for crude oil.

Present crude oil prices have been 
pegged by Price Administrator Hen­
derson i>ending a sui’vey of costs 
of production. One source said re­
ports from Washington suggested 
that the crude oil price peg may be 
moved up a notch or two.

Oil producers have been agitating 
for higher prices for months. Under 
the recent 40-acre spacing ruling 
and priorities rating for materials 
the industry has been urged to ex­
tend its search for new reserves as 
well as conserve supplies of critical 
materials.

With tire rationing and a halt in 
production of automobiles, consum­
er demand for gasoline and lubri­
cants is expected to fall. Offsetting 
this, however, is the government’s 
announced synthetic rubber pro­
gram and the growing demands for 
aviation gasoline and fuels for de­
fense plants.

One source suggested that the 
crude oils of some sections are more 
adaptable for making aviation gas­
oline and the basic materials for 
synthetic rubber. As a result, he ex­
pected that despite the national 
emergency the rate of production 
in some areas would be depressed, 
while that in other areas acceler­
ated.

To aid those producers in depress­
ed areas, who already are complain­
ing of higher operating costs, a 
small price raise may be approved.

have affixed to his motor vehicle 
not later than February 1 1942, a 
Federal use tax stamp. Failure to 
do so makes such owner or operator 
liable to the penalty provided by 
law.

Stamps are now on sale at the 
post office at a cost of $2.09 for 
the five months period ending June 
30, 1942.

Avoid the rush and the pen­
alty by purchasing your stamp at 
once.
