War Initiative

Predicts All Occupied
Soviet Republics Soon
Will Return To USSR

Russia’s President Micnael Kalin-
in proclaimed Thursday that “the
hour is near when all of the occu-
pied (Soviet) republics will return
to the family” of the U. 8. S. R.
and declared the Red Armies now
approaching the borders of White
Rqssia, Latvia, Estonia and Lithu-
ania.

“The Germans never will recap-

ture from thé Red Army the initfa- |

tive which bas been gained,” Kal-
inin said, adding that Soviet. troops
had thrown the invaders back 175
miles in some sectors.

Kalinin's message, spread -across
the front pages of Soviet newspap-
ers, said Adolf Hitler had sacrificed
everything to realize his dream of
capturing Moscow, as Napoleon did
in 1812, and that he would pay still
more heavily for it.

A Soviet broadcast reported Hit-
ler had thrown several fresh divis-
ions into the conflict, mostly of old-
er classes.

Drive Continues

Front-line dispatches said Rus-
sia’s winter campaign, designed to
cripple the Germans and hreak their
spring offensive before it can get
under way.  was  pressing steadily
forward.

On the North /\tuc.m front, Cairo
dispatches said it was believed that
German ‘spearheads had advanced
within 50 miles of historic Tobruk,
80 miles west of the Egyptian-Lib-
van frontier, after a 180-mile drive

eastward from the Gulf of Sirte. -

Mussolini Makes Claims

Premier Mussolini’s high comamnd
said Axis troops had swept beyond
Derna, 95 miles west of Tobruk, and
were ‘“‘continuing to pursue the
enemy eastward.”

Coupled with the Axis resurgence
in Libya, Moscow newspapers warn-
ed Turkey to “keep its eyes open”
because Hitler “is up to something
in the Balkans.”

A Soviet scommentator said Hit-
ler planned to seize the Turkish-
controlled Dardanelles as a gate-
way to the oil-rich Caucasus and
the Eastern Mediterranean.

Russian war reports indicated the
Red Army was pressing hardest in
three salients—west of Moscow to-
ward Smolensk; in the south cen-
tral front between Kursk and Khar-
kov; and in the Donets Basin.

In 111 areas, the report disclosed,
the vacancy ratio was less than 2
per cent, indicating a “critical”
housing shortage.

The federal government now has
under way programs calling for ex-
penditure of approximately $500,-
000,000 for housing facilities in de-
fense areas.

Scatter Leaflets

In French Areas

Conquered People Are
Given Message ""The
Yanks Are Coming”’

WASHINGTON (#)—RAF bomb-
ers, doubling as delivery boys for
the U. S. A., arc strewing occupied
France with pamphlets by the mil-
lions, proclaiming the gigantic scope
of America’s war plans and convey-
ing to a conquered people the im-
plicit message: “The Yanks are
coming”’.

Presidential Secretary Stephen
Early made known the newest series
of pamphlet raids Thursday and
disclosed that the leaflet bombard-
ment was particularly intense on
the Brittany Peninsula.

The same ports and towns were
the first to se= the Doughboys a
quarter of a century ago, and that
maritime gcction of France would
be one of the first likely theaters
of action whenever the United Na-
tions are 1eady to open a major in-
vasion campaign to regain the con-
tinent.

Tell FDR'’s Pledge

Early, who reported that a total
of 1,417,500 pamphlets had kzen
dropped in the latest raids, said he
had heen tcld that operations to
date constituted “the biggest pam-
phlet boinbing job ever done,” More
than 2,000,000 leaflets were dropped
in the initial raids a month ago.

Significant or not, the Brittany
area was the first and only section
to date to be blanketed with a new
pamphlet —one.  which contains
President Roosevelt’s pledge that the
United States will “put the wea-
pons of war at the proper time into
the hands of those men in the con-
quered nations, who stand ready to
seize the first opportunity to re-
volt: x x x.”

Reconnaissance Corps

Is New Hard-Hitting

Unit Of British Army

LONDON (#)—Organization
tough, hard-hitting reconnaissance

Already Sloan Field here is teem-
ing with officers and enlisted men,
the behind-the-scenes operators of
an organization planned with
watch-works - accuracy for the job
of making Uncle Sam’s bomb-drop-
1#ers the best in the business.
Cadets Here Soon

Cadets will come to this bom-
bardier college after a short period
of pre-flight training at one of two
huge replacen¥ent center “kinder-
gartens” of the Gulf Coast Air Corps
Training Center, at Ellington and
Kelly fields. Already equipped, they
will swing immediately into the
fast-moving training schedule of
aerial and classroom work. Twelve
weeks later they will have graduat-
ed, with commissions making them
second lieutenants in the Air Corps
as diplomas.

