‘tyro  bombardiers.

Building up to their arrival were
months or planning; work that last-
ed far mvo the nignts; the skill and
labor o1 thousands of men.

Now the pertormers are here; the
curtain’s up on an exciting new
show, and it’s 'going to be a slam-
bang hit.

From wverywiere

From ail points of the compass
they nave come, young men who
are attacking thewr iwelve-week
course with an eagerness that comes
only to those whose theater of ac-
tion is the sky. Corn belt boys bring
and Iowa twang, Kentuckyians their
slgepy arawl, irom New England
come the prun “rawthers;” “You-
alls” from tne Texas plains.

They are the young men of Every-
town, U. S. A. and theyre here
with' a single purpose. 'They are
learning a new and deadly science,
one that will carry the war to the
enemy wherever ne may be. They
are learning  to use Uncle Sam’s
most potent weapon, his bombsight.

Like alchemists with a sercet
formula. they study charts and
graphs; with the sureness of stoop-
ing hawks they send practice miss-
iles uLle&king target-ward from
high in air. et

‘Lhese are the bombaldlers The
“Hell irom Heaven Men” they call
them.

Training is under way. Dividing
~their days between earth and air,
these budding bombardiers study
like scholars in their ground school
classrooms, and in their sleek twin-
engined training planes prove their
prowess by doiug what they learn.

Largest Bomb LUump

The stock of practice bombs
brought here ror ineir use forms
one of the largest bomb dumps in
the world. Great bombing ranges
nearby will be shaken daily with
the burst and flash of them.

In their daily lives these young
men find all the comforts of home.
Yet about them lies an aura of ex-
citement, something of the mys-
tery that surrounds the bombsight
they use. For only to the bombard-
iers are its secrets revealed.

At Sloan Field these aays there’s
the smooth bustle of work in prog-
ress. The smartly uniformed cadets
keep classrooms and huge hangars
humming; twin-engined training
planes, guttering in the West Texas
sun, till the awr with the steady
drone of motors; in a recreation
area sturdy young men in gym suits
go through their rigorous calesthe-
nics; on the flying line mechanics
swarm' over a disassembled plane;
heavy-duty, olive drab trucks roll
endlessly up and down the broad
streets; a “jeep” heads off across a
far corner of the field like a loping
. Jackrabbit.

It's first class in hand, Sloan
Field has buckled down to business.
For new classes now will be bring-
ing more and more young Americans
to this bembardier college with the
regularity of clockwork.

Uncle Sam has come ouf swing-
ing, and from Sloan Field will come
the knockout punch.

A three-quarter mile extension
test to the new deep Permian lime
pool in Northwestern Andrews
County opened by Fullerton Oil
Company will be drilled by Mag-
nolia Petroleum Company on its
30,288-acre B. B. Ralph block.

The outpost is the No. 1-11-37 B.
B. Ralph, 660 feet out of the south-
east corner of section 11, block A-37,
public school land. Is is west by
southwest of Fullerton No. 1 H.
M. Wilson, the discovery well. Mag-
nolia has a mineral  deed tanta-
mount to 99-year paid-up leases on
the Ralph land, with apout 82 or
83 years before expiration. The hig
block, all in Western Andrews, lies
west and southwest of the Fuller-
ton well. Drilling in the new test
is schedued to start Wednesday,
with rotary to be employed.

Last reports from the deep Per-
mian discovery credited it witn hav-
ing flowed 455 barrels of oil in 15 1/2
hours. It is bottomed at 7,280 feet,
plugged back from 8,005, and has
been acidized with a total of 6,500
gallons. It also is reported that op-
erator plans to rig up swab to ex-
pedite cleaning out sludge and acid
emulsion. No. 1 Wilson is in section
15, block A-32, public school land.
A west offset, Fullerton No. 2 Wil-
son, is drilling past 1,122 feet in red
beds.

