LOS ANGELES (#—A strange
cargavan filed out pf Los Angeles
Monday as 1,000 Japanese, many
with cars piled high with humble
posgsessions, went into isolation for
the duration, that Uncle Sam might
carry on with his war effort undis-
turbed by their presence in this vital
defense zone.

Their destination is Manzanar,
235 miles away in the spreading
expanses of the Cwens River valley.
There contractors are hastily con-
sfructing a camp which eventually
will house 10,000 persons on whom
the government wants to keep its
eye until the war|/is over. They
traveled in 150 cars of all types,
guarded by 50 Army vehicles. A pre-

The first groups were composed

SAN ANTONIO (#)—WPA work+
ers who are qualified for farm wark
must ‘accept offers of agricultural
employment at prevailing
wages, whether or not this pay
equals the WPA wage scale, H. P
Drought, state administrator, de+
clared Monday.

Reporting . that misunderstand+
ing of this pliase of WPA pglicy has
arisen in some areas, Drought stl‘
that WPA will not keep on the pay-
roll any worker who refuses any
reasonsable private employment offer
al prevailing wages.

“Just so farmers are paying the
same amount of wages which other
farmers are offering for comparable
work in the same locality, WPA will

make availabie all qualified work-

ers on its rolls a their request,” he
declared. “Although it is believed
that most farm labor prices this
vear are at least equal to the bgre
subsistence wage paid by WPA, wxs
not necessary that any farm
wage be any higher than those

by other farmers in the commun-
ity for his offer to e constdered a
‘reasonable’ one.”
