New Permian Pay
Zone In Andrews
County Indicated

Opemng of a new Permian pay
zone in Southern Andrews County
appeared assured Saturday when
Mascho 0Oil Company, headed by
James A. Mascho of Midland, No.
® Sun Oil Company-University re-
covered 380 feet of mud heavily
cut with oil and gas on a drillstem
test.

Total depth of the wildecat is
4514 feet in lime and when  test
was run packer was set at 4,468
feet and five inches. Tester was
open for 30 minutes on a 5/8-inch
bottom-hole choke. There was some
salty water noted in the bottom 50
or 100 feet but subsequent analysis
showed this to be drilling fluid con-
taminated by the uncased salt sec-
tion and not of bottom-hole origin.
Prior to running the drillstem test
operator had attempted to bail
down rotary mud but was unable
to lower the column of fluid far-
ther than 1,000 feet from surface,

The porous horizon in the Mas-
cho prospect is more than 100 feet
below the regular pay zone of the
Emma pool, two miles to the south-
east. No. 1 Sun-University is in
section 27, block 10, University sur-
vey. It is temporarily shut down
for orders.

E. O. Buck Explains M-68
And Freeing Order; Says
Gear Industry To War

The most o0il with the least

amount of steel expenditure is the
absolute need of the government
under the present war conditions,
said E. O. Buck, director in charge
of the Houston district of the Office
of Petroleum Coordinator, speaking
in Midland Friday night at an open
meeting, attended by oil operators
of all West Texas. The meeting
was held in the hihgs cochmfwy
was held in the high school auditor-
ium, with Ronald K. DeFord, pres-
ident of the West Texas Geological
Society as chairman.

Buck spoke here under the aus-
picies of the Permian Basin Engi-

as Geological Society. He dis-
cussed “Spacing Problems and Ex-
ceptions fo M-68.”

The speaker explained that the
Office of Petroleum Coordinator is
the agency which represents the pe-
troleum industry in getting critical
materials for the industry. The of-
fice is under the direction of the
War Production Board, but acts in-

neers Association and the West Tex- 13 per cent of vital materials re-

dependently of all other agencies in

getting the materials needed for
development, production, and deliv-
ery and refining of all petroleum
products.
Must Key Industry To War

“All of you have b€en irked by
certain rules and rulings, and have
thought yourselves discriminated
against,” said Buck, “Naturally, oil
will be the last industry to be great-
ly affected, and certainly it will
not be made to suffer greatly. But,
unless you can see the overall pic-
ture you may think that the in-
dustry is being imposed unon. The
full picture of the war effort, and
petroleum is onlv one part of it.
is staggering in its tasks. and oil
men must realize that as all indus-
tries must be keyed to the war, so
must oil.

“0Oil industries consume less than

quired in the war effort, and are
the largest consumers of steel prod-
ucts of anv of the heavv industries.
The industrv cannot afford to de-
mand that other industries be push-
ed aside in order to favor it, and of
course it will not. The nation is
faced with a nroblem which demands
that all industries be brought to

the point of bringing all elements
of defense up together, and no one

pushed ahead of what is needed
from it.

“In 1940 it took 5 1/2 pounds of
steel to every barrel of oil. Think
of the countless wildeats, of 'the
countless pipelines, of the many du-
plications of efforts in pipelines,
much of which was waste. Hence
the board must look very closely
inte all things which might bring
on continued waste.

Must Use Less Steél

“But the board is always willing
to hear the case of oil; but must
adhere to the principle of produc-
ing this oil with less steel.

“The oil industry, in its zeal to
keep free of federal control, over-
sold itself to the government. If
talked in terms of being able to
produce 19 billion barrels of oil per
year; when, in fact, it had only
1,800,000,000 in sight. So when the

war. came along\the War Produc-

tion Board said. in effect, ‘You said
you were well fixed and ready . . .
now go ahead and produce this
oil.’

“The board had called the bluff
of the industry. For the industry
had failed to notify the govern-
ment of one very imvortant factor
when it was making its plea of self-
sufficiency—it failed ‘to notify the

government, thatr it would have to
have the steel to get this oil.

“Now the industry is crying for
steel . . . along with many other
industries, all of which are neces-
sary. So now the industry faces
the problem of ‘unselling’ the gov-
ernment, Tt must now establish the
necessity. At first the government
officials contended that since the
industry had itself said it was suffi-
cient and ready that it must be so.
It took a period of about seven
months to unprove that.

“Out of this has grown the need
for rules, such as M-68 and its free-
ing orders. These will be amended
as necessary and as quickly as need-
ed.

Must Meet Needs

“The nation is at war for its ex-
istence. All is lost unless all indus-
tries are successful geared into one
wa; machine. Clearly we see that
the nation cannot be geared to the
petroleum industry, but, rather that
the petroleum industry must be
geared to the national needs.

Allied aviation continued to dom-
inate the skies, shooting down at
least 10 Japanese planes and proh-
ably 12,

Six were destroyed on a raid on
Koepang, Dutch Timor, and four
others—bombers—were shot down in
breaking up a raid on Darwin,
where anti-aircraft bagged two and
fighting planes two. Two Japanese
fighting planes also were listed as
probably destroyed.

The few bombs dropped at Dar-
win killed two civilians, but caused
no damage, said a communique.

Bomber Cfew Dead
In Utah Accident

BRIDGE, Idaho. (#)—A four-mot-
ored Army bomber on a night flight
from Ogden, Utah, to Boise crashed
with terrific force near this Utah-
Tdaho border town, killing seven
fliers and presumably an eighth
whose body had not been found late
Saturday.

Wreckage of the huge ship was
scattered over a wide area. Capt.
R. S. Gibbs, Gowen Field public re-
lations officer at Boise, listed the
tlead as: . :

Jap Planes Shot
Down Over Bataan

WASHINGTON (&)—Corregidor’s
unerring gunners parried a new
Japanese air weapon—exploding in-
cendiary bombs—by shooting down
two enemy planes over the Philip-
pine Island fortress, and probably
damaging two others, the War De-
partment reportegl Saturday.

About 25 points in the combined
hands are necessary to make threc
no trump. The normal requirement
for a raise of one no trump to twc
is nine points, which brings the
partnership total up to the game
requirement. 3

“This conservatism,” the authors
remark, “is due to the fact that
after a raise to two no tiump,
opener will go on to three no trump
unless his hand is a rockbottom
minimum.”

Today’s hand shows the opera-
tion of this system South has 16
points, just over the minimum.
North has nine points, just enough
to bid two no trump.

Now South will probably bid
three. Althiough he has only twe
tens over a minimum hand, he

figures that at worst, with North |

having a minimum raise, the con-
tract should not be set badly.

The actual play shows the risk
in going to game.
