“I think we ought to go ahead
and take those French islands with-
out dallying,” Pepper told reporters.
“We haven’t got time to fool with
the nilceties with people who are
stabbing us in the back.”

The Florida Senator also declared
the United States should inform
Portugal and Spain that Axis use
of their Atlantic possessions would
not be tolerated.

French possessions in“the Western
Hemisphere if there is any armed
conflict with the French over Mad=
agascar or any threat that any of
these places in anrywise would be
used to help the enemy.”

But I would-
n’t take any chances, and if there
was the slightest suspicion that
they might be used to help the Axis,

I’d say to seize them for protective

purposes.”

Over Mile Southeast

The rapidly expanding Barnhart
Elleniburger pool in Southeastern
Reagan County has spread out one
and one-quarter miles to the south-
east by Amerada Petroleum Cor-
porafion No. 1-RE University.

On a 20-hour gauge through tub-
ing’ choke varying from one-half
inch to one-quarter inch 'the well
flowed 332.58 barrels of fluid. Oil
was ‘diluted 14 per cent by sediment
and acid water the last hour of
the gauge. Testing continued,
through a 24-64-inch choke on 2-
inch tubing. The well has a gas-
volume of 515,000 cubic feet per day,
giving it a gas-oil ratio of 1,950.
It went to a total depth of 9,301
feet in Ellenburger, lower Ordovi-
cian, dolomite and is producil}g
through 150 gun-perforations in
5 1/2-inch casing from 9,173 to
9,223 feet. Two-inch tubing is set
at 9,222 feet, with packer at' 9,127.
Cement inside casing was drilled
out to 9,240 feet. The well has been
washed with 250 gallons of acid and
500 gallons of mud acid. and also
has been treated under .pressure
with 5,000 gallons of acid.

The same firm’s «#No. 1-RF Uni-
versity is drilling at 6,496 feet in
shale and lime, while its No. 1-RG
University has passed 295 feet in
lime. M. H. Reed No. 2-A Uunver-
sity is drilling shale and lime below
6,635 feet.

Oil Corporation No. 1-C W. L. Fos-
ter, an Ellenburger test, has reached
8,114 feet.

Australia

ay Be Next For/Japs

% ALLIED HEADQUARTERS, Aus-

tralia (#)—An ominous. increase in
Japanese naval activity around New
Britain and the Solomon Isla,nds
was reported Thursday, with the

Allied bomber command swiftly
countering with high explosives on
this developing threat to the all-
important American - Australian
supply routes:

A headquarters communique, not-
ing- the strengthening of the Jap-
anese in those two North-North-
eastern groups where they already
have established footholds, said
the Japanese warships near Bou-
gainville, in the Solomons, 300 miles
east of New Britain, were ‘“attack-
ed successfully” Wednesday.

New Jap Forces

No details were given, but ob-
viously headquariers was alive to
the implication of any strengthen-
ing of the invader’s forces in those
areas: A direct assault on Australia
or an encircling move to seize the
screen of islands east of this con-
tinent.

These developments emphasized
the “continued danger menacing
Australia, although ' headquarters
reported diminishing Japanese air
pressure on Port Moresby, vital Al-
lied outpost on the south shore of
New Guinea.

Observers expressed belief that
the lessening of aerial attacks upon
Port, Moresby was direct evidence
of the hard blows dealt Japanese
airdromes at Lae, on the northeast
coast of New Guinea, and Rabaul,
New Britain.

In contemplating the possibility
of 'a new Japanese thrust observers
took into account the fact that the
fall of Corregidor had made Manila
Harbor available to the enemy as a
new base of operations and released
men and equipment for duty else-
where.

Heavy Losses Ahead

The mere magnitude of these pos-
sibilities  suggests, military men
said, that before the United Na-
tions can turn the tide of war in
the Pacific they must expect to sui-
fer ‘heavy new blows. For some time
yet their own offensive thrusts ap-
pear destined to be limited to aenal
actions.

Against this dark prospect in the
Pacific, many military experts were
inclined to balance several brighter
elements in the European picture.

