BOMBAY (AP) —  The All-India Congress party's 

campaign of mass civil disobedience gained momentum 
Monday as workers left their jobs in 18 mills and rioting 
flared anew in Bombay, where police fired into a turbu­
lent crowd which refused to disperse.

Violent disorders broke out in various parts of the 
city, with demonstrators stoning suburban trains in one 
area and burning a government grain shop in another.

Goon- 
das, the Hindu name for Hood­
lums, threw bottles through win­
dows.

At Lucknow, police iired also on 
a croŵ d of - striking university stu­
dents who were trying to form a 
parade.

In Karach all markets were shut 
and students of some schools and 
colleges.

As the campaign entered its 
second day amid, shootings, showers 
of bottles and shouts of demonstra­
tors, there were portents of even 
greater trouble ahead, 
i Bands of Hindus stoned some 
Moslem shops in the “trouble area” 
of South Central Bombay.

MSCOW (AP) —  Driven 

back by relentless, hard 
thrusts of German motoriz­
ed troops and Alpinists, Red 
Army defenses before the 
oil fields of Maikop and in 
spurs of the Caucasian foot­
hills appeared to be crack­
ing Monday.

Front line dispatches tell­
ing of tremendous explo­
sions roaring over a broad 
area seemed to indicate the 
Russians were carrying out 
with ruthless abandon the 
scorched earth policy in the 
first oil regions the Germans 
have been able to penetrate 
in their Caucasian thrust.

(The Germans, suddenly extend­
ing their drive eastward along the 
Baku railway toward the Caspian, 
claimed the capture of Pyatigorsk, 
110 miles southeast of Armavir and 
midway between tHie Black Sea and 
Caspian. They already had claimed 
to have reached the Caucasin slopes 
on a 250-mile front and captured 
Maikop and Krasnodar in the 
northwest Caucasus).
Reds Counter-AttacK 

In large-scale tank battles in 
Kotelnikovski area of the Don El­
bow, southwest of Stalingrad, the 
Soviet machine.s appeared to be 
a s ,strong as,, the Germans, and tlic 
Red Army was counter-attacking 
with some success.

Five hundi’ed miles north of the 
Caucasus, in the Voronezh flank, 
the Russian were making further 
headway, expanding then’ bridge­
heads on the west bank of the 
Don, taking several populated plac­
es in violent fighting, and repulsing 
German counter-attacks between 
the Don and Voronezh.

Army air observers and destroyed.

Danger to large Eastern airpoi*ts 
and plane factories to which the 
markers pointed thus has b e e n  
averted. Col. Dache M. Reeves, 
commanding the first ground air 
support unit of the first air force, 
said in making the disclosure.

“That means they can rest at 
ease,” responded George.

-He estimated that inclusion of 
the provision would have added ap­
proximately $85,000,000 in new rev­
enue, based upon the income tax 
rates set by the House.

Committee members said the pro­
posal would have had the effect of 
preventing a man from dividing his 
earned income with his wife for tax 
purposes, thus avoiding the increas­
ed rate of a higher bracket.

Americans Open 
New Attacks To 
Protect Allies

The week-end has developed three 

major crises which, although in 
widely separated theaters, seem to 
be closely related— (1) The Ameri­
can offensive against the Japanese 
m the Solomon and Aleutian Is­
lands, (2) The further German gain 
in the Maikop oil zone of the north- 
■'fn Caucasus, and (3) The inaugu­
ration of the Indian Nationalist re- 
'oh s>oainst British rule.

Wliile we have no official inter­
pretation of liie strategic purposes 
of Uie new drive against the Japs, 
I think we are w^^rranted in as­
suming that It probably is intend­
ed to serve in part as a “second 
front” to protect Russia from the 
Nipponese during the height of the 
Caucasian pressure. There is dan­
ger that the Japanese niay take 
advantage of the Soviet difficulties 
to attack Siberia, and our offensive 
may be intended to create a suf­
ficient-diversion, especially in the 
■■ir, to discourage them from stick­
ing a knife in -Russia’s  back.
New Threats

The Indian tragedy provides fm’- 
ther incentive for the Japanese to 
duplicate their Pearl Harbor treach- 
e ^  and strike at Russia. With In­
dia thus stricken, and the Allies in 
danger of seeing this Vast arsenj l̂ 
and vital strategic base rendered 
useless—or perhaps, much worse— 
the hand of the United Nations 
against Japan will be weakened.

