By a series of ou tflanking  m ovem ents, Jap anese troops 
have fou gh t their w ay across the sum m it o f th e rugged  
O w en Stan ley M ountains in N ew  G uinea and are pushing  
dow n the southern slope w ith in  44  m iles airline o f Port 
M oresby, G eneral M acA rthur’s H eadquarters announced  
T hursday.

A ustralian  forces, the announcem ent said, are battling  
gallan tly  to halt th e enem y ad vance along a narrow  trail 
traversing a series o f ridges w hich  still lie  betw een  the  
invaders and their goal.

T he figh ting  is proceed ing under conditions o f ”extraor> 
dinary hardship and d ifficu lty ,” the bulletin  added.

n ie re  was no official indication 
of the size of the forces which tlie 
Japanese had thrown into the of­
fensive, but it was evident they 
were employing seasoned jungle 
fighters trained in the infiltration 
tactics which played such a large 
i:>art in their successes in malaya.

Tlie brief announcement disclos­
ing the Japanese advance said the 
invaders had successfully outflank­
ed Australian positions at Myoia 
on the north side of the towering 
Owen Stanley Range, p u s h e d  
through a pass and again outflank­
ed defenses at Efogi on the south­
ern side of the summit, 12 miles 
nearer Port Moresby.
Sixteen Mile Advance

Tlie invaders thus have traversed 
approximately 16 miles since they 
launched their push from Kokoda 
several days ago and now are con­
siderably more than half way across 
the 120-mile wide arm of South­
eastern New Guinea.

The gap through v>*hich the Jap­
anese fought their way across the 
summit of the Owen Stanley Range 
is about 8,000 feet above sea level, 
v/hile the elevation a t Efogi is about 
4,600 feet.

Tills means that the invaders 
have conquered the most formidable 
portion of the mountain barrier 
barring their way to Port Moresby. 
Tiiey still must cross several ridges, 
none of which is less than 2,640 
feet above the sea.
Port Moresby Vital Link

Three-quarters of a mile beyond 
Efogi is the head of a road which 
winds downward through the moun­
tains for 25 or 30 miles before reach­
ing the comparatively level ground 
immediately above Port Moresby. 
Wliile the Japanese are 44 miles 
airline from their goal the distance 
by road is between 50. and 60 miles.

Port Moresby itself lies only 325 
miles from the northeast tip of Aus­
tralia and is regarded as a  vital 
link in the defenses of this conti­
nent. Should it fall to the Japan­
ese, they would be in possession of 
an iinporant base from which to

The Ohio prospect, which ce­
mented 4 1/2-inch casing a t 4,950 
feet in lime, logged a trace of 
porosity and oil staining from 
4,960-65 feet. Staining, but no 
porosity, was evident from 4,965-75 
feet. Tlfe well then encountered 
good porosity and saturation from 
4,975 to 5,000 feet, present total 
depth. Operators ran tubing and 
swabbed down, recovering drilling 
fluid with a rainnow showing of 
oil and a showing of gas. They are 
continuhig to test, running swab 
every tŵ o hours. The well has

With the U. S.-captured base on 
Guadalcanal, 215 miles to the south- 
easi, evidently the springboard for 
the’ attack, American air forces 
bombed and strafed the small hea­
vily wooded island, the Navy de­
partment announced Wednesciay.

The attack was carried out last 
Sunday without enemy resistance, 
the Navy said, as the Marines con­
tinued to mop up Japanese unite 
which had fled to Guadalcanal 
jungles at the first Americah 
landing more than a month ago.  ̂
i,.' Chief significance of the Ameri- 

^-ean blow at Gizo was regarded as 
indication of a new phase of of­
fensive activity in the; strategic Pa- 
■’cific islands and evidence that the 
American forces had' consolidated 
their positions in the Southeastern 
.Solomons.

Until the Gizo attack the troops 
in the Guadalcanal-'Tulagi area 
were mainly on the defensive 
against Japanese sea and air attacks 
while strengthening their positions 
and presumably 'building a bomber 
base on the Guadalcanal airfield.

Also regarded as significant was 
the fact that Gizo is situated more 
than halfway on the road to the 
Japanese-held point of Kieta on 
Bougainville Island, southeast of 
the enemy’s big .Solomons base at 
Buka.

