“ Fighters
~ Are Down

WASHINGTON — Paying
a high price in planes and
pilots, the Japanese are
still trying unsuccessfully
to dislodge the American
forces in the Solomons, the
Navy - reported Saturday
night, and losing better than
one out of every five bom-
bers they send over.
- The Japanese sent two
waves of 26 bombers and
one of 27 against the Gua-
dalcanal installations © on
Wednesday, Thursday and
Friday. Of these 79 bom-
bers, 15 were destroyed,
along with five of the Zero
fighters supposed to protect
them, bringing to 143 the
number of aircraft the Jap-
anese have lost in the Solo-
mons fighting.

Of the latest bag of 20, Ameri-
can fighter planes accounted for

at least 16; whether the other four
also were downed by planes or by

‘anti-aircraft fire was not specified,

And if ‘the Americans suffered any
losses in these aerial combats they
were not reported.
Jap Losses Heavy

The Japanese bomber losses of
about 20 per cent on these raids
compare with an average loss of
about five per cent suffered by the
British in their big bomber raids
on Germany and the vastly lower
losses of American flying fort-
resses. Only two of the fortresses
have been lost since the big raids
began in mid-August.

“ While these futile air attacks were
made by day, Japanese destroyers
prowled off shore by night shelling
the United States positions “but no
damage has resulted,” the com-
munique  said.

On their own account, American
dive bombers made another attack
¥riday on enenly installations on
Gizo Island, in the western part
of .the  New Georgia group of the
Solomons, sinking a small ship and
blasting buildings. The Americans
had made a previous attack there
Sept. 6.

The communique also reported
that the Japanese were supplying
their troops still fl"lltlllg in the
interior of Guadalcanal, using small
boats which can sneak ashore un-
detected at night, but that the
Marines, supported by dive bom-
bers and fighters, “continued to
seek out and engage” these units.

Study Sabotage In
Army Bomber Crash

BUFFALO, N. Y. (/)—Possibility
of sabotage was studied Saturday
by the Federal Bureau of Investi-
gation in the crash of a blazing,
pilotless plane which hurtled
through the roof of a Curtiss Wright
airplane division building, killing 12
persons and injuring 35.

“The FBI is making an inquiry
to determine whether or not thers
was sabotage involved,” Special Ag-

"ent Kenneth M. Piper said. There

was “plenty of motor left” from
the plane, he added, for examina-
tion by technicians.

Two plant workers were Kkilled
outright in the crash of| the wildly
spinning craft late Friday, thres
other succumbed within the next
few hours and seven died Saturday.
Five of the injured arg in critical
condition.

Jap Base Heavily
Bombed By Allies

GEN, MACAR’IBUE’S HEAD-
QUARTERS, Australia (AP), — Al:
lied heavy and medium bombers, es-
corted by fighters, struck one of the
heaviest blows yet delivered in the
Pacific Saturday when they blasted
the Japanese invasion hase, Buna,
in eastern New Guinea with 26 tons
of bombs and moere than zam
rounds of cannen and machine gun
fire, a communigue said Sunday.

In four bombing attacks, followed
by seven strafing runs, the Allied
airmen destroyed at least 17 Japa-
nese planes on the ground, in dis-
persal bays and on the runway of
an airdrome from which the enemy
had been operabting in the drive
on Port Moresby.

All anti-aircrait positions in the
area were silenced, the commumque
said,

Meanwhile, there was little action
in the Owen Stanley Mountains
where the Japanese have advanced
to little more than 40 miles from:
Port Moresby, the big Allied base.

Heavy casualties were inflicted on
Japanese ground forces, the com-
munique said, and fires which ecould
be seen 30 miles away were started
in fuel dumps and installations.

it doubtful ‘that Germany ever
again would have air superiority.
Lull On China Front

For the second day, the Japanese
who had encroached within 44 miles
of Port Moresby on New Guinea,
were stopped by Australian troops
and U. S. planes, A Japanese des-
troyer was sunk, another was dam-
aged by a near miss.

The German radio said Japa-
nese submarines sank two U, S.
transports carrying 4,000 doughboys
between Australia and New Zea-
land but this was unconfirmed,
even by the Japanese,

A lull settled on the whole China
front, with the Japanese holding
Kinhwa and Lanchi firmly.

