The tax bill is the second volley 
of a three barrel broadside against 
tlie menace of what President 
Roosevelt has termed a “vicious 
spiral of inflation.” The first was 
fired Wednesday, when the Senate 
)>assed th^dministration’s bill aim-

The finance chairman estimated 
roundly that the new tax bill would 
bring in an additional $8,000,000,-

CHICAGO. (AP) — The Inter­
state Oil Compact Commission, 
representing 12 petroleum produc­
ing states, Tliursday turned over 
its quarterly meeting to a study of 
the importance of natural gas con­
servation as a factor in the national 
economy.

Commission members planned to 
look into the future of expanding 
pipeline facilities, developments in 
the liquified petroleum gas indus­
try,- Bureau of Mines research, tech­
nical developments in gas synthesis, 
gas utilization for synthetic pro­
ducts,- and natural gas conservation.
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Two Transports Sunk 
In Solomon Islands

WASHINGTON. (AP) — Destruc­
tion of two Naval transports in the 
Solomon Islands as a result of sep­
arate Japanese aerial and warship 
attacks was armounced Wednesday, 
by the Navy department, which re­
ported that loss of life was small.

The ‘ ships were the USS George 
P. Elliott, formerly the 8,378-ton 
liner City of Angeles, and the 1,- 
060-ton USS Gregory, a converted 
destroyer.
Torpedo Victim

The Elliott was the victim of a 
Japanese torpedo plane assault 
against American invading forces 
on the second day of the Solomon 
offensive last Aug. 9.

The torpedo plane attack was 
made by 40 or more Japanese craft.

The Gregory was sunk more re­
cently by enemy gunfire when she 
was operating off Guadalcanal is­
land.

At Record Yield

Record well of the Fullerton deep 
Permian pool in Northwestern An­
drews County is indicated at Fuller­
ton Oil Company of California No. 
2-A H. M. Wilson.

The big producer, on test of the 
i  upper and intei-mediate pays, flow­
ed 104 barrels of oil the first hour 
and 80 barrels the second hour. To­
tal depth at the time was 7,170 
feet in lime. Tubing was set on 
bottom, with packer at 7,085 feet, 
but packer failed, consolidating the 
pays, Tlie well had been acidized 
with a total of 14,000 gallons at 
various depths. It now is drilling 
ahead past 7,225 feet in lime and 
will be bottomed between 7,250 and 
7,300 feet for completion. No. 2-A 
Wilson is in the southeast sector of 
the pool.

On the east side of the pool, the 
same firm’s No. 1 McKean & Eilers 
is drilling past 3,640 feet in anhy­
drite.

Deepest of all wells now drilling 
in West Texas, Atlantic Refining 
Company No. 1-A Texu, Southwest 
Central Andrews wildcat, has passed 
9,966 feet in lime oI the Simpson, 
middle Ordovicion, topped at 9,800 
feet,

Phillips Petroleum Corporation 
No. 12 University-Andrews, three- 
fourths of a mile northwest of El- 
lenburger, lower Ordovician, pro­
duction in the Embar pool of South­
western Andrews, is preparing to 
drillstem test after coring to 8,195 
feet in dolomite. It topped the El- 
lenbiuger at approximately 8,128 
feet.

Shell Oil Company, Inc., No. 1 D. 
N. Leaverton, Northwestern Gaines 
County wildcat, is coring below 
5,198 feet in lime streaked with an­
hydrite and shale, A drillstem test 
from 5,016 to 5,138 feet with tool 
open 32 1/2 minutes returned 990

“This is no time for smooth water 
sailing,” the Midland Army Flying 
SclTOoTs commanding . genej-aJ de­
clared.

“We are going to miss a lot of 
things. We now are missing some 
of them including speeds faster than 
35-miles an hour, tires, used tires, 
rubber boots. But we are going to 
miss a lot more. Rubber is one of 
the most critical items in the war 
effort. Most people are thorough­
ly in sympathy with the conserva­
tion program.

“Observe the new speed limit and 
conserve our tires. You’ll get twice 
the mileage from tires by driving 
35-miles an hour than you will at 
60-mile an hour speed. Save your 
tires. You’ll probably get no more 
when these wear out.
“ Score Against Us”

“So far as the war is concerned, 
America hasn’t been to bat yet. The 
score now is against us, but when 
we go to bat we hope we can re­
verse it.

