To him supper at the chuck 
wagon after a hard day in the 
saddle meant more than a 
banquet

Roping, riding and branding held 
more allure for him than conduct­
ing his many successful businesses 
from a plush, swivel chair. He re­
garded himself as a cowboy, first, 
last and always. That is how he 
lived and that is how he died—out 
in the great plains of West Texas, 
the cattle country he loved, where 
he chose to make his home.

But he will be missed. Make no 
mistake about that.

Scharbauer died at 4 p.m. Friday 
in his penthouse apartment at Hotel 
Scharbauer. With him were mem­
bers of his family, close friends and 
a number of his business associates. 
He had been seriously ill since last 
August. He was G3 years old.

He has as­
sisted financially in the erection of 
practically every church and civic 
building^ in Midland.

He was commissioned a colonel on 
the staff of former Goveimor James 
V. Allred and was known to many 
persons as “Colonel” Scharbauer.

A rare democratic person who uxi- 
derstood bis fellow-mexx, Scharbauer 
pxefeiTed life ixx the saddle to the 
luxuries of - the offices ixi his maxiy 
business interests.

Laws Are Suggested

CHICAGO. (A>) — The Ixxterstate 
Cil Compact Commission adopted 
Saturday a resolutioix proposing 
that all states produchxg oil and gas 
eixact, ixx the iixterest of conserva- 
tioix, separate and distiixct lav/s 
governiixg the drilliixg, productioxx, 
ti'aixspoi’tatioxx, and mai’kctiixg of 
tho.se products.

Other recoixxixxeixdations approved 
proposed:

Tlxat a conservatioix law govern­
iixg the production of natural gas 
should have as its object taking gas 
at its source rather than at a mar­
ket outlet.

Thtat each state should have a j 
i ratable taking law, such as is in ef- 
i feet in Kansas, and which px’ovides !
I that when the available px’oduction i 
I of gas fronx a common source of j 
supply exceeds the market demand i 
for gas from that source each pro- j 
ducer shall take only such proper- i 
tion as would permit each to pro- j 
duce approximately the amount ol ; 
gas underlying the land on which | 
the well is located. i

Also recommended was the enact­
ment of a common pm’chaser laxv 
providing that anyone pux’chasing 
and selling natural gas must pur­
chase all gas offered for sale from 
a common source of supply and do 
buying of such as without discrim­
ination against any gas producing 
field or any person offering gas ior 
sale.

A fifth recommendation, intend­
ed as a conservation measure, pro­
posed repeal of all laws giving op­
erators the right to allow their 
wells to flow open while they de- 
tei;mine whether the wells are gas 
produeex’s or should be drilled deep­
er for oil.

Indeed the Russian offensive 
northwest of Stalingrad was de­
clared so effective that the en­
tire German position was im­
periled and the Red army was 
grasping eagerly for the initia­
tive.

Hie Gei-mans spoke only vaguely 
of reaching all their objectives - 
none of them named—axxd 
again repeated their claims

WASHINGTON (AP)— President Roosevelt ordered wpges, 

salaries, most food prices and all rents tightly stabilized at 
about their present levels Saturday ond appointed Assoc'ote 
Justice James F. Byrnes of the Supreme Court to lead the bat­
tle against inflation. Byrnes resigned from the court to assume 
the post of Director of Economic Stabilization.

Within two hours. Price Administration Leon Henderson, 
who will work in conjunction with Byrnes, fixed emergency 
ceiling prices for butter, eggs, poultry and virtually every other 
previously uncontrolled food item The order is effective  ̂ for 
60 days, after which a permanent, and probably lower ceiling 
will be imposed. The prices of such commodities were frozen 
at their highest level of the last five days— September 28 to
-------------------  — — — — * October 2.

Salaries of more than $5,(K)0 an­
nually may not be increased except 
in the case of promotions to more 
difficult or responsible work, until 
Byrnes “detexaxxines otherwise.” And 
no salaries may be reduced except 
to correct gross inequities or t-o 
prosecute the war more efficiently.

A qualified limitation ol $25,0.00 
was imposed upon salaries after the 
payment of taxes. This is to be elas­
tic to the extent that previous in­
surance commitments and fixed ob­
ligations shall be taken into account 
in applying the limitation.

taJist, business man and an outstandin^g civic work- 
er> known not only in his loved West Texas but 
throughout the state and nation.

His splendid work in West Texas never will be for­
gotten, It will go down in the pages of history of this 
vast empire, for Clarence Schorbauer was a builder. 
He had pride in what he did. He took an interest in 
everything advanced for the betterment of Midland 
and W est Texas. He was a man of action.

As his fortune expanded, his service to Midland and 
WesT Texas expanded. Into scores of businesses, he 
poured his money and his efforts, always building-- 
building Midland and the greot empire of West Tex­
as.

Some persons thought of him as an oil man. Some 
thought of him os a banker. Others knew him os a 
hotel man.

Since, then the Army has acquired 
more of the land as the school in­
creased in size. He worked closely 
with Army officials and Midland ci­
vic leaders to aid the Army in 
every way to establish the big 
training school as quickly as possi­
ble.

Perhaps his last appearance in 
public was September 13 when he 
attended the world’s championship 
calf roping at the Midland Rodeo. 
Ill at tne time, he remained in his 
automobile but enjoyed events on 
the program. As head of the Mid­
land Rodeo since its organization, 
he aided in building it into one of 
the major western attractions, of 
the world.

He was instrumental in arranging 
the calf roping event and western 
piogram last month for the enter- 
taiment of soldiers at the Bombar­
dier College.
