Will Provide Tires
For Essential Cars

WASHINGTON. (#)—Price Ad-
ministrator Leon Henderson Satur-
day announced the government’s
plan to provide lires to keep every
passenger car “rolling for estential
mileage” throughout the war.

The announcement—setting forth
strictest controls over mileage,
rubber, gasoline, tire care
and car-sharing—was the first indi-
cation that the Office of Price Ad-
ministration construed the recent

for tires for every driver.
Government Plan

The five steps in the government
plan follows:

1. Rationing of used tires and
recaps, and new tires now in stock,
to provide as far as possible the
minimum =ssential mileage to each
of the nation’s passenger cars.

2. Actual control of each car’s
mileage through the rationing of
gasoline to prevent unnecessary
driving and to hold the national av-
erage down to 5,000 miles per car
per year. ;

3. Compulsory periodic inspec-
tion of all tires to guard against
abuse and to prevent wear beyond
the point where they can be recap-
ped. .

4. Denial of gasoline and of tire
replacement to cars whose drivers
persistently violate the national 35-
mile-an-hour speed limit,

against U, S. Marines in' the lower
part of those islands, and other en-
emy outposts were bombed and
strafed in New Guinea,
Illustrating the reluctance of Jap-
anese pilots to tangle with the Allies
or the paucity of Japanese aerial
strength—or both-—General MacAr-
thur’'s Headquarters announced that
not a single Allied plane was lost
in any of these operations. The Jap-
anese themselves lost two of three
Zerces which intercepted one Allied
reconnaissance unit over St, Geor-
ge’s Channel.

While the Allied aerial offensive

soared to a new peak of ferocity,
Australian ground forces pushing
into the mile-high gap in the Owen
Stanley mountains in New Guinea,
made their first contact with fleeing
Japanese since the enemy started
his retreat there two weeks ago,

A headquarters spokesman called
the Rabaul raid one of the finest
examples of coordination ever put
on in this part of the Pacific.

At two minute intervals the bigi

bombers ‘came in over the target,
which has served as the main traf-
fic junction for shipping and air-
planes used by the Japanese against
New Guinea, the Solomons and Aus-
tralia.
