EXPERIMENT STATION

ANNOUNCES NEW GRASS

The Texas Agricultural Experiment
Station at College Station, has announ-
ced Bulleton No. 342, devoted to the
new plant introduction, Angleton Grass
as being ready for distribution to the
public This grass has made a good
record at the Angleton Station since
l'JIG for both hay and grazing. More
htan 6' tons per acre has been the
averageduring the past six years,and
in 1921 the averageof cured hay ran
past 13 tons.

Two or three years are necessaryto
bring the meadowsup to full produc-
tion, and very heavy yields may be
expected thereafter. The grass is pro-
pagated by transplanting root tufts,
as the seed donot germinatewell here.
It is cut for hay during or before the
flowering stage. The hay is readily
eaten bv stock, which select it in pref-
erence to other grasses in a mixture.
This grassis recommendedby the Sta-
tion where the rainfall is 30 inches or
more, or where irrigation is available.

This grasshas long fibrous roots and
stays green much longer than the nat-
ural grassesat the Angleton Station in
a dry season. It has choked out Ber-
muda grass, but it is easy to eradicate
as it has no rootstocks. It is perennial
and did not winter kill at a tempera-
ture of 10 degrees. At Lubbock the
roots remain alive through the winter,
though the stems are killed by frost.
The grass yields two to four cuttings of
hay eachyear, and cures quickly, mak-
ing it desirablewhere rainfall is' likely
to interfere with the curing process..
