Tank-led American troops were reported to have 

entered the French naval base at Oran Tuesday*—the 
second big Mediterranean port to fall in less thon 48 
hours— while a United States column struck out 
southeastward from Algiers toward Italian Libya in 
a move to trap the retreating Axis armies from Egypt.

In London, Prime Minister Churchill declared em­
phatically that the United States "mighty undertak­
ing" in North Africa was "for one purpose and one 
purpose only— namely to gain vantage ground from 
which to open a new front ogainst Hitler."

Unconfirmed reports said Itolian troops had arrived 
at the French Tunisian navol base of Bizerte, which 
might be used as a springboard for Axis counter at­
tacks.

As the situation boiled to a climax, with American 
forces advancing successfully. Axis leaders were re­
ported frantically seeking means to effect counter­
blows.

Soviet quorters in London said German Field Mar­
shal Erwin von Witzleben had arrived in North Africa 
to direct Vichy (French) operations, and there was 
some speculation that the French fleet might attempt 
to put in at Bizerte, on the Tunisian coast before U. S. 
forces arrive there.

The Berlin radio hopefully broadcast reports that 
the main French fleet had steamed from its European 
base at Toulon on Sunday, but nothing has been heard 
from it so far.

Dispatches from La Linea, Spain, reported the arri­
val of powerful Allied naval reinforcements af Gibroi- 
tar, including the British aircraft carrier Furious, six 
destroyers and 22 merchant ships.

The 35,000-ton British battleship Nelson and other 
warships were reported anchored in the horbor, while 
overhead many fighter planes kept up a constant 
patrol.

Tank-led U. S. Army soldiers and parachutists were 
reported attocking a series of key points along the

Texas families reosived $21,296,- 
000 in life insurance death bene­
fit payments during the first nine 
months of this .year, the Institute 
of Life Insurance reported.

“Payments under the 19,456 poli- 
cie.s which became death claims 
in this state have averaged $546,051 
every week for the nine months,” 
Holgar J. Johnson, president of the 
institute .said, in announcing the 
figures. “These represent this 
state’s share in the continuous na­
tional flow Of benefit payments 
which are of increasing importance 
under the war economy. They make 
up a great stabilizing force which 
aids national credit as well as 
building moi’ale among the nation’s 
families.”

Of the aggregate payments to 
families in this state under policies 
which became death claims during 
the nine months, $16,518,00 was 
under 6,497 ordinary policies, $2,-
655.000 was under 2,234 group life 
insurance certificates, and $2,060,- 
000 was under 10,725 industrial in- 
siurance policies.
Death Claims Increase

The total death claims in this 
state of 19,456 compares with 18,- 
130 in the first nine months of 
1941.

For the nation as a whole, $740,-
941.000 was paid out under 824,583 
policies which became death claims 
in the first nine months of the 
year. In the same period of 1941, 
818,255 policies became death 
claims.

Living policyholders throughout 
the country received $1,051,094,000 
during the first nine months, mak­
ing total payments to policyholders 
and beneificiaries for the year to 
date of $1,792,035,000.

The payments to living policy­
holders were made up of $195,121,- 
000 in matured endowments, $72,-
625.000 disability payments, $121,-
518.000 annuity payments, $348,566,- 
000 surrender values paid out and 
$313,264,000 in dividends to policy­
holders.

German allies, continued to pour 
into British detention camps in the 
desert.
British Are Jubilant

Battlefield reports said the Brit­
ish Lvere jubilant over President 
Roosevelt’s v;ord that American 
troops would move eastward across 
Tunisia to help in the final annihi­
lation of the vaunted Nazi Africa 
Corps which only a few months ago 
threatened to overrun Egypt, the 
Suez and the entire Middle East.

Coincidentally, it was disclosed 
that British land and air troops 
now have landed in North Africa, 
bolstering the massive sea-borne 
American expeditionary force.

With the fall of Oran and Al­
giers, American troops had already 
gained virtual control of the West­
ern Mediterranean shore of Nortl\ 
Africa, and powerful contingents 
were striking around on the Atlan­
tic side.

