Co-ordinator Ickes told a congles-
soinal commuittee Tuesday he has
requested authority to construct a
second new oil pipeline from the
Southwest, oil fields to the = New
York-Philadlephia area, and said it
approved it would add 200,000 bar-
rels  daily to eastern oil supplies.

It would supplement a line al-
ready being built from Longview,
Texas, to Norris  City, Il ana
then to New Jersey.

Illinois, Ickes. said, is scheduled for
completion by December 15, but
probably would be held up because
of a-labor shortage and delays in
obtaining pumping equipment.

New Jersey probably would be com-
pleted by next June, resulting n
daily delivery of an . additional
300,000 barrels of crude oil to the
eastern coast.
Ickes said the new line he has
requested would be 20 inches in di-
ameter and would carry refined pe-
troleum producis. The '.ne now be-
ing built is a 24-inch line to carry
crude.

“The fact that the water-oil ra-
tio order does not exclude marginal
wells raises the question  whether
the commission went beyond  its
statutory powers,” one: expert who
asked not to be quoted by name as-
serted. :

“This is a question that can be |
decided only in the courts. Since
Texas statutes prohibit the commis-
sion from reducing the production
of marginal wells, the ratio order |
could be held invalid for not ex-
cluding marginal wells.”

Moving to check the downward
trend of pressure in the world’s
largest o0il field, the commission
Friday issued a special order es-

Germany Demand
Emigranis Pay Off

LONDON—(AP)—The Nether-
lands government-in-exile charged
Germany Tuesday with organizing

a vast scheme of extortion by sell-
ing exit permits from occupied ter-
ritory for great sums and said it
would combat the traffic with every
means in cooperation with the Bri-
tish and United States governments,

Relatives and friends in Allied
and neutral territory receive a com-
munication that persons in occur¥d
territory will be allowed to emigrate
on condition that a considerable
sum, in the currency of a neutral
country, be made available to the
enemy,” it said.

The sums demanded, it said, are
very large—sometimes as high as
the equivalent of $20,000 a head,

Soviet dispatches said the Ger-
mans had lost a staggering total
of 50,000 killed and captured in the
first four days of the drive and now
faced disaster as the Red armies
cut deep behind them.

Driving roughshod over crumbling
Nazi defenses, the Russians were
reported to have scored new 12-
mile advances both mnorth and
south of Stalingrad, capturing five
strategic towns and thrusting one
spearhead to a point 125 miles
northwest of the Volga metropolis.

German losses in men, material
and ‘territory suggested that the
Nazis had either been badly weak-
ened by withdrawals or were on the
verge of a clear-cut rout.

In a single surprise attack, Soviet
dispatches said, the Russians
caught the Germans unprepared
and Kkilled 1,000 of them. Red Army
headquarters said 12,000 Nazis were
killed and 11,000 captured in Mon-
day’s operations, raising the four-
day toll of 26,000 dead and 24,000
taken prisoner.

American Troops Advance

On the other side of the world,
Gen. MacArthur's field headquar-
ters - reported that hard-driving
American  troops in New Guinea
had overwhelmed Japanese ma-
chinegun nests on Cape Endaiadere
and. surged forward two miles to
attack. Buna Mission, a mile from
the big enemy coastal base at Buna.

Dispatches said the Japanese
were fiercely resisting at Buna, ap-
parently having chosen to die rath-
er than surrender,

Pinned against the coast; the
Japanese appeared to be on their
last legs as Australian troops mov-
ed into Gona, the enemy’s other
main hase, 12 miles above Buna,
and kegan mopping up the garri-
son there. i

On Guadalcanal Island, in the
lower Solomons, the Navy reported
that U. S. Army troops and Marines
were pushing steadily westward
from Henderson air field, slowly
driving the Japanese back toward
the northern tip of the island,
while Allied planes violently straf-
ec the enemy.
