ched out to a point only 100 miles from the Lotvion frontier.

A  Berlin broadcast acknowledged that mossivc Russian tank 
forces hod achieved " a  fairly deep penetrofipn'' of German 
defense lines Northeast of Moscow, with the Russions striking 
simultaneously in the Velikie Luki region, 265 miles west of 
Moscow, and near the big Nazi base at Rzhev.

Rzhev is 135 miles Northwest of Moscow.
In Libya the victorious British 8th Army prepared to assault 

Nazi Field Marshal Erwin Rommel's defenses at El Agheila. 
British headquarters said tersely there was "nothing to report 
from our land forces" in the westward drive; an Italian com­
munique asserted that "thrusts of strong enemy exploring ele­
ments" in Libya were repulsed.

Defiant French seamen were reported to have scut- 

tied the entire French naval squadron of 62 warships 
ot Toulon Friday as Adolf Hitler, ruthlessly crushing 
the lost of France's free homeland under the Nazi 
boot, seized the big French naval base after overcom­
ing resistance.

A Vichy broadcast said German troops marched
into Toulon at 4 o'clock Friday morning.

*  * *

"By orders of Admiral De La Borde, vessels of the French 
squadron at Toulon scuttled themselves," the broadcast said.

"A t 10 a. m„ there wa$ not one vessel afloat."
The German high command said merely that 'port' of the 

squadron hod been $ent to thp bottom by their French crews 
as Axis troop moved in to thwort an alleged plot for the fleet 
to escape to the Allies.

Thus Hitler trampled onother solemn pledge into the dost, 
putting all France in the some category of conquered nations 
as Norway, Belgium, Holland, Greece and Yugoslavia.

The last thin veil of "colloborotion" between Vichy and Ber­
lin was ripped aside toVhe crackle of gunfire by stout-heorted 
French troops who fought briefly but long enough to permit 
the scuttling of French warships in Toulon harbor.

“By and large American people 
have regarded the church as a lux­
ury and, as a result, its voice in 
time of greatest need often is mut­
ed.

“We must recognize the church 
definitely is not a luxury, and the 
church must re-seli to its members 
the Bible’s basis of supporting the 
church. We also must recognize the 
fundamental importance of the 
church at all times.”

Paying off of all debts, planning 
for .the year ahead as carefully as 
possible, and meeting the spiritual 
needs of men at the present mom­
ent an order to earn the chance of 
meeting those of the f.uture, • were 
listed by the speaker as immediate 
objectives the church should strive 
to attain.

It seems 
to me it must depend in a large 
degree on how much help Hitler 
can manage to deliver to him 
through the tough Allied sea and 
air blockade.

If the Nazi Marshal must depend 
on the resources which he brought 
with him on the mad race from El 
Alamein, then he undoubtedly will 
be in a difficult position." The fine 
fighting machine which he com­
manded a few short weelcs ago be­
fore his debacle has suffered ser­
ious damage.

Apart from the 75,000 men Rom­
mel lost in casualties and prisoners, 
his Sacrifice in tanks, warplanes 
and other equipment has been col­
ossal.
Losses Viewed

I have just had a remarkable 
deminstration of the materiel los­
ses in an unforgettable air trip 
over the line of his retreat.

There, scrawled across the sands 
and ever the escarpments of the 
desert, was the story of one of the 
great routs of militaiy history. It 
was pictured in the shatteled hulks 
of warplanes, tanks and motor 
transports and in the mountains of 
supplies abandoned in the frenzied 
rush to escape. Here and there it 
was emphasized by enclosures 
within stood rows of new white 
crosses—markers for sacrificial of­
ferings to Hitler’s ambition.

The problem of getting and keep­

That suited the girl all right, 
since the women arranged a sched­
ule whereby she could Irave some 
rest between jobs, and since the 
three of them could afford to pay 
her more than any one housewife 
could.

Already we haye fovmd that 
when there is a shortage of any 
commodity one person can’t have 
all he wants of it. It has been 
rationed.
They’d Better Solve It

Using the same principle, house­
wives could voluntarily ration them­
selves when it comes to household 
help. Tliey could just go in for a 
little unselfish cooperation, the way 
the three housewives who shared 
one maid did.

If they don’t get together and 
work out the maid problem some­
how—instead of just sitting around 
complaining about it—housewives 
who need help are going to be a 
tied-down, over-worked, hard-to- 
live-with gx'oup of women.

Front-line dispatches said that

The communique contained only 
the line that “pax’t of the French 
fleet has scuttled itself” and it was 
not kxxown which or how many of 
the 62 French war vessels—includ­
ing three battleships—if France’s 
Mediterranean fleet were at the 
bottom of Toulon harbor.

Hitler accused Admiral Jean Dar­
lan of having “oxxce more betrayed 
Germany and Italy.”

This was the second time in 18 
days Hitler had violated his pledged 
word to defenseless France.

When he tore up the armistice 
of 1940 Nov. 11 and Axis forces ob- 
liberated the former line of de­
marcation between occupied and un­
occupied Prance, Toulon specifically 
was excepted.

Thus, with one stroke every trace 
of French sovereiynty was erased 
no acre of her homeland was left
