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Victorious Russians

Liberate 300 Towns

And Drive Continues

The Russian winter offensive on the Central Front

has struck the Germans with full fury northwest of |

Moscow, smashing through the Nazi lines in three
places, cutting three vital railway lines serving the
invaders and hurling the Nazis back to a point less
than 90 miles from the old Latvian border.

In a special communique Sunday the Soviets an-
nounced the new offensive, launched in conjunction
with their mighty drive to relieve Stalingrad in the
South, already had routed five German divisions, in-
cluding one of tanks, and that 10,000 enemy dead lit-
tered the battlefield. Only 400 prisoners were report-

ed taken.

The new offensive in the North- |

western area, which was the scene !

of some of the most bitter fight-
ing last winter, evidently was the
one divulged piecemeal by German
announcements, though the Nazis
claimed to have repelled all Russian
attacks.

The Russian communigue placed

the fighting between the two im- |

portant cities. of Rzhey, 125 miles
northwest of Moscow, and Velikie
Luki, 140 miles west of Rzhev. The
Germans were said to be counter-
attacking ifiercely all along the
front, but the Russians said they
were being beaten off with heavy
Josses.
Advance on All Fronts
“Overcoming stiff resistance, our
troops have brecken through to the
strongly fortified defense zone of
the enemy,” the Red army an-
nouncement said. “In all indicated
directions our troops have advanced
over a depth of from eight to 20
miles.”

The drive, which the Russians

said began “several days ago,” was |

reported to have cut the railway
lines both from Velikie Luki to
Nevel and from Velikie Luki to
Novo Sokoliniki, as well as the line
from Rzhev to Vyazma

The two breaks in the rail line
from Velikie Luki put the Russians
west and southwest of that im-
portant town, indlcating they might
have by-passed it while pursuing
the Germans.
Free 300 Communities

More than 300 populated piaces

were declared to have been ‘liber-
ated” by the victorious Russians.

Customarily sober in its an-
nouncements, the Russia radio re-
vealed the latest drive with jubila-
tion and singing, all programs were
stopped while the announcer tri-
umphantly read off the special
communique,

The regular Soviet communique
issued a short while later said that
the defenders of Stalingrad have
regained the entire factory district
of that city.

Enemy On Run

The new Soviet success under-
scored the fact that in every cor-
ner of the globe the Axis either
was desperately:on the run or, at
best, was absorbing a beating from
superior , Allied manpower and
epuipment. At no point was the
enemy on the offensive, either by
land or by water.

Gaining momentum as snow piled
higher on the Steppes, the Red
Army chewed relentlessly at bat-

McArthur’s planes, a “Jap naval
orce again is maneuvering off the
New Guinea coast, near Buna where
their ground foraes have been pin-
ned against the sea, the high com-
mand announced Sunday.

The communique, one of the brief-
est in recent days on the bitter-end
struggle for possession of all North-
eastern New Guinea, gave no indi-
cation of the naval force’s intent
but previous naval sorties have been
for the purpose of landing reinfor-
cements.

For the second straight day, Jap-
anese counter-attacks were reported
to have been repulsed, adding
strength to the growing picture of
enemy determination not to yield
until crushed.

Other activity reported included
Allied bomber raids on Portuguese
Timor and a raid by 12 Jap bomb-
ers on the airdrome at Darwin, Aus-
tralia, “without damage.”

Previous efforts of the Japs to
land reinforcements have been only
partially successful and cost them
a light cruiser and from four to
five' destroyers.

Enemy Raids Ineffective ;

Two enemy bombers made the
third straight night nuisance raid
on American positions on - the is-
land Friday night, They dropped
bombs near the mouth. of the Lun-

In contrast with this greatly cur-
tailed enemy gtivity, the result of
smashing blows dealt the Japs in
the Solomons earlier this month,

The destruction of four German
planes in an attempted raid on Al-
giers by Allied night fighters was
taken as a sign that the Britsh
and American air forces were beat-
ing down the German air force in
the vital fight to control the sky.

Describes Disaster

Billy Payne, singer in the club for
many years, told this story of the
disaster:

Then I saw 3
thin flame running along the wall
A lot of people got out the side exit
but most of tried to jam around the
back.

There was a big
ice box there and I thought it
would be a good place to escape the
smoke. I helped about 10 into it
and others lay down on the floor
Pretty socn we heard firemen say-
ing ‘Come this way.’

“Finally we got out the service
entrance in the back. I think there
were 10 or 15 women in the crowd.’

Smith Sets Precedent

Likewise, Lieutenant Governor-
Elect John Lee Smith in announc-
ing his reasons for unprecedently
naming the committee in advance
of the session, frankly stated he
hoped it would be able to expedite
processing of Appropriations Bills,
and effect eccnomies.