High point in the bombardier’s
training will be actual practice over
nearby barren -bombing  ranges.
Thousands of practice bombs will be
sent streaking toward targets while
hugle aerial cameras and spotters on
the ground record in detail the ac-
curacy of hits From this record will
be determined the cadet’s grade.

Bombsight Training

But just as important will: be
the many hours bombardier cadets
will spend in classroom study, learn-
ing by theory and practice the
manipulation and maintenance of
our Nation’s mostly deadly weapon
of war, the still-secret U. S. bomb-
sight. All bombsight instruction will
ke given in lectures that are strict-
ly confidential; the bombardier stu-
dents will take an oath that it shall
pass no further. They will learn, too,
aerial navigation and gunnery.

Some phase of training will be in
progress at this grieat bombardier
college every minute of the blue-
ckied, cloudlsss West Texas days.
Nights, too, will be utilized for more
than s¥seping. For just as essential
in the education of the bombardier
will be night bombing missions,
when the flash and thunder of prac-
tice bombs will cut through the star-
lit darkness of the plains.

Anti-Knock Inventor
Gets Science Award

CHICAGO, IIl (UP) — The Chi-
cago section of the American
Chemical Society has awarded 'its
1942 Willard Gibbs medal to. Dr.
Thomas Midgley, discoverer of
tetraethyl lead and chairman of
the Society board. .

Midgley is vice president of the
Ethyl Gasoline Corporation,  Ki-
netic Chemicals, Inc., and the
Ohio State University Research
Foundation.

He was cited for “discoveries
which are outstanding both from
the standpoint of pioneering 'in
new fields and from the stand-
point of commercial importance.”

The Society said he invented the
“Midgley indicator” for studies of

high  speed internal combustion
engines and developed “a whole
series of chemical anti-knock

agents culminating in the discov-
ery of tetraethyl lead.

“He also has contributed largely
to the knowledge of rubber and
methods of synthesizing rubber,”
it said. “He was associated with
the important developments con-
nected with the recovery of bro-
mine from sea water.”

Midgley was born in 1889 at
Beaver Falls, Pa. He received a
mechanical engineering degree
from Cornell University in 1911.
He has been awarded previously
the Society’s Priestly medal and
the Perkin medal of the Society
of Chemical Industry.

Synthetic Rubber
Supplies Surveyed

Successful carrying one of the na-
ticn’s war effort will require max-
imum production of all grades of |
aviation fuel and synthetic rubber
and all owners cf plants prodicing
products vital to their manufacture
have bheen requested to give in-
formation as to the largest gquanti-
ties of these.products they can pro-
duce, N. ¢. McGowen, chairman of
the Natural Gas and Natural Gas-
oline committee for Texas, Louisi-
ana, Arkansas, ' Mississippi, Ala-
bama and New Mexico said follow-
ing a meeting of this committee
in Houston.

“In order to assure the greatest
possible production of all grades of
aviation gasoline, and also for pro-
duection of synthetic rubber, it is
essential that there be maximum
production of those products which
are necessary in their manufacture
such as butane, isobutane, and iso-
pentane,” Mr. McGowen stated.

“Existing and proposed mnatural
gasoline extraction plants, cycling,
pressure maintenance and repres-
suring plants are prime sources of
butane, isobutane and isopentane,
and snould be so constructed and
operated as to facilitate the re-
covery of these elements in as large
quantities as possible.”

Owners of plants manufacturing
these three components of aviation
gasoline ' and synthetic rubber,
whether as products or by-prodicts,
are being requested to increase their
production to the maximum guan-
tity economically possible. Persons
or companies planning new plants
have been requested to design  and
construct these plants so as to make
the greatest use of scarce materials
and to provide for the most efficient
extraction of these vital elements.

Butane, isobutanes, and isopen-
tanes are produced in liquid form
and chipped to refineries making
avoiation gasoline where they are
blended with gasoline refined from
cil, the resulting product having an
octane rating far above that of av-
erage motor fuel.

The committee has established of-
fices at 801 Mellie Esperson Build-
ing, Houston, Texas, and has mail-
ed questionnaires to'all owners of
plants in this district. It is expect-
ed that these questionnaires will be
filled out and returned immediately
so. that the cemmittee may have
this information available for the
office of Production Coordinator for
Natinal Defense.