Hits Air, Blows Out
Interest was attracted to a wild-
cat in Southeastern Andrews, Texas

| Pacific Coal & ©il Company, as it}

encountered air at 1,993 feet and
blew out at 2,016 feet. Air soon ex-
hausted and the test is drilling
ahead in anhydrite, salt and red
beds.

Northeast of the Cedar Lake pool,
Magnolia No. 1 Lillian Scanlan,
Northwestern Dawson County wild-
cat, is drilling past 2,255 feet in
anhydrite and sand.

Dunigan Brothers & Brahaney
No. 1 Alice Henard, Central Yoakum
County wildcat, is drilling at 5,350
feet in lime, with no appreciable
amount of oil or water in the hole.
It is said to be about 25 feet lower
structurally than the old Bahan &
Rhodes and J. E. Fitzpatrick No. 1
Henard, failure seven-eighths of a
mile southwest in the same section,
which logged a promising showing of
oil before drilling into sulphur
water.

Ralph Lowe of Mldmnd No.
Brown & Altman, Southern Winkler
wildcat slightly more than a mile
north of the Weiner pool, Saturday
was drilling at 3,055 feet in sand,
still above the main pay horizon.
The well now is estimated at 60 to
70 barrels of oil per day, flowing
through two 4-inch outlets off
pressure head, Gas has decreased
trom a peak of 6,500,000 cubic feet
per day to an estimated 2,000,000
teet. The well first picked up gas at
3,005 feet in the Colby sand horizon,
then logged more gas and an esti-
mated 25 barrels of oil daily in sand
from 3,021-25 feet. An increase in
oil came in at 3,048 feet.

U. S. Sub Sinks;
33 Believed Dead

WASHINGTON (/P)—At least 33
men were believed to have perish-
ed in the American submarine-S-26
which sank-—the Navy disclosed Sat-
urday — when it collided with a
naval escort vessel off the Panama
Canal Zone the night of January
24.

Only two oificers and a seaman
who had been standing on the bridge
during the submarine’s operations
survived. They were the command-
ing officer, Leutenant Commander
Earle C. Hawk of Saugeties, N. Y.;
Lieutenant Rebert E. N. Ward, of
Antioch, ~ Calif., and Seaman Joe
B. Hurst of Ada, Okla.

The impast threw them clear of
the submarine’s superstructure and
they were fished out of the water.
The Navy said it had abandoned
all hope for those who went down
with - the craft.

Germany Propaganda
Machine Is In Action

NEW YORK (#) — The German
propaganda machine went into ac-
tion Saturday to prepare the Ger-
man people for the shock of a
British-United States invasion of
the European continent, timed in
the spring to ‘disorganize Hitler’s
renewal of the offensive in Russia.

Coming just at the time when
Moscow dispatches reported the Red
Army hammering at the very bases
from which Hitler plans to launch
his spring offensive, this propa-
ganda maneuver may be intended
primarily as a morale-building op-
eration.

Million Men

Stimson AnnounCes
Program To Give U. S.
Air Superiority

WASHINGTON (£#j=-a two-mil-
lion man air force—the world's larg-
est—was announced Saturday as tne
Army's eventual objective with hait
that number to be mustered betore
tne end of the year.

This tremendous program, aimed
at giving the United States crush-
ng alr superiority over all its ene-
mies, was disclosed by Secretary
vl War otimsen who, pefore Pearl
Harbor, had sev a goal of 400,000
men in the Air Force by June 30.

It compares with a reported

trength of 1,000,000 to 1,250,000

in the Nazi Luftwatfe and of about

1,000,000 in the Brivish RAF.

1t 18, too, more men than the
Army had in all branches at the out-
break of the war.

The war secretary did not break
down his over-all 2,000,000 figure
mnto categories of pilots, mechanics,
ete. It 1s known, however, that the
original goal of a 400,000-man force
called for training of 30,000 pilots a
vear. Presumably, this training pro-
gram eventually will be quadrupled.
kxpand Other Forces

1n addition to the Army’s plans,
the Navy is preparing an immense
air arm. Secretary of the Navy
Knox announced a week ago a pro-
gram for training 30,000 naval air
cadets each year.