Building Bans
Do Not Forbid
Fepair Work

Construction conservation "order
L-41, put into effect April 9 by the
War Production Bcard, is an as-
surance to America’s millions of
farmers, to its home owners, store
and factory owners that they can
keep their buildings-in sound.con-
dition by performing needed repairs
and maintenance construction.
So reports Joseph Mason, eastern
editor of the American Builder
magazine. He said the new “order,
coming after a period of rumors
and uncertainty, was welcome news
to the thousands of small builders,
building material dealers and sup-=
pliers.
“Preliminary publicity on the new
order gave many people the false
impression that the American build-
ing industry was silenced for the
duration;” Mason said.
ly, this is not to be the case. The
government realizes, as the building
industry has long maintained, that
deliberate neglect of homes and
factories would, in effect, hamper
our war effort.
Four Types Permitted

- “An analysis reveals that it al-
lows four major types of construc-
tion without permit or restriction
anywhere in the country.

“1. It dees not limit or restrict the
cost ‘or extent of repairs and main-
tenance needed to keep a home,
tfarm, store, factory or other build-
ing- ‘in-sound working condition’ or
to restore working condition ‘when
such portion has been rendered un-
safe or unfit for service by wear
and tear, damage or other similar
causes.’ All such repairs and main-
tenance may be conducted without
permits.

«“2.-It provides that new residen-
tial - eonstruction to the amount of
$500 in any one year may be under-
taken without permit. New agricul-
tural construection to the amount of

'$1,000 in any. one year is also per-

mitted, while all other construction,
including commercial, industrial,
recreational, institutional, highway,
roadway, sub-surface and utilities
construction, whether privately or
publicly financed, is permitted as
long 'as its cost does mot exceed
$5,000. .

Priorities Are Avallable

“3, Tt provides for reconstructxon
or the restoriation - of residential
construction damaged or destroyed
after Dec. 31, 1941, by fire, flood,
tornado, earthquake, act of God or
the public enemy.

“4. The order permits and encour-
ages with - priority assistance the
private “construction of defense
houses, and other structures, and
the conversion and alteration of
houses in defense areas.

“These provisions answer the
‘questions  of the home owner who
wants to repair his front porch, re-
paint his house, insulate or apply a
new roof or fire-resistant shingles.
He can undertake such repairs and

Will- It Work
Is Question?
WASHINGTON.—The big ques-

price schedule announced by Price
Administrator Leon Henderson is,

The cbvious answer is, “It’s got to
work!” even without ceilings on
wages and farm preducts, which the
farmer-labor government now run-
ning these United States refuses to
plaster on the lath-like skeleton
of the country’s wartime economic

There will be heartbreaks, con=
fusion and fights in and out of
court, getting *he price control ma-
chinery set up. This is unquestion-
ably the most drastic order ever
slapped on the American people
and their free economy. If it works,
everything will be almost dandy. If
it doesn't work, the economic and
political kickback will be terrifi.

The patriotic duty of every citi-
zen—consumer, retailer, wholesaler, |
manuflacturer or producer—is to|
make every possible effort to see
that it does work. This is the su-
preme test of whether a democracy
can prevent runaway inflation, re-
frain from chiseling and cheating,

chandising.
° If this price control fails—even in
the face of a belief that it cannot
succeed so long as- all farm prices
and all wages are not included in
the freezing orders—then there are
but two alternatives. The first would
be to include farm prices and wag-
es. The second would be to give up.
But the correct mental approach to
this question today, if you will per-
mit a little sermon on the mount-
ing cost of living from this depart-
ment, is to do your darnedest to
make the new general price control
work.

Every retailer and wholesaler ®is
automatically licensed to do busi-
ness by this new order, and every
new store will be automatically. li-
censed. Stores which do not abide
by the price regulations may have
their licenses taken away by court
action—in other words, be put out
of business—for as long as a year
and be fined $5000 plus a year’s im-
prisonment. That’s the worst that
can happen.

Early last week,
before the OPA’s order, choice cattle
brought $17.25 a hundred. pounds
at Chicago. The top this vs‘/eek, es-
tablished Wednesday, was $15.75—
paid for much less attractive qual-
ity.

Copper, Brass, Bronze
Use Further Curtailed

. WASHINGTON (#) — The War
Production Board Thursday pro-
hibited the use of copper, brass ot
bronze after May 31 in more than
100 additional civilian commodities
—including pins, Christmas tree
bulbs, neon and fluorescent light-
ing for adyertising signs, musical
instruments, cooking utensils, and
electric razors.

To vasb
numbers of them he is literally an-
other Messiah and has come to take
the place of the god of their fathers.

And throughout this pagan struc-
ture runs the awful spirit of brutal
militarism. Might is right, and the
Germans are the supreme race 10
which the rest of the world must
bow.