By the same token China loses 
striking power against the Japs.

Guinea were bearing the full brant 
of these aerial onslaughts.

A roaring air battle took place 
over Rabaul in one of these attacks 
Aug. 8 when 20 Zeros rose t-o ward 
off big four-motored flying fort­
resses which drooped low to blast 
the airdrome with 2,000-pound and 
numerous 100-pound explosives.

Seven of the fighters were shot 
down, and the raiders believed 
many of the others crashed when 
they attempted to land on the 
bomb-riddled runways.
Hold Initiative

Latest word on the continuing 
action in the Solomons, while scant, 
indicated the initiative remained in 
the hands of the American fleet 
and other Allied forces which join­
ed the battle Friday,

This information was relayed 
from Pearl Harbor, Hawaii, by Ad­
miral Chester W. Nimitz, U. S. Pa­
cific Naval commander. He gave no 
details as to the scope of the area 
under attack.

Admiral Nimitz said the attack,

About Thai Second Front
All the signs point to some dramatic development in 

this war. What it will be or where, or upon whose initia­
tive, only a very few persons know— and perhaps they are 
not quite certain.

It could be the collapse of the sturdy Russian defense. 
Undoubtedly Hitler is pouring every possible ounce of hisi 

. strength into an effort to break the Red Army now. He 
unay succeed. But in all probability he will not, although 
he is doing tremendous damage.

More probably, the sensation will be the opening of a 
second front by either the Anglo-American alliance or the 
elapanese. Nobody should be too> greatly surprised if the 
two came almost simultaneously— the United Nations try­
ing to distract HitlerT rom his Russian adventure, while 
Japan, in Siberia, attempts to distract the Reds from Hit­
ler.

Over whatever the Japanese may do our control is 
limited. Moreover, President Roosevelt has promised that 
we shall wage a war of offensive. Therefore it is up to us 
to decide, principally, whqre we are going W hit Hitler,

■ and how.
Laymen in a democracy are entitled to their opinions. 

"But lay opinions in the matter of a second front strategy 
are not worth the breath it takes to expound them. Only 
the experts should determine, on the basis of secret infor­
mation, when we are ready to strike, and where, and how.

Conceding that probably we shall open a second 
front soon, there is one point on which the public should 
keep very clear.

If our second front is in the air— if it is a dfay-by-day 
series of devastating raids upon the Reich’s industrial cen­
ters and transportation arteries—thenTrf launching it we 
shall not have burned all our bridges behind us.

We can wage such warfare assured that even if it 
should prove less conclusive than we hope, we shall have 
done more damage to Germany than to ourselves.

‘ . i)e ♦ ♦
A second land front can not be opened in Europe, 

however pressing Russia’s emergency, unless we are pre­
pared to gamble our national existence upon that one 
throw of the dice.

The losses we must suffer, landing an army in Europe 
and attempting to supply it, will be so unbearable that 
they could not be repeated.

If such an attempt is made and it fails, we shall have 
lost the war for keeps, right there.

The decision is too vital to be made on the basis of 
emotfon. If Franklin Roosevelt were so weak that he could 
be egged into rashness by pre-nrintd postcards. Red Front 
sponsored, they should be withheld.

Fortunately, he is not.

Soon after moving to Midland, he 
was appointed county attorney, and 
in 1906 he was elected county judge. 
He served in that office two terms, 
and took up private practice again, 
but soon was appointed ■ district 
judge by Governor Jim Ferguson, 
and served in that position ten 
years. Soon after retiring from that 
office he moved to San Angelo,

In San Angelo he was a partner 
at first with W. A. Wright, and 
then with other men. Seven former 
partners of Gibbs in that city were 
elected to office and there grew a 
saying among folks to “get with 
Gibbs and get elected.”