FDR Win Act
To Conserve 
Rubber Needs

W A SH IN G TO N  (A P ) - -  
President R oosevelt said  
Thursday he w ould  put into  
effec t ‘‘as rap id ly  as ar­
rangem ents can be m ad e” a  
set o f recom m endations  
from his special rubber com ­
m ittee w hich  included na­
tionw ide gaso line rationing  
and drastic restrictions on 
civilian  m otoring.

He praised the * com m it­
tee’s far-reach ing report as 
“ex ce llen t” and said  the  
governm ent ow ed  a debt of 
gratitude to the committee^ 
m em bers. H e transm itted  
copies to Congress for its in ­
form ation.
“Uisoomfort Or Defeat”

The committee submitted its re- 
jport to the chief executive with a 
blunt declaration that there was no 
middle course in solving the nation’s 
rubber problem, that it was “dis­
comfort or defeat.”

In addition to recommending an 
expansion of the present synthetic 
rubber production program from an 
annual total now on 705,000 tons to 
a contemplated figure of 1,100,00(1 
the committee proposed these addi­
tional steps:

1. That no .speed above 3§ miles 
an hour be permitted for passenger 
cars and trucks, so as to prolong 
the life of tires by nearly 40 per 
cent.

2. That the average annual mile­
age per car be held to approximately 
5,000 miles, and this to be permitted 
only for “necessary ditving.”

3. That more rubber be released 
to the public through recapping old

Russian Withdrawals Orderly

But Field Marshal Fedor Vou 
Bock obviously was maneuvering in 
an effort to obtain a quick knock­
out. New German forces were con­
centrated west of Stalingrad. Red 
Star, the Soviet military newspaper, 
said one of his wedges was threat­
ened by a flanking blow.

Field dispa ic'nes .said Russian 
withdrawals had been orderly and 
Izvestia reported that the soldiers, 
“fully conscious of the danger hang 
ing over Stalingrad, are defending 
eveiy inch of then' dear land.” • 

Bayonet clashes were frequent. 
From sunup to sundown tlie Rus­

sians fought beneath waves of Ger­
man bombers, attacking in forma­
tions of six to eight.
Unceasing Nazi Pressiiui’e 

Ability of the German command 
to replace 'worn veterans with re 
serves permitted unceasing pressure 
aground.'

Russian jhfantry, mortarmen and 
machine-gun crews left more than 
550 German and Rumanian dead 
strewed upon the sector west of 
Stalingrad in repulsing a series of 
attacks, the mid-day communique 
reported.

“Southwest of Stalingrad,” it said, 
“our troops repulsed attacks by the 
enemy and inflicted heavy losses. 
In one sector alons eight German 
tanks were destroyed and about a. 
company of enemy infantry was 
wiped out.”
Soviets Crowd Nazis 

Russian troops were reported 
crowding lethally at the heels of 
Germans turned back in the Moz- 
dok area of the Central Caucasus, 
wiping out more than a regiment of 
infantry and 53 German tanks in 
three days of fighting.

Several German crossings of the 
Terek river in the Mozdok region 
were reported destroyed and all dis­
patches mentioned strong Soviet 
air power there. Nazi survivors were 
declared driven back to the river’s 
edge in some places.
Red Alpine Troops Active 

Two companies of Russian alpine 
troops trapped a group of Ger­
mans advancing through a valley

This is impressive but not wholly ^convincing. Land­
planes are faster, more efficient and more economical 
than seaplanes. They can land in w ea th e r such th a t no 
seaplane could safely touch w ater, and take off under ' 
conditions th a t would ground seaplanes. They could 
pickup the ir cargoes directly ftom  inland factories and 
carry  them  to’ inland battle lines.

Seaplanes first, perhaps —  but le t’s not overlook the 
possibility of equally large landplanes for cargo purposes.

who was President Roosevelt’s rep­
resentative at the recent conference 
in Moscow between Premier Stalin 
and British Prime Minister Chur­
chill, summed the position up well 
at a Russian Relief dinner in New 
York Wednesday 'night.

“I cannot predict where the line 
of the front will be this winter,” 
he said, “but I can assure you there 
will be tough fighting—tough for 
the Germans and their satellite 
allies.”