British artillery shelled German
positions on the southern sector of
the Alamein front in Egypt, Else-
where the front was quiet, though
Axis planes were slightly more ac-
tive.

John Burnett Of Midland Faced Realities Of
War As American Embassy Clerk In Japan

To a young Midland man, on
his first assignment as a member

jof a United States diplomatic unit,

came that ‘“once in a life-time”
experience of seeing his nation go
to war with that in which he wsas
stationed.

John W. Burnett, son of Mrs, J.
A. Mascho and: brother of Miss
Betty Burnett of Midland, recently
returned to the United States on
a neutral ship used in the exchange
of diplomat prisoners. Be and 65
other Americans were confined to

the embassy area in Tokyo from

December 8 to June 17, crowded as
to housing, but with ample grounds
in which to exercise and to keep
themselves healthy

He didn’t get an altogether bad
deal while interned in Japan for
nearly eight months . . . for Bur-
nett, whiling away a few weary
hours, drew a royal flush in a
5-card poker game on-the eve-
ning of May 19 . . . and he has
those five cards neatly framed
and with him in Midland. The
cards . . . Ace, King, Queen, Jack
are mounted
on a board, and below them are
the signatures of-all others in the
game, attesting to the fact that
he was dealt the hand, and made
no discards.

Burnett, chief code clerk with the
living outside
diplomatic area when the war came,
but was moved, by the Japanese,
into the area. He and others of
the embassy were slow in being
notified of the start of the war.
For on the day in which the war
was started, all electric wires to the
embassy had been. disconnected.
They were entirely out of touch
with the world. With no explanation,
but with some apprehension and a
bit of dread, the group sat there
until official hotice was finally sent
by the Japanese government.

After the' premises were carefully
searched for radio equipment, and
other devices which might enable
them to maintain some contact with
the outside world, the electric power
was cut baek on, and afterward
they had lights and refrigeration |
at the embassy. But that first day,
they were entirely “in the dark.”
No Privacy :

The embassy headquaxtels had
actual mccommodations for 15 per-
sons, others of the 65 living in the

environs but outside the area.. They
were promptly moved ing and there
they stayed until they departed for
home. . On the first few days of their
confinement, petty officers. of .the
Japanese army were running in. and
jout on the sligtest pretext, - .and
there was no' privacy. : Complaints
registered -with ‘the Jap War De-
partment finally corrected this to
some extent, although armed guards
were always on duty. . i

The first’ few hours were : evéri.sh
in the embassy, as  confidential
papers and records were ‘carefully
burned, and all other materials
that could be of any value .to. the
Japanese were destroyed. . After
that it was just a matter of waiting
. and that continued from De-
cember 8, 1941, to June 17, 1942, a
long; long time to folks who were
entirelv cut off from contact of any
kind with the outside world. -

But they set up routines for
themselves some daily physical ex-
ercise out of doors, some reading,
and a lot of talk regarding what
must be going on at home. iy

Young  Burnett related that
Christmas was a hard time for all,
except for the fact that they were
all good at make-believe! For they
staged a Christmas in a way, had
a tree, put on some joker gifts for
everyone, and made the best of the
0ccasxon

But it was not until his arrival
in Midland Thursday morning that
Burnett got his . Christmas . gifts!
The family had sent his gtlfts timed
to’ redch "ToKyo ‘a few days before
Christmas . . . but they had been
routed back to Midland, and had
arrived not So long ago! But, they
were still “Christmasy” to him . . .
and Wwhile the family epened pack-

ages of Japanese-y things he had
brought them as souvenirs, he
onened his Christmas presents in
Midland!

There was one contact which the
folks in the embaosy had with' the
outside world . . . a Japanese news-
paper, printed m English =, . . and
to have read it. daily—and believed
any of it—would have left the im-
vression that the Japanese navy
‘had sailed inland in - the. TUnited
States'to the end of main street in
Midland . . . and had Uncle Sam
on his knees! -

And, in the
meantime, everybody did his best to
help make the other folks happy, to
try te get a little bit of time to
himself somehow, and to read and
study . ... and await that day when
he would be returned home . . . and
be able to do something too for
Uncle Sam beside wait!