“Very few civilians actually have 
been subjected to actual sacrifices 
and they are not fully appreciative 
of the problems ahead of us.

“ We are fighting two wars in two 
hemispheres. It is a tremendous 
problem. We sliould unite and think 
only about one thing—winning this

Red Star said that from 600 to
1.000 planes had been bombing Stal­
ingrad each day, piling debris on- 
debris.

Thursday’s mid-day communique 
said that the enemy had been dis­
lodged from one village at the 
southwestei-n outskirts of Stalin­
grad, and Red Star said that in 
that southern sector three settle- 
nxents had been recaptured, with 
Rumanian troops thrown into pan­
ic at one place.

Another height was seized in the 
Russian relief offensive northwest 
o f . Stalingrg.d, where several Axis 
dirisions were reported massing in 
support of the drive already esti­
mated to be employing as many as
500.000 of Hitler’s troops.

T^e newspaper Pravda said thou­
sands of civilians were aiding the 
Red Army in street battles. Dozer s 
of tanks and other implements of 
war were reported assembled In 
bomb-damaged factories and sent 
into the fray.

Volga River sailors and dock 
workers continued at their jobs, 
moving troops and supplies despite 
aerial raids.

Army Men Inslrucled 
To Observe 35-Mile 
Hour Speed Hegulalions

All officers, enlisted'”men and ci­
vilian employees of Midand Army 
Fh’ing School were put on notice 
Tuesday to observe the 35 mies per 
hour speed limit ordered by the Of­
fice of Defense Transportation.

In a special order. Brigadier Gen­
eral Isaiah Davies enjoined all 
members of his command, both mil­
itary and civilian, to observe the 
rubber conservation measure.

“With the nation facing a rubber- 
crisis, there can be no excuse for 
those who waste this -vital war ma­
terial,” the general declored.

“The proper authorities will deal 
with violators on that basis,” he 
emphasized.
Army Cuts Speed

A tthe same time, General Davies 
directed the attention of all mili- 
;tary and civiian personnel to War 
Department rulings on speed of 
Army vehicles.

Governors have been Installed on 
most of the vehicles now being op­
erated aU the Bombardier College, 
automatically limiting their speed 
to 35 miles an hour. Only such con­
veyances as ambulances and fire 
trucks remain ungovemed, and 
these will exceed the national spqed 
limit only in cases of real emergency.

Official drivers have been order­
ed to report at once the name of 
any person who attempts to per­
suade them to exceed the limit.

Commission Acts To 
Aid Moveraenl Crude

AUSTIN. (AP.) — The American 
Liberty pipe line company Thurs­
day had permission of the State 
Railroad Commission to remove its 
East Texas-Houston ship channel 
pipe line so that the 183 miles of 
pipe might be laid across Florida to 
facilitate movement of crude to the 
east by the Intercoastal Canal sys­
tem.

The commission also authorized 
the Sinclair Refining Company to 
remove an eight-inch pipe line from 
the Panhandle.

Sinclair was given a preliminary 
permit to lay a gathering system 
from Corpus Christ! to Damon Sta­
tion in Brazoria County where the 
company operates a line for trans­
portation of oil, gas and products, 
to Sinco, near Houston.

Red Browder Rides Again
We have returned to normalcy. Earl Browder, secre­

tary-general of the Communist party in the United States, 
again is telling us how to manage our affairs.

But surely that was not for lack of Browder’s personal 
attention. Because his Communist party for more than 
two years deliberately instigated strikes in key war in­
dustries for the purpose of slowing down our armament 
manufacture.

Why did Browder want to prevent us from making 
arms? Because they wer for use against Adolf Hitler, 
then the ally of Russia.

Perhaps Browder personally did not instruct Com­
munist units to promote such strikes. Perhaps all he knew 
about them was what he read in the newspapers.
, It is a matter of court record, however, that Browder 
made several trips to Russia. It is officially established 
that, in order not to make a record of those trips, he used 
phony names in procuring passports, for which he was 
convicted in federal court and sent to the penitentiary.

There are men who will swear that they saw Browder 
ill attendance at the Comintern’s “ universities” where 
sabotage, espionage, and other methodology of world re­
volution was taught to party agents stationed in capitalist 
nations.