The Morocco radio said that 
American shock troops were con­
tinuing to debark at Mogador, 180 
miles south of Casablanca, and that 
Gen. Auguste Nogues, commander 
in chief of Vichy’s Moroccan forces, 
had moved his headquarters inland 
from Rabat. The airport at the lit­
tle place already had been aban­
doned.
Continues Resistance

Casablanca itself apparently still 
continued to offer resistance after 
the Vichy commander had rejected’ 
an ultimatum presented under a 
flag of truce by Maj.-Gen. George' 
L. Patton, Jr., commander of Amer­
ican forces in that sector.

Havas, uie French news agency, 
acknowledged that Casablanca was 
seriously threatened, with Ameri­
can troops landing on nearby 
beachheads and Allied warships 
blocking the harbor entrance to 
prevent the escape of French ves­
sels. «

“All forces have been given naval 
supporting fire against forts,” Al­
lied headquarters said, referring to 
the Casablanca sector.

“Counter-measures were taken 
where our ships met with resistance 
from enemy forces^”

Havas said the situation was also 
becoming “mora and more difficult” 
around Philippeville.
Demands War Declaration

Meanwhile, Paris dispatches saW 
Jacques Doriot, head of the pro- 
Nazi French people’s party, de­
manded an immediate declaration 
of war against the United States 
and Great Britain Tuesday, while 
in Washington President RposeveR 
declared:

“No act of Hitler or any of his 
puppets can sever relations between 
the American people and the people 
of France. We have not broken re­
lations with the French. We never 
v.dll.”

The Vichy government, api^arent- 
ly fearing an open revolt against 
France’s Nazi conquerors and the 
puppet Vichy regime, put a strict 
ban on any public manigestation 
Wednesday, Armistice Day.

Reports reaching London said the 
Amsrican-British c a m p a i g n  in 
North Africa was developing so 
rapidly that it outstripi?ed the Al­
lied communication system and 
made the situation obscure at sev­
eral points.
Casualties Are Slight

An Allied headquarters spokes­
man said the whole operation was 
unreeling with smooth precision 
and slight American casualties.

As usual, the Axis propaganda 
machine was grinding out fantastic 
claims of Allied losses.

Without any confirmation else­
where, the German radio asserted 
that a Nazi U-boat had torpedoed 
a British battleship of the Queen 
Elizabeth class in the North At­
lantic and declared German under­
seas raiders “successfully attacked

British and American warships and 
transports off the African coast.”

An Allied spokesman flatly de­
nied previous Vichy claims that 
four Allied warships and six trans­
ports had been sunk.
Other War Developments

Other developments in the glob­
al war:

RUSSIAN FRONT: A report sug­
gesting that the Red Armies were 
breaking the Nazi ring around long- 
besieged Leningrad was broadcast 
by the German radio Tuesday, de­
claring that German dive bombers 
had attacked the Soviet fortress of 
Schluesselberg. The fortress, on. 
Lake Ladoga 25 miles southeast of 
Leningrad, has been in German 
hands for more than a year. Soviet 
dispatches have never claimed re­
capture of the town and until Tues­
day the Germans have never hint­
ed at its loss.

Elsewhere, the German drive on 
Stalingrad and the push toward the 
Georgian military highway in the 
Central Caucasus were reported to 
have dwindled to a series of light 
clashes with the Russians cutting 
down Nazi strength wherever it was 
encountered.

AIR WAR: RAP bombers heavily 
attacked the Gennan naval base at 
Hamburg and other targets in the 
Northwest Reich Monday night, fol­
lowing up daylight raids by U. S. 
Army planes and the RAP on occu­
pied France Monday.

SOLOMON ISLANDS: American 
troops were reported pushing for­
ward from their narrow corridor 
on ^Guadalcanal Island in a dive 
to encircle Japanese forces at Koli 
Point, where the enemy landed re­
inforcements last week.

Allied heavy bombers attacked 
a 5,000-ton Japanese transport 
headed for the Solomons, apparent­
ly loaded with supplies and troops 
to bolster the enemy’s Guadalcanal 
forces, and inflicted such damage 
that tile ship was beached.

NEW GUINEA FRONT: Gen.
Douglas MacArthur’s headquarters 
announced that Allied troops driv­
ing across the 120-mile-wide Papua 
Peninsula had encircled one Jap­
anese position behind Oivi, on the 
northeast coast, 55 miles south of 
the main enemy invasion base at 
Buna.

Heavy casualties were inflicted on 
the enemy, Gen. MacArthur re­
ported.