In the absence of an oificial ver-
sion of what the committee did,
Chairman R. C. Lanning of Jacks-
boro was reliably reported to have
said that he would appoint sub-
committees to study appropriations,
and. also it was understood that
the temper of the committee seem-
ed to be that the state should be
operated as economically as possi-
ble during the next biennium.

So
the board was instructed to give
them temporary rations of gasoline
until they receive the Office of De-
fense Transportation . certifxcates
Pass The Problem

Originally the  government plan-
ned ‘to handle all $ruck rationing
~through a large headquarters set
up in Detroit, It wasn’t getting the
job done and so authority then was
passed along to regional QDT of-
fices. Still the job was not getting
done fast enough.

S0 the local rationing hoards, al-
ready struggling with insufficient
employes, were handed the prob-
lem. But Midland County's 'board
is doing its best,

Members of the rationing board
and the gascline rationing panel
are working longer hours. After an
appeal to rationing neadquarters,
authority was received to employ
several extra clerks Tuesday.

No clerks were tqQ ks had, but
business men, knowing of the prob-
lem and the rush to gef gasoline
rationing started December 1, so
as not to interfere with the com-
mercial life of the area, loaned
clerks to the board. :

Donate Services

Business and professional per-
sons have been donating their serv-
ices becauge the nationwide setup
was - not  properly arranged before
the rationing was ordered, a mem-
ber of the hoard explained.

Have Answers For Cadet Questions

“Why haven’t I been paid ioxfceuwe

two months now?”

“Can’t you give me another room
mate? This one’s driving me crazy.”

“I can’t go on. I'll never be a
bombardier.”

“The pilot doesn’t like me. He's
trying to eliminate me.”

“T want to get married tomorrow.
Can you arrange it.’

These are only five of several
scores of questions fired almost
daily at Capt. Clarence E. Bissell,
commandant of cadets at the Mid-
land AAF Bombardier School, by
the aviation cadets under his sup-
ervision.

The questions must be answered
quickly and tactfully. Otherwise,

the temperament of a potential

“Hell from Heaven Man” upon
whom Uncle S8am has lavished thou-
sands of dollars in training will
be dangerously upset. On the other
hand, the answers must not tend
to coddle member of the United
States Army.

Must Have Patience

The man who wants to supply
even some of the correct answers
must set aside part of his daily
routine to praying that he be en-
dowed with the patience of Buddha,
the tact of a corset salesman and
the human interest of a country
editor, Capt. Bissell indicates.

“You mever know what’s coming
next,” the Captain asserted.

Some  of the' questions can he

referred to the chaplain, some to the |

flight surgeon, others to the tactical
officers who are in charge of each
class of cadets. They are mainly
assigned from the infantry and are
chosen 'because of their peculiar
ability in handling men who are
far removed from hoyhood and must
be treated with a rare combination
of comradeshlp and paternalism.

But -occasionally a ecrisis, either
real ‘or imagined, arises in the life
of a cdadet and then, Capt. Bissell
says, fast, thoughtful action is re-
quired.
Tough Training Course

To the general public, some of
these . affairs of the moment may
seem  ridiculous when associated
with the band of young men espec-
ially chosen by rigid psychological
and physical tests for one of the
toughest training courses in Un-
cle Sam’s whole war program.

But the fact remains that even a
man in the uniform of the envied
aviation cadets may sometimes err.

“To err is human; to forgive di-
vine; to correct is the Army way
of domn things,” Captain Bissell
asserted.

To his job of supplying the right
answers, Captain Bissell can draw
upon military and human exeprien-

ce dating back to World War I. Dur- |

ing 1917-18, he was in command
of the Army’s Casual Depot No. 1
at - Winchester, England. Through
the depot passed some 20,000 men
for Trehabilitation and return to
military service. Problems ranging
from . shellshock to broken hearts
confronted the captain. His work
earned him a citation for “excep-
tionaily meritious and conspicous

and later he was awarded
the Order of the Purple Heart by

| General Pershing.

Studies Each Cadet

In this position,” and later as a
mill manager in New England and
vice-president of the Manchester
Silver Company, Captain Bissel
acquired the ability to detect traces
of human trouble by observing the
bearing of the men who passed un-
der his eyes.

Today he has one rile of thumb,
or rather, of eve which he says is
well nigh infallible in spotting trou-
ble in one of the men under his
command.

“There is a definite relationship
between a cadet’s_military bearing,
his proficiency in his studies and
his over-all state of mind and
health,” the commandant declared.