Food For Victory

Loans Available
In Midland Area

Food for Victory loans, with which
greater numbers of low-income and
smafl farm operators may increase
food and feed production for home
consumption and the market, are
now available through the Farm
Security Administration, U. S. De-
partment of Agriculture.

Announcement that funds are
immediately available and that ap-
plication for loans are being receiv-

ed here, was made by Oscar M. Fow-
ler, rural rehabilitation supervisor
for the FSA in Midland County, who
received the ‘“full speed ahead” or-
ders from Regional Director Wilson
Cowen at Amarillo.

The liberalized lending program

| |
does not affect present FSA borrow-

ers. However present borrowers may,
if the need is present, obtain loans
to meet increased food goals for
war-time needs.

In addition to bringing additional

numbers of farm families into the
group now being served in this sec-
tion, Farm Security plans to help
producers form cooperatives to mar-
ket their products. This may be
done by establishing pick-up and
deliviery routes in the rural areas.
Among purposes for which the

new Food for Victory loans will be
made are purchase of feed, seed,
fertilizer, tools and renting equip-
ment and workstock power neces-
sary in production enterprises;
purchase of material for fencing,
building shelters for livestock and
equipment for production. Loans are
available also for participation
group ownership of workstock and
power cquipment; purchase of cows,

heifers, calves, pigs, other livestock
and chickens.

Farm wives will be interested in
knowing that these Food for Vic-
tory loans may be made to eligible
rural people for the purchase of
materials and equipment for the
construction of food storage.

Persons eligible for Food for Vie-
tory loans are tenants, low-income

n,

—

owners-operators, and part-time
farmers with small farms, employed
in non-industrial off-farm work,
who can make a contribution to na-
tional defense needs, either by sup-
plying more of their own family
needs or by contributing to national
marketable supplies.

Producers who do not own their
lown places will be required to ob-
tain from one to five year leases,
depending upon the term of the
loans. Simplified farm and home
plans will be required for all bor-
rower-families.

“Our greatest effort toward in-
creasing the necessary food and feed
to win the war and write the peace,”
Mr. Cowen wrote, “will be made
with our present and future stand-
ard borrowers. Farm Security has a

responsibility' of aiding these stand-
ard borrowers to obtain a share of
the increased demand for food, thus
giving some protection to their al-
ready small and precarious share
in the total national income.

“Our. second greatest effort,” said
Cowen, “toward increasing food and
feed production will be with the
rural families below the economic
levels ordinarily aided through
standard loans. These families, in
many instances, can be aided to pro-
duce food to an extent which they
have never before achieved.”

Farm families in Midland County
who believe they are eligible for
assistance through the Farm Se-
curity Administration, are urged by
Fowler to contact him soon at his
office in the County court house at
Midland. :

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They aren’t wearing military uniforms and dashing
about in ambulances on emergency drives, but women in
Midland are carrying on a variety of defense work.

It hinges around a multiple-focus
of Red Cross work, first aid study,
educalional work promoting the sale
of defense bonds and stamps, and
the building up of home defense in

and health care.

About 46 women are studying in
the three Red Cross classes now
underway in home hygiene and
care of the sick. The classes are in-
tended for mothers and home mak-
ers in order to better enable them
to meet situations in their own
homes.

The study stresses the preventive
aspect of illmess. Its first aim is to
keep individuals from being sick
and its second is to instruct in how
to care for illness in the home.

Three general subjects are dealt
with: First, ‘individual health and
hygiene and community hygiene;
second, child care; and third, spe-

cial care of individuals in the
home. ,
The course consumes 24 to 30

hours and a Red Cross course cer-
tificate is awarded students who
pass the examination at the close
of study.

Enrollment in the course was so

large that the group has been di- |

vided into three sections. Miss Era
Stephan, public health nurse,
teaches one class from 9:30 o’clock
until 11 on Monday, Wednesday, and
Friday mornings; a second class,
which has besn taught by Mrs. T.
J. Potter, will be taken over by
Miss Edna Mae Franks, public
health nurse, beginning next Mon-
day, the group meeting on Monday
and Wednesday mornings from 9:30
o'clock to 11; and Mrs. Addison
Young teaches the remaining class
on Tuesday and Friday mornings
from 9:30 o’clock to 11:30 o’clock.

For the benefit of those who are
interested but did not enroll in the
present course, Miss Stephan -an-
nounced that other courses will be
offered after this one is completed.