Simultaneousiy with its announce-
ment of the Air Force program, the
War Department took steps toward
further expansion of the ‘ground
forces. - An executive order from
President Roosevelt authorized it to
call to active duty 27 organized in-

1 fantry divisions which in peace-

time exist only on- paper.
~DPepartment officials said this
would mean early mobilization of
all qualified reserve officers now
on active duty, and of special-
ized reserve units, such as hospital
units which have been formed in
many cities.

Actiyating the 27 divisions will be
carried out in this manner:

Reserve or regular Army officers
will be assigned, along with cad-
res of enlisted men, The ranks then

{will be filled out largely from se-

lective service recruits.
Big Warplane Program

These 27 divisions are among the
32 which Stimson said recently would
be added to the land forces this
year to increase them to 3,600,000
men.

The two-million man Air ‘Force
wags closely tied in with plans for
producing 185,000 warplanes this
year and next.

West Point is to turn out fliers.
General George C. Marshall, the
army chief of staff, authorized a
statement that a number of cadéts
would be graduated’ as pilots.

Dutch Sink Jap Ship

Before Relinquishing

Control Of Amboina

BATAVVIA, N, E. I. (#—The
stout Dutch defenders of Amboina
sank a Japanese cruiser and dam-
aged another and a submarine be-
fore relinquishing control of that
second most important air and
naval base, a Netherlands Indies
communique announced Saturday.

A big Japanese transport also was
sunk in a separate bombing west
of Borneo, the communique said.

These blows, which brought to 59
the total of Japanese warships and
ships sunk or damaged by the Dutch
in the 63-day-old war—just four
fewer than the goal of one a day—
fell short of breaking up the Jap-
anese armada which a week ago
Friday began landing swarms of
soldiers.

Fleet Still Intact

Amboina, 1,100 miles northeast of
the major Indies naval base of Soer-
abaja and 600 miles northwest of
Darwin, Australia, where the Dutch
had stationed light warships and
planes to patrol and guard the
Eastern passage through the Mo-
luccas to Java and to Australia, is
now in the hands of the Japanese
except for a few bands of defenders
which are waging guerilla, warfare.

Some of the defense forces were
successfully evacuated from the 386
square mile island, leaving the 115,-
000 population to the mercy of the
invader.

The Japanese, at the close of the
second month of war, were thus
much closer to Java, and it was
evident that an attempt at a direct
invasion could be expected at al-
most any time.

But the small Dutch fleet, which
has dealt so many delaying blows,
was declared to be still “absolutely
intact at sea and ready for ac-
tion,” to ward off the attack.

Railroads, air-
lines and the radio will move up to
the new standard time—designated
“War Time” by President Roosevelt
—at precisely 2 a. m. Monday. The

months after the war.

The bombardment of Forts Drum,
Mills and Hughes in Manila Bay
aisclosed that the shells the forts
poured on enemy gun positions on
Friday had not destroyed all Jap-
anese batteries concealed on the
southeastern side of the bay. Satur-
day’s communique said the Japa-
nese bombardment was by heavy ar-
tillery, that no material damage was
.done and that “our guns returned
the fire with undetermined results.”

On Batan Peninsula, there was
little' infantry action. But, said the
report, “enemy artillery fire was
heavy” -and hostile dive bombers
were active” over the lines of Gen-
eral ‘Douglas MacArthur’s Filipino-.
American ~Army. Two ~American
fighter planes went after four Nip-
ponese planes and downed two with-
out damage to the American craft.

Jap Warplanes
Bomb Rangoon

RANGOON, Burma. (&)—dJapan-
ese bombers swept over Rangoon
early Sunday and subjected this
great Burma Road terminus to its
heaviest night raid of the war.