In Midland he was active in civic 
affairs. He was active in public 
schools development, and a leader 
in the Methodist Church; and took 
an outstanding part in the direction 
of civilian war efforts in the entire 
area during World War I. 
Philosopher, Friend 

Perhaps, however, Gibbs is best 
known as a friendly man to folks in 
all walks of life, and for his quaint 
philosophy of life that expressed 
itself in so many helpful ways. He 
is said, in the field of law practice, 
to have settled so many cases by 
simply reestablishing friendships, 
restoring confidence in one litigant 
for the other, and otherwise acting 
as a brother to all parties concerned 
that most of his cases never actual­
ly reached the courts. In a majority 
of such cases, especially in domes­
tic affairs, he never wanted or 
would accept a fee.

He always was ready with a good 
story; always interested in the other 
man’s view of any life problem, 
ready to listen to the troubles, and 
anxious to hear about the happy' 
events in the life of any other per­
son, be that person young or old, 
rich or poor, l^wabider or criminal;

Japs Claim 22 Ships Sunk

The Japanese—without confirma­
tion from any Allied source—broad­
cast claims, from Tokyo that they 
had sunk 22 Allied warships and 
transports and damaged more than 
six others. These enemy claims 
were considered in the light of their 
fanciful reports on results of the 
Midway and Coral Sea battles—both 
stunning Japanese defeats.

Allied sources failed to mention 
the presence of any transports in 
the attacking fleet but Admiral 
Nimitz’ reference to enemy land 
garrisons was interpreted as inti­
mating that the operation was am­
phibious. This suggested the possi­
bility that land fighting might be 
in progress on the Solomons.

Or the Allies might have beaten 
the enemy tp the draw to thwart 
another invasion attempt aimed at 
Australia. It was at Tulagi, on the 
fringe of the Coral Sea, that the 
Japanese assembled the invasion 
armada subsequently smashed in 
those waters.
Planes Attack Three Bases

Monday’s communique from Gen­
eral MacArthur’s headquarters, 
without mentioning the Solomon 
Islands battle itself, reported Sun­
day attacks by Allied planes on 
three enemy bases in New Guinea 
and New Britain.

A spokesman said these raids, 
which were heavy in the last 24 
hours, were aimed at tying up Jap­
anese aircraft and preventing them 
from engaging in the action in the 
Solomons.

The Allied bombers struck both 
by day and night at the key Jap­
anese base of Rabaul, in New Brit­
ain, shooting down five enemy Zero 
fighters with the loss of one Allied 
bomber, raided Gasmata, also in 
New Britain; and inflicted new and 
heavy destruction at Salamaua, New 
Guinea.

/.t Salamaua is the enemy’s most 
important base in New Guinea while 
Rabaul is the chief Japanese base 
in New Britain, a part of the Bis­
marck Archipelago.
Japs Cease Bombing

The complete absence of Japanese 
bombing activity in the Northwest­
ern sector and the limiting of ac­
tivity in the Northeast to defensive 
aerial fighting emphasized the ef­
fectiveness of the Allied attacks in 
support of the Solomon Islands bat­
tle.

The communique said Allied 
ground patrols inflicted casualties 
upon the Japanese in the Kokoda 
area, on the Papuan Peninsula, but 
this’ action was believed here to 
have been light.

Coinciding with the attack on the 
Solomons, a task force of the U. S. 
Pacific Fleet went into action thou­
sands of miles to the North, bom­
barding Japanese ships and shore 
bases at Kiska, one of three enemy- 
occupied Aleutian Islands stretch­
ing Southwest of Alaska.

A Washington communique indi­
cated this attack was over but re­
sults probably will not be known 
until the attacking force returns to 
its base, probably two weeks.

(Japanese Imperial Headquarters 
claimed Monday that Japanese 
Naval units “beat off a strong-ene­
my naval force which appeared 
Aug. 8 in Aleutian waters,” a claim 
that was without any confirmation.)

“For the Amendment to the Con­
stitution, providing that the Legis­
lature may in certain counties cre­
ate otRer courts having either ex­
clusive jurisdiction or concurrent 
jurisdiction with the county court 
in civil, criminal or probate mat­
ters.”

Those voters opposed to such 
Amendment shall have written or 
printed on their ballots the follow­
ing:

“Against the Amendment to the 
Constitution, providing that the 
Legislature may in certain counties 
create other courts having either 
exclusive jurisdiction or concurrent 
jurisdiction with the county court 
in civil, criminal or probate mat­
ters.”

If it appears from the returns of 
said election that a majority of the 
votes caAt is in favor o f ,the Amend­
ment, the same shall become a part 
of the Constitution of the State of 
Texas.