No man, be he military'expert or 
soothsayer, can see into the future 
further than that. It isn’t a fore­
gone conclusion that Hitler will 
capture Stalingrad or NovorossisI^, 
or drive farther down the Cauca­
sus. But neither is there any cer­
tainty that he won’t. That’s how 
delicately the scales are balanced.
Speaks of Persia

Prime Minister Churchill in his 
report to the House of Commons 
Tuesday appeared to note tacitly 
the dangers of the position when 
he spoke of the British Tenth Army 
in Persia. He said that it “is being 
rapidly strengthened and, with the 
substantial air forces which it will 
require, may eventually give sup­
port to the Russian left flank and 
will, in any case defend the soil of 
Persia.”

Of course, that doesn’t mean 
Churchill believes the Huns are 
going to break through the Rus­
sian line along the Caucasus Moun- 
'tain range. It obviously does mean 
that the Allies are preparing for 
contingencies.
. The amount of space Churchill 
devoted to recounting the reorgani­
zation of the British forces in the 
Middle East, not only in Persia, 
Iraq, Syria and Palestine, but in 
Egypt, was highly significant of the 
importance which the Allies attach 
to this theaten The strategic value 
of this great zone has been repeat­
edly empha'sized in this column ever 
since the Russo-German war be­
gan, and I have ventured the view 
that this might in due course be- 
ccine a new front in which Britain 
and the United States would be sup­
porting Russia.
Middle East Vital Area

I t’s absolutely vital that Hitler 
be kept out of the Middle East, for 
this is one of the chief keystones 
of the Aliied structure. Naturally 
the great hope is that the Russians 
can hold him north of the Baku 
oil fields which lie at the southern 
end of the Caucasus.

That still is quite possible, and 
if it is done it’s probable that the 
Fuehrer’s gains in the northern 
Caucasus w’on’t avail him much. 
As I remarked Wednesday, he isn’t 
likely to be able to cash in on the 
potential supplies during the win­
ter, and by spring America and 
Britain should be able to swing 
into the offensive on a big scale 
on one front or another.

WASHINGTON (A")—Secretary of 
War Stimson served notice Thurs­
day that college students who are 
members of the Anny Enlisted Re­
serve face a call to active military 
duty as soon as they reach the 
riinimum legal for service—now 20 
years—because of increasing war de­
mands for manpower.

When the Reserve was created, 
students w'ere told the War Depart­
ment policy was to permit them t o  
complete their college courses, if 
possible.

“The exigencies of the war have 
now become such,” Stimson told his 
press conference, “that it is now 
expected that by the end of the 
college term, or semester beginning 
in Septerntor, those student mem­
bers of the Reserve who have now. 
reached Selective Service age will 
all, or for the most part, be called 
to active duty and those reaching 
that age during subsequent terms 
will similarly be called.”

Stimson said the use of Reserve 
Officer Training Corps units was 
under consideration to give the 
student reservists concentrated mil­
itary training when they are called 
up.

Churchill Charges 
Jap Fiflh Column 
With Indian Unrest

LONDON. (iP)^Prime Minister 
Churchill charged Thursday that 
wide-spread fifth column activity 
may have been behind the All-India 
Congress Party’s drive for immedi­
ate independence, but he told the 
House of Commons that the course 
of events in India had been improv­
ing ‘and is, on the whole, reassur­
ing.”

The Prime Minister’s review of 
the Indian situation iaid special 
emphasis on the turbulent events 
of the past two months and their 
bearing on the United Nations’ war 
effort.

He minimized the influence of 
the Congress, which he accused of 
discarding Gandhi’s non-violence 
principles, and declared that 90,- 
000,000 Moslems were “fundamen­
tally opposed” to it.

The Prime Minister said the prin­
ciples of the government’s declara­
tion—basically, dominion status— 
which formed the basis of Sir Staf­
ford Cripps’ mission to India “must 
be taken as representing the settled 
policy” of Britain.

He told questioners later that he 
had no information to indicate any 
Indian tendency to accept the once- 
rejected tlJripps proposals and added. 
that “in the present state of affairs 
in India, with invasion not far off. 
these constitutional solutions and 
agreements are very difficult to 
come to.”

The only overnight activity a t­
tributed to the RAF by the British 
‘Air Ministry was a bombing a t­
tack on a German convoy off the 
Dutch Coast, which a communique 
said had resulted in one large ship 
being set afire.

Indicative of the tenseness in­
spired by the whipsaw offensive 
which the British and Russian air 
forces have been conducting was 
the fact that the Berlin radio, as 
well as transmitters in Budapest, 
Paris and old Czecho-Slovakia, 
went off the air abruptly during 
Wednesday night.