For the world, we wouldn’t be uncharitable, but Earl 
Browder’s record does not inspire thrust. We feel that 
the democratic people oan get along quite well without 
his advice and assistance.

Obviously, Red Browder is not constrained by any 
sense of shame to hide his head is oblivion. He insists upon 
foisting himself upon a public that is interested in nobler 
things. I

Well, we’re not helpless. We have a ready recourse. 
We can ignore Browder’s advice completely and look to 
those whose line does not switch on orders from a foreign 
government.

20 lbs, cabbage V2 lb. V/%  eup) salt

Select firm, sound, mature heads of cabbage. Re- 
moYe outer leaves; wash well. Quarter, remove core, 
cind slice very fine. Pul 5 lbs. (about Z'A qts.) shredded 
cabbage in a pan, odd 2 oz. (S’A  tbsps.) salt ond mi* 
with hands. Place in deep crock or light wooden keg 
and tamp down firmly with wooden masher to extract 
juice and force out a ir. Repeat until all cabbage is 
used. Press down, cover with a clean white cloth, then 
with a plate or round wooden board small enough to 
fit down inside crock, and weight down with a clean 
rock or brick, to keep cabbage covered with brine that 
forms as salt draws juice from cabbage. Keep in a 
warm place, 75“ fo 85° F. Inspect each day, remove 
scum with spoon, and rinse cloth in clear water.

The kraut will be fermented or "cured” in 10 fo 20 
days, depending upon the amount of cabbage and 
the temperature at which it is kept. Its appearance and 
taste will tell you when it is sufficiently cured.

Kraut may be left in the crock or keg all winter, in 
a cold cellar or basement, if care is taken to remove 
any scum that forms; or it may be canned any time 
from 1 lo 3 months after fermentation is completed. 
Simply drain off juice, pock cold kraut into hot steril­
ized jars to Vj  inch from top,- heat juice to boiling, 
pour over kraut, seal and store in cool dork place. Do 
not process.

TO MAKE KRAUT IN JARS
Mix shredded cabbage with salt, using ’/j table­

spoon salt to each quart cabbage. Pack firmly into 
clean glass jars, fill with cold water, adjust covers 
fairly tight, and store where will keep comfortably 
worm and where possible overflow of liquid will do no 
harm. If scum forms remove if. The kraut will ferment 
for a few days, and will be ready to use in a month. 
At that lime, drain off juice, heat to boiling, pour over 
kraut agaih, and seal tight. Do not process.

Full Strength As Slickney Injured

Midland High School’s hopes of meeting San Angelo’s Bobcats at full 
strength Friday night received a setback Thursday as a result of a ser­
ious ankle injury to Billy Joe Stickney, shifty left halfback for the Bull­
dogs.

Some thought the ninth inning 
deserved to rank in dramatic qual­
ity with the storied seventh frame 
of the final series game in 1926, 
when old Pete Alexander struck out 
Tony Lazzeri, and with another wild 
inning in the ’29 classic, when the 
Athletics scored 10 runs to over­
come an eight-run Chicago Cubs’ 
lead.

An important difference was, of 
course, that the rally failed to win 
Wednesday’s game for the Cards. 
Ruffing, too, received credit for his 
seventh World Series victory, a rec­
ord unmatched by any pitcher, in 
spite of getting his ears knocked 
down at the finish. But that blaz­
ing rally of the Red Birds might 
have an important bearing on the 
remainder of the series.

As the Cards went behind their 
great youngster, Johnny Beazley, to 
try to trim the Yanks Thursday and 
carry the series all-square into New' 
York, they at least knew that Yan­
kee pitching could be hit. Having 
blasted Ruffing, they probably stood 
in much less awe of Ernie Bonham, 
the Yankees’ big forkballer, than 
thej'̂  would have if Ruffing had 
humiliated them right to the end. 
Cards Nervous

’Tlie youngsters really looked pain­
fully weak while Ruffing mowed 
them down for the first seven and 
two-thirds innings. They were over­
anxious and obviously nervous, a 
perfect setup for a crafty old stager 
like Rufus the Red, whose fast ball 
isn’t what it used to be. Ruffing’s 
first pitch to Stan Musial in the 
opening inning, with two Redbirds 
perched on base as a result of 
walks, was a slow ball on which 
Musial nearly broke his back.