Enlistees Must 
Obtain Slatemenls 
From Draft Board

Selective Service registrants de­
siring to enlist in the Navj% Marine 
Corps or Coast Guard must first 
obtain a statement from their local 
board certifying that they are 
“not now classified in Class II-A, 
II-B, or III-B, nor entitled to such 
classification by reason of being a 
necessary man engaged in dairy, 
livestock or poultry farm produc­
tion,” according to a memorandum 
issued by the state director of Se­
lective Service to all local boards.

Lt. Commander J. P. Crowder, 
Navy liaison officer for the Texas 
Selective Service System, pointed 
out that heretofore a registrant de­
siring to enlist in the Navy did 
not need a releas-e fi'om his local 
board to do so if he was classified 
as I-A, or v/as an officer candi­
date or aviation cadet.

“He is not not now required to 
obtain a release from his local 
board, but must furnish the state­
ment of classification which en­
titles him to be accepted by the 
Navy up until the time of his ac­
tual induction,” Crowder stated.

It is noted in the State Direc­
tor’s memorandum that the Army 
requires a release from the local 
board stating that the Registrant 
has not been oi'dered for induction 
and will' not be so ordered witliiu 
one week, while the Navy requires 
only the statement of classification,

Thompson Urges 
Oil Price Hike

AUSTIN. (/P) —  Increasing the 
price of crude would promptly un­
cover enough flush fields to permit 
production of 5,000,000 barrels per 
day over a sustained period^ Chair­
man ETnest O. Thompson of the 
Texas Railroad Commission declar­
ed Tuesday in urging Price Admin­
ister Leon Henderson to supplement 
depleted petroleum reserves by al­
lowing crude prices to advance to 
a parity level.

“Certainly a commodity as im­
portant to the war effort as oil 
has just as much right to a parity 
price as a n y  other product,” 
Thompson asserted, explaining:

“An increase in the price of oil 
25 cents a barrel in the past has 
always brought an immediate in­
crease in drilling of wildcat wells 
and has always in the past brought 
about the discovery of new pools.”

The chairman asserted in an ar­
ticle prepared for publication by 
the New York Journal of Commerce 
that the nation was consuming oil 
at the rate of 4,000,000 barrels a day 
and predicted that within a year 
the consumption rate would be 
5,000,000 barrels per day.

“In order to keep our current re­
serves up to standard,” he said, 
“ we must discover a new 30,000,000 
barrel field every week and this is 
not being done for the simple rea­
son that the price does not justify 
wildcatting.”

Thompson said that of the 100,304 
producing wells in Texas, at least 
30,000 are presently being produced 
at a loss to the operator.

Pointing to an actual price of 
$1.20 per barrel, the chairman noted 
that “all oil all over th eUnitedi 
States of 36 gravity for the past 10 
years has averaged $1.82 per barrel. 
The parity price of oil on Nov. 1 
was $1.70 a barrel if parity prices 
had prevailed.”

production of 13,109,000 bales dur­
ing the ten years of 1931-40.

The census bureau reported that 
cotton of this year’s growth gin­
ned to Nov. 1 totaled 9,726,443 run­
ning bales, counting round as half 
bales and excluding linters, com­
pared with 7.961,157 bales to that 
date a year ago, and 9,085,870 bales 
two years ago.

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CHICAGO. (iP)—Using only 
W'ell to get oil or gas from two or 
moiv* levels in certain fields has 
become a vital material conserva- 
tioii measure, two Houston oil men 
said Tuesday in a report presented 
to a session of Uie American Pe­
troleum Institute’s twenty-third 
annual meeting. ‘

T. W. Alcorn and W. A. Alexander! 
said that the metliod had saved 
an average of 105 tons of steel, or 
46 per cent of the amount necessary 
if two wells were drilled.

The. report said that recently "it 
had been found that a number of 
oil fields have productive formations 
at more than one level—in effect, 
two or more separate oil fields.

“Despite the ^tremendous techni­
cal difficulties involved, methods 
have been developed to obtain oil 
from, all these levels through a sin­
gle well, which produces either sim­
ultaneously or alternately from sep­
arate" levels.”

Tire report pointed out that the 
nicthod “has no bearing on the av­
erage oil field, since most fields 
produce from one level only, nor is 
it alwayi possible for technical rea­
sons to'use a single well in some of 
the multiple-zone fields.”