“Question a man whose military
bearing is sloppy, whose uniform
is unkempt, and you are more than
apt te find a man who is either in
or on the verge of trouble,” he ex-
plains,

For this reason, the commandant
fixes a piercing eye upon each new
class of cadets during its first three
weeks at the world’s largest bom-
bardier college. * By spotting the
men at retreat ceremocnies, which
each incoming class must stand for
its first three weeks, he is often
able to forestall trouble by calling
a man in and probing until a po-
tential sore spot is revealed.

The “result is a well-disciplined
corps of cadets who, despite the
swift change from -civilian habits,
become in only 17 weeks of train-
ing here and at pre-flight school
officers of a calibre which few
armies can match.

There was no detail on the in-
structions, hut it was assumed that
they were probably’ meant to be
put in operation when and if the
Germans breached  the armistice
terms, as they did in overstepping
the demarcation line last Nov. 11
and in grabbing for the armistice-
bound fleet Friday.

The Vichy cominunique said
scuttling of the warships was pre-
ferable ‘to “letting them be taken
over by any foreign power what-
ever.’

The Vichy ministers were called
into Pierre Laval’s office and told
of the German decision to occupy
Toulon after the operation was i
progress, it said.

Issues Prociamation

Admiral Jean Darlan issued a
proclamation in Algiers declaring
that all the French ileet at Toulon
had been “sunk cr scuttled.” This
was = officially termed ‘“welcome
news” at Allied Headquarters in
North Africa. But hope was held
out that some of the units got
away, as did the submarine at Bar-
celona, and would join the Allies.
Lieut. Gen. Dwight D. Eisenhow-
er's. Headquarters still lacked - offi-
cial confirmation of the destruction
of the fleet, but censored French
newspapers at Algiers, without giv-
ing their sources of information,

of,

{ published a list of all capital ships

at Toulon as destroyed. The only
ships not named were some smaller
craft and submarines.

At Barcelona, the escaped sub-
marine was given the customary
hospitality oi the port for 24 hours
during which she could take on
fuel and supplies sufficient for her:
to reach the Allies in Africa.
Admiral Darlan,. in Algiers, who
had appealed to-ais oid fleet to
join him, broadcast a new plea for
any fugitives from the Germans to
come to the Allies in Africa,

In the Toulon area, the Germans
were reported taking punitive mea-
sures against the French who held
out against the Axis to the last and
blew up their ships in the faces of
the occupying /.xis troops.

Various reports—all unconfirmed

—were in circulaticn concerning the
fate of Admiral Jean De La Borde,
the French commander at Toulon
who gave the scuttling order which
was carried out with such dispatch
as to suggest long and careful
preparation for eventualities.
One report said the admiral had
been arrested by the Germans. An-
other said he died on, the bridge
of the battleship Dunquerque when
it was blown up—both for destruc-
tive purposes and as the signal for
the rest of the fleet to follow it in
suicide.

A stockmg may be past: the
stage where it’s a credit to a lady’s
leg, but if it’s silk or nylon, it is
valuable stuff - for the Army and
Navy.
The stockings that started roll-
ing in on November 16 when the
collection drive was . launched are
headed straight for the battlefield.
That sheer silk evening stocking,
for instance, that went sw-o0o0-sh
one night, may turn up in an Am-~
erican gun' holding the powder
charge that sets off a shell fired
at the Japs or the Germans.

The millions of stockings turn-
ed’ in at hosiery counters will: be

Defense Supplies: Corporation. The
silks are’ then separated from the
nylons and one of the processes
devised to simplify separation is to
dip them in a .chemical bath in

which nylon turns one color and

silk .another.

Silk stockings are then sent to
a ireclaiming plant; where rayon
and cotton feet, tops and.seams
are cut off, and the remaining
pure. silk is spun into yarn, and

shipped from . collection depots to

rewoven info powder bag cloth. The

Farmers Urged to
Support Marketing
Cotton Quota Dec. 12

COLLEGE STATION—No gov-
ernment loan can be orfered on

cotton in 1943 if marketing quotas
are rejected in the mnation-wide
referendum Saturday, December 12,
Frank Seale, state AAA commit-
teeman, reminded cotton growers.

Seale, himself a Robertson coun-
ty cotton farmer, pointed out that
the law prohibits the Commodity
Credit Corporation from making
loans on cotton in any year in
which quotas are rejected.

The government loan has served
as a floor under cotton prices ever
since 1938, the first year quotas
were in effect, the AAA commit-
teeman declared. Currently, the
basic cotton loan rate of 16.97 cents
a pound, 90 percent of parity, is
supporting the price of cotton.

“With our huge supply of cotton
and with world prices equal to
about half what we’re getting for
cctton, there is no telling what
would happen to American cotton
prices if the loan were removed,”
Seale declared.

Cotton growers will vote for the
sixth time on marketing quotas
December 12. Each year for the
past five years they have voted