Adult education classes sponsor-
ed here by the state and the Mid-
land school system and taught by
Mrs. Thelma Gilbreth are studying
nutrition, meal planning, and child
care, all in line with defense inter-
ests.

A nutrition committee, composed
of trained home economics special-
ists, has been organized to further
nutritional health aims. -

Registered nurses not profession-
ally active at present have been
called to register and organize for
possible civilian home duty.

Health and nutritional projects
in the city and county are being
stream-lined tgward the general aim
of defense.

Several first aid courses have been

Japanese raiders twice bombed
Rangoon before dawn Thursday
morning.

Stressing the gravity of the situa-
tion in Burma, gateway to India and
back-door route of China’s war sup-
plies, the Chinese newspaper Ta-
kungpao declared:

“Although Chinese troops have
been steadily pouring into Burma,
they thus far have not received or-
ders to attack the enemy. This is
regrettable,”

Dutch East Indies — A Dutch
communique reported that the com-
mander and part of the Dutch gar-
rison at Balik Papan, Japanese-oc-
cupied oil port on the east coast of
Borneo, had escaped through Jap-
anese lines and that fighting was
still continuing in the area.

Singapore — Japanese warplanes
renewed high level, dive-bombing
and machine-gunning attacks on
the island’s 750,000 populace and
pounded shipping in the harbor
RAF Hurricane fighters intercepted
a large formation of Japanese
raiders over Singapore itself and de-
stroyed one ,probably shot down
another and damsdged a third.

Death Toll Mounts

As the death toll mounted, with
41 killed and 138 wounded in Wed-
nesday’s attacks, Singapore’s rank-
ing air warden urged authorities to
tunnel hills around the city to pro-
vide “shelter for the poorer Asiatic
community who have no protection.”

The present Japanese objective
in Burma is the city of Martaban,
across the swift-flowing Salween
River from Japanese-held Moul-
mein.

Hundreds of teachers
went into defense work before war
was declared, and the exodus in-
creased when hostilities broke out,
said Miss Dozier.

Palmetto May Serve
As Cork Substitute

JACKSONVILLE, Fla. UR—With

foreign imports of cork cut off by
the war, a substitute made of the
pulp of the palmetto is being de-
veloped in Florida and is expected
to ‘take the place of cork in many
important war needs.

Called “Palmetex,” the synthetic
cork is said to have most of the

qualities of corkboard. It is suita-
ble, say its creators, for low tem-
perature insulation, Life preserv-
ers, floats, rafts, buoys, acoustical
and air - conditioning materials,
gaskiets, pipe insulation, building
and roof insulating board, bottle
cap linings, and various types of
containers. Its cost is said to be
much less than cork.

Palmet'ex was developed jointly

by B. E. Moses, a Mississippi at
torney, and Charles Schuh, Brook-

lyn-born chemist with long expe-
rience in the plastic industry.

A plant in Palmetto, Fla., is pro-
cessing the palmetto pulp. The fin-
ished products are being turned
out at a plant in South River, N. J.

The palmetto is little more than
a nuisance plant. It is growing
wild on millions of acres of Flor-
ida land, which will yield an av-
erage of 25 tons per acre. The
Palmetex Corporation plans to har-
vest about 4,000 acres a year.

British Holding
Inland Route In
African Conflict

CAIRO (#)—Roving British arm-
ored columns fought on the offensive
northeast of Msus Tuesday in a
dogged effort to hold the inland
shortcut which dominates the bulg-
ing North African shoreline while
the fourth Indian division slowly re-
treated through the Gegel El Ach-
dar coastal range.

The British Middle East commun-
ique said this division was under
heavy pressure of enemy forces
which apparently had been rein-
forced. The extent of the withdrawal
was not given, but Monday this
division was said to be just east of
Slonta, about 240 miles from the
Egyptian border and 100 miles
northeast of Bengasi.

(The Italians said they had pass-
ed Cirene, ancient seat. of Greek
culture, just to the north and slight-
ly east of Slonta.)

Msuu is 80 miles south of Slonta
and slightly east. Thus while giving
way along the coast, the British
were endeavoring to hold their po-
sitions on- the inland route along
which they have twice slashed in

Big Remodeling
Program Started
To Help Defense

CHICAGO. R —Expanded war
production since United States’ en-
try into the war has intensified the
neﬁd for rehabilitation of both in-

strial and residential property,
ace grdnlé to the National Associa-
tion.of Real Estate Boards.