For three hours the Japanese at-
! acked in waves, concentrating again
von the airdrome just north of Ran-
goon.

The city area also was' bombed.

The raid followed - a - relatively
quiet day during which RAF Hur-
ricane fighters attacked a forma-
tion of 24 scouting fighters, routing
the formation and sending three of
them flaming to the earth. The
RAF escaped without injury.

The Japanese attack early Sun-
day morning ‘'was the fourth suc=
csssive mght raid.

British Battenes
Shell Jap Boats

SINGAPORY (&) —British bat-
teries on the north shore of Singa-
pore shelled Japanese sampans out
of the Strait of Johore Smturday¢
Several were sunk.

Outlying residential districts of
Singapore were bombarded by big
Japanese guns moved up to the low
hills of southernmost Johore—ten
miles from the northern limits of
the city. ¥

British artillery thundered back
to the challenge with a pounding
which knocked out at least one of
the Japanese batteries.

The gcommunique acknowledged
that Japanese bombers caused ‘some
damage, buf declared at least one
of them was smashed by swift Brit-
ish fighter planes, another proba-
bly was destroyed, and two more
wers damaged.

Not one of the British fighters
was lost.

Rioting Flares
Against British

TANGIER, Spanish Morocco (&)—
Rioting against British business
concerns flared up here Saturday
night 24 hours after 25 persons were
believed killed in a time-bombing
explosion, again focusing attention
on the delicate ailgnments in North
Africa.

Arabs and Spaniards joined in
Saturday night’ss demonstration,
during which the British post office
was damaged and all windows in
the Binzah Hotel were broken.
There was a lull in the rioting after
many shops had been damaged.

The explosion occurred on a quay
fifteen minutes after a steamer had
departed from Gibraltar. In addi-
tion to the 25 persons believed kit~
ed, sixty were injured, including
more than 20 Britons.

Start-
ed on December 21 of 1941, the radio
operation has become one of the
most effective tools in stopping and
and in  detecting crime. A radio
‘transmitter and receiver set is lo-
cated at the Police Station,
automobiles of the department are
ecuipped  with sets. The Midland
County Sheriff’s office and the
State Patrol cars are likewise equip-
ped, making it possible to coordi-
nate the three groups on a moment’s
notice to effectively work together
on any case. :

Operating as Station KRLE, the
Midland Pelice Department radio
is in direct connection with all other
cities of the region, ranging beyond
Lubbeck nerthward, San Angelo
southward, El1 Paso westward, and
into New Mexico, east to Fort Worth
and even with Austin and San An-
tonie. So immediate coordination of
all law enforcement forces of the
area can be thrown together as a
unit in knowing about a given prob-
lem, and assistance given all other
regions in trailing criminals.

Within the past few days local
police have apprehended criminals
wanted by other cities, and in turn
have had other. cities assist them
in making arrests, within a few
minutes after the calls have gone
out by radio. Patrolmen can be on
the job in Midland within two or
three minutes after notification of
a law infraction, with all members
of the force notified by radio. Ev-
ery member of the force is a’ quali-
fied radio operator and holds ' a
third-class license.

Roy Parks, prominent Midland
cattleman and chairman of the live-
stock committee of the Midland
Chamber of Commerce, predicts. an
increase in the calf crop over the
Midland section this year due to the
excellent conditions. He also believes
the calf crop will be earlier than
usual. An 85% calf crop was report-
ed last year.

Big Demand For Cows

There is a big demand for COWS,
Parks said, but there are few for
sale and buyers are having a hard
time finding young cows. Buyers are
offering from $85 to $100 for cows.

Buyers still are picking up “short’
steer yearlings at around 12¢ to
| 18¢ a pound, but it is predicted that
few yearlings will leave the country
this spring. Very few if any year-
lings have been contracted for spring
delivery.