Sec. 3. The Governor of the State 
is hereby directed to issue the nec­
essary proclamation for said elec­
tion and to have it published as 
required by the Constitution and 
existing laws of this State.

Sec. 4. The sum of Ten Thousand 
Dollars ($10,000) or so much there­
of as may be necessary is hereby 
appropriated out of the State Trea­
sury not otherwise appropriated to 
pay the expenses of said publica­
tion and election.

S. J. R. No. 20 
A JOINT RESOLUTION 

proposing an amendment to the 
Constitution of the State of Texas 
by amending Section 33 of Article 
16 of the Constitution of Texas sc 
as to permit the accounting officers 
of this State to draw and pay war­
rants for salaries to officers of the 
United States Army or Navy who 
are assigned to duties in State In­
stitutions of higher education.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEG­

ISLATURE OP THE STATE OP
TEXAS:
Section 1. That Section 33 of Ar­

ticle 16, of the Constitution of the 
State of Texas, be amended so as 
to read as follows:

"Section 33. The accounting offic­
ers of this State shall neither draw 
nor pay a warrant upon the Trea­
sury in favor of any person, for 
salary or compensation as agent, 
officer pr appointee, who holds at 
the same time any other office or 
position of honor, trust or profit, 
under this State or the United 
States, except as prescribed in this 
Constitution. Provided, that this re­
striction as to the drawing and pay­
ing of warrants upon the Treasury 
shall not apply to officers of th=> 
National Guard of Texas, the Na­
tional Guard Reserve, the Officers 
Reserve Corps of the United States, 
nor to enlisted men of the National 
Guard, the National Guard Reserve, 
and the Organized Reserves of the 
United States, nor to retired offic­
ers of the United States Army. 
Navy,’ and Marine- Corps, and re­
tired warrant ofL-cers and retired 
enlisted men of the United States 
Army, Navy, and Marine Corps, nor 
to officers of the United States 
Army or Navy who are assigned lo 
duties in State Institutiyjis of 
higher education.”

Sec. 2. Tlie foregoing Constitu­
tional Amendment shall be sub­
mitted to a vote of the qualified 
electors of this State at an election 
to be held throughout the Sate on 
the third day of November, 1942, at 
which all ballots shall have printed 
thereon:

“For the Constitutional Amend­
ment permitting the accounting of­
ficers of this State to draw and pay 
warrants for salaries to officers of 
the United States Army or Navy 
who are assigned to duties in State 
Institutions of higher education.”

“A g a i n s t  the Constitutional 
Amendment permitting the ac­
counting officers of this State to 
draw and pay warrants for salaries 
to officers of the United States 
Army or Navy who are assigned to 
duties in State Institutions of high­
er education.”

Each voter shall stcratch out one 
of said clauses on the ballots, leav­
ing the one expressing his vote on 
the proposed amendment.

Sec. 3. The Governor shall issue 
the necessary proclamation for said 
election, and have the same publish­
ed as required by the Constitution 
and laws of this State, and the sum 
of Five Thousand ($5,000.00) Dol­
lars, or so much thereof as may be 
neoessai-y, is hereby appropriated 
from any funds in the State Trea­
sury, not otherwise appropriated to 
defray the expenses of printing said 
proclamation and of holding said 
election.

Some hearty young bombardiers 
repeated their oath, after which a 
dramatic sketch, simulating a bomb­
ing mission, jeven to the bomb ex­
plosions. made the broadcast vei*y 
dramatic. General Davies spoke 
briefly, complimenting the bombar­
diers on their work, and pointing 
out the great opportunities of ser­
vice that work as a bombardier of­
fers any young American,

i Dutch Officer Talks
A Dutch officer spoke briefly, 

thanking Afnerica for its help to his 
people, and he dropped in a word 
that he hoped would be heard by 
.short wave in Java and in the Neth­
erlands,’ saying “we are coming back 
soon . . . and when we come we 
•shall'stay, for we shall bring vic­
tory.’’

The program, an NBC feature,

have the greatest rear of repetition 
of the communal Moslem-Hindu 
riots which have followed previous 
civil disobedience camnaigns. These 
riots often were the bloodiest and 
the most difficult to sunpress. 
Soldiers Don’t Aid Police

'Throughout the city troops were 
stationed in groups ranging from 
a dozen soldiers to full platoon.