The attack upon Budapest gwas 
the second which the Hungarian 
capital has undergone since the 
start of t ie  war. Russian planes 
bombed the city for the first time 
last Friday night and v/ere reported 
to have set many fires.

The Berlin radio said other points 
in Hungary also were attacked but 
reported all the raids were by sin­
gle planes.
, There was no German aerial ac­

tivity over Britain Wednesday night. 
The Ministries of Air and Home 
Security dismissed the situation 
with a laconic “nothing to report.’’

bomb Australia and a potential 
jumping off place from which to 
launch an outright invasion at­
tempt.

The Australian troops defending 
the approaches to Port Moresby are 
under the command of Lieut. Gen. 
S. F. Rowell,* former deputy chief of 
the Australian general staff.

United States as well as Aus­
tralian troops presumably are in­
cluded in the Port Moresby garri­
son, although there was no indica­
tion that Americans were partici­
pating in the current fighting.

No other action was reported in 
the New Guinea theater except 
minor patrol activity in the vicinity 
of Mubo, a native hamlet nine miles 
south of the Japanese base at Sal- 
amaua on the northeast coast.

There was no mention of opera­
tions at Milne Bay, 235 miles from 
Port Moresby at the southeast tip 
of New Guinea, where Allied troops 
were said Wednesday to have wiped 
out 700 Japanese troops, practically 
eliminating the enemy there.

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Labor Shortage 
Is Acute Problem 
On Texas Farms

By Brack Curry
Associated Press Staff
Texas’ contribution of food and 

fiber crops to Uncle Sam’s war lar­
der is threatened by the farm labor 
problem.

Only skillful labor distribution 
and coordinated efforts by govern­
mental agencies, farm and civic or­
ganizations and individual farmers 
can prevent the farm labor famine 
from reducing Texas’ agricultural 
quotas for the home front for lease- 
lend shipments and for the armies 
which the United States is pushing 
to the remote corners of the globe, 
asserts J. H. Bond, Texas Director 
of the U. S. Employment Service.

With the United States matching 
the cascade of war equipment now 
flowing to the United Nations over­
seas with an equally impressive 
amount of agricultural products, 
Texas’ role in the food-for-war 
program has assumed a character 
equally as important as its military 
contribution.
Lose One-Third Labor

Depleted one-third by conscrip ­
tion and the expansion of war in­
dustries, the Texas farm population 
is confronted with mushrooming de­
mands for farm products and a 
steadily contracting supply of la­
bor.

Upon the solution of the farm la­
bor problem rests the answer whe­
ther Texas— t̂he nation’s greatest 
agricultural state—can do its pro­
portionate part in fulfilling Secre­
tary of Agriculture Wickard’s dic­
tum that 'American food will win 
the democracies’ war dictate the 
peace and preserve the peace after 
the war.

The outlook as analyzed by Bond, 
Commissioner of Agriculture J. E. 
MsDonald and Joe R. Motheral, eco­
nomist in rural life of the Texas 
Agricultural Experiment Station, is 
gloomy.
Increased Yields To Handle

Warning that local farm labor 
shortages are inevitable this year 
despite the huge migratory labor 
p,rmy of 325,000 shouldering the 
bulk of the harvesting load Bond 
pointed out that the Texas farm 
population as one of its major tasks 
must harvest a cotton crop increas­
ed by 621,000 bales over 1941 produc­
tion to assure the success of the 
food-for-victory program.

“There is a definite shortage of 
experienced farm workers and a 
stringency of labor,’’ he explained, 
“but if all possible sources of labor 
are utilized it is believed the supply 
will be sufficient to harvest the 
entire cotton crop.”
Will Shuttle Labor

Bond pointed to an agreement 
between the U. S. Department of 
Agriculture War Board and the U. 
S. Employment Service to shuttle 
workers to labor famine areas and 
to tap the vast reservoir of inex­
perienced lalaor as the government’s 
answer to the problem.

“Good labor management based 
upon real co-operation of farmers 
in, utilizing all sorts of labor supply 
will be a vital factor to the success 
of the all-important war program 
of food production,” the director as­
serted.