Up to the ninth inning, Captaln 
Terry Moore v;as the only Cardinal 
who even looked like he might get 
a safety off the former coal miner. 
Twice he had sent Yankee out­
fielders chasing ■ far back to pull 
down his drives before he came up 
with two down in the eighth Inning 
and pumped a clean single into 
right field, the first hit off Red the 
tormentor.
Breaks Series Record

In pitching seven and two-thirds 
innings of hitless ball. Ruffing, at 
least, smashed the previous World 
Series record of seven and one- 
third frames, held jointly by Herb 
Pennock and Monte Pearson, who 
were, of . course, pitching. for the 
Yankees when they did it.

St. Louis players and, fans were 
surprisingly light-hearted about los­
ing the opener. The town has a lot 
of solid confidence in the scrapping 
club that set such a searing pace 
to overhaul Brooklyn and win the 
National League flag. Roy Stock- 
ton of the Post-Dispatch said Wed­
nesday night: “They won’t feel nat­
ural until they’ve lost the first tw'O 
games.”

ties. Brown quickly on both sides 
in hot fi-ying pan. Core apple, but 
do not peel, cu t into four thick 
slices. Add sugar and water to fat 
in frying pan; bring to boil and 
add apple slices. Simmer for 3 
minutes on each side; then place 
On top of sausage patties. Bake in 
moderate oven (350 deg. F.) until 
apples are glazed and brown.

Ralph M. Barron, chamber of 
commerce pi’esident, said this prob­
ably will be the last opportunity to 
confer with OPA officials here be­
fore the enforcement division begins 
work through Inspectors. He said 
the clinic will be informal with dis­
cussions on practical problems fac­
ing retailers and wholesalers. Much 
of the time will bo devoted to ques­
tions and answers.

The meeting offers an opportu- 
nit3  ̂ for all business men and other 
interested parties to better acquaint 
themselves with OPA regulations, 
sponsors of the meeting said.

Sprin­
kle with lemon juice to prevent 
darkening. Add celery and enough 
peanut butter dressing to moisten.

Million Texas 
School Children 
Bring Scrap In

AUSTIN. (A»)—More than a mil­
lion Texas school children will be 
commissioned at Junior Texas Ran­
gers this week to comb the state 
for every available Ounce of scrap 
metal to help meet the nation’s 
critical need for war material.

Thornton Hall of San Antonio, 
chairman of the Texas newspapers 
scrap drive, announced that Homer 
Garrison, director of the State De­
partment of Public Safety, would 
formally issue the commissions in 
bulk to the youngsters during a 
statewide radio broadcast Friday 
(TQN) from 1:15 to 7:30.

The program will go out through 
the facilities of the Texas School 
of the Air, and an effort also Will 
be made to get it into every rural 
and negro school in the state as well 
as to institutions, now receiving the 
program.

Use of the name of Junior Ran­
gers was approved by Garrison and 
Goverhor Coke Stevenson, and. the 
departure from custom in using the 
name of Ranger for anything but 
real Rangers was inade only because 
of the state officials’ desire to con­
tribute the utmost in the drive.

Decision to turn to the school 
children for help came, said Hall, 
when it was realized that the “ bot­
tleneck in scrap collection to date 
has been in determining how to 
get it in.”

Harmonophone Was 
Forerunner To The 
Famous Juke Box

HARLINGEN, Texas. (iP)—Juke 
boxes? Why they had them way 
back in 1916.

Dr. R. E. Utley vouches for that, 
with the explanation that he in­
vented them .He still has one to 
prove it.

More than 20 years ago when he 
was a young physician back in Oak 
Park, 111., Dr. Utley came up with 
a device which automatically 
changed phonograph records. From 
this he produced a harmonophone.

He says they were received avidly 
in Chicago saloons. But the war 
came and he went into the Army. 
After the war he found that pro­
hibition had changed things and 
the hormonophone dropped out of 
favor.

He vainly tried to sell it but the 
big companies weren’t interested 
until 1930, when one firm. Dr. Utley 
says, incorporated his basic ideas 
into a juke box.

Dr. Utley recalls with a laugh 
that several juke box makers tan­
gled in patent litigation. He receiv­
ed more money for his services to 
them as an export witness than he 
ever made from his invention.