In a 1ecent survey covering 248
citles, the association found that
92 per cent of all defense areas

require modernization of old dwell-
ing units, while 53 per cent feel
the need for reconditioning indus-
trial facilities. Usable industrial
space exists in 76 per cent of the
cities.

Remcdeling of old structures, both
industrial and nresidential, is con-
sidered by the association as an
economic shortcut te increased war
production by which ‘- both critical
materials and presen! real estate
values can ve conserved.

Home Builders Seek Aid

Although - government- officials
have given assurancss of financial
aid for any industrial rehabilitation
found necessary for the war effort,
such aid is still being sought for
reconditioning old dwellings by the
Home Builders Emergency commit-
tee in which the association is co-
operating.

War-time westriction on sale of
new automobiles and tires, it was
found, has puf a sudden demand
on dwellings near defense areas or
on existing transportation lines.

In view of this problem, the as-
sociation’s committee on housing
and blighted areas will meet in
Washington next month to find
ways and means for rehabilitating
older residential neighborhoods as
a war-time source of needed dwel-
ling units.

Business Rents Stable

Regarding available space, it is
significant to note that the survey
revealed the same cities which
have older industrial structures
available for reconditioning also
have old dwellings on hand for
modernization.

The survey showed that larger
cities, 75 per cent with a population
of 500,000 and over, feel the need
for rehabilitation of industrial
space most sharply.

Regionally, the report “no more
industrial space available,” comes
most often from New England and
from the Central Atlantic region.

Statistics released by the asso-
ciation reviealed that rents of sin-
gle-family dwellings and heated
apartments in most regions' have
risen considerably. North Central
and Southeast regions were €c-
ceptions.

Rental values of business prop-
erty and office buildings have re-
mained stationary in a great ma-
jority of the cities in every region.

Still First Need
In Winning War

Tales of woe pouring out of the
Nazified Europe that Adolf has
built probably represent, when view-
ed in the aggregate, a greater dan-
ger to the Fuehrer than the devas-
tation which is stalking the ranks
of his armies amidst the white
drifts of the Russian Steppes.

The over-night news carried a
fresh crop of developments which
emphasize the chaos into which the
unhappy continent has sunk. With
each succeeding day we get more
vividly the picture of a Germany
which is still powerful but which
stands as an island in a sea of
disaster and despair.

This means Herr Hitler is driven
to wage war against more than arm-
ed forces. He is fighting to keep
from. being engulfed in this grow-
ing chaos himself. And that’s a bif
of encouragement for the Allies.

No wonder Andrei Malyshev,
Communist party spokesman, de-
clared Tuesday in Kuibyshev that
Russia “will not give Hitler the
pleasure of unleasing war in the
Far East.” The Muscovites are go-
ing to stick to the number one con-
flict which is going so amazingly
well for them.

In an effort to rush troops, squip-
ment and supplits to the Russian
front to meet this Bolshevist menace
Hitler Tuesday night again restrict-
ed civilian railway travel through-
out central Europe because of the
great shortage of rolling stock. And
that’s only- part of the story of the
railways, for all the countries which
have hitched their wagons to Hit-
ler’s meteor are short of coal and
oil.

Your attention is particulazl‘y dif
rected to the shortag: of oil, which
isn’t new but is vitally important.
As s0 often mentioned in this col-

umn,-one. of Hitler’s greatest dan-

gers lies in the idncreasing oil
shortage. Without it he couldn’t
carry on, either in war or in in-
dustry.

The story is the same throughout
much of Europe. There is a short-
age of wal and oll and metals—m

Worst; of all the Iood shottaﬂe is
rendered more grave by disrupted
distribution.

You undoubtedly read the fur-
ther news from Greece '[uesday.
telling of the starving people who
prolong their pitiful lives by cating
grass and weeds—folk without any
tires to help them through the
coldest winter in twenty years. The
situation in Greece is exceptionally
bad, of course. But hunger and pri-
vation..are  widespread - throughout
the continent.

Small wonder then that the peo=
ples in Nazi bondage are revolting
against their overlords. You see it
in France, Norway, Czechoslovakia,
Poland, Yugoslavia, Holland—in
short, wherever the heavy hand of
Hitler rests.

In calling attention to this sit=
uation it isn’t my purpose to create
a wave of optimism—though we
are entitled to take encouragement
from it—but to help rclarity the
status of the war. It can be szen
now_ necessary it is to strike hard
at Hitler now as his difficulties in-
crease, and not give him any chance
to recover, or to use his still great
strength against some weak spot.

This, of course, explains the proh-
lem of the Ailies in finding quick