The Midland territory, compris-
ing 12 or more counties of West Tex-
las and Southeastern New Mexico,
annually markets around 50,000
head of highly-bred Hereford calves.
The first white-faced cattle were
brought in the Midland sector, about
the turn of the century and since
| that time breeders have continued
fo build up' their herds until now
there are no finer Hereford cattle
produced anywhere.

Expect Good Price.

Calves continue to bring around
11¢ and 12¢, with little contracting
reported to date.
sprnig calves for fall delivery will
depend on whether or not a ceiling
is placed on cattle prices, ranchers
believe.

Frank Cowden, Midland rancher,
says his cattle are in fine condition
and he anticipates an extra large
calf crop. He predicts cattle prices
will remain high and believes that
if a ceiling is placed on cattle prices
it will be fair to all concerned.

Jack Wilkinson, Midland sheep
rancher, said sheep in the Midland
area are in excellent condition, with
few if any for sale. He predicts an
extra large lamb crop which will be
earlier this year than in 1941. Sheep
‘prices will continue high throughout
the year, he believes.

Despite the uncertainty confront-
ing the livestock industry, = most
ranchers believe the coming year will
bring continued prosperity to the
industry, with little chance of de-
clining prices during 1942.

“In 1923 he began his study of sub-
marine geology, and his father, a
ship owner, made a yacht available
for him that year in which to carry
on his study of the ocean-bed geo-
logy. Since that time heé has follow-
ed the study consistently, and has
employed the latest scientific meth-
ods of survey, and has been one of
the most successful men in  this
field.

During the past four years he has
taken more than 50,000 soundings
in charting the contours and extent
of submarine canyons, and has
brought up thousads of ocean floor
specimens. He has, in the mean-
time written more than 60 author-
itative articles on the California
coastal area, and has published a

The Boy Scouts of America is
living again the stirring days of
1917 and 1918. The present conflict
recalls the service gendered the Na-
tion when Scouting was only seven
years old.

Now, on its thirty-second anni-
versary, the Boy Scouts of America
again serve America at war.

Mattei Says American
Petroleum And Power
Industries Are Ready

America’s petroleum, coal and
power industries are equipped and
ready to meet the greatly increased
production requirements of the ac-
celerated war program, as well as
current civilian needs, Albert C.
Mattei, president of the Honolulu
Oil Corporation, San Francisco, and
a director of the United States
Chamber of Commerce said in a
radio address Friday evening pre-
sented under the auspices of the
Midland Chamber of Commerce over
KRLH.

Albert C. Mattei

Heard in one of a weekly series
of programs entitled ‘Business
Views the News,” prepared by the
United States Chamber, Mattei re-
viewed the nation’s natural resources
as related to the war emergency.
He asserted that although the en-
ergy-producing natural resources are
in good condition, the production of
many metals. and minerals needs to
be greatly stimulated. Expansion
can be accomplished by providing
producers with proper price inven-
tives, he said, so as to encourage
the discovery of new mines and
the full development of high-cost
mines using low grade ores. :

Mattei pointed out that domestic
supplies of copper, lead, chromite,
maganese, antimony, tungsten—all
vital war materials—are ample.

“We must have these materials,”
said Mattei, “and we can have them
by advancing the price to producers,
who certainly can’t operate their
mines at a loss.”

As an example of how a proper
price incentive serves to increase
production of a natural resource,
Mattei sited the situation of Amer-
ican supplies of murcury.

“Once we imported nearly two-
thirds of our supply,” he pointed
out. “Today we have more than
enough for all our needs. In 1938,
when we imported 60 per cent of our
mercury, the price per flask was
$75.00. Today’s price is $190.00 per
flask. This not only exemplifies in-
dividual initiative, but also illus-
trates how our much-needed raw
materals can be secured at home.”

Plan To Increase
Farm And Poultry
Produce For War

Plans for an educational program
to be carried out by the United
States Department of Agriculture
have been completed for Midland
County, with the aim to help supply
adequatzs food, to repair and better
maintain farm machinery, and to
collect scrap iron for the defense
needs.