They evidently were being shown 
largely for moral effect, however 
for they were not participatins' with 
the police in breaking up distur­
bances. But they carried their rifles.

The curfew from 7 p.m. to day­
light plus rain kept the city quiet 
Sunday night, but the mid-morn­
ing saw a renewal of the distur­
bances.

In a two-hour drive through the 
troubled area my car was shot at 
several times. Rowdies threw bot­
tles. pots, rocks and anything they 
could hastily seize from stands of 
nearby siiops.

The windows of the automobile 
were smashed and I was showered 
with' glass fragments. The car was 
dented in half a dozen places but 
I received only a few stinging pelts 
from the broken glass.

One Indian, detecting that I was 
an American, shouted to the crowd 
to stop, but he could not make 
himself heard.

The police finally niianaged 
force the car through the crow 
and I escaped by racing down side 
streets amid catcalls, shouting and 
further attempts to halt the auto­
mobile by throwing human or other 
barricades across the road.
Strike Threats Serious

'Though deprived of leadership by 
the swift arrest of Mohandas K. 
Gandhi and his chief lieutenants, 
the rank and file of the party res­
ponded eagerly to a call for “ do-or- 
die” resistance to British rule, 
forgetting or ignoring Gandhi’s own 
admonitions against violence in 
ardor.

Serious was the threat of strikes 
in vital war indu.stries. Trading in 
all Bombay markets was at a stand­
still.

At least 149 persons were arrest­
ed Sunday in Bombay, where po­
lice resorted to tear gas and revol­
vers to quell disorders after they 
had failed to disperse jrigters ^with 
bamboo staves.  ̂ ^

An official announcement Sunday 
night said casualties in Bombay 
included two rioters killed and 19 
injured, one police officer killed 
and 45 policemen injured.

Since the Nipponese cut the Burma 
Road she has been getting most of 
her supplies from the outside world 
by air from India and over primi­
tive trade trails through the moun­
tains from that country.

However, while our offensive does 
protect Russia, either by design or 
by circumstance, it undoubtedly is 
calculated to do more than create 
a diversion to help our Soviet ally. 
The Solomons and the neighboring 
Bismarck Archipelago which the 
Japs hold, together with Northeast­
ern New Guinea, not only consti­
tute a threat to our sea communi­
cations with Australia and New 
Zealand, but they provide the ene­
my with an enviable base for an at­
tack on the Australian mainland.
To Oust Japs

Whether this offensive will devel­
op into a major operation probably 
depends on what success meets our 
initial efforts. The chances are that 
bur .command is figuring on oust­
ing the Japs entirely from this 
v/hole group of islands if things go 
well. That would be a great achieve­
ment and one which would create 
a threat against the whole struc­
ture of the Nipponese island con­
quests.

Apart from the strategic consid­
erations, this offensive may provide 
a most useful answer to the Chi­
nese appeals for Allied initiative in 
the Orient, and the Australian fears 
of invasion. A success there cer­
tainly would do much more for 
morale at a time when Britain and 
America are having to devote most 

their energy to meeting the

War Plants Receive 
Production Awards

WASHINGTON —Twenty ma­
jor American war plants received 
new Army-Navy production awards 
Monday following President Roose­
velt’s declaration that battle needs 
demanded “an inci’easing flow” of 
weapons and matej'ials.

“The united efforts of our Army 
and Navy striking at the enemy on 
every continent and every ocean, 
and of our people at home working 
without interruption to tui’n out 
the weapons of war,” Roosevelt said 
Sunday, “cannt fail to produce the 
victory which will again establish 
the tradition of free men through­
out the world.”

In a message read over a special 
broadcast, the President said “great 
progre.ss’' had been made on the 
production front, but added that “in 
terms of what will be required to 
defeat cm* enemies, we have only 
just begun to get into our stride. ’

The President’s message featured 
a broadcast during which top gov­
ernment and labor officials pledged 
their united efforts to speed wax* 
production.

“An Army-Navy production flag 
flying above a factory or mine will 
bear witness that management and 
labor there are doing their utmost 
to help their Army and Navy win 
this ^war,” the Chief Executive’s 
message said.