“It will more than likely be neces­
sary to stretch the customary cot­
ton harvesting period in some lo­
calities from a week to 10 days 
longer, having the schools declare 
a holiday and all available labor 
recruited to save the crpp during 
the cotton harvest season.”
Usq NYA, WPA Workers

To help fill the gap between de­
mands for agricultural products 
and a steadily diminishing farm 
labor supply, workers are being 
siphoned from NYA and WPA pro­
jects, the unemployment ranks, 
non-essential industries and schools. 
Bond said. They will be shifted to 
various parts of the state.

Reporting that the state’s farm 
population declined by 82,000 dur­
ing 1941—the largest decrease in a 
single year since annual estimates 
have been made by the experiment 
station—Motheral pointed to an ac­
centuated labor shortage next year 
and predicted that Texas’ farm pop­
ulation probably will be reduced 
more in 1942 than in any previous 
year in history.
Little Mexican Labor

Shattering the prospect of import­
ed Mexican labor harvesting the 
state’s bumper war-time crops, Mc­
Donald said “Mexican labor is not 
going to be available.”

“We may as well lorget about 
Importing Mexican labor and set. 
about utilizing local labor to the 
best advantage,” McDonald advised 
farmers after receiving a statement 
from the Federal Department of 
Agriculture outlining current ne­
gotiations to ferry Mexican labor 
across the Rio Grande for farm 
work.

3 HOUR CAMPAIGN—
20 TONS, ONE BITE

LEWISTON, Idaho. (̂ P)—A three- 
hour scrap metal drive—conducted 
on Sunday afternoon because that 
was the only free time for most of 
the men who took part—resulted in 
the collection of 20 tons of scrap 
metal.

A man was bitten on the leg by a 
watch dog as he left a house carry­
ing an old metal water tank.

A puncher from one of the big 
spreads was in the Navy recruiting 
office. Some little something Was 
wrong, and the Navy recruiter told 
the puncher he might try the Army.

“Hell, no! Not me!” exclaimed 
the puncher. “I ain’t going to 
walk.”

A cowboy has always dreaded any 
chore that involves walking. A 
cowboy won’t get off his horse to 
open a gate if he can open it from 
the saddle. He doesri’t  w ant'to be 
on his feet. The puncher gets that 
way from his high-heeled work 
boots; they don’t walk good.

C. E. Weymouth of Amarillo, one 
of the major ranchers of Texas and 
a vice-president of the Texas and 
Southwestern Cattle Raisers’ Asso­
ciation, Inc., says he’s watched the 
cowboy recruiting. “They like the 
Navy, the Coast Guard and the 
Marines,” he said. “If they get the 
best fighting out of those boys, 
they’ll have to give them something 
to ride. I ’ve never seen a ral cow- 
puncher who didn’t complain if he 
had to walk many steps.”-

Set Recruit Record
C. M. Norman, the Navy re­

cruiter in Amarillo, said he hadn’t 
expected to do too much recruiting 
in the cow country, which is about 
as far from salt water as you can 
get in the United States. But Nor­
man has consistently led Texas and 
the nation in recruiting. He has 
recruited dozens of cowpunchers, all 
of whom explained that there 
couldn’t be much walking on a boat.

Norman got a particular thrill 
from one puncher. After walking 
up a flight of stairs, the puncher 
puffed into the office and dropped 
into the nearest chair. He joined. 
Just before he started to leave, the 
puncher took a couple of .45’s from 
holsters under his arms, and he 
said, “Will I need these, boss?”

“We’ll give you some better guns 
than those,” said Norman.

“Well, theyll shore have to be 
good,” replied the puncher.
Navy Gets Most

The biggest part of the plains 
cowboys have joined the Navy. But 
the Marine Corps has had its shai’e, 
and the Marines like Texas cow­
boys. One booted fellow stopped 
by the Marine recruiting office to 
ask information. While talking, he 
emptied the cuff of his tan trousers. 
The man walked out. Sergt. F. M. 
Bell, the recruiter, picked up the 
refuse from the trouser cuff. “Keep 
your eye on that man,’ he ordered 
his assistant. “He’ll make a hell 
of a good Marine. 'This is cow chips 
he took out of the cuff.”

After the Coast Guard announced 
plans for a moimted beach patrol 
dozens of cowhands rode into the 
recruiting station here. Cne of 
them expressed the collective idea: 
“We can ride doing that, and tha t’s 
the job we want.”