County agricultural workers and
the local agricultural war board
outlined the program during the
past week, starting with a meeting
Wednesday night, when County
Agent I. ©. Sturkie acted as chair-
man in the absence of W. E. Pigg.

It was found that the county is
under-pledged on beef cattle, eggs,
and vegetables for the market, and
a survey will be made immediately
to see just what needs to be done.
Radio programs for the department
will be devoted to these aims, with
A. G. Bohannan acting as chairman.

Articles outlining better feeding
practices, improvement of herds,
market practices, and balance of
herd size to feed supply will be fur-
nished the newspapers. Land use
looking to an increased yield will be
especially stressed.

B. T. Hale was named chairman
of the educational programs on the
plans to increase egg production;
and improvement of flocks and care
of poultry will be stressed in all
group meetings; and the Home

Demonstration meetings will have
special studies of the poultry needs
and plans.

J. E. Davis and E. G. Bedford
were named to survey needs of local
retail stores to see what county pro-
ducers can supply in the vegetable
markets within the county.

J. C. Miles was named to survey
implement needs and see what re-
pair parts are nceded and what are
available. J. R. McCarter and Stur-
kie were named to plan the radio
presentation of this part of the
work. A publicity chairman for the
scrap iron program soon will be
named.

Men Called May
Make Own Choice
Of Residence

A Selective Service registrant, at
the forthcoming February 16th reg-
istration of men in the military ser-
vice age bracket of 20 to 45 years
old, who has more than one place
of residence may choose which one
he wants recorded as his place of
residence to designate the Local
Board that zlawys will have juris-
diction over him, General J. Watt
Page, State Selective Service Direc-
tor, said today.

General Page emphasized, how-
ever, that no transient address may
be recorded and the Selective Ser-
vice Regulations prohibit any inter-
ference or dictation by a registrar
when a registrant who has more
than one place of residence is mak-
ing his choice as to which he de-
sires recorded as his home address.

“It is the intent of the law and
the purpose of Selective Service
Regulations,” General Page pointed
out, “that each man be registered
at his home address and be subject
to call to fill quotas from that local
board. That is a basic principle of
democratic procedure and I expect
every Selective Service registrar in
the State of Texas to adhere strict-
ly to it.”

Registration cards to be used Feb-
ruary 16th will contain a space for
the registrant to list his place of
residence. In the event that he has
more than one place, he is required
to list his own choice as his place
of residence.

In addition, the registration card
will have space for recording a mail
address. This may be the same as
the place of residence or it may be
another address where the regis-
trant will receive his mail more
readily.

Selective Service Regulations also
require each registrant to describe
the place of his residence so that its
location may be determined from
its description. ‘A registrant who
lives on an R. F. D. route will be
required to supplement his mailing
address by a description of the lo-
cation of his residence. For this rea-
son, and because some registrants

may be able to receive their mail’

more readily at an address other
than their place of residence, the
registration card has spaces for both
addresses.

A description of the place of res-
idence of the registrant, General
Page stressed, will once and for all
time determine the local board that
will have jurisdiction over the reg-
istrant. The mailing address, how-
ever, can be changed when neces-
sary and local boards will send their
notices to the mailing addresses
without regard to place of residence.
While the mailing address is sub-
ject to change whenever the regis-
trant moves, General Page pointed
out, registrars are instructed to
warn the registrant that once he
designates his place of residence he
irrevocably designates the local
board which will have continuous
jurisdiction over him.

Senate Farm Bloc
Launches New Plan

WASHINGTON (#)—The Senate
farm bloc launched a new bi-par-
tisan effort Saturday to prevent the
government from applying the
brakes to agricultural prices before
they reach the levels possible under
the new price control law.

Senator Nye (R-ND) announced

he would introduce in the Senate
Monday a resolution which, if ap-

proved by Congress, would prevent
federal agencies from taking steps
to restrict agricultural prices ‘until
they had reached parity. Parity is
the average price of an adjusted
base peried, usually 1909-14, calcul-
ated to give the farmer equality of
buying power with others.