The Armed Service has thinned 
the ranks of cowboys, and older 
men are taking to the range. Only 
key men on the ranches have been 
deferred; most of the punchers have 
volunteered — that is, when they 
could get “riding jobs”

One-haIf cup shortening, 1/4 cup 
sugai', 3/4 cup light corn syrup, 2 
eggs, 3/4 cup applesauce, 2 cups 
sifted enriched flour. 3 teaspoons 
baking powder, 1/2 teaspoon .salt, 
1 cup chopped nuts.

Cream shortening an d , sugar to- 
gether. Add corn .syrup and beat 
well. Add beaten eggs. Add ap­
plesauce. Sift flour, baking powder

and salt together and add to cream­
ed mixture, stirring only enough to 
moisten flour. Add nuts. Bake in 
greased muffin pans in moderate 
oven (375 degrees P.) 20 to 25 min­
utes.

Cornmeal Musli 
(iServes 4 to 6)

Three cups water,. 1 teaspoon 
salt, 1 cup whole ground cornmeal.

Bring water to boil, add salt 
when water is boiling briskly, slowly 
add whole grdimd cornmeal. Cook 
about 10 minutes. Pour into a loaf 
pan which has been rinsed with 
cold water.

German Travel Discouraged; Army 
Price Rules And Poor Accomodations

By Ernest G. Fischer

News from Galveston that the 

Coast Guard had taken over a big 
hotel there is a reminder that we 
are only in the primary stages of a 
conflict which demands all-out per­
formance.

The Axis leaders use the term, 
“total war.” Their conception of 
“total war” is one in which all the 
resources in men and materials are 
hitched to Hitler’s machine. Civi­
lian privileges and duties are sub­
jected to one test: Do they contri­
bute to the war effort?

It is not uziusual to walk into a 
German hotel and find a man in 
military uniform at the clerk’s desk. 
He doles out the rooms, first to 
members of the armed forces on ac­
tive duty; second, to soldiers on fur­
loughs, and, third, to munitions 
workers and evacuees. If  there is 
any hotel space left—almost a mi­
racle—it can be assigned to tran­
sients who are on business trips. 
How Nazi Arrange

Restrictions on civilian travel 
have sdlved to some extent, the 
congestion in German hotels. Be­
fore one can purchase a railway 
ticket he must exhibit a certificatq 
from the proper authorities that 
ills trjp is essential for economic or 
military reasons. Most of the hotels 
and rooming houses in Southern 
•Germany, at favorite vacation spots, 
are occupied by children evacuated 
from Berlin, Hamburg and other 
cities subject to airraids. Some of 
the resort hotels are devoted to the 
care of convalescent soldiers.

In Bad Nauheim wliere I was in­
terned five months along with 137 
other American nationals, there 
were several well-appointed hotels, 
which in peacetime catered to for­
eign visitors during the summer, 
Maiiy came to take the mineral- 
water cure offered in the Hessian 
Spa. Weeks before we vacated our 
hotel—happy day—army doctors' 
and nurses frequented the place 
witii a view to taking over the hotel 
for wounded men.
Germans Give Up Skiis

During tlie past winter, German 
vacationists who planned to frolic 
in tlie Tyrolean Alps encountered 
several obstacles, in addition to the 
lack of liotel space. Tliey had been 
asked to surrender their skiis to the 
Military. To enforce that request, a 
decree was issued forbidding tlie 
transportation of any skiis on pub­
lic conveyances, which made the 
skiis worthless to the owners. In ad­
dition. Germans were told to do­

nate tlieir woolen garments to sol­
diers on the frigid eastern front.

Civilian travelers who were lucky 
enougli to obtain hotel accommoda­
tions, although at a fixed ceiling, 
were sky-high. Eighteen months ago 
a single hotel room in Dresden cost 
18 marks (about ,$7) per night. Eqi- 
valent accommodations can be liad 
in American hotels for less than 
half that price. A Hoover Relief 
Commission representative told me 
he paid 23 marks per day at tlie 
Hotel Adlon in Berlin. As rela­
tions between Germany and tlie 
United States worsened the hotel 
management notified the American 
guest that his rate would be 40 
marks instead of 23.
Reds Destroyed Hotels

In the occupied regions, most of 
the hotels were taken over by tlie 
German military and used as bar­
racks. During a trip along the east­
ern front last October, a group of 
foreign correspondents stopping in 
Kiev were assigned rooms in a Ger­
man-occupied hotel. The Russians, 
under the “scorched earth” policy 
had removed all bedding. After 
sleeping on bare springs, we held a 
grudge against the Russians because 
they did not complete the job by 
burning down the hotel.