Senator Gillette (D-Iowa) said he
expected to join with Senator Aiken
(R-Vt.) in offering legislation which
would prevent the government from
selling any crop surplus if that ac-
tion would depress farm prices.

Price Administrator Leon Hen-
derson and Secretary of Agriculture
Wickard have announced co-opera-
tive efforts would be made to pre-
vent any undue increase in the
cost of living.

After the declarer is deter-
mined, he will have the privilege
of exchanging this card for any
+ card in his own hand or dummy.
The exchange is made immediately
after the opening lead and lay-
down of the dummy hand. Declarer
may reject the exchange card if he
wishes, playing with his two hands
as dealt.

Naturally each side is entitled to
include the exchange card with its
other 26 in calculating its bidding
values. When the exchange card is
a high honor,
power is thus increased and a fierce
battle for the contract may ensue.
But even when it is a low card,
the battle may rage, because  the
axchange can greatly strengthen the
pattern of a hand.

In today’s hand, the  declarer
put the exchange card in dummy
to lengthen the suit, and threw out
the four of diamonds. He used his
joker to stop the hearts after North
was out, gave up one club trick to

. North, and won ten tricks. The
extra trick came because South,
having to discard on three clubs,
could not guess that his only de-
fense was to let go the six of
diamonds.

The kitchen was a revelation. A
mechanical potato=peeler so big that
anybody less than ‘five:feet-one in
height has to stand on tiptoe to
look into it; a mdagic machine that
méashes potatoes,, makes dough,
slices, and shreds vegetables and in
fact does practically everything ex-
cept actually cook the food; and
50-gallon coffes makers—that is the
kind of equipment that left us gog-
gle-eyed at the magnitude of the
cooking task in this one mess hall
alone.

HOBBS, N. M.—Drilling is sched-
uled to start immediately in Mascho

Oil Company, Midland, Tex., and
American  Drilling -~ Corporation,
Hobbs, N. M., No. 1 Tide Water Asso-
ciated Oil Company-State, new wild-
cat seven miles west of Tatum in
North Central Lea County.

The test was located in the center
of the southwest quarter of the
northwest quarter of section 18-12s-
35e, on a farmout from Tide Water.
That firm and L. H. Wentz, Ponca
City, are donating acreage and bot-
tom-hole money toward the well.
F. J. Danglade and Continental
Qil Company are contributing acre-
age, while Skelly Oil Company and
Texas Pacific Coal & Oil Com-
pany are purchasing spreads.

Contract calls for depth of 5,200
feet unless production or sulphur
water in the lime is encountered at
a shallower point. Location falls
less than one-half mile north of
the old Holmes & Huey No. 1
State, an anhydrite test, which stop-
ped at 1,870 feet.

A wildcat in Eastern Lea. Rich-
mond Drilling Company of Mid-
land No. 1 State, is drilling below
4930 feet in anhydrite. Location of
the test is 1,980 feet from the south,
660 from the east line of section
5-16s-38e.

Texaco Adds Vacuum Well

A new location for the Skelly sand
area of Southeastérn Lea is Gulf
Qil Corporation No. 3 LaMunyon,
staked 1,980 feet from the north and
west lines of section 29-23s-37e.

The Texas Company has com-
pleted another producer in the
south part of Lea’s Vacuum pool.

Urged By Pigg

Every piece of used farm machin-
ery reparied and used again this
year will mean more guns in the
hands of the armed forces, said W.

“The government feels that ev-
ery farmer who repairs an old ma-
chine at this time is giving a two-
fold aid to the fighting forces by re-
leasing essential materals for war
use, and at the same time help-
ing to assure adequate foodstuffs,”
said Pigg.

An immediate check of all equip-
ment is urged ,so0 that adequate
time can be allowed for the pur-
chase of the absolutely necessary
parts.