The retreating Soviet armies did 
just that in many places. After 
leaving Kiev,, traveling southward 
and eastward, we found no hotels.

In one Russians village the fire 
station was one of the few buildings 
whicli had not been destroyed by 
fire. We gathered sonie wheat straw, 
spread it on the fire-station floor, 
and bedded down for the night.

Texas Guardsmen 
Learn Full Use 
Deadly Weapons

CAMP BULLIS. (AP). — Texas 
Defense Guard officers are learning 
to make and handle the deadliest 
weapons of modern warfare to pro­
tect the home front.

The Molotov Cocktail—destructive 
agent which came from Russian ex­
periments in the Spanish Civil War 
—and the potato masher, a bomb 
type used since World War I, are 
two of the phases of warfare they 
are mastering.

Members of each Texas battalion 
here for guerilla and commando 
fighting—driven from operations in 
the hills by heavy rains—saw dem­
onstrations of such warfare by Ma­
jor I. L. Thomson, post chemical 
officer at Fort Sam Houston,

Ingredients of the Molotcrv Cock­
tail are a bottle filled with oil, cre­
osote and gasoline, a kerosene soak­
ed rag wrapped for a wick and a 
match to light it.

A dash of dynamite—plus nails, 
slugs, scrap, wooden paddle and 
wre—went into the potato masher.

Discussing tlie dangers of chemi­
cal warfare, Major lliompson— 
no intent to create alarm—said an 
enemy plane with a six-ton load in 
ideal weather could lay a ten-foot 
layer of gas over thirteen square 
miles of San Antonio.

In such an emergency, he added, 
great responsibility would fall on 
state guards.

Tree Juice Proves 
Food Preservalive

BUFFALO. (AP). — A new food 
preservative, gum guiaic the juicp of 
a West Indies and Central Ameri­
can tree is saving great quantities 
of food for the American Armies.

This report was made to the Am­
erican Chemical Society at a sym­
posium which described serious 
troubles, due to shortage of pack- 
JnjB materials, in getting proper 
food to the men in the fighting 
.areas. ’Tlie tree juice was reported 
by Doctors H. S. Mitchell and H. C. 
Black of the research laboratories, 
Swift & Company, Chicago.

The juice keeps fats from becom­
ing rancid or even from losing 
their palatability. Extensive tests 
have proven that tlie juice is harm­
less to hum.ans.

Its first application has been to 
meat. Another is likely to be to 
the dehydrated fruits and vegetab­
les which the troops are supplied. 
A third is to impregnate the paper 
wrappings of fatty foods, where the 
juice prevents fats from soaking 
through.

As Spanish Is 
Needed In Jobs

WASHINGTON (/P) — The fact 

that a lot of South Texans speak 
Spanish fluently and understand 
Latin-American temperament is 
benefitting the government in wag­
ing economic warfare against the 
Axis throughout the Westei’n Hemi­
sphere.

In urgent need of personnel, who 
in addition to ordmary qualifica­
tions understood the psychology 
and language of the republics. south 
of the Rio Grande, the Board of 
Economic warfare and the State 
Department turned to Texas.

Following the suggestion of a 
Texan already serving the BEW in 
connection with its Inter-American 
activities, the government quietly 
made inquiries and then hired four 
men from San Antonio, three from 
Laredo ,two from Brownsville, and 
ane each from Austin, El Paso, Mc­
Allen and Temple.

All thirteen are lawyers. A law 
degree isn’t  an absolute require­
ment for the positions they are to 
assume in various capitals through­
out Central America and South 
America, but in view of the fact 
that much of their work will con­
cern legal transactions it was con­
sidered a valuable qualification.

A few other lawyers and two 
newspaper men ,all from California, 
were employed in addition to the 
thirteen Texans, but the majority of 
.h group were picked from the Lone 
Star State. All appear in their 
hirties. Their salaries are approx- 
mately $4,600 annually.

Find New Method 
Making Alcohol

BUFFALO, N. Y. (>P) — A new 
method of making alcohol, the first 
in thousands of years to get rid 
of distilling, has been announced 
to the American Chemical Society.

The oil extracts alcohol from all 
sorts 'O f watery wastes seldom or 
never before used to get alcohol.
